At the beginning, there was nothing but God [KT - God]

gen.01.01  (In the beginning)

Jhn.01:01 -2  (In the beginning was God)

1Ti.01:17.   (nothing but God - "the eternal king, immortal, invisible, the only God")

By his power, he created everything of this world.

gen.01.01 - gen.01.31

He created the birds of the sky, fish, trees, animals and everything else.

gen.01.20 -25

After that, God created man in his own likeness, [EW- from the soil]

gen.01.26 -27

and blew the breath of life into it and it became a living man.

gen.02.07

And his name was Adam.

gen.02.20 (Hindi Fish Version), gen.03.17

In Hindi (Fish Version) Bible, Genesis 2:20 calls the man Adam, whereas other Hindi versions and English version  just say "man."  We have anchored it with the fish version genesis 2:20, but also listed genesis 3:17 as that is the first time his name is mentioned in English bible.

Then he took him to a garden and put (him) there.

gen.02.08

In the garden, many types of fruit bearing trees had been planted for eating.

gen.02.09

And at the middle of garden, were two trees.

gen.02.09

One tree was giving knowledge of good and evil.  Another tree, was one of living forever.

gen.02.16 -17

But about the tree giving knowledge of good and evil, it's fruits God did not allow to eat.  God told Adam that "if you eat this fruit, you will die."

gen.02.17

Then he made Adam sleep deeply.  And took a rib out of him and created a woman.

gen.02.21 -22

When Adam saw her he said that "she is just like me."  Then she was called a woman.

From crafter: "just like me" it means that like him she had hands, feet, she was a person like Adam.

gen.02.23

Though Adam and his wife were without any clothes, but they did not feel shy.

gen.02.25

Then God blessed [bless] them and said to flourish and fill the earth.

From crafter: "flourish" means fill it/increase/multiply/grow.  In our culture, when we are married, we get blessing,  "From 1 to 21" this means to increase/grow a lot in number.  It also means in all works of life.

gen.01.22, 28

In this way, God created the world in 6 days

gen.01.31

And at the seventh day, he rested, and called that day as holy. [KT holy]

gen.02.02 -02

This story is from the Bible.

Closing statement.

02 -- DISOBEDIENCE

God [KT God] made the whole world, for example, one man, one woman, and animals-birds.  After doing this in 6 days, at one time,

gen.01.01  ("In the beginning God created")

gen.01.27 (God created humankind)

gen.01.20 (God created birds)

gen.01.24 (God created living animals)

From crafter: "animals-birds" is a common expression.  Most often used together, it does not only mean the animals that are birds, but means all animals.

From among them the most clever [cheat/deceiver] was the snake.

GEN.03.01

and he said to the woman, 'is it true that God has forbade you to eat the fruits of the trees of this garden

GEN.03.01

The woman said , no, we can eat the fruit of tree of this garden.

GEN.03.02

[[TR HNDBK- gen.03.02...And since the woman's reply in fact denies what the snake is suggesting, in some languages it will be natural to begin the reply with ``No! . . . .'']]

but we cannot eat the fruit of that tree about which God has forbade. which is in the middle of the garden and giver the knowledge of good and evil.

GEN.03.03

then the snake said to the woman, if you eat the fruit of the tree then we will have the knowledge of good and evil. your eyes will open and you will become like God.

GEN.03.05

Then woman, broke the fruit, and ate it,

GEN.03.06

and fed it to her husband.

GEN.03.06

then both  had the knowledge of good and evil and their eyes opened.  when they knew that they are without clothes.  they made the clothes of leaves.

GEN.03.07

when they heard of sound of God's coming then they hid behind a tree.

GEN.03.08

Then God said, Adam, where are you?

GEN.03.09

TR NOTES on gen.03.09: [[It is necessary in some languages to begin a speech like this with a vocative phrase, for example, “Man, where are you?

Then Adam said, "I am without clothes, so for that, I am hiding."

GEN.03.10

then God said, did you eat the fruit of that tree which i forbade you. O! you have eaten the fruit of that tree

GEN.03.11

"O" - is an expression of surprise, or frustration, or to get someone's attention.

then Adam said, woman gave to me and i ate

GEN.03.12

The woman said, the snake  has deceived/diverted me.

