Can You Find What Is Different?
Ask a volunteer to go out of the classroom. While the student is out of the room, the other students change their sweaters, shoes, coats and so on. Bring the student who went out of the classroom back inside. He/she has to guess the differences (speaking in English, of course.) 

Describe a person in the Class?
Students must randomly pick someone in the class and start to describe them, until the class guesses who they are talking about.
Finish the Story
Each student is given about 10 Letters, you start a story with some blanks in it, and students can give input based on what letter they have.  i.e. I hurt my _______ (H)ead (H)and, I like to eat (M)eal (M)onkey (M)oney
Survivor Spelling Game
Make a list of vocabulary covered in previous lessons. Have students stand. Call out a vocabulary word. The first student begins by saying the word and giving the first letter, the second student the second letter of the word, the third student the third letter, and so on until the word is spelled correctly. If somebody makes a mistake they must sit down and we start from the beginning again until the word is spelled correctly.
