to accomplish lots of things. Anything that takes time often gets squeezed out. Yet good
relationships required nothing but time.

. One More Chance: We often judge things and people by appearance. We should give a

chance to people who seem cold, mean, critical etc because they may have a broken
heart or sad history that made them the way they are. Behind the mask there is usually
only a soul that lacks love.

. Overcome Evil With Good: This article is about human relations. It talks about how a

little crippled boy softened the hearts of several vicious boys by treating them nicely.

Pencil Sharpener: This article looks at human relations. We express what's filled in our
hearts. If your heart is full of anger, hatred, criticism, you would unknowingly let them
out through your words. If your heart is filled with gratitude, peace, etc, it would
naturally come out from your mouth.

Gentle Tone of Voice: Studies show that our tone of voice communicates about 40% of
what people hear; only 7% of what we communicate comes through actual words. When
our family member is having a difficult time emotionally, the best way to help him is talk
to him with a gentle tone of voice. Also, during times of stress, most people's basic bent
is talking harshly. If we can try to use a gentle tone, many unnecessary conflicts could
be avoided.

Slow Down and Have a Cup of Tea: We are sacrificing quality time with our loved ones
by leading a life that is way too busy. It's blinding our eyes from seeing life as it ought
to be. The way to regain control is to slow down, have more quiet moments with
ourselves and God, and simplify our lives.

Marriage Needs Time: The fast-paced life will kill our marriage if we don't deliberately
carve out time for our relationship. We should make an effort to remain "connected" by
daily short but meaningful conversation and weekly or monthly dates.

Spend More Time With Your Children: Children are longing for their parents'
attention. To build a good relationship, which is the basis for effective discipline, we
need to regularly spend time with them.

We Need To Change First: When children misbehave, our first reaction usually is how to
correct them. We should instead pause and ask, "Does he need something?" When
children's needs are not met, they often send that message by bad behavior.