GEN.03.13

Because of this, God gave them all a curse.

gen.03.14 -17

And the snake got this curse -

GEN.03.14

"you will go on your stomach, and for whole life you will eat dust."

GEN.03.14

and i will put enmity between the woman  generation and your generation. and  the generation of woman will bruise your head.

GEN.03.15

And you will cut [SR- bite] his heel.

GEN.03.15

again the woman got curse that you will have much pain when you bear a child.

GEN.03.16

again God said to Adam, you have eaten the fruit of that tree which i have forbade. due to that the ground is also cursed.  it will yield thistle.  you will do the hard labor , then you will find food  [EW- then you will get things to eat].

GEN.03.17 -19

You were made from dust [SR- Soil], and you will go back to dust [SR- soil].

GEN.03.19

God made clothes from skin for them.

GEN.03.21

then God thought , it may be like that they may pluck the fruit of life and become immortal.

GEN.03.22

Due to this, God sent both of them out of the garden.

GEN.03.23

This story is from the Bible.

Closing statement.

03 -- NOAH

After the man and woman received punishment for sin [KT sin] and God [KT God] put them out of the garden

GEN.03.16 -17 (man and woman received the punishment)

GEN.03.23  (so God put them out of the garden)

And the earth was filled with human beings,

gen.06.01

and the sin of the men was seen by the Lord [EW- God]

gen.06.05

the sin of the man increased upon the Earth, man was constantly thinking about sin.

gen.06.05

Then the Lord [EW- God] repented [KT repent] after creating human beings.

gen.06.06 -07

The Lord [EW- God] was upset and he thought that man was created by Lord  [EW- Man who was a creation of me]

gen.06.06 07

so they should be erased from face of the earth.  man, reptiles, birds- all until they are destroyed.  He repented after creating them [EW- I am repenting after creating them]

gen.06.07

But, there was one man named Noah, who did according to the God.

[[TR HANDBOOK GEN.06.08-  "Found favor in the eyes is the literal Hebrew, which is an idiom meaning ``the Lord looked favorably upon Noah.'' tev says directly ``But the Lord was pleased with Noah.'' In some languages this thought will be expressed by other idioms; for example, ``The Lord showed his good heart to Noah'' or ``The Lord's stomach was warm for Noah.'' Some translations have simply ``The Lord was glad [or, happy] with Noah.''

gen.06.08

because Noah was righteous [KT righteous] and in his time, he was honest [EW- good among the people of his times] and walked with the Lord [EW- God].

Re: "he was honest" - TR HANDBOOK gen.06.09: gecl says ``a man of integrity,''

gen.06.09, gen.06.11

Then God told Noah, Listen, you prepare a boat.

gen.06.14

I am [EW- I myself] to destroy the earth with water, and every living thing on the earth will be destroyed.  Still I make a promise [KT promise] with you.

gen.06.17 -18

You, your wife, sons, daughters [EW- daughters-in-law]

gen.06.13, 18

and all the creatures, take one pair - one male and female into the boat and keep them alive

gen.06.19 -20

and keep all the food required for them, and store food for yourself and your family.

gen.06.21

And Noah did according to the command of God and he made a boat of wood.

gen.06.22

and when the boat was ready then God told Noah after seven days I will pour rain on the earth for 40 days and 40 nights

gen.07:01 (boat was ready)

gen.07.04

and all the animals that I have created all will be destroyed from the face of the earth.

gen.07.04

gen.07.08 (all the animals)

And according to the command of God, Noah entered the boat.

gen.07.16

and God shut the door of the boat

gen.07.16

And the flooding water increased upon the face of the earth, and the fountain of the sea broke.

gen.07.17

and the sky was opened and the rain kept coming on the earth for 40 days and 40 nights)

gen.07.17

and the water began to increase to the extent that all the mountains were drowned.

gen.07.20 (water increased)

gen.07.22 (drowned)

and all were destroyed from the face of the earth.

gen.07.23

Only Noah, his wife, sons, daughter in-laws and all others who were with him in the boat only them could be saved.

gen.07.23

Then God inquired (cared about) about Noah and all others who were with Noah in the boat

Re: "cared for the well being of Noah..." - [[TR HANDBOOK GEN.08.01 - We may also translate idiomatically sometimes: ``God's heart was warm for Noah and he helped him'' ]]

gen.08.01

and then wind blew on the earth and the water began to decrease

gen.08.01 -02

and the rain stopped and the fountain of the sea and the sky were closed and the water began to decrease

gen.08.02

God everything stopped.

gen.08.02

and thus after decreasing and decreasing all the water dried up.

gen.08.03

Then God commanded Noah that all whoever are there in the boat with you to take all of them out

gen.08.15 -17

and then according to the command of God Noah took all of them out of the boat and then God blessed  [KT bless] all the animals and all the creatures)

gen.08.16 -18

to flourish and fill the earth.  Then Noah thanked God)

TR NOTES GEN.08.20 - "it would be clear that Noah built the altar with the purpose to burn on it sacrifices with which to honor God or to thank God."

gen.08.17, gen.08.20

and he worshiped [KT- worship] Him. The God became pleased with Noah and He blessed him.

Re: "God became happy." - TR HANDBOOK GEN.08.20 - [[the Lord was pleased with the fragrance of the sacrifice.]]

gen.08.20

And He made a covenant with all the animals and creatures that I will never cause such a rain on the earth in the future and there will be no catastrophe

gen.09.11 -12

Therefore He gave a sign in the sky which is in the form of a rainbow in the clouds and whenever it rains

gen.09.16

then God remembers His covenant and He does not cause much rain that a catastrophe may happen.

gen.09.16 -17

This story is from the Bible.

Closing statement
04 -- ABRAHAM

Many years after Noah, there was a man whose name was Abraham

gen.09.16 -17 (After Noah)

GEN.17.05 (man named Abraham)

And he followed God’s [KT God] commands

Gen.12:04

GEN.17.15, Gen.11:29

Once God promised [KT promise] Abraham that he will have many sons/decedents

Gen.12:01 -03

He will have as many sons/decedents as there are stars in the sky

Gen.15:05

24 years after God’s promise, Abraham and his wife did not have even one child

GEN.12.04 (Abraham is 75 years old here)

GEN.21.05 (showing Abraham is 100 years old when son is born)

One time Abraham sat at the door of his tent

GEN.18.01

Then Abraham saw that three men stood in front of him

GEN.18.01 -02

Abraham stood up and went to them and greeted them

GEN.18.02

Abraham said to them, please have some food, then you may rest

GEN.18.04 -05

Then, Abraham ran to his wife and asked her to quickly cook some food

GEN.18.06

Abraham presented many kinds of food to the three men

From Crafter: "every types of food" means whatever the food was that Abraham had made (i.e. curds and milk...)

GEN.18.08

While the three men ate the food, one of the men asked Abraham  “where is your wife”

GEN.18.09

[TR HNDBK gen.18.09- If the three visitors appear to be speaking at once as they address Abraham, a literal translation may be unsuitable. In that case we may say ``One of the visitors asked Abraham,'' ]]

[[Re: during the course of eating..." - TR HNDBK gen.18.09 says: "Since this verse opens another episode, some languages may find it more natural to introduce a time setting such as ``While they were eating . . .'' or ``When they had finished eating . . . .'']]

Abraham replied that she is inside the tent

GEN.18.09

One of the men said to Abraham that he would return again next year 
GEN.18.10

and your wife will give birth to a son

GEN.18.10

Abraham’s wife heard this conversation from inside the tent

GEN.18.10

Hearing that she would give birth to a Son, she laughed inwards.  

GEN.18.12

And thought that “how can I give birth to a son now "

GEN.18.11 -12

They understood what Sarah was thinking.

GEN.18.13 - From the response in line 22, it is clear he knew what she was thinking.

And asked Abraham, why did your wife laugh?

GEN.18.13

Is there any task that is difficult for God?

GEN.18.14

After that, the three men went away

GEN.18.16, gen.18.22

And next year, Sarah really became pregnant and gave birth to a child , just like God had promised.  
GEN.21.01 -02

And next year his promise was fulfilled. And they really gave birth to a Son

GEN.21.01 -02

And they named their son Isaac. At that time, Abraham’s age was a 100 years

GEN.21.03, gen.21.05

This story is from the Bible.

Closing statement.

05 -- ISAAC

After few years of the birth of Abrahm's son Isaac

Gen.22:01 (a few years after)

GEN.21.02 -03 (birth of Isaac)

From crafter: "a few years" does not mean Isaac was only 3-4 years old. It can mean he was between 10-20.

One day God [KT God] wanted to test Abrahm's faith [KT faith]

gen.22.01

Then God had said to Abraham

Gen.22:02

"Your only son whom you love, take him on mountain to sacrifice." [KT sacrifice]

Gen.22:02

Then Abraham got up early next day by obeying God's command

Gen.22:03

And with two servants, wood and his son started going to the mountain.

Gen.22:03

He reached there and said to his servants, "Stay here you all."

Gen.22:04 -05

Abraham with his son, wood and fire

Gen.22:06

From crafter: it is common to specifically say, "fire" - it does not mean the flame of the fire, but a stick used to start the fire.  It could have also been a torch of some kind, or a stick with fire already on it, this is a common way of transporting fire in Magahi villages.

Taking sword in hand started going upon the mountain.

gen.22.06

From crafter: "sword" is the word to use here.  If the common word for knife is used, this implies something more like a butter knife and sounds really silly.  The word here implies a larger knife used for cutting or sacrificing something.

Then Isaac asked father, "Fire and wood are here but where is the lamb to be sacrificed?"

Gen.22:07

Then Abraham said to his son God will provide the lamb.

gen.22.08

And together they reached that place by walking.

gen.22.09

Then Abraham prepared an altar with the decoration of wood.

Gen.22:09

"Decoration of wood" - this is a very natural way of saying, "Arranged the wood”
He put his son on that after tying, and took out the sword to sacrifice his own son.

Gen.22:10

Then there came the voice of God, "O Abraham:

Gen.22:11

TH at gen.16.07 says "when the word [angel] is used in the patriarchal narratives with the Lord or other terms for God, it has the sense of God's presence being shown to someone; that is, it describes a manifestation of God."

"Do not put your hand on your son, do not do anything."

Gen.22:12

"Now I know that you fear me." [KT fear God]

Gen.22:12

"Because you did not leave your only son even." 
Gen.22:12

Then Abraham saw at back that a lamb [sheep] is in bushes. Abraham brought that lamb on the place of his son and sacrificed it.

Gen.22:13

Then God promised [KT promise] to Abraham "I will make a great nation from your descendants."

Gen.22:17

This story is taken from the Bible

Closing statement.

06 -- KING DAVID

Many years after Abraham was tested by God[KT God] , there was a prophet [KT Prophet] named Samuel.

gen.22.01 (Abraham was tested)

Gen.22:13 (example of the testing)

1sa.03.20 (Samuel was prophet)

One day, God said to Samuel "you go to the town called Bethlehem and meet a man there."

1Sa.16:01

'I will make a king for Abraham's decendant's from one of the sons of that man.'

1Sa.16:01

Samuel went to Bethlehem village according to God's saying.

1Sa.16:04

He met that man and told him "You come with me for worshipping."   [KT worship]

1Sa.16:05

So, he came with his sons.

1Sa.16:05 -06

And, as Samuel saw his elder son then he thought that he will be the king of Abraham's descendants.

1Sa.16:06

Then God said 'he is not.'

1Sa.16:07

'Don't be impressed by the face and height of this man.'

1Sa.16:07

From crafter: it means the outside of a person- what he looks like.  It can be used in wedding preparations in finding a bride, sometimes we say this in joking when these are the only requirements for a bride, but in reality it is not, many other requirements are there also.

'because I, God, do not see like men do.  Men see the outward appearance only, but my eyes are upon heart.' [KT heart]

1Sa.16:07

From crafter and UNS - the phrase, "eyes are upon the heart" is something only God can say.  Only God can see the heart of someone.  This phrase would be used sometimes when someone has done something wrong, but no one knows who it is.  Then you might say, "god looks at heart." This means, God knows the truth of the matter.

In this way,  seven sons of that man came to Samuel.

1Sa.16:10

But God did not choose anyone to be king among them.

1Sa.16:10

Then Samuel asked the man, 'Did all your sons come?'

1Sa.16:11

That that man said, 'The younger one is remaining.'

1Sa.16:11

who has gone to feed the sheep.

1Sa.16:11

And Samuel said, 'Go and call him'

1Sa.16:11

And when his youngest son, whose name was, David, came,

1Sa.16:12

then God said to Samuel, 'This is the king of Abraham's decedents.  Anoint him.' [KT anoint]

1Sa.16:12

And at the time Samuel anointed [KT- anoint] David,

1Sa.16;13

That time the Spirit of God came upon David and was filled with God's power.

1Sa.16:13

HINDI Bible mentions specifically God's power in addition to God's Spirit.

This story is from the Bible.

Closing statement
07 -- DAVID AND GOLIATH

When David was anointed [KT anoint]  (for king) [SR when the anointing for David took place]  then the power of God [KT power of God] was upon David.

1sa.16.13

And David was from the side of the people of God. [KT God's people]  Once Philistine country challenged the people of God

1sa.17.02 -03, 1sa.17.08

and the one who was challenging , his name was Goliath.

1sa.17.08

He was very strong and muscular.

1sa.17.04

He began to say that is that one who can fight with me.

1sa.17.08

if you win then we will be your slaves and if I win then you people will be our slaves.

1sa.17.09

but nobody dared.  
1sa.17.11 (they were very afraid - nobody dared)

And there was also the brothers of David in that battle who were fighting on the side of God's army.

1sa.17.13 (David's brothers)

and David was of a young age at that time and he was shepherding the sheeps and goats.

1sa.17.15

Then David's father told him to go to the battlefield and bring the news of his brothers and David went there.

1sa.17.17

and at that time strong Goliath began to challenge.  This matter David did not like.

1sa.17.23, 1sa.17.26

David said, "Who is this, that is making fun of the army of the living God!”

1sa.17.26

TR HNDBK 1sa.17.26 [[Who does that worthless Philistine think he is? He’s making fun of the army of the living God!”]]

Some heard him say this and reported the thing he said to the King.

1sa.17.31

Then David was called to the king and David told the king that I will fight with this man.

1sa.17.31 -32

and God saved me in the forest from the lions and the bears at the time of saving the sheep’s and the goats.

1sa.17.35 -36

then why will not God give victory against this man?

1sa.17.36 -37

and he collected five pebbles and he had also one sling .

1sa.17.40

and taking these things he went to fight with strong-Goliath.

1sa.17.40

then  when the powerful Goliath saw (him), he began to mock .

1sa.17.42 -44

then David said, "you are coming with sword and spear  but I have come in  the name of God." [KT in the name of God]

1sa.17.45

And today God will hand you over  in to my hand.

1sa.17.46

and the whole world will know that our God is victory-giver without sword and spear.

1sa.17.46 -47

From [[NCV 1sa.17.47- Then all the world will know there is a God in Israel!]]

From Crafter: "Victory-giver" is like a description only for God.  People cannot give victory.  It is like a way of saying all powerful.

From IVP Bible Background commentary 1sa.17.46-  [[Thus Yahweh is described as Yahweh of Hosts, paraphrased with a military description, “the God of the battle ranks of Israel” (author’s translation), and David’s boast is based on Yahweh’s abilities, not his own.]]

and soon David put pebble in the sling and shot.

1sa.17.49

and the pebble hit his head and entered into his head.

1sa.17.49

and he soon fell on his face and David cut his (Goliath’s) head by his sword only.

1sa.17.51

after all these things happened the Philistines soldiers saw it and they got scared

1sa.17.51

and fled.

1sa.17.51

In this way God saved the lives of his people, through David.

Closing statement.

This story is from the Bible.

Closing statement.

08 -- GOD'S PROMISE TO DAVID

About 10 years after David killed Goliath

1sa.17.49 (David Killed Goliath)

1sa.26.25 (to give a reference from 1 sa for the cn note below)

2sa.01.17  (to give a referene from 2sa for the cn noe below)

Baldwin's Commentary on 1&2 Sam. says that David may have had a beard (to account for why Saul didn't recognize him as the one who played the harp for him). So at that time, he was probably in his 20s.  However, David was 30 when he became King (2sam.5:4).

God's people [KT God's people] made David a king

2Sa.05:03

After some time, one day David thought he would make a house for God [KT God]

2Sa.07:02

Next day in the morning God sent a prophet  [KT Prophet] to say to David

2Sa.07:05 -07

that God has sent me to say to you that I have released you [EW- I had previously released you] from the work of grazing sheep and goats

2sa.07.08

And make [EW- made] you a leader of the people, and from you I will make the descendants of kings

2sa.07.08

You will not make a house for me.

2Sa.07:05 -07

I will make a house for you

2Sa.07:12 -16

and your kingdom will remain always

2Sa.07:16

Then David prayed to God and said "How great you are."

2Sa.07:18, 2sa.07.22

There is nobody like you. And I have not heard about this also. There is no other God like you.

2Sa.07:22

Please fulfill your promise [KT promise] according to your will.

2Sa.07:22 -25

This story is taken from Bible.

Closing statement
09 -- ELIJAH AND WIDOW SON

After God [KT God] made the promise [KT promise] to King David, after many days, once there occurred a famine in the town of Zerapath.

2Sa.07:11- 13  (promise to King David)

"after many days" = 200+ years.  iLumina Gold says David became king around 1010 and Elijah began his ministry around 875 (BC).

1Ki.17:07 -12 (famine in Zarephath)

And in that town a widow was picking up wood.

1ki.17.10

There was a man named Elijah.  Elijah was a prophet [KT prophet].  And he reached there and asked for something to eat from that woman.

1ki.17.09 -12

Then that woman said that, "I have only a handful of flour and little oil.

1ki.17.12

I will prepare the food and I will give it to my son and then we will die."

1ki.17.12

Then Elijah told her, "You don't fear.  First, you give me something to eat.  Then, you can give it to your son.

1ki.17.13

because until God causes rain, your oil will not be finished.

1ki.17.14

Then that woman did according to what Elijah told her to do

1ki.17.15

and according to Elijah's words, the family of the widow had the food for many days.

1ki.17.15 -16

One day her son fell ill and he died.

1ki.17.17

[[Some versions disagree as to whether or not the boy died or was seriously ill. NLT says that he died, but Net and NIV that he was seriously ill and stopped breathing.  Hindi version says the boy died.  Will keep it the same as Hindi Bible.]]

Then the widow told Elijah that, "because you have come to our home

1ki.17.18

To show it can also be a statement not a just rhetorical question.  [[NRSV 1ki.17.18 says: "...You have come to me..."]]

so the blame for the death of my son is upon you."

1ki.17.18

[[For 'the blame is upon you..'- .[[TEV 1ki.17.18 says, "Did you come here to remind God of my sins and so cause my son's death?”  - "So cause my son's death" implies she is blaming Elijah for the death of her son.]]

Then Elijah took that dead boy and went upstairs.

1ki.17.19

And he began to pray for him to become alive.

1ki.17.20 -22

After a few moments, the boy became alive.

1ki.17.20 -22

And Elijah gave that living boy to the woman.

1ki.17.23

After having seen all this, the woman said that, "Truly, you are the prophet  [KT Prophet] of the God."

1ki.17.24

This story is from the Bible.

Closing statement.

10 -- JONAH

After prophet  [KT Prophet] Elijah healed the son of the widow, after many years of that, there was a man whose name was Jonah.  He was the prophet of God [KT God] who used to give the message of God to the people.

1ki.17.23  (After prophet Eijah...)

jon.01.01 (man named Jonah...)

Once, God told the man named Jonah,

JON.01.01

that, "You go to the city of Nineveh and preach [KT preach] there among the people and tell them that God has seen all the wrong works [KT wrong work] done by you and you people will be destroyed."

JON.01.02

But, Jonah did not obey God and he started to go to another country.

JON.01.03

And he got on a ship.

JON.01.03

Then God brought a big storm in the sea.

JON.01.04

When the storm came then the ship was on the point of breaking up.

JON.01.04

Then all the people began to call the names of their respective deities.

JON.01.05

but Jonah was sleeping in the ship.

JON.01.05

Then the boatman (SR- boat driver) woke him up.

JON.01.06

and said that, "It seems that the calamity has come because of you. Who are you and where are you from and which caste do you belong to?"

JON.01.07 -08

Then Jonah said that, "I am the one who follows the command of the true God and I have not obeyed God and I am fleeing.

Jon.01:09 (Jonah worship the creator God, i.e. true God)

Jon.01:10 (Jonah was running away from God)

Re: running away, disobeying God- [[TEV JON.01.09- 9 "I am a Hebrew," Jonah answered. "I worship the LORD, the God of heaven, who made land and sea." 1.10 TEV Jonah 1.10 Jonah went on to tell them that he was running away from the LORD.]]
