1The book of the genealogy of Jesus

Christ,* the son of David, the son of
Abraham.

2 Abraham became the father of
Isaac. Isaac became the father of
Jacob. Jacob became the father of
Judah and his brothers. 3 Judah be-
came the father of Perez and Zerah
by Tamar. Perez became the father
of Hezron. Hezron became the father
of Ram. 4 Ram became the father
of Amminadab. Amminadab became
the father of Nahshon. Nahshon be-
came the father of Salmon. 5 Salmon
became the father of Boaz by Rahab.
Boaz became the father of Obed by
Ruth. Obed became the father of
Jesse. 6 Jesse became the father of
King David. David the king! became
the father of Solomon by her who had
been Uriah’s wife. 7 Solomon became
the father of Rehoboam. Rehoboam
became the father of Abijah. Abijah
became the father of Asa. 8 Asa be-
came the father of Jehoshaphat. Je-
hoshaphat became the father of Jo-
ram. Joram became the father of
Uzziah. 9 Uzziah became the father
of Jotham. Jotham became the father
of Ahaz. Ahaz became the father of
Hezekiah. 10 Hezekiah became the fa-
ther of Manasseh. Manasseh became
the father of Amon. Amon became
the father of Josiah. 11 Josiah became
the father of Jechoniah and his broth-
ers at the time of the exile to Babylon.

12 After the exile to Babylon, Jecho-
niah became the father of Shealtiel.
Shealtiel became the father of Zerub-
babel. 13 Zerubbabel became the fa-
ther of Abiud. Abiud became the
father of Eliakim. Eliakim became the
father of Azor. 14 Azor became the
father of Zadok. Zadok became the

father of Achim. Achim became the
father of Eliud. 15 Eliud became the
father of Eleazar. Eleazar became the
father of Matthan. Matthan became
the father of Jacob. 16Jacob became
the father of Joseph, the husband of
Mary, from whom was born Jesus,i
who is called Christ.

1750 all the generations from Abra-
ham to David are fourteen genera-
tions; from David to the exile to Baby-
lon fourteen generations; and from
the carrying away to Babylon to the
Christ, fourteen generations.

18 Now the birth of Jesus Christ was
like this: After his mother, Mary, was
engaged to Joseph, before they came
together, she was found pregnant by
the Holy Spirit. 19 Joseph, her hus-
band, being a righteous man, and not
willing to make her a public example,
intended to put her away secretly.
20 But when he thought about these
things, behold,S an angel of the Lord
appeared to him in a dream, saying,
“Joseph, son of David, don’t be afraid
to take to yourself Mary as your wife,
for that which is conceived in her is of
the Holy Spirit. 2! She shall give birth
to a son. You shall name him Jesus,*
for it is he who shall save his people
from their sins.”

22Now all this has happened that it
might be fulfilled which was spoken
by the Lord through the prophet, say-
ing,

23 “Behold, the virgin shall be with
child,
and shall give birth to a son.
They shall call his name Immanuel,”
which is, being interpreted,
“God with us.”%

24 Joseph arose from his sleep, and
did as the angel of the Lord com-
manded him, and took his wife to
himself; 25 and didn’t know her sex-
ually until she had given birth to her
firstborn son. He named him Jesus.

1 Now when Jesus was born in
Bethlehem of Judea in the days of
King Herod, behold, wise men” from
the east came to Jerusalem, saying,
2 “Where is he who is born King of
the Jews? For we saw his star in
the east, and have come to worship
him.” 3 When King Herod heard it,
he was troubled, and all Jerusalem
with him. 4Gathering together all the
chief priests and scribes of the peo-
ple, he asked them where the Christ
would be born. 5 They said to him, “In
Bethlehem of Judea, for this is written
through the prophet,

6 ‘You Bethlehem, land of Judah,
are in no way least among the
princes of Judah;
for out of you shall come a governor
who shall shepherd my people,
Israel.’ "%

7 Then Herod secretly called the
wise men, and learned from them
exactly what time the star appeared.
8 He sent them to Bethlehem, and
said, “Go and search diligently for the
young child. When you have found
him, bring me word, so that I also may
come and worship him.”

9They, having heard the king, went
their way; and behold, the star, which
they saw in the east, went before
them until it came and stood over
where the young child was. 10 When
they saw the star, they rejoiced with
exceedingly great joy. 11 They came
into the house and saw the young
child with Mary, his mother, and
they fell down and worshiped him.
Opening their treasures, they offered
to him gifts: gold, frankincense, and
myrrh. 12 Being warned in a dream
not to return to Herod, they went
back to their own country another
way.

13 Now when they had departed,
behold, an angel of the Lord appeared
to Joseph in a dream, saying, “Arise
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and take the young child and his
mother, and flee into Egypt, and stay
there until I tell you, for Herod will
seek the young child to destroy him.”

14 He arose and took the young
child and his mother by night and
departed into Egypt, 15 and was there
until the death of Herod, that it might
be fulfilled which was spoken by the
Lord through the prophet, saying,
“Out of Egypt I called my son.”®

16 Then Herod, when he saw that
he was mocked by the wise men, was
exceedingly angry, and sent out and
killed all the male children who were
in Bethlehem and in all the surround-
ing countryside, from two years old
and under, according to the exact
time which he had learned from the
wise men. 17 Then that which was
spoken by Jeremiah the prophet was
fulfilled, saying,

18 “A voice was heard in Ramah,
lamentation, weeping and great
mourning,
Rachel weeping for her children;
she wouldn’t be comforted,
because they are no more.”?

19 But when Herod was dead, be-
hold, an angel of the Lord appeared
in a dream to Joseph in Egypt, saying,
20 “Arise and take the young child
and his mother, and go into the land
of Israel, for those who sought the
young child’s life are dead.”

21 He arose and took the young
child and his mother, and came into
the land of Israel. 22 But when he
heard that Archelaus was reigning
over Judea in the place of his father,
Herod, he was afraid to go there. Be-
ing warned in a dream, he withdrew
into the region of Galilee, 23 and came
and lived in a city called Nazareth;
that it might be fulfilled which was
spoken through the prophets that he
will be called a Nazarene.

11n those days, John the Baptizer
came, preaching in the wilderness
of Judea, saying, 2 “Repent, for the
Kingdom of Heaven is at hand!” 3 For
this is he who was spoken of by Isaiah
the prophet, saying,

“The voice of one crying in the
wilderness,
make the way of the Lord ready!
Make his paths straight!”%*

4 Now John himself wore clothing
made of camel’s hair with a leather
belt around his waist. His food was
locusts and wild honey. 5 Then people
from Jerusalem, all of Judea, and all
the region around the Jordan went
out to him. 6 They were baptized by
him in the Jordan, confessing their
sins.

7 But when he saw many of the
Pharisees and Sadducees coming for
his baptism, he said to them, “You
offspring of vipers, who warned you
to flee from the wrath to come?
8 Therefore produce fruit worthy of
repentance! 9 Don’t think to your-
selves, ‘We have Abraham for our fa-
ther,” for I tell you that God is able
to raise up children to Abraham from
these stones. 10 Even now the ax lies
at the root of the trees. Therefore
every tree that doesn’t produce good
fruit is cut down, and cast into the
fire.

11“I indeed baptize you in water for
repentance, but he who comes after
me is mightier than I, whose sandals
I am not worthy to carry. He will
baptize you in the Holy Spirit.* 12 His
winnowing fork is in his hand, and he
will thoroughly cleanse his threshing
floor. He will gather his wheat into
the barn, but the chaff he will burn up
with unquenchable fire.”

13 Then Jesus came from Galilee to
the JordanT to John, to be baptized by
him. 14But John would have hindered

16 Jesus, when he was baptized,
went up directly from the water: and
behold, the heavens were opened to
him. He saw the Spirit of God de-
scending as a dove, and coming on
him. 17 Behold, a voice out of the
heavens said, “This is my beloved Son,
with whom I am well pleased.”

1Then Jesus was led up by the Spirit
into the wilderness to be tempted by
the devil. 2When he had fasted forty
days and forty nights, he was hungry
afterward. 3 The tempter came and
said to him, “If you are the Son of God,
command that these stones become
bread.”

4 But he answered, “It is written,
‘Man shall not live by bread alone, but
by every word that proceeds out of
God’s mouth,’ "%

5 Then the devil took him into the
holy city. He set him on the pinnacle
of the temple, ¢ and said to him, “If
you are the Son of God, throw yourself
down, for it is written,

‘He will command his angels concern-
ing you,’ and,
‘On their hands they will bear you up,
so that you don’t dash your foot
against a stone,” "%

7 Jesus said to him, “Again, it is
written, ‘You shall not test the Lord,
your God.” "%

8 Again, the devil took him to
an exceedingly high mountain, and
showed him all the kingdoms of the
world and their glory. ° He said
to him, “I will give you all of these
things, if you will fall down and wor-
ship me.”

11 Then the devil left him, and be-
hold, angels came and served him.

12Now when Jesus heard that John
was delivered up, he withdrew into
Galilee. 13 Leaving Nazareth, he came
and lived in Capernaum, which is by
the sea, in the region of Zebulun and
Naphtali, 1 that it might be fulfilled
which was spoken through Isaiah the
prophet, saying,

15 “The land of Zebulun and the land
of Naphtali,
toward the sea, beyond the Jor-
dan,
Galilee of the Gentiles,
16 the people who sat in darkness saw
a great light;
to those who sat in the region
and shadow of death,
to them light has dawned.”®*

17 From that time, Jesus began to
preach, and to say, “Repent! For the
Kingdom of Heaven is at hand.”

18 Walking by the sea of Galilee,
het saw two brothers: Simon, who is
called Peter, and Andrew, his brother,
casting a net into the sea; for they
were fishermen. 19 He said to them,
“Come after me, and I will make you
fishers for men.”

20 They immediately left their nets
and followed him. 2! Going on from
there, he saw two other brothers,
James the son of Zebedee, and John
his brother, in the boat with Zebedee
their father, mending their nets. He
called them. 22 They immediately
left the boat and their father, and
followed him.

23 Jesus went about in all Galilee,
teaching in their synagogues, preach-
ing the Good News of the Kingdom,
and healing every disease and every
sickness among the people. 24 The
report about him went out into all

ics; and he healed them. 25 Great
multitudes from Galilee, Decapolis,
Jerusalem, Judea, and from beyond
the Jordan followed him.

1Seeing the multitudes, he went up

onto the mountain. When he had sat
down, his disciples came to him. 2He
opened his mouth and taught them,
saying,
3“Blessed are the poor in spirit,

for theirs is the Kingdom of

4Blessed are those who mourn,

for they shall be comforted.

13 “You are the salt of the earth,
but if the salt has lost its flavor, with
what will it be salted?

14You are the light of the world. A
city located on a hill can’t be hidden.
15 Neither do you light a lamp and put
it under a measuring basket, but on
a stand; and it shines to all who are
in the house. 16 Even so, let your
light shine before men, that they may
see your good works and glorify your
Father who is in heaven.

17 “Don’t think that I came to de-
stroy the law or the prophets. I
didn’t come to destroy, but to fulfill.
18 For most certainly, I tell you, until
heaven and earth pass away, not even

one smallest letter™ or one tiny pen

stroke¥ shall in any way pass away
from the law, until all things are ac-
complished. 19 Therefore, whoever
shall break one of these least com-
mandments and teach others to do so,
shall be called least in the Kingdom
of Heaven; but whoever shall do and
teach them shall be called great in
the Kingdom of Heaven. 20 For I
tell you that unless your righteous-
ness exceeds that of the scribes and
Pharisees, there is no way you will
enter into the Kingdom of Heaven.

21 “you have heard that it was
said to the ancient ones, ‘You shall
not murder;¥ and ‘Whoever mur-
ders will be in danger of the judg-
ment. 22 But I tell you that ev-
eryone who is angry with his brother
without a cause 8 will be in danger of
the judgment. Whoever says to his
brother, ‘Racal’ * will be in danger
of the council. Whoever says, ‘You
fool!” will be in danger of the fire of
Gehenna.t

23 “If therefore you are offering
your gift at the altar, and there re-

For it is more
profitable for you that one of your

31 “It was also said, ‘Whoever shall
put away his wife, let him give her
a writing of divorce,™ 32 but I tell
you that whoever puts away his wife,
except for the cause of sexual im-
morality, makes her an adulteress;
and whoever marries her when she is
put away commits adultery.

33 “Again you have heard that it
was said to the ancient ones, ‘You

43“You have heard that it was said,
“You shall love your neighbor # and
hate your enemy.¥ 44 But I tell you,
love your enemies, bless those who
curse you, do good to those who hate
you, and pray for those who mistreat
you and persecute you, 45 that you
may be children of your Father who
is in heaven. For he makes his sun
to rise on the evil and the good, and
sends rain on the just and the unjust.
46 For if you love those who love you,
what reward do you have? Don’t
even the tax collectors do the same?
471f you only greet your friends, what
more do you do than others? Don’t
even the tax collectors$ do the same?
48 Therefore you shall be perfect, just
as your Father in heaven is perfect.

2 Therefore, when you do
merciful deeds, don’t sound a trum-
pet before yourself, as the hypocrites
do in the synagogues and in the
streets, that they may get glory from
men. Most certainly I tell you, they
have received their reward. 3 But
when you do merciful deeds, don’t let
your left hand know what your right
hand does, *so that your merciful
deeds may be in secret, then your
Father who sees in secret will reward
you openly.

5 “When you pray, you shall not
be as the hypocrites, for they love
to stand and pray in the synagogues
and in the corners of the streets, that
they may be seen by men. Most cer-
tainly, I tell you, they have received
their reward. ¢ But you, when you
pray, enter into your inner room, and
having shut your door, pray to your
Father who is in secret; and your
Father who sees in secret will reward
you openly. 7 In praying, don’t use
vain repetitions as the Gentiles do; for
they think that they will be heard for
their much speaking. 8 Therefore
don’t be like them, for your Father
knows what things you need before
you ask him. 9Pray like this:

“*Our Father in heaven, may your
name be kept holy.
10 Let your Kingdom come.
Let your will be done on earth as
it is in heaven.
11 Give us today our daily bread.
12Forgive us our debts,
as we also forgive our debtors.
13 Bring us not into temptation,
but deliver us from the evil one.
For yours is the Kingdom, the
power, and the glory forever.
Amen.'t

14 “For if you forgive men their

trespasses, your heavenly Father will

don’t forgive men their trespasses,
neither will your Father forgive your
trespasses.

16 “Moreover when you fast, don’t
be like the hypocrites, with sad faces.
For they disfigure their faces that
they may be seen by men to be fast-
ing. Most certainly I tell you, they
have received their reward. 17 But
you, when you fast, anoint your head
and wash your face, 18so that you are
not seen by men to be fasting, but by
your Father who is in secret; and your
Father, who sees in secret, will reward
you.

19“Don’t lay up treasures for your-
selves on the earth, where moth
and rust consume, and where thieves
break through and steal; 20 but lay
up for yourselves treasures in heaven,
where neither moth nor rust con-
sume, and where thieves don’t break
through and steal; 2! for where your
treasure is, there your heart will be
also.

22“The lamp of the body is the eye.
If therefore your eye is sound, your
whole body will be full of light. 23But
if your eye is evil, your whole body
will be full of darkness. If therefore
the light that is in you is darkness,
how great is the darkness!

24 “No one can serve two masters,
for either he will hate the one and
love the other, or else he will be
devoted to one and despise the other.
You can’t serve both God and Mam-
mon. 25 Therefore I tell you, don’t
be anxious for your life: what you will
eat, or what you will drink; nor yet for
your body, what you will wear. Isn’t
life more than food, and the body
more than clothing? 26 See the
birds of the sky, that they don’t sow,
neither do they reap, nor gather into
barns. Your heavenly Father feeds
them. Aren’t you of much more value
than they?

27 “Which of you by being anxious,

can add one moment¥ to his lifes-

pan? 28 Why are you anxious about
clothing? Consider the lilies of the
tield, how they grow. They don't toil,
neither do they spin, 29 yet I tell you
that even Solomon in all his glory was
not dressed like one of these. 30But
if God so clothes the grass of the field,
which today exists and tomorrow is
thrown into the oven, won’t he much
more clothe you, you of little faith?

31“Therefore don’t be anxious, say-
ing, ‘What will we eat?’, ‘What will
we drink?’ or, ‘With what will we be
clothed? 32 For the Gentiles seek
after all these things; for your heav-
enly Father knows that you need all
these things. 33 But seek first God’s
Kingdom and his righteousness; and
all these things will be given to you as
well. 34 Therefore don’t be anxious
for tomorrow, for tomorrow will be
anxious for itself. Each day’s own evil
is sufficient.

1“Don’t judge, so that you won’t be
judged. 2 For with whatever judg-
ment you judge, you will be judged;
and with whatever measure you mea-
sure, it will be measured to you.
3 Why do you see the speck that is in
your brother’s eye, but don’t consider
the beam that is in your own eye?
4 0r how will you tell your brother,
‘Let me remove the speck from your
eye,” and behold, the beam is in your
own eye? 5 You hypocrite! First
remove the beam out of your own eye,
and then you can see clearly to re-
move the speck out of your brother’s
eye.

6“Don't give that which is holy to
the dogs, neither throw your pearls
before the pigs, lest perhaps they
trample them under their feet, and
turn and tear you to pieces.

7 “Ask, and it will be given you.
Seek, and you will find. Knock, and
it will be opened for you. & For
everyone who asks receives. He who
seeks finds. To him who knocks it
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will be opened.  ° Or who is there
among you who, if his son asks him
for bread, will give him a stone? 100r
if he asks for a fish, who will give him
a serpent?  11If you then, being
evil, know how to give good gifts to
your children, how much more will
your Father who is in heaven give
good things to those who ask him!
12 Therefore, whatever you desire for
men to do to you, you shall also do
to them; for this is the law and the
prophets.

13 “Enter in by the narrow gate; for
the gate is wide and the way is broad
that leads to destruction, and there
are many who enter in by it. 4How™
narrow is the gate and the way is
restricted that leads to life! There are
few who find it.

15 “Beware of false prophets, who
come to you in sheep’s clothing, but
inwardly are ravening wolves. 16By
their fruits you will know them. Do
you gather grapes from thorns or figs
from thistles? 17 Even so, every
good tree produces good fruit, but the
corrupt tree produces evil fruit. 18 A
good tree can’t produce evil fruit, nei-
ther can a corrupt tree produce good
fruit. 19Every tree that doesn’t grow
good fruit is cut down and thrown
into the fire. 20 Therefore by their
fruits you will know them.

21 “Not everyone who says to me,
‘Lord, Lord,” will enter into the King-
dom of Heaven, but he who does the
will of my Father who is in heaven.
22 Many will tell me in that day, ‘Lord,
Lord, didn’t we prophesy in your
name, in your name cast out demons,
and in your name do many mighty
works?” 23 Then I will tell them, ‘1
never knew you. Depart from me, you
who work iniquity.’

24 “Everyone therefore who hears
these words of mine and does them, I
will liken him to a wise man who built
his house on a rock. 25The rain came
down, the floods came, and the winds
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blew and beat on that house; and it
didn’t fall, for it was founded on the
rock. 26 Everyone who hears these
words of mine and doesn’t do them
will be like a foolish man who built his
house on the sand. 27 The rain came
down, the floods came, and the winds
blew and beat on that house; and it
fell—and its fall was great.”

28 When Jesus had finished saying
these things, the multitudes were as-
tonished at his teaching, 2° for he
taught them with authority, and not
like the scribes.

8

1 When he came down from the
mountain, great multitudes followed
him. 2Behold, a leper came to him
and worshiped him, saying, “Lord, if
you want to, you can make me clean.”

3 Jesus stretched out his hand and
touched him, saying, “I want to. Be
made clean.” Immediately his lep-
rosy was cleansed. 4Jesus said to him,
“See that you tell nobody; but go,
show yourself to the priest, and offer
the gift that Moses commanded, as a
testimony to them.”

5 When he came into Capernaum,
a centurion came to him, asking
him for help, ¢ saying, “Lord, my
servant lies in the house paralyzed,
grievously tormented.”

7Jesus said to him, “I will come and
heal him.”

8 The centurion answered, “Lord,
I'm not worthy for you to come under
my roof. Just say the word, and my
servant will be healed. 9For I am also
a man under authority, having under
myself soldiers. I tell this one, ‘Go,’
and he goes; and tell another, ‘Come,’
and he comes; and tell my servant,
‘Do this,” and he does it.”

10When Jesus heard it, he marveled
and said to those who followed, “Most
certainly I tell you, I haven’t found
so great a faith, not even in Israel.
17 tell you that many will come from
the east and the west, and will sit
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down with Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob
in the Kingdom of Heaven, 12 but
the children of the Kingdom will be
thrown out into the outer darkness.
There will be weeping and gnashing
of teeth.” 13 Jesus said to the centu-
rion, “Go your way. Let it be done
for you as you have believed.” His
servant was healed in that hour.

14 When Jesus came into Peter’s
house, he saw his wife’s mother lying
sick with a fever. 15 He touched her
hand, and the fever left her. So she
got up and served him.* 16 When
evening came, they brought to him
many possessed with demons. He
cast out the spirits with a word, and
healed all who were sick, 17 that it
might be fulfilled which was spoken
through Isaiah the prophet, saying,
“He took our infirmities and bore our
diseases.”

18 Now when Jesus saw great multi-
tudes around him, he gave the order
to depart to the other side.

19 A scribe came and said to him,
“Teacher, I will follow you wherever
you go.”

20 Jesus said to him, “The foxes
have holes and the birds of the sky
have nests, but the Son of Man has
nowhere to lay his head.”

21 Another of his disciples said to
him, “Lord, allow me first to go and
bury my father.”

22But Jesus said to him, “Follow me,
and leave the dead to bury their own
dead.”

23 When he got into a boat, his
disciples followed him. 24 Behold, a
violent storm came up on the sea, so
much that the boat was covered with
the waves; but he was asleep. 25 The
disciples came to him and woke him
up, saying, “Save us, Lord! We are
dying!”

26 He said to them, “Why are you
fearful, O you of little faith?” Then
he got up, rebuked the wind and the
sea, and there was a great calm.

*
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27 The men marveled, saying,
“What kind of man is this, that even
the wind and the sea obey him?”

28 When he came to the other side,
into the country of the Gergesenes,’
two people possessed by demons met
him there, coming out of the tombs,
exceedingly fierce, so that nobody
could pass that way. 29 Behold, they
cried out, saying, “What do we have
to do with you, Jesus, Son of God?
Have you come here to torment us
before the time?” 30 Now there was
a herd of many pigs feeding far away
from them. 3! The demons begged
him, saying, “If you cast us out, per-
mit us to go away into the herd of
pigs.”

32He said to them, “Go!”

They came out and went into the
herd of pigs; and behold, the whole
herd of pigs rushed down the cliff into
the sea and died in the water. 33 Those
who fed them fled and went away into
the city and told everything, includ-
ing what happened to those who were
possessed with demons. 34 Behold,
all the city came out to meet Jesus.
When they saw him, they begged that
he would depart from their borders.

9

1He entered into a boat and crossed
over, and came into his own city.
2Behold, they brought to him a man
who was paralyzed, lying on a bed.
Jesus, seeing their faith, said to the
paralytic, “Son, cheer up! Your sins
are forgiven you.”

3Behold, some of the scribes said to
themselves, “This man blasphemes.”

4 Jesus, knowing their thoughts,
said, “Why do you think evil in your
hearts? 5 For which is easier, to
say, “Your sins are forgiven;’ or to say,
‘Get up, and walk? ¢ But that you
may know that the Son of Man has
authority on earth to forgive sins—"
(then he said to the paralytic), “Get

t 8:28 NU reads “Gadarenes”
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up, and take up your mat, and go to
your house.”

7 He arose and departed to his
house. 8But when the multitudes saw
it, they marveled and glorified God,
who had given such authority to men.

9 As Jesus passed by from there, he
saw a man called Matthew sitting at
the tax collection office. He said to
him, “Follow me.” He got up and
followed him. 10 As he sat in the
house, behold, many tax collectors
and sinners came and sat down with
Jesus and his disciples. 1! When the
Pharisees saw it, they said to his disci-
ples, “Why does your teacher eat with
tax collectors and sinners?”

12 When Jesus heard it, he said to
them, “Those who are healthy have
no need for a physician, but those
who are sick do. 13 But you go
and learn what this means: ‘I desire
mercy, and not sacrifice,™ for I came
not to call the righteous, but sinners
to repentance.">|<

14 Then John’s disciples came to
him, saying, “Why do we and the
Pharisees fast often, but your disci-
ples don’t fast?”

15 Jesus said to them, “Can the
friends of the bridegroom mourn as
long as the bridegroom is with them?
But the days will come when the
bridegroom will be taken away from
them, and then they will fast. 16No
one puts a piece of unshrunk cloth on
an old garment; for the patch would
tear away from the garment, and a
worse hole is made. 17 Neither do
people put new wine into old wine
skins, or else the skins would burst,
and the wine be spilled, and the skins
ruined. No, they put new wine into
fresh wine skins, and both are pre-
served.”

18 While he told these things to
them, behold, a ruler came and wor-
shiped him, saying, “My daughter has
just died, but come and lay your hand
on her, and she will live.”

£ 9:13 Hosea 6:6
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19 Jesus got up and followed him, as
did his disciples. 20 Behold, a woman
who had a discharge of blood for

twelve years came behind him, and

touched the fringe® of his garment;
21 for she said within herself, “If I
just touch his garment, I will be made
well.”

22 But Jesus, turning around and
seeing her, said, “Daughter, cheer up!
Your faith has made you well.” And
the woman was made well from that
hour.

23 When Jesus came into the ruler’s
house and saw the flute players and
the crowd in noisy disorder, 24 he said
to them, “Make room, because the
girl isn’t dead, but sleeping.”

They were ridiculing him. 25 But
when the crowd was sent out, he
entered in, took her by the hand, and
the girl arose. 26 The report of this
went out into all that land.

27 As Jesus passed by from there,
two blind men followed him, calling
out and saying, “Have mercy on us,
son of David!” 28 When he had come
into the house, the blind men came
to him. Jesus said to them, “Do you
believe that I am able to do this?”

They told him, “Yes, Lord.”

29 Then he touched their eyes, say-
ing, “According to your faith be it
done to you.” 30 Then their eyes were
opened. Jesus strictly commanded
them, saying, “See that no one knows
about this.” 3! But they went out
and spread abroad his fame in all that
land.

32 As they went out, behold, a mute
man who was demon possessed was
brought to him. 33 When the de-
mon was cast out, the mute man
spoke. The multitudes marveled, say-
ing, “Nothing like this has ever been
seen in Israel!”

34 But the Pharisees said, “By the
prince of the demons, he casts out
demons.”

35 Jesus went about all the cities
and the villages, teaching in their

t 9:20 or, tassel
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synagogues and preaching the Good
News of the Kingdom, and healing ev-
ery disease and every sickness among
the people. 36 But when he saw the
multitudes, he was moved with com-
passion for them because they were
harassed¥ and scattered, like sheep
without a shepherd. 37 Then he said
to his disciples, “The harvest indeed
is plentiful, but the laborers are few.
38 Pray therefore that the Lord of the
harvest will send out laborers into his
harvest.”

10

1 He called to himself his twelve
disciples, and gave them authority
over unclean spirits, to cast them
out, and to heal every disease and
every sickness. 2Now the names of
the twelve apostles are these. The
first, Simon, who is called Peter;
Andrew, his brother; James the son of
Zebedee; John, his brother; 3 Philip;
Bartholomew; Thomas; Matthew
the tax collector; James the son
of Alphaeus; Lebbaeus, who was
also called™ Thaddaeus; 4 Simon the
Zealot; and Judas Iscariot, who also
betrayed him.

5 Jesus sent these twelve out and
commanded them, saying, “Don’t go
among the Gentiles, and don’t en-
ter into any city of the Samaritans.
6 Rather, go to the lost sheep of the
house of Israel. 7 As you go, preach,
saying, ‘The Kingdom of Heaven is
at hand!” 8 Heal the sick, cleanse
the lepers,T and cast out demons.
Freely you received, so freely give.
9 Don’t take any gold, silver, or brass
in your money belts. 10 Take no
bag for your journey, neither two
coats, nor sandals, nor staff; for the
laborer is worthy of his food. 11Into
whatever city or village you enter,
find out who in it is worthy, and
stay there until you go on. 12 As
you enter into the household, greet
it. 13 1If the household is worthy,

let your peace come on it, but if it
isn’t worthy, let your peace return to
you. #Whoever doesn’t receive you
or hear your words, as you go out of
that house or that city, shake the dust
off your feet. 15Most certainly I tell
you, it will be more tolerable for the
land of Sodom and Gomorrah in the
day of judgment than for that city.

16 “Behold, I send you out as sheep
among wolves. Therefore be wise
as serpents and harmless as doves.
17 But beware of men, for they will
deliver you up to councils, and in
their synagogues they will scourge
you. 18Yes, and you will be brought
before governors and kings for my
sake, for a testimony to them and to
the nations. 9But when they deliver
you up, don’t be anxious how or what
you will say, for it will be given you in
that hour what you will say. 20For it
is not you who speak, but the Spirit of
your Father who speaks in you.

21 “Brother will deliver up brother
to death, and the father his child.
Children will rise up against parents
and cause them to be put to death.
22You will be hated by all men for my
name’s sake, but he who endures to
the end will be saved. 23 But when
they persecute you in this city, flee
into the next, for most certainly I tell
you, you will not have gone through
the cities of Israel until the Son of
Man has come.

24 “A disciple is not above his
teacher, nor a servant above his lord.
251t is enough for the disciple that he
be like his teacher, and the servant
like his lord. If they have called
the master of the house Beelzebul ¥
how much more those of his house-
hold! 26 Therefore don’t be afraid
of them, for there is nothing covered
that will not be revealed, or hidden
that will not be known. 27 What I
tell you in the darkness, speak in the
light; and what you hear whispered in
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the ear, proclaim on the housetops.
28 Don't Ee afraid of those who kill
the body, but are not able to kill
the soul. Rather, fear him who is
able to destroy both soul and body in
Gehenna.$

29 “Aren’t two sparrows sold for an
assarion coin?* Not one of them
falls to the ground apart from your
Father’s will. 30 But the very
hairs of your head are all numbered.
31 Therefore don’t be afraid. You are
of more value than many sparrows.
32 Everyone therefore who confesses
me before men, I will also confess him
before my Father who is in heaven.
33But whoever denies me before men,
I will also deny him before my Father
who is in heaven.

34 “Don’t think that I came to send
peace on the earth. I didn’t come
to send peace, but a sword. 35 For
I came to set a man at odds against
his father, and a daughter against
her mother, and a daughter-in-law
against her mother-in-law. 36 A
man’s foes will be those of his own
household.® 37 He who loves father
or mother more than me is not wor-
thy of me; and he who loves son or
daughter more than me isn’t worthy
of me. 3% He who doesn’t take his
cross and follow after me isn’t worthy
of me. 39 He who seeks his life will
lose it; and he who loses his life for
my sake will find it.

40 “He who receives you receives
me, and he who receives me receives
him who sent me. 4! He who re-
ceives a prophet in the name of a
prophet will receive a prophet’s re-
ward. He who receives a righteous
man in the name of a righteous man
will receive a righteous man’s reward.
42 Whoever gives one of these little
ones just a cup of cold water to drink
in the name of a disciple, most cer-
tainly I tell you, he will in no way lose
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his reward.”

11

1When Jesus had finished directing
his twelve disciples, he departed from
there to teach and preach in their
cities.

2 Now when John heard in the
prison the works of Christ, he sent
two of his disciples 3 and said to him,
“Are you he who comes, or should we
look for another?”

4 Jesus answered them, “Go and
tell John the things which you hear
and see: 5 the blind receive their
sight, the lame walk, the lepers are
cleansed, the deaf hear,* the dead
are raised up, and the poor have good
news preached to them.® 6 Blessed
is he who finds no occasion for stum-
bling in me.”

7 As these went their way, Jesus be-
gan to say to the multitudes concern-
ing John, “What did you go out into
the wilderness to see? A reed shaken
by the wind? & But what did you go
out to see? A man in soft clothing?
Behold, those who wear soft clothing
are in kings’ houses. 9 But why
did you go out? To see a prophet?
Yes, I tell you, and much more than
a prophet. 10 For this is he, of
whom it is written, ‘Behold, I send
my messenger before your face, who
will prepare your way before you.™
11 Most certainly I tell you, among
those who are born of women there
has not arisen anyone greater than
John the Baptizer; yet he who is least
in the Kingdom of Heaven is greater
than he. 12 From the days of John
the Baptizer until now, the Kingdom
of Heaven suffers violence, and the
violent take it by force.* 13 For all
the %)rophets and the law prophesied
until John. 4 1If you are willing
to receive it, this is Elijah, who is to
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come. 15He who has ears to hear, let
him hear.

16 “But to what shall I compare this
generation? It is like children sitting
in the marketplaces, who call to their
companions 17 and say, ‘We played
the flute for you, and you didn’t
dance. We mourned for you, and you
didn’t lament.” 18 For John came
neither eating nor drinking, and they
say, ‘He has a demon.” 19 The Son
of Man came eating and drinking,
and they say, ‘Behold, a gluttonous
man and a drunkard, a friend of tax
collectors and sinners!” But wisdom
is justified by her children.”

20 Then he began to denounce the
cities in which most of his mighty
works had been done, because they
didn’t repent. 21 “Woe to you,
Chorazin! Woe to you, Bethsaida! For
if the mighty works had been done in
Tyre and Sidon which were done in
you, they would have repented long
ago in sackcloth and ashes. 22 But
I tell you, it will be more tolerable
for Tyre and Sidon on the day of
judgment than for you. 23 You, Ca-
pernaum, who are exalted to heaven,
you will go down to Hades. ¥ For
if the mighty works had been done
in Sodom which were done in you,
it would have remained until today.
24 But I tell you that it will be more
tolerable for the land of Sodom on the
day of judgment, than for you.”

25 At that time, Jesus answered, “I
thank you, Father, Lord of heaven and
earth, that you hid these things from
the wise and understanding, and re-
vealed them to infants. 26 Yes,
Father, for so it was well-pleasing in
your sight. 27 All things have been
delivered to me by my Father. No
one knows the Son, except the Father;
neither does anyone know the Father,
except the Son and he to whom the
Son desires to reveal him.

28 “Come to me, all you who labor
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and are heavily burdened, and I will
give you rest. 29 Take my yoke
upon you and learn from me, for Iam
gentle and humble in heart; and you
will find rest for your souls. 30For my
yoke is easy, and my burden is light.”

12

1 At that time, Jesus went on the
Sabbath day through the grain fields.
His disciples were hungry and began
to pluck heads of grain and to eat.
2But the Pharisees, when they saw it,
said to him, “Behold, your disciples
do what is not lawful to do on the
Sabbath.”

3 But he said to them, “Haven’t you
read what David did when he was
hungry, and those who were with
him: 4 how he entered into God’s
house and ate the show bread, which
was not lawful for him to eat, nor for
those who were with him, but only for
the priests?® 5Or have you not read
in the law that on the Sabbath day
the priests in the temple profane the
Sabbath and are guiltless? ¢ButItell
you that one greater than the temple
is here. 7But if you had known what
this means, ‘I desire mercy, and not

sacrifice,® you wouldn’t have con-
demned the guiltless. 8 For the Son
of Man is Lord of the Sabbath.”

9He departed from there and went
into their synagogue. 1° And behold,
there was a man with a withered
hand. They asked him, “Is it lawful
to heal on the Sabbath day?” so that
they might accuse him.

11 He said to them, “What man is
there among you who has one sheep,
and if this one falls into a pit on the
Sabbath day, won'’t he grab on to it
and lift it out? 120f how much more
value then is a man than a sheep!
Therefore it is lawful to do good on
the Sabbath day.” 13 Then he told the
man, “Stretch out your hand.” He
stretched it out; and it was restored
whole, just like the other. 4 But
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the Pharisees went out and conspired
against him, how they might destroy
him.

15 Jesus, perceiving that, withdrew
from there. Great multitudes fol-
lowed him; and he healed them all,
16 and commanded them that they
should not make him known, 17 that
it might be fulfilled which was spoken
through Isaiah the prophet, saying,
18 “Behold, my servant whom I have

chosen,
my beloved in whom my soul is
well pleased.
I will put my Spirit on him.
He will proclaim justice to the
nations.
19 He will not strive, nor shout,
neither will anyone hear his
voice in the streets.
20 He won't break a bruised reed.
He won't quench a smoking flax,
until he leads justice to victory.
21 In his name, the nations will
hope.” ™

22 Then one possessed by a de-
mon, blind and mute, was brought
to him; and he healed him, so that
the blind and mute man both spoke
and saw. 23 All the multitudes were
amazed, and said, “Can this be the
son of David?” 24 But when the Phar-
isees heard it, they said, “This man
does not cast out demons except by
Beelzebul, the prince of the demons.”

25 Knowing their thoughts, Jesus
said to them, “Every kingdom divided
against itself is brought to desola-
tion, and every city or house divided
against itself will not stand. 26 If
Satan casts out Satan, he is divided
against himself. How then will his
kingdom stand? 27 If I by Beelzebul
cast out demons, by whom do your
children cast them out? Therefore
they will be your judges. 28 But if I
by the Spirit of God cast out demons,
then God’s Kingdom has come upon
you. 290r how can one enter into the
house of the strong man and plunder
his goods, unless he first bind the
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strong man? Then he will plunder his
house.

30“He who is not with me is against
me, and he who doesn’t gather with
me, scatters. 31 Therefore 1 tell
you, every sin and blasphemy will
be forgiven men, but the blasphemy
against the Spirit will not be forgiven
men. 32 Whoever speaks a word
against the Son of Man, it will be
forgiven him; but whoever speaks
against the Holy Spirit, it will not be
forgiven him, either in this age, or in
that which is to come.

33 “Either make the tree good and
its fruit good, or make the tree cor-
rupt and its fruit corrupt; for the tree
is known by its fruit. 34 You offspring
of vipers, how can you, being evil,
speak good things? For out of the
abundance of the heart, the mouth
speaks. 35 The good man out of
his good treasure” brings out good
things, and the evil man out of his evil
treasure brings out evil things. 361
tell you that every idle word that men
speak, they will give account of it in
the day of judgment. 37 For by your
words you will be justified, and by
your words you will be condemned.”

38 Then certain of the scribes and
Pharisees answered, “Teacher, we
want to see a sign from you.”

39 But he answered them, “An evil
and adulterous generation seeks after
a sign, but no sign will be given to
it but the sign of Jonah the prophet.
40 For as Jonah was three days and
three nights in the belly of the huge
fish, so will the Son of Man be three
days and three nights in the heart of
the earth. 41 The men of Nineveh
will stand up in the judgment with
this generation and will condemn it,
for they repented at the preaching of
Jonah; and behold, someone greater
than Jonah is here. 42 The Queen
of the South will rise up in the judg-
ment with this generation and will
condemn it, for she came from the

*
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ends of the earth to hear the wisdom
of Solomon; and behold, someone
greater than Solomon is here.

43 “When an unclean spirit has
gone out of a man, he passes through
waterless places seeking rest, and
doesn’t find it. 44 Then he says, ‘I
will return into my house from which
I came;” and when he has come back,
he finds it empty, swept, and put in
order. %5 Then he goes and takes
with himself seven other spirits more
evil than he is, and they enter in and
dwell there. The last state of that man
becomes worse than the first. Even so
will it be also to this evil generation.”

46 While he was yet speaking to the
multitudes, behold, his mother and
his brothers stood outside, seeking to
speak to him. 47 One said to him, “Be-
hold, your mother and your brothers
stand outside, seeking to speak to
you.”

48 But he answered him who spoke
to him, “Who is my mother? Who are
my brothers?” 49 He stretched out his
hand toward his disciples, and said,
“Behold, my mother and my broth-
ers! 50 For whoever does the will of
my Father who is in heaven, he is my
brother, and sister, and mother.”

13

1 0n that day Jesus went out of
the house and sat by the seaside.
2 Great multitudes gathered to him,
so that he entered into a boat and
sat; and all the multitude stood on
the beach. 3 He spoke to them many
things in parables, saying, “Behold,
a farmer went out to sow. 4 As
he sowed, some seeds fell by the
roadside, and the birds came and de-
voured them. 5 Others fell on rocky
ground, where they didn’t have much
soil, and immediately they sprang up,
because they had no depth of earth.
6 When the sun had risen, they were
scorched. Because they had no root,
they withered away. 7 Others fell
among thorns. The thorns grew up
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and choked them. & Others fell on
good soil and yielded fruit: some one
hundred times as much, some sixty,
and some thirty. 2 He who has ears
to hear, let him hear.”

10 The disciples came, and said to
him, “Why do you speak to them in
parables?”

1 He answered them, “To you it
is given to know the mysteries of
the Kingdom of Heaven, but it is not
given to them. 12 For whoever
has, to him will be given, and he will
have abundance; but whoever doesn’t
have, from him will be taken away
even that which he has. 13 Therefore
I speak to them in parables, because
seeing they don't see, and hearing,
they don't hear, neither do they un-
derstand. 14In them the prophecy of
Isaiah is fulfilled, which says,

‘By hearing you will hear,
and will in no way understand;
Seeing you will see,
and will in no way perceive;
15 for this people’s heart has grown
callous,
their ears are dull of hearing,
and they have closed their eyes;
or else perhaps they might perceive
with their eyes,
hear with their ears,
understand with their heart,
and would turn again,
and I would heal them.™

16 “But blessed are your eyes, for
they see; and your ears, for they hear.
17 For most certainly I tell you that
many prophets and righteous men
desired to see the things which you
see, and didn’t see them; and to hear
the things which you hear, and didn’t
hear them.

18 “Hear, then, the parable of the
farmer. 19 When anyone hears
the word of the Kingdom and doesn’t
understand it, the evil one comes and
snatches away that which has been
sown in his heart. This is what was
sown by the roadside. 20 What was
sown on the rocky places, this is he
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who hears the word and immediately
with joy receives it; 2! yet he has
no root in himself, but endures for
a while. When oppression or per-
secution arises because of the word,
immediately he stumbles. 22 What
was sown among the thorns, this is
he who hears the word, but the cares
of this age and the deceitfulness of
riches choke the word, and he be-
comes unfruitful. 23 What was sown
on the good ground, this is he who
hears the word and understands it,
who most certainly bears fruit and
produces, some one hundred times as
much, some sixty, and some thirty.”

24 He set another parable before
them, saying, “The Kingdom of
Heaven is like a man who sowed good
seed in his field, 2°but while people
slept, his enemy came and sowed
darnel weeds™ also among the wheat,
and went away. 26 But when the
blade sprang up and produced grain,
then the darnel weeds appeared also.
27 The servants of the householder
came and said to him, ‘Sir, didn’t you
sow good seed in your field? Where
did these darnel weeds come from?’

28 “He said to them, ‘An enemy has
done this.’

“The servants asked him, ‘Do you
want us to go and gather them up?’

29 “But he said, ‘No, lest perhaps
while you gather up the darnel weeds,
you root up the wheat with them.
30 Let both grow together until the
harvest, and in the harvest time I
will tell the reapers, “First, gather up
the darnel weeds, and bind them in
bundles to burn them; but gather the
wheat into my barn.”””

31 He set another parable before
them, saying, “The Kingdom of
Heaven is like a grain of mustard seed
which a man took, and sowed in his
field, 32 which indeed is smaller than
all seeds. But when it is grown, it is
greater than the herbs and becomes a
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tree, so that the birds of the air come
and lodge in its branches.”

33 He spoke another parable to
them. “The Kingdom of Heaven is like
yeast which a woman took and hid in
three measures’ of meal, until it was
all leavened.”

34 Jesus spoke all these things in
parables to the multitudes; and with-
out a parable, he didn’t speak to them,
35 that it might be fulfilled which was
spoken through the prophet, saying,
“I will open my mouth in parables;

I will utter things hidden
from the foundation of the
world.”

36 Then Jesus sent the multitudes
away, and went into the house. His
disciples came to him, saying, “Ex-
plain to us the parable of the darnel
weeds of the field.”

37 He answered them, “He who
sows the good seed is the Son of
Man, 38 the field is the world, the
good seeds are the children of the
Kingdom, and the darnel weeds are
the children of the evil one. 39 The
enemy who sowed them is the devil.
The harvest is the end of the age, and
the reapers are angels. 40 As there-
fore the darnel weeds are gathered
up and burned with fire; so will it be
at the end of this age. 4! The Son
of Man will send out his angels, and
they will gather out of his Kingdom
all things that cause stumbling and
those who do iniquity, 42 and will
cast them into the furnace of fire.
There will be weeping and gnashing
of teeth. 43 Then the righteous will
shine like the sun in the Kingdom of
their Father. He who has ears to hear,
let him hear.

44 “Again, the Kingdom of Heaven
is like treasure hidden in the field,
which a man found and hid. In his joy,
he goes and sells all that he has and
buys that field.

25 When the disciples heard it, they
were exceedingly astonished, saying,
“Who then can be saved?”

26 Looking at them, Jesus said,
“With men this is impossible, but
with God all things are possible.”

27 Then Peter answered, “Behold,
we have left everything and followed
you. What then will we have?”

28 Jesus said to them, “Most cer-
tainly I tell you that you who have fol-
lowed me, in the regeneration when
the Son of Man will sit on the throne
of his glory, you also will sit on twelve
thrones, judging the twelve tribes of
Israel. 29 Everyone who has left
houses, or brothers, or sisters, or fa-
ther, or mother, or wife, or children,
or lands, for my name’s sake, will
receive one hundred times, and will
inherit eternal life. 3°But many will

8 “When evening had come, the
lord of the vineyard said to his man-
ager, ‘Call the laborers and pay them
their wages, beginning from the last
to the first” 9 “When those who
were hired at about the eleventh hour
came, they each received a denarius.
10When the first came, they supposed
that they would receive more; and
they likewise each received a denar-
ius. 1 When they received it, they
murmured against the master of the
household, 2saying, ‘These last have
spent one hour, and you have made
them equal to us who have borne the
burden of the day and the scorching
heat!’

13 “But he answered one of them,
‘Friend, I am doing you no wrong.

14Take that which is yours, and
go your way. It is my desire to give
to this last just as much as to you.
15 Isn’t it lawful for me to do what I
want to with what I own? Or is your
eye evil, because lam good?’ 16Sothe
last will be first, and the first last. For
many are called, but few are chosen.”

17 As Jesus was going up to
Jerusalem, he took the twelve
disciples aside, and on the way he said
to them, 18 “Behold, we are going up
to Jerusalem, and the Son of Man will
be delivered to the chief priests and
scribes, and they will condemn him
to death, 1%and will hand him over to
the Gentiles to mock, to scourge, and
to crucify; and the third day he will
be raised up.”

20 Then the mother of the sons of
Zebedee came to him with her sons,
kneeling and asking a certain thing of
him. 2! He said to her, “What do you
want?”

She said to him, “Command that
these, my two sons, may sit, one on
your right hand and one on your left
hand, in your Kingdom.”

22 But Jesus answered, “You don’t
know what you are asking. Are you
able to drink the cup that I am about
to drink, and be baptized with the
baptism that I am baptized with?”

They said to him, “We are able.”

45 When the chief priests and the
Pharisees heard his parables, they

The
wedding was filled with guests.

11 “But when the king came in to
see the guests, he saw there a man
who didn’t have on wedding clothing,
12and he said to him, ‘Friend, how did
you come in here not wearing wed-
ding clothing? He was speechless.
13 Then the king said to the servants,
‘Bind him hand and foot, take him
away, and throw him into the outer
darkness. That is where the weeping
and grinding of teeth will be.” 14 For
many are called, but few chosen.”
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15 Then the Pharisees went and
took counsel how they might entrap
him in his talk. 16 They sent their
disciples to him, along with the Hero-
dians, saying, “Teacher, we know that
you are honest, and teach the way
of God in truth, no matter whom
you teach; for you aren’t partial to
anyone. 17 Tell us therefore, what do
you think? Is it lawful to pay taxes to
Caesar, or not?”

18 But Jesus perceived their wicked-
ness, and said, “Why do you test me,
you hypocrites? 19 Show me the tax
money.”

They brought to him a denarius.

20 He asked them, “Whose is this
image and inscription?”

21They said to him, “Caesar’s.”

Then he said to them, “Give there-
fore to Caesar the things that are
Caesar’s, and to God the things that
are God’s.”

22 When they heard it, they mar-
veled, and left him and went away.

23 On that day Sadducees (those
who say that there is no resurrec-
tion) came to him. They asked him,
24 saying, “Teacher, Moses said, ‘If
a man dies, having no children, his
brother shall marry his wife and raise

up offspring™ for his brother.’ 25 Now
there were with us seven brothers.
The first married and died, and hav-
ing no offspring left his wife to his
brother. 26 In the same way, the
second also, and the third, to the
seventh. 27 After them all, the woman
died. 28 In the resurrection therefore,
whose wife will she be of the seven?
For they all had her.”

29 But Jesus answered them, “You
are mistaken, not knowing the Scrip-
tures, nor the power of God. 30For in
the resurrection they neither marry
nor are given in marriage, but are
like God’s angels in heaven. 31 But
concerning the resurrection of the
dead, haven’t you read that which
was spoken to you by God, saying, 32‘1

is not the God of the dead, but of the
living.”

33 When the multitudes heard it,
they were astonished at his teaching.

34 But the Pharisees, when they
heard that he had silenced the
Sadducees, gathered themselves
together. 35 One of them, a lawyer,
asked him a question, testing him.
36 “Teacher, which is the greatest
commandment in the law?”

37 Jesus said to him, “‘You shall
love the Lord your God with all your
heart, with all your soul, and with all
your mind.”® 38 This is the first and
great commandment. 3% A second
likewise is this, “You shall love your
neighbor as yourself.”* 40 The whole
law and the prophets depend on these
two commandments.”

41 Now while the Pharisees were
gathered together, Jesus asked them
a question, 42 saying, “What do you
‘ilhi;qk of the Christ? Whose son is

e?”

They said to him, “Of David.”

43 He said to them, “How then does
David in the Spirit call him Lord, say-
ing,
44‘The Lord said to my Lord,

sit on my right hand,
until I make your enemies a foot-
stool for your feet’?%*

45 “If then David calls him Lord,
how is he his son?”

46 No one was able to answer him
aword, neither did any man dare ask
him any more questions from that
day forward.

1 Then Jesus spoke to the multi-
tudes and to his disciples, 2 saying,
“The scribes and the Pharisees sit on
Moses’ seat. 3 All things therefore
whatever they tell you to observe,
observe and do, but don’t do their
works; for they say, and don’t do.

They make
their phylacteries” broad and enlarge
the fringesT of their garments, 6and
love the place of honor at feasts, the
best seats in the synagogues, 7 the
salutations in the marketplaces, and
to be called ‘Rabbi, Rabbi¥ by men.
8 But you are not to be called ‘Rabbf’,
for one is your teacher, the Christ,
and all of you are brothers. 9 Call no
man on the earth your father, for one
is your Father, he who is in heaven.
10 Neither be called masters, for one
is your master, the Christ. 1! But
he who is greatest among you will be
your servant. 12Whoever exalts him-
self will be humbled, and whoever
humbles himself will be exalted.

13 “Woe to you, scribes and Phar-
isees, hypocrites! For you devour
widows’ houses, and as a pretense you
make long prayers. Therefore you
will receive greater condemnation.

14 “But woe to you, scribes and
Pharisees, hypocrites! Because you
shut up the Kingdom of Heaven
against men; for you don’t enter
in yourselves, neither do you allow
those who are entering in to enter.8
15 Woe to you, scribes and Pharisees,
hypocrites! For you travel around by
sea and land to make one proselyte;
and when he becomes one, you make
him twice as much a son of Gehenna™
as yourselves.

16 “Woe to you, you blind guides,
who say, ‘Whoever swears by the
temple, it is nothing; but whoever

swears by the gold of the temple, he
is obligated” 17 You blind fools!
For which is greater, the gold or
the temple that sanctifies the gold?
18 And, ‘Whoever swears by the altar,
it is nothing; but whoever swears
by the gift that is on it, he is obli-
gated?’ 19 You blind fools! For which
is greater, the gift, or the altar that
sanctifies the gift? 20 He therefore
who swears by the altar, swears by
it and by everything on it. ~ 21 He
who swears by the temple, swears by
it and by him who has been living®
in it. 22 He who swears by heaven,
swears by the throne of God and by
him who sits on it.

23 “Woe to you, scribes and Phar-
isees, hypocrites! For you tithe mint,
dill, and cumin,¥ and have left un-
done the weightier matters of the
law: justice, mercy, and faith. But you
ought to have done these, and not to
have left the other undone. 24 You
blind guides, who strain out a gnat,
and swallow a camel!

25 “Woe to you, scribes and Phar-
isees, hypocrites! For you clean the
outside of the cup and of the platter,
but within they are full of extortion
and unrighteousness.S 26 You blind
Pharisee, first clean the inside of the
cup and of the platter, that its outside
may become clean also.

27 “Woe to you, scribes and Phar-
isees, hypocrites! For you are like
whitened tombs, which outwardly
appear beautiful, but inwardly are
full of dead men’s bones and of all
uncleanness. 28 Even so you also
outwardly appear righteous to men,
but inwardly you are full of hypocrisy
and iniquity.

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29 “Woe to you, scribes and Phar-
isees, hypocrites! For you build the
tombs of the prophets and decorate
the tombs of the righteous, 30 and
say, ‘If we had lived in the days of our
fathers, we wouldn’t have been par-
takers with them in the blood of the
prophets.” 31 Therefore you testify
to yourselves that you are children of
those who killed the prophets. 32Fill
up, then, the measure of your fa-
thers. 33 You serpents, you offspring
of vipers, how will you escape the

judgment of Gehenna?* 34 Therefore,
behold, I send to you prophets, wise
men, and scribes. Some of them
you will kill and crucify; and some
of them you will scourge in your
synagogues and persecute from city
to city, 35 that on you may come
all the righteous blood shed on the
earth, from the blood of righteous
Abel to the blood of Zachariah son of
Barachiah, whom you killed between
the sanctuary and the altar. 36 Most
certainly I tell you, all these things
will come upon this generation.

37 “Jerusalem, Jerusalem, who
kills the prophets and stones those
who are sent to her! How often I
would have gathered your children
together, even as a hen gathers her
chicks under her wings, and you
would not! 38 Behold, your house
is left to you desolate. 39 For I tell
you, you will not see me from now
on, until you say, ‘Blessed is he who

comes in the name of the Lord!" "%

1Jesus went out from the temple,
and was going on his way.

12 Because
iniquity will be multiplied, the love
of many will grow cold. 13 But he
who endures to the end will be saved.
14This Good News of the Kingdom will
be preached in the whole world for a
testimony to all the nations, and then
the end will come.

15 “When, therefore, you see the
abomination of desolation,® which
was spoken of through Daniel the
prophet, standing in the holy place
(let the reader understand), 16 then
let those who are in Judea flee to the
mountains. 17 Let him who is on the
housetop not go down to take out the
things that are in his house. 18 Let
him who is in the field not return back
to get his clothes. 19But woe to those
who are with child and to nursing
mothers in those days! 20 Pray that
your flight will not be in the winter
nor on a Sabbath, 2! for then there

will be great suffering,” such as has

world until now, no, nor ever will
be. 22 Unless those days had been
shortened, no flesh would have been
saved. But for the sake of the chosen
ones, those days will be shortened.

23 “Then if any man tells you, ‘Be-
hold, here is the Christ!" or, ‘There!’

24 For false christs
and false prophets will arise, and they
will show great signs and wonders, so
as to lead astray, if possible, even the
chosen ones.

25 “Behold, I have told you before-
hand.

26 “If therefore they tell you, ‘Be-
hold, he is in the wilderness,” don’t
go out; or ‘Behold, he is in the inner
rooms,’ don’t believe it. 27 For as the
lightning flashes from the east, and
is seen even to the west, so will the
coming of the Son of Man be. 28 For
wherever the carcass is, that is where
the vulturesT gather together.

29 “But immediately after the suf-

fering:’I of those days, the sun will be
darkened, the moon will not give its
light, the stars will fall from the sky,
and the powers of the heavens will
be shaken;®* 30 and then the sign of
the Son of Man will appear in the sky.
Then all the tribes of the earth will
mourn, and they will see the Son of
Man coming on the clouds of the sky
with power and great glory. 3! He
will send out his angels with a great
sound of a trumpet, and they will
gather together his chosen ones from
the four winds, from one end of the
sky to the other.

32“Now from the fig tree learn this
parable: When its branch has now be-
come tender and produces its leaves,
you know that the summer is near.
33 Even so you also, when you see all
these things, know that he is near,
even at the doors.

48But if that evil servant
should say in his heart, ‘My lord is
delaying his coming,” 4% and begins
to beat his fellow servants, and eat
and drink with the drunkards, 50 the
lord of that servant will come in a day
when he doesn’t expect it and in an
hour when he doesn’t know it, 51 and
will cut him in pieces and appoint his
portion with the hypocrites.

4 John came baptizing® in the
wilderness and preaching the bap-
tism of repentance for forgiveness of
sins.

25 Jesus rebuked him, saying, “Be
quiet, and come out of him!”

26 The unclean spirit, convulsing
him and crying with a loud voice,
came out of him. 27 They were
all amazed, so that they questioned
among themselves, saying, “What is
this? A new teaching? For with

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authority he commands even the un-
clean spirits, and they obey him!”
28 The report of him went out imme-
diately everywhere into all the region
of Galilee and its surrounding area.

29 Immediately, when they had
come out of the synagogue, they
came into the house of Simon and
Andrew, with James and John. 30 Now
Simon’s wife’s mother lay sick with a
fever, and immediately they told him
about her. 31 He came and took her by
the hand and raised her up. The fever
left her irnrnediately,§ and she served
them.

32 At evening, when the sun had
set, they brought to him all who were
sick and those who were possessed by
demons. 33 All the city was gathered
together at the door. 34 He healed
many who were sick with various
diseases and cast out many demons.
He didn’t allow the demons to speak,
because they knew him.

35 Early in the morning, while it
was still dark, he rose up and went
out, and departed into a deserted
place, and prayed there. 36 Simon and
those who were with him searched
for him. 37 They found him and told
him, “Everyone is looking for you.”

38 He said to them, “Let’s go else-
where into the next towns, that I may

reach there also, because I came out
or this reason.” 39 He went into their
synagogues throughout all Galilee,
preaching and casting out demons.

40 A leper came to him, begging
him, kneeling down to him, and say-
ing to him, “If you want to, you can
make me clean.”

41 Being moved with compassion,
he stretched out his hand, and
touched him, and said to him, “I want
to. Be made clean.” 42 When he had
said this, immediately the leprosy
departed from him and he was made
clean. *3 He strictly warned him and
immediately sent him out, 44 and said
to him, “See that you say nothing to

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anybody, but go show yourself to the
priest and offer for your cleansing the
things which Moses commanded, for
a testimony to them.”

45 But he went out, and began to
proclaim it much, and to spread about
the matter, so that Jesus could no
more openly enter into a city, but was
outside in desert places. People came
to him from everywhere.

2

1 When he entered again into
Capernaum after some days, it
was heard that he was at home.
2 Immediately many were gathered
together, so that there was no more
room, not even around the door; and
he spoke the word to them. 3 Four
people came, carrying a paralytic to
him. 4 When they could not come
near to him for the crowd, they
removed the roof where he was.
When they had broken it up, they let
down the mat that the paralytic was
lying on. 5Jesus, seeing their faith,
said to the paralytic, “Son, your sins
are forgiven you.”

6But there were some of the scribes
sitting there and reasoning in their
hearts, 7 “Why does this man speak
blasphemies like that? Who can for-
give sins but God alone?”

8 Immediately Jesus, perceiving in
his spirit that they so reasoned within
themselves, said to them, “Why do
you reason these things in your
hearts? °Which is easier, to tell the
paralytic, “Your sins are forgiven; or
to say, ‘Arise, and take up your bed,
and walk?’ 10But that you may know
that the Son of Man has authority on
earth to forgive sins”—he said to the
paralytic— 11 “I tell you, arise, take up
your mat, and go to your house.”

12 He arose, and immediately took
up the mat and went out in front of
them all, so that they were all amazed
and glorified God, saying, “We never
saw anything like this!”
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13He went out again by the seaside.
All the multitude came to him, and he
taught them. 14 As he passed by, he
saw Levi the son of Alphaeus sitting at
the tax office. He said to him, “Follow
me.” And he arose and followed him.

15 He was reclining at the table in
his house, and many tax collectors
and sinners sat down with Jesus and
his disciples, for there were many,
and they followed him. 16 The scribes
and the Pharisees, when they saw
that he was eating with the sinners
and tax collectors, said to his disci-
ples, “Why is it that he eats and drinks
with tax collectors and sinners?”

17 When Jesus heard it, he said to
them, “Those who are healthy have
no need for a physician, but those
who are sick. 1 came not to call
the righteous, but sinners to repen-
tance.”

18 John’s disciples and the Phar-
isees were fasting, and they came and
asked him, “Why do John’s disciples
and the disciples of the Pharisees fast,
but your disciples don't fast?”

19 Jesus said to them, “Can the
groomsmen fast while the bride-
groom is with them? As long as they
have the bridegroom with them, they
can’t fast. 20But the days will come
when the bridegroom will be taken
away from them, and then they will
fast in that day. 21 No one sews
a piece of unshrunk cloth on an old
garment, or else the patch shrinks
and the new tears away from the old,
and a worse hole is made. 22No one
puts new wine into old wineskins; or
else the new wine will burst the skins,
and the wine pours out, and the skins
will be destroyed; but they put new
wine into fresh wineskins.”

23 He was going on the Sabbath day
through the grain fields; and his dis-
ciples began, as they went, to pluck
the ears of grain. 24 The Pharisees said
to him, “Behold, why do they do that
which is not lawful on the Sabbath
day?”
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25 He said to them, “Did you never
read what David did when he had
need and was hungry—he, and those
who were with him? 26 How he
entered into God’s house at the time
of Abiathar the high priest, and ate
the show bread, which is not lawful
to eat except for the priests, and gave
also to those who were with him?”

27 He said to them, “The Sabbath
was made for man, not man for the
Sabbath. 28 Therefore the Son of Man
is lord even of the Sabbath.”

3

1 He entered again into the syn-
agogue, and there was a man there
whose hand was withered. 2 They
watched him, whether he would heal
him on the Sabbath day, that they
might accuse him. 3 He said to
the man whose hand was withered,
“Stand up.” 4 He said to them, “Is it
lawful on the Sabbath day to do good
or to do harm? To save a life or to
kill?” But they were silent. > When
he had looked around at them with
anger, being grieved at the harden-
ing of their hearts, he said to the
man, “Stretch out your hand.” He
stretched it out, and his hand was
restored as healthy as the other. 6 The
Pharisees went out, and immediately
conspired with the Herodians against
him, how they might destroy him.

7Jesus withdrew to the sea with his
disciples; and a great multitude fol-
lowed him from Galilee, from Judea,
8 from Jerusalem, from Idumaea, be-
yond the Jordan, and those from
around Tyre and Sidon. A great mul-
titude, hearing what great things he
did, came to him. 9 He spoke to
his disciples that a little boat should
stay near him because of the crowd,
so that they wouldn’t press on him.
10 For he had healed many, so that as
many as had diseases pressed on him
that they might touch him. 11 The
unclean spirits, whenever they saw
him, fell down before him and cried,
“You are the Son of God!” 12 He
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sternly warned them that they should
not make him known.

13 He went up into the mountain
and called to himself those whom he
wanted, and they went to him. 14 He
appointed twelve, that they might be
with him, and that he might send
them out to preach 15 and to have
authority to heal sicknesses and to
cast out demons: 16 Simon (to whom
he gave the name Peter); 17 James the
son of Zebedee; and John, the brother
of James, (whom he called Boan-
erges, which means, Sons of Thun-
der); 18 Andrew; Philip; Bartholomew;
Matthew; Thomas; James, the son
of Alphaeus; Thaddaeus; Simon the
Zealot; 1 and Judas Iscariot, who also
betrayed him.

Then he came into a house. 20 The
multitude came together again, so
that they could not so much as eat
bread. 21 When his friends heard it,
they went out to seize him; for they
said, “He is insane.” 22 The scribes
who came down from Jerusalem said,
“He has Beelzebul,” and, “By the
prince of the demons he casts out the
demons.”

23 He summoned them and said to
them in parables, “How can Satan
cast out Satan? 24 1If a kingdom
is divided against itself, that king-
dom cannot stand. 25 1f a house
is divided against itself, that house
cannot stand. 26 If Satan has risen
up against himself, and is divided, he
can’t stand, but has an end. 27 But
no one can enter into the house of
the strong man to plunder unless he
first binds the strong man; then he
will plunder his house.

28 “Most certainly I tell you, all
sins of the descendants of man will
be forgiven, including their blas-
phemies with which they may blas-
pheme; 29 but whoever may blas-
pheme against the Holy Spirit never
has forgiveness, but is subject to eter-
nal condemnation.”™ 30 —because
they said, “He has an unclean spirit.”

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31 His mother and his brothers
came, and standing outside, they sent
to him, calling him. 32 A multitude
was sitting around him, and they
told him, “Behold, your mother, your
brothers, and your sistersT are out-
side looking for you.”

33 He answered them, “Who are my
mother and my brothers?” 34 Looking
around at those who sat around him,
he said, “Behold, my mother and my
brothers! 35 For whoever does the
will of God is my brother, my sister,
and mother.”

4

1 Again he began to teach by the
seaside. A great multitude was gath-
ered to him, so that he entered into
a boat in the sea and sat down. All
the multitude were on the land by the
sea. 2He taught them many things in
parables, and told them in his teach-
ing, 3 “Listen! Behold, the farmer
went out to sow. 4As he sowed, some
seed fell by the road, and the birds*
came and devoured it. 5 Others
fell on the rocky ground, where it
had little soil, and immediately it
sprang up, because it had no depth
of soil. 6 When the sun had risen,
it was scorched; and because it had
no root, it withered away. 7 Others
fell among the thorns, and the thorns
grew up and choked it, and it yielded
no fruit. 8 Others fell into the good
ground and yielded fruit, growing
up and increasing. Some produced
thirty times, some sixty times, and
some one hundred times as much.”
9 He said, “Whoever has ears to hear,
let him hear.”

10 When he was alone, those who
were around him with the twelve
asked him about the parables. 11 He
said to them, “To you is given the
mystery of God’s Kingdom, but to
those who are outside, all things are
done in parables, 12that ‘seeing they

13 He said to them, “Don’t you
understand this parable? How will
you understand all of the parables?
14 The farmer sows the word. 15 The
ones by the road are the ones where
the word is sown; and when they
have heard, immediately Satan comes
and takes away the word which has
been sown in them. 16 These in
the same way are those who are sown
on the rocky places, who, when they
have heard the word, immediately
receive it with joy. 17 They have
no root in themselves, but are short-
lived. When oppression or persecu-
tion arises because of the word, im-
mediately they stumble. 18 Others
are those who are sown among the
thorns. These are those who have
heard the word, 19 and the cares
of this age, and the deceitfulness of
riches, and the lusts of other things
entering in choke the word, and it
becomes unfruitful. 20 Those which
were sown on the good ground are
those who hear the word, accept it,
and bear fruit, some thirty times,
some sixty times, and some one hun-
dred times.”

21 He said to them, “Is a lamp
brought to be put under a basket
or under a bed? Isn’t it put on a
stand? 22For there is nothing hidden
except that it should be made known,
neither was anything made secret but
that it should come to light. 231f any
man has ears to hear, let him hear.”

24He said to them, “Take heed what
you hear. With whatever measure
you measure, it will be measured to
you; and more will be given to you
who hear. 25 For whoever has, to
him more will be given; and he who
doesn’t have, even that which he has
will be taken away from him.”

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26 He said, “God’s Kingdom is as if
a man should cast seed on the earth,
27 and should sleep and rise night and
day, and the seed should spring up
and grow, though he doesn’t know
how. 28 For the earth bears fruit by
itself: first the blade, then the ear,
then the full grain in the ear. 29But
when the fruit is ripe, immediately he
puts in the sickle, because the harvest
has come.”

30He said, “How will we liken God’s
Kingdom? Or with what parable will
we illustrate it? 311t’s like a grain of
mustard seed, which, when it is sown
in the earth, though it is less than
all the seeds that are on the earth,
32 yet when it is sown, grows up and
becomes greater than all the herbs,
and puts out great branches, so that
the birds of the sky can lodge under
its shadow.”

33 With many such parables he
spoke the word to them, as they were
able to hear it. 34 Without a parable he
didn’t speak to them; but privately to
his own disciples he explained every-
thing.

35 0n that day, when evening had
come, he said to them, “Let’s go over
to the other side.” 36 Leaving the mul-
titude, they took him with them, even
as he was, in the boat. Other small
boats were also with him. 37 A big
wind storm arose, and the waves beat
into the boat, so much that the boat
was already filled. 38 He himself was
in the stern, asleep on the cushion;
and they woke him up and asked him,
“Teacher, don’t you care that we are
dying?”

39 He awoke and rebuked the wind,
and said to the sea, “Peace! Be still!”
The wind ceased and there was a
great calm. 40 He said to them, “Why
are you so afraid? How is it that you
have no faith?”

41They were greatly afraid and said
to one another, “Who then is this,

5

1 They came to the other side
of the sea, into the country of the
Gadarenes. 2 When he had come out
of the boat, immediately a man with
an unclean spirit met him out of the
tombs. 3 He lived in the tombs. No-
body could bind him any more, not
even with chains, 4 because he had
been often bound with fetters and
chains, and the chains had been torn
apart by him, and the fetters broken
in pieces. Nobody had the strength to
tame him. 5 Always, night and day, in
the tombs and in the mountains, he
was crying out, and cutting himself
with stones. 6 When he saw Jesus
from afar, he ran and bowed down
to him, 7 and crying out with a loud
voice, he said, “What have I to do
with you, Jesus, you Son of the Most
High God? I adjure you by God, don’t
torment me.” 8 For he said to him,
“Come out of the man, you unclean
spirit!”

9 He asked him, “What is your
name?”

He said to him, “My name is Legion,
for we are many.” 10 He begged him
much that he would not send them
away out of the country. 1! Now
on the mountainside there was a
great herd of pigs feeding. 12 All the
demons begged him, saying, “Send us
into the pigs, that we may enter into
them.”

13 At once Jesus gave them permis-
sion. The unclean spirits came out
and entered into the pigs. The herd of
about two thousand rushed down the
steep bank into the sea, and they were
drowned in the sea. 14 Those who fed
the pigs fled, and told it in the city
and in the country.

The people came to see what it was
that had happened. 15 They came
to Jesus, and saw him who had been
possessed by demons sitting, clothed,
and in his right mind, even him who
had the legion; and they were afraid.
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16 Those who saw it declared to them
what happened to him who was pos-
sessed by demons, and about the pigs.
17 They began to beg him to depart
from their region.

18 As he was entering into the
boat, he who had been possessed by
demons begged him that he might be
with him. 1°He didn’t allow him, but
said to him, “Go to your house, to
your friends, and tell them what great
things the Lord has done for you and
how he had mercy on you.”

20 He went his way, and began to
proclaim in Decapolis how Jesus had
done great things for him, and every-
one marveled.

21 When Jesus had crossed back
over in the boat to the other side, a
great multitude was gathered to him;
and he was by the sea. 22 Behold,
one of the rulers of the synagogue,
Jairus by name, came; and seeing him,
he fell at his feet 23 and begged him
much, saying, “My little daughter is
atthe point of death. Please come and
lay your hands on her, that she may
be made healthy, and live.”

24 He went with him, and a great
multitude followed him, and they
pressed upon him on all sides. 25 A
certain woman who had a discharge
of blood for twelve years, 26 and had
suffered many things by many physi-
cians, and had spent all that she had,
and was no better, but rather grew
worse, 27 having heard the things
concerning Jesus, came up behind
him in the crowd and touched his
clothes. 28 For she said, “If I just
touch his clothes, I will be made well.”
29 Immediately the flow of her blood
was dried up, and she felt in her body
that she was healed of her affliction.

30 Immediately Jesus, perceiving
in himself that the power had gone
out from him, turned around in the
crowd and asked, “Who touched my
clothes?”

31 His disciples said to him, “You
see the multitude pressing against
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you, and you say, ‘Who touched
me?”

32 He looked around to see her
who had done this thing. 33 But
the woman, fearing and trembling,
knowing what had been done to her,
came and fell down before him, and
told him all the truth.

34 He said to her, “Daughter, your
faith has made you well. Go in peace,
and be cured of your disease.”

35 While he was still speaking, peo-
ple came from the synagogue ruler’s
house, saying, “Your daughter is
dead. Why bother the Teacher any
more?”

36 But Jesus, when he heard the
message spoken, immediately said to
the ruler of the synagogue, “Don’t be
afraid, only believe.” 37 He allowed
no one to follow him except Peter,
James, and John the brother of James.
38 He came to the synagogue ruler’s
house, and he saw an uproar, weep-
ing, and great wailing. 3% When he
had entered in, he said to them, “Why
do you make an uproar and weep?
The child is not dead, but is asleep.”

40 They ridiculed him. But he,
having put them all out, took the
father of the child, her mother, and
those who were with him, and went in
where the child was lying. 4! Taking
the child by the hand, he said to her,
“Talitha cumi!” which means, being
interpreted, “Girl, I tell you, get up!”
42 Immediately the girl rose up and
walked, for she was twelve years old.
They were amazed with great amaze-
ment. 43 He strictly ordered them
that no one should know this, and
commanded that something should
be given to her to eat.

6

1 He went out from there. He
came into his own country, and his
disciples followed him. 2 When the
Sabbath had come, he began to teach
in the synagogue, and many hearing
him were astonished, saying, “Where
did this man get these things?” and,
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“What is the wisdom that is given
to this man, that such mighty works
come about by his hands? 3Isn’t this
the carpenter, the son of Mary and
brother of James, Joses, Judah, and
Simon? Aren't his sisters here with
us?” So they were offended at him.

4 Jesus said to them, “A prophet
is not without honor, except in his
own country, and among his own rel-
atives, and in his own house.” 5 He
could do no mighty work there, ex-
cept that he laid his hands on a few
sick people and healed them. ¢ He
marveled because of their unbelief.

He went around the villages teach-
ing. 7 He called to himself the twelve,
and began to send them out two by
two; and he gave them authority over
the unclean spirits. 8 He commanded
them that they should take nothing
for their journey, except a staff only:
no bread, no wallet, no money in
their purse, ° but to wear sandals,
and not put on two tunics. 10 He
said to them, “Wherever you enter
into a house, stay there until you
depart from there. 1! Whoever will
not receive you nor hear you, as you
depart from there, shake off the dust
that is under your feet for a testimony
against them. Assuredly, I tell you,
it will be more tolerable for Sodom
and Gomorrah in the day of judgment
than for that city!”

12 They went out and preached
that people should repent. 13 They
cast out many demons, and anointed
many with oil who were sick and
healed them. 14 King Herod heard
this, for his name had become known,
and he said, “John the Baptizer has
risen from the dead, and therefore
these powers are at work in him.”
15 But others said, “He is Elijah.” Oth-
ers said, “He is a prophet, or like one
of the prophets.” 16 But Herod, when
he heard this, said, “This is John,
whom I beheaded. He has risen from
the dead.” 17 For Herod himself had
sent out and arrested John and bound
him in prison for the sake of Herodias,
his brother Philip’s wife, for he had
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married her. 18 For John had said
to Herod, “It is not lawful for you to
have your brother’s wife.” 19 Herodias
set herself against him and desired
to kill him, but she couldn’t, 20 for
Herod feared John, knowing that he
was a righteous and holy man, and
kept him safe. When he heard him,
he did many things, and he heard him
gladly.

21 Then a convenient day came
when Herod on his birthday made a
supper for his nobles, the high of-
ficers, and the chief men of Galilee.
22 When the daughter of Herodias
herself came in and danced, she
pleased Herod and those sitting with
him. The king said to the young lady,
“Ask me whatever you want, and T will
give it to you.” 23 He swore to her,
“Whatever you ask of me, I will give
you, up to half of my kingdom.”

24 She went out and said to her
mother, “What shall T ask?”

She said, “The head of John the
Baptizer.”

25 She came in immediately with
haste to the king and requested, “I
want you to give me right now the
head of John the Baptizer on a plat-
ter.”

26 The king was exceedingly sorry,
but for the sake of his oaths and of
his dinner guests, he didn’t wish to
refuse her. 27 Immediately the king
sent out a soldier of his guard and
commanded to bring John’s head; and
he went and beheaded him in the
prison, 28 and brought his head on
a platter, and gave it to the young
lady; and the young lady gave it to her
mother.

29 When his disciples heard this,
they came and took up his corpse and
laid it in a tomb.

30 The apostles gathered them-
selves together to Jesus, and they told
him all things, whatever they had
done, and whatever they had taught.

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31He said to them, “Come away into a
deserted place, and rest awhile.” For
there were many coming and going,
and they had no leisure so much as
to eat. 32 They went away in the boat
to a deserted place by themselves.

33 They™ saw them going, and many
recognized him and ran there on foot
from all the cities. They arrived be-
fore them and came together to him.
34 Jesus came out, saw a great multi-
tude, and he had compassion on them
because they were like sheep without
a shepherd; and he began to teach
them many things. 35 When it was
late in the day, his disciples came to
him and said, “This place is deserted,
and it is late in the day. 36 Send
them away, that they may go into the
surrounding country and villages and
buy themselves bread, for they have
nothing to eat.”

37But he answered them, “You give
them something to eat.”

They asked him, “Shall we go and
buy two hundred denariit worth of
bread and give them something to
eat?”

38 He said to them, “How many
loaves do you have? Go see.”

When they knew, they said, “Five,
and two fish.”

39 He commanded them that ev-
eryone should sit down in groups on
the green grass. 40 They sat down
in ranks, by hundreds and by fifties.
41 He took the five loaves and the
two fish; and looking up to heaven,
he blessed and broke the loaves, and
he gave to his disciples to set before
them, and he divided the two fish
among them all. 42 They all ate and
were filled. 43 They took up twelve
baskets full of broken pieces and also
of the fish. 44 Those who ate the
loaves were* five thousand men.

45 Immediately he made his disci-
ples get into the boat and go ahead
to the other side, to Bethsaida, while

t 6:37 200 denarii was about 7 or 8 months
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he himself sent the multitude away.
46 After he had taken leave of them, he
went up the mountain to pray.

47 When evening had come, the
boat was in the middle of the sea, and
he was alone on the land. 48 Seeing
them distressed in rowing, for the
wind was contrary to them, about the
fourth watch of the night he came
to them, walking on the sea; ® and
he would have passed by them, 49 but
they, when they saw him walking on
the sea, supposed that it was a ghost,
and cried out; % for they all saw him
and were troubled. But he imme-
diately spoke with them and said to
them, “Cheer up! It is I!S Don’t be
afraid.” 5! He got into the boat with
them; and the wind ceased, and they
were very amazed among themselves,
and marveled; 52 for they hadn’t un-
derstood about the loaves, but their
hearts were hardened.

53 When they had crossed over,
they came to land at Gennesaret and
moored to the shore. 3¢ When they
had come out of the boat, imme-
diately the people recognized him,
55 and ran around that whole region,
and began to bring those who were
sick on their mats to where they
heard he was. 56 Wherever he entered
—into villages, or into cities, or into
the country—they laid the sick in the
marketplaces and begged him that

they might just touch the fringe™ of
his garment; and as many as touched
him were made well.

7

1 Then the Pharisees and some
of the scribes gathered together to
him, having come from Jerusalem.
2 Now when they saw some of his
disciples eating bread with defiled,
that is unwashed, hands, they found
fault. 3 (For the Pharisees and all
the Jews don’t eat unless they wash

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their hands and forearms, holding to
the tradition of the elders. ¢ They
don’t eat when they come from the
marketplace unless they bathe them-
selves, and there are many other
things which they have received to
hold to: washings of cups, pitchers,
bronze vessels, and couches.) 5 The
Pharisees and the scribes asked him,
“Why don’t your disciples walk ac-
cording to the tradition of the elders,
but eat their bread with unwashed
hands?”

6 He answered them, “Well did Isa-
iah prophesy of you hypocrites, as it
is written,

‘This pf:ople honors me with their
ips,
but their heart is far from me.
7 They worship me in vain,
teaching as doctrines the com-
mandments of men,’®*

8 “For you set aside the command-
ment of God, and hold tightly to
the tradition of men —the washing
of pitchers and cups, and you do
many other such things.” 9 He said
to them, “Full well do you reject the
commandment of God, that you may
keep your tradition. 10 For Moses
said, ‘Honor your father and your
mother;® and, ‘He who speaks evil

25 For when they will rise from
the dead, they neither marry nor are
given in marriage, but are like angels
in heaven. 26 But about the dead,
that they are raised, haven’t you read
in the book of Moses about the Bush,
how God spoke to him, saying, ‘I am
the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac,
and the God of Jacob’?® 27 He is not
the God of the dead, but of the living.
You are therefore badly mistaken.”

28 One of the scribes came and
heard them questioning together,
and knowing that he had answered
them well, asked him, “Which com-
mandment is the greatest of all?”

29Jesus answered, “The greatest is:
‘Hear, Israel, the Lord our God, the

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Lord is one. 39 You shall love the
Lord your God with all your heart,
with all your soul, with all your mind,
and with all your strength.® This
is the first commandment.

The common people heard him
gladly. 38 In his teaching he said to
them, “Beware of the scribes, who
like to walk in long robes, and to get
greetings in the marketplaces, 39 and
to get the best seats in the synagogues
and the best places at feasts, 40those
who devour widows’ houses, and for
a pretense make long prayers. These
will receive greater condemnation.”

41Jesus sat down opposite the trea-
sury and saw how the multitude cast
money into the treasury.

1 Since many have undertaken to
set in order a narrative concern-
ing those matters which have been
fulfilled among us, 2 even as those
who from the beginning were eyewit-
nesses and servants of the word deliv-
ered them to us, 3 it seemed good to
me also, having traced the course of
all things accurately from the first, to
write to you in order, most excellent
Theophilus; 4 that you might know
the certainty concerning the things
in which you were instructed.

5 There was in the days of Herod,
the king of Judea, a certain priest
named Zacharias, of the priestly di-
vision of Abijah.

1:20 “Behold”, from “i8ov”, means look at, take notice, observe, see, or gaze
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The Lord is with you. Blessed are you
among women!”

29 But when she saw him, she was
greatly troubled at the saying, and
considered what kind of salutation
this might be. 30 The angel said to
her, “Don’t be afraid, Mary, for you
have found favor with God. 31 Behold,
you will conceive in your womb and
give birth to a son, and shall name
him ‘Jesus.” 32 He will be great and
will be called the Son of the Most
High. The Lord God will give him
the throne of his father David, 33 and
he will reign over the house of Jacob
forever. There will be no end to his
Kingdom.”

34 Mary said to the angel, “How can
this be, seeing I am a virgin?”

35 The angel answered her, “The
Holy Spirit will come on you, and the
power of the Most High will over-
shadow you. Therefore also the holy
one who is born from you will be
called the Son of God. 36 Behold, Eliza-
beth your relative also has conceived
a son in her old age; and this is the
sixth month with her who was called
barren. 37 For nothing spoken by God
is impossible.”T

38 Mary said, “Behold, the servant
of the Lord; let it be done to me
according to your word.”

Then the angel departed from her.

39 Mary arose in those days and
went into the hill country with haste,
into a city of Judah, 4 and en-
tered into the house of Zacharias and
greeted Elizabeth. 41 When Eliza-
beth heard Mary’s greeting, the baby
leaped in her womb; and Elizabeth
was filled with the Holy Spirit. 42 She
called out with a loud voice and said,
“Blessed are you among women, and
blessed is the fruit of your womb!
43 Why am I so favored, that the
mother of my Lord should come to
me? 44 For behold, when the voice
of your greeting came into my ears,
the baby leaped in my womb for

46 Mary said,

For behold, from now on, all genera-
tions will call me blessed.

49 For he who is mighty has done
great things for me.

Holy is his name.

50 His mercy is for generations
and generations on those who
fear him.

51 He has shown strength with his
arm.

He has scattered the proud in the
imagination of their hearts.

52He has put down princes from their
thrones,

and has exalted the lowly.

53 He has filled the hungry with good
things.

He has sent the rich away empty.

54He has given help to Israel, his ser-
vant, that he might remember
mercy,

55 as he spoke to our fathers,

to Abraham and his offspring¥
forever.”

56 Mary stayed with her about three
months, and then returned to her
house.

57 Now the time that Elizabeth
should give birth was fulfilled, and
she gave birth to a son. 58 Her neigh-
bors and her relatives heard that the
Lord had magnified his mercy toward
her, and they rejoiced with her. 59 On
the eighth day, they came to circum-
cise the child; and they would have
called him Zacharias, after the name
of his father. 60 His mother answered,
“Not so; but he will be called John.”

61They said to her, “There is no one
among your relatives who is called by
this name.” 62 They made signs to

63 He asked for a writing tablet, and
wrote, “His name is John.”

They all marveled. 64 His mouth
was opened immediately and his
tongue freed, and he spoke, blessing
God. 65 Fear came on all who lived
around them, and all these sayings
were talked about throughout all the
hill country of Judea. 66 All who heard
them laid them up in their heart, say-
ing, “What then will this child be?”
The hand of the Lord was with him.

67 His father Zacharias was filled
with the Holy Spirit, and prophesied,
saying,

68 “Blessed be the Lord, the God of
Israel,

for he has visited and redeemed
his people;

by which the dawn from on high

80 The child was growing and be-
coming strong in spirit, and was in
the desert until the day of his public
appearance to Israel.

1 Now in those days, a decree went
out from Caesar Augustus that all
the world should be enrolled. 2 This
was the first enrollment made when
Quirinius was governor of Syria. 3 All
went to enroll themselves, everyone
to his own city. 4 Joseph also went
up from Galilee, out of the city of
Nazareth, into Judea, to David’s city,
which is called Bethlehem, because
he was of the house and family of
David, 5 to enroll himself with Mary,
who was pledged to be married to him
as wife, being pregnant.

6 While they were there, the day
had come for her to give birth. 7 She
gave birth to her firstborn son. She
wrapped him in bands of cloth and
laid him in a feeding trough, because
there was no room for them in the
inn.

8 There were shepherds in the same
country staying in the field, and keep-
ing watch by night over their flock.
9Behold, an angel of the Lord stood by
them, and the glory of the Lord shone
around them, and they were terrified.
10 The angel said to them, “Don’t be
afraid, for behold, I bring you good
news of great joy which will be to all
the people. 11 For there is born to you
today, in David’s city, a Savior, who
is Christ™ the Lord. 12 This is the sign
to you: you will find a baby wrapped
in strips of cloth, lying in a feeding
trough.” 13 Suddenly, there was with
the angel a multitude of the heavenly
army praising God and saying,
14“Glory to God in the highest,
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on earth peace, good will toward
men.

15When the angels went away from
them into the sky, the shepherds said
to one another, “Let’s go to Bethle-
hem, now, and see this thing that
has happened, which the Lord has
made known to us.” 16 They came
with haste and found both Mary and
Joseph, and the baby was lying in
the feeding trough. 17 When they
saw it, they publicized widely the
saying which was spoken to them
about this child.

22When the days of their purifica-
tion according to the law of Moses
were fulfilled, they brought him up
to Jerusalem to present him to the
Lord 23 (as it is written in the law
of the Lord, “Every male who opens
the womb shall be called holy to the
Lord”),¥* 24 and to offer a sacrifice
according to that which is said in the
law of the Lord, “A pair of turtledoves,
or two young pigeons,”®

25 Behold, there was a man in
Jerusalem whose name was Simeon.
This man was righteous and devout,
looking for the consolation of Israel,
and the Holy Spirit was on him. 261t
had been revealed to him by the Holy
Spirit that he should not see death
before he had seen the Lord’s Christ.
27 He came in the Spirit into the
temple. When the parents brought
in the child, Jesus, that they might

3> Yes, a sword will
pierce through your own soul, that
the thoughts of many hearts may be
revealed.”

36 There was one Anna, a prophet-
ess, the daughter of Phanuel, of the
tribe of Asher (she was of a great age,
having lived with a husband seven
years from her virginity, 37 and she
had been a widow for about eighty-
four years), who didn’t depart from
the temple, worshiping with fast-
ings and petitions night and day.
38 Coming up at that very hour, she
gave thanks to the Lord, and spoke of
him to all those who were looking for
redemption in Jerusalem.

39 When they had accomplished all
things that were according to the
law of the Lord, they returned into
Galilee, to their own city, Nazareth.
40 The child was growing, and was
becoming strong in spirit, being filled
with wisdom, and the grace of God
was upon him.

41 His parents went every year to
Jerusalem at the feast of the Passover.
42When he was twelve years old, they

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went up to Jerusalem according to
the custom of the feast; 43 and when
they had fulfilled the days, as they
were returning, the boy Jesus stayed
behind in Jerusalem.

50 They didn’t understand the saying
which he spoke to them. 5! And he
went down with them and came to
Nazareth. He was subject to them,
and his mother kept all these sayings
in her heart. 52 And Jesus increased in
wisdom and stature, and in favor with
God and men.

1 Now in the fifteenth year of the
reign of Tiberius Caesar, Pontius Pi-
late being governor of Judea, and
Herod being tetrarch of Galilee, and
his brother Philip tetrarch of the re-
gion of Ituraea and Trachonitis, and
Lysanias tetrarch of Abilene, 2 during
the high priesthood of Annas and
Caiaphas, the word of God came to
John, the son of Zacharias, in the
wilderness.

8 Therefore produce fruits
worthy of repentance, and don’t be-
gin to say among yourselves, ‘We have
Abraham for our father; for I tell
you that God is able to raise up chil-
dren to Abraham from these stones!

shut up John in prison.

21 Now when all the people were
baptized, Jesus also hag been bap-
tized and was praying. The sky was
opened, 22 and the Holy Spirit de-
scended in a bodily form like a dove
on him; and a voice came out of the
sky, saying “You are my beloved Son.
In you I am well pleased.”

23 Jesus himself, when he began
to teach, was about thirty years old,
being the son (as was supposed) of
Joseph, the son of Heli, 24 the son of
Matthat, the son of Levi, the son of
Melchi, the son of Jannai, the son of
Joseph, 25 the son of Mattathias, the
son of Amos, the son of Nahum, the

9 He led him to Jerusalem and set
him on the pinnacle of the temple,
and said to him, “If you are the Son
of God, cast yourself down from here,
10 for it is written,

‘He will put his angels in charge of
you, to guard you;’

12Jesus answering, said to him, “It

13 When the devil had completed
every temptation, he departed from
him until another time.

14 Jesus returned in the power of
the Spirit into Galilee, and news
about him spread through all the sur-
rounding area. 15 He taught in their
synagogues, being glorified by all.

16 He came to Nazareth, where he
had been brought up. He entered, as
was his custom, into the synagogue
on the Sabbath day, and stood up
to read. 17 The book of the prophet
Isaiah was handed to him. He opened
the book, and found the place where
it was written,

18 “The Spirit of the Lord is on me,
because he has anointed me to
preach good news to the poor.
He has sent me to heal the broken

hearted,

to proclaim release to the cap-
tives,

recovering of sight to the blind,

to deliver those who are
crushed,

9and to proclaim the acceptable
year of the Lord.”*

20 He closed the book, gave it back
to the attendant, and sat down. The
eyes of all in the synagogue were
fastened on him. 2! He began to tell
them, “Today, this Scripture has been
fulfilled in your hearing.”

22 All testified about him and won-
dered at the gracious words which
proceeded out of his mouth; and they
said, “Isn’t this Joseph’s son?”

23 He said to them, “Doubtless you
will tell me this proverb, ‘Physician,
heal yourself!

29 They rose up, threw him out
of the city, and led him to the brow
of the hill that their city was built
on, that they might throw him off the
cliff. 30 But he, passing through the
middle of them, went his way.

31 He came down to Capernaum,
a city of Galilee. He was teaching
them on the Sabbath day, 32 and they
were astonished at his teaching, for
his word was with authority. 33In the
synagogue there was a man who had
a spirit of an unclean demon; and he
cried out with a loud voice, 34 saying,
“Ah! what have we to do with you,
Jesus of Nazareth? Have you come to
destroy us? I know who you are: the
Holy One of God!”

35 Jesus rebuked him, saying, “Be
silent and come out of him!” When
the demon had thrown him down in
the middle of them, he came out of
him, having done him no harm.

37 News about him went out
into every place of the surrounding
region.

38 He rose up from the synagogue
and entered into Simon’s house. Si-
mon’s mother-in-law was afflicted
with a great fever, and they begged

Demons
also came out of many, crying out and
saying, “You are the Christ, the Son of
God!” Rebuking them, he didn’t allow
them to speak, because they knew
that he was the Christ.

42 When it was day, he departed
and went into an uninhabited place
and the multitudes looked for him,
and came to him, and held on to him,
so that he wouldn’t go away from
them. 43 But he said to them, “I
must preach the good news of God’s
Kingdom to the other cities also. For
this reason I have been sent.” 44 He
was preaching in the synagogues of
Galilee.

9 For he was amazed, and all who were
with him, at the catch of fish which
they had caught; 1° and so also were
James and John, sons of Zebedee, who
were partners with Simon.

Jesus said to Simon, “Don’t be
afraid. From now on you will be
catching people alive.”

1 When they had brought their
boats to land, they left everything,
and followed him.

12While he was in one of the cities,
behold, there was a man full of lep-
rosy. When he saw Jesus, he fell on his
face and begged him, saying, “Lord, if
you want to, you can make me clean.”

13 He stretched out his hand and
touched him, saying, “I want to. Be
made clean.”

Immediately the leprosy left him.
14 He commanded him to tell no
one, “But go your way and show
yourself to the priest, and offer for
your cleansing according to what
Moses commanded, for a testimony
to them.”

15 But the report concerning him
spread much more, and great multi-
tudes came together to hear and to
be healed by him of their infirmities.
16 But he withdrew himself into the
desert and prayed.

17 0n one of those days, he was
teaching; and there were Pharisees
and teachers of the law sitting by
who had come out of every village
of Galilee, Judea, and Jerusalem. The
power of the Lord was with him to
heal them. 18 Behold, men brought
a paralyzed man on a cot, and they
sought to bring him in to lay before
Jesus. 19 Not finding a way to bring
him in because of the multitude, they
went up to the housetop and let him
down through the tiles with his cot
into the middle before Jesus. 20Seeing
their faith, he said to him, “Man, your
sins are forgiven you.”

21 The scribes and the Pharisees
began to reason, saying, “Who is this
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who speaks blasphemies? Who can
forgive sins, but God alone?”

22 But Jesus, perceiving their
thoughts, answered them, “Why are
you reasoning so in your hearts?
23 Which is easier to say, ‘Your sins
are forgiven you,’ or to say, ‘Arise
and walk?’ 24But that you may know
that the Son of Man has authority on
earth to forgive sins,” he said to the
paralyzed man, “I tell you, arise, take
up your cot, and go to your house.”

25 Immediately he rose up before
them, and took up that which he was
laying on, and departed to his house,
glorifying God. 26 Amazement took
hold on all, and they glorified God.
They were filled with fear, saying,
“We have seen strange things today.”

27 After these things he went out
and saw a tax collector named Levi
sitting at the tax office, and said to
him, “Follow me!”

28 He left everything, and rose up
and followed him. 29 Levi made a
great feast for him in his house. There
was a great crowd of tax collectors
and others who were reclining with
them. 30 Their scribes and the Phar-
isees murmured against his disciples,
saying, “Why do you eat and drink
with the tax collectors and sinners?”

31 Jesus answered them, “Those
who are healthy have no need for a
physician, but those who are sick do.
321 have not come to call the righ-
teous, but sinners, to repentance.”

33 They said to him, “Why do John’s
disciples often fast and pray, likewise
also the disciples of the Pharisees, but
yours eat and drink?”

34 He said to them, “Can you make
the friends of the bridegroom fast
while the bridegroom is with them?
35 But the days will come when the
bridegroom will be taken away from
them. Then they will fast in those
days.”

36 He also told a parable to them.
“No one puts a piece from a new
garment on an old garment, or else he
will tear the new, and also the piece
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from the new will not match the old.
37 No one puts new wine into old wine
skins, or else the new wine will burst
the skins, and it will be spilled and
the skins will be destroyed. 38 But
new wine must be put into fresh wine
skins, and both are preserved. 39No
man having drunk old wine immedi-
ately desires new, for he says, ‘The old
is better.””

1 Now on the second Sabbath after
the first, he was going through the
grain fields. His disciples plucked the
heads of grain and ate, rubbing them
in their hands. 2 But some of the
Pharisees said to them, “Why do you
do that which is not lawful to do on
the Sabbath day?”

3 Jesus, answering them, said,
“Haven't you read what David did
when he was hungry, he and those
who were with him, 4how he entered
into God’s house, and took and ate the
show bread, and gave also to those
who were with him, which is not
lawful to eat except for the priests
alone?” 5 He said to them, “The Son
of Man is lord of the Sabbath.”

61t also happened on another Sab-
bath that he entered into the syna-
gogue and taught. There was a man
there, and his right hand was with-
ered. 7 The scribes and the Phar-
isees watched him, to see whether
he would heal on the Sabbath, that
they might find an accusation against
him. 8 But he knew their thoughts;
and he said to the man who had the
withered hand, “Rise up and stand
in the middle.” He arose and stood.
9 Then Jesus said to them, “I will ask
you something: Is it lawful on the
Sabbath to do good, or to do harm?
To save a life, or to kill?” 19He looked
around at them all, and said to the
man, “Stretch out your hand.” He did,
and his hand was restored as sound as
the other. 11 But they were filled with
rage, and talked with one another
about what they might do to Jesus.

121n these days, he went out to the
mountain to pray, and he continued
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all night in prayer to God. 13 When it
was day, he called his disciples, and
from them he chose twelve, whom
he also named apostles: 14 Simon,
whom he also named Peter; An-
drew, his brother; James; John; Philip;
Bartholomew; 15 Matthew; Thomas;
James the son of Alphaeus; Simon
who was called the Zealot; 16 Judas the
son of James; and Judas Iscariot, who
also became a traitor.

17 He came down with them and
stood on a level place, with a crowd
of his disciples and a great num-
ber of the people from all Judea and
Jerusalem and the sea coast of Tyre
and Sidon, who came to hear him and
to be healed of their diseases, 18 as
well as those who were troubled by
unclean spirits; and they were being
healed. 19 All the multitude sought to
touch him, for power came out of him
and healed them all.

20 He lifted up his eyes to his disci-
ples, and said:

“Blessed are you who are poor,
for God’s Kingdom is yours.
21Blessed are you who hunger now,
for you will be filled.
Blessed are you who weep now,
for you will laugh.
22Blessed are you when men hate you,
and when they exclude and
mock you, and throw out your
name as evil, for the Son of
Man'’s sake.

25 Woe to you, you who are full now,
for you will be hungry.

27 “But I tell you who hear: love
your enemies, do good to those who
hate you, 28 bless those who curse
you, and pray for those who mistreat
you. 29 To him who strikes you on
the cheek, offer also the other; and
from him who takes away your cloak,
don’t withhold your coat also. 30Give
to everyone who asks you, and don’t
ask him who takes away your goods to
give them back again.

31 “As you would like people to do
to you, do exactly so to them.

32“If you love those who love you,
what credit is that to you? For even
sinners love those who love them.
33 If you do good to those who do
good to you, what credit is that to
you? For even sinners do the same.
34If you lend to those from whom you
hope to receive, what credit is that
to you? Even sinners lend to sinners,
to receive back as much. 35 But
love your enemies, and do good, and
lend, expecting nothing back; and
your reward will be great, and you
will be children of the Most High,; for
he is kind toward the unthankful and
evil.

36 “Therefore be merciful,
even as your Father is also mer-
ciful.
37 Don’t judge,
and you won’t be judged.
Don’t condemn,
and you won’t be condemned.
Set free,
and you will be set free.

38 “Give, and it will be given to
you: good measure, pressed down,
shaken together, and running over,
will be given to you. For with the
same measure you measure it will be
measured back to you.”

39He spoke a parable to them. “Can
the blind guide the blind? Won’t they
both fall into a pit? 40 A disciple is
not above his teacher, but everyone

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when he is fully trained will be like his
teacher. 41 Why do you see the speck
of chaff that is in your brother’s eye,
but don’t consider the beam that is in
your own eye? 420r how can you tell
your brother, ‘Brother, let me remove
the speck of chaff that is in your eye,’
when you yourself don’t see the beam
that is in your own eye? You hyp-
ocrite! First remove the beam from
your own eye, and then you can see
clearly to remove the speck of chaff
that is in your brother’s eye.

43 “For there is no good tree that
produces rotten fruit, nor again a
rotten tree that produces good fruit.
44 For each tree is known by its
own fruit. For people don’t gather
figs from thorns, nor do they gather
grapes from a bramble bush. 45 The
good man out of the good treasure
of his heart brings out that which is
good, and the evil man out of the evil
treasure of his heart brings out that
which is evil, for out of the abundance
of the heart, his mouth speaks.

46 “Why do you call me, ‘Lord,
Lord,” and don’t do the things which
I say? 47 Everyone who comes to
me, and hears my words and does
them, I will show you who he is like.
48 He is like a man building a house,
who dug and went deep and laid a
foundation on the rock. When a flood
arose, the stream broke against that
house, and could not shake it, because
it was founded on the rock. 49 But
he who hears and doesn’t do, is like a
man who built a house on the earth
without a foundation, against which
the stream broke, and immediately it
fell; and the ruin of that house was
great.”

10 Those who
were sent, returning to the house,
found that the servant who had been
sick was well.

11 Soon afterwards, he went to a
city called Nain. Many of his disci-
ples, along with a great multitude,
went with him. 12 Now when he came
near to the gate of the city, behold,
one who was dead was carried out,
the only born™ son of his mother,
and she was a widow. Many people
of the city were with her. 13 When
the Lord saw her, he had compassion
on her and said to her, “Don’t cry.”
14 He came near and touched the cof-
fin, and the bearers stood still. He
said, “Young man, I tell you, arise!”
15 He who was dead sat up and began
to speak. Then he gave him to his
mother.

16 Fear took hold of all, and
they glorified God, saying, “A great
prophet has arisen among us!” and,

211n that hour he cured many of
diseases and plagues and evil spirits;

22 Jesus answered them, “Go
and tell John the things which you
have seen and heard: that the blind
receive their sight, the lame walk, the
lepers are cleansed, the deaf hear,
the dead are raised up, and the poor
have good news preached to them.
23 Blessed is he who finds no occasion
for stumbling in me.”

24When John’s messengers had de-
parted, he began to tell the multi-
tudes about John, “What did you go
out into the wilderness to see?

25 But what
did you go out to see? A man clothed
in soft clothing? Behold, those who
are gorgeously dressed and live del-
icately are in kings’ courts. 26 But
what did you go out to see? A
prophet? Yes, I tell you, and much
more than a prophet.

28 “For I tell you, among those who
are born of women there is not a
greater prophet than John the Bap-
tizer; yet he who is least in God’s
Kingdom is greater than he.”

29 When all the people and the tax
collectors heard this, they declared

with John’s baptism. 30 But the Phar-
isees and the lawyers rejected the
counsel of God, not being baptized by
him themselves.

311 “To what then should I com-
pare the people of this generation?
What are they like? 32They are like
children who sit in the marketplace
and call to one another, saying, ‘We
piped to you, and you didn’t dance.
We mourned, and you didn’t weep.’
33 For John the Baptizer came neither
eating bread nor drinking wine, and
you say, ‘He has a demon.” 34The Son
of Man has come eating and drinking,
and you say, ‘Behold, a glutton and
a drunkard, a friend of tax collectors
and sinners!” 35 Wisdom is justified
by all her children.”

36 One of the Pharisees invited him
to eat with him. He entered into
the Pharisee’s house and sat at the
table. 37 Behold, a woman in the city
who was a sinner, when she knew
that he was reclining in the Pharisee’s
house, brought an alabaster jar of
ointment. 38 Standing behind at his
feet weeping, she began to wet his
feet with her tears, and she wiped
them with the hair of her head, kissed
his feet, and anointed them with the
ointment. 3% Now when the Pharisee
who had invited him saw it, he said
to himself, “This man, if he were a
prophet, would have perceived who
and what kind of woman this is who
touches him, that she is a sinner.”

40 Jesus answered him, “Simon, I
have something to tell you.”

He said, “Teacher, say on.”

41 “A  certain lender had two
debtors. The one owed five hundred
denarii, and the other fifty. 42When
they couldn’t pay, he forgave them
both. Which of them therefore will
love him most?”

43 Simon answered, “He, I suppose,
to whom he forgave the most.”

He said to him, “You have judged
correctly.” 44 Turning to the woman,

1 Soon afterwards, he went about
through cities and villages, preaching
and bringing the good news of God’s
Kingdom. With him were the twelve,
2 and certain women who had been
healed of evil spirits and infirmi-
ties: Mary who was called Magdalene,
from whom seven demons had gone
out; 3 and Joanna, the wife of Chuzas,
Herod’s steward; Susanna; and many
others who served them™ from their
possessions. 4 When a great multi-
tude came together and people from
every city were coming to him, he
spoke by a parable: > “The farmer
went out to sow his seed. As he sowed,
some fell along the road, and it was
trampled under foot, and the birds of
the sky devoured it. ¢ Other seed
fell on the rock, and as soon as it
grew, it withered away, because it had
no moisture. 7 Other fell amid the
thorns, and the thorns grew with it
and choked it. 8 Other fell into the
good ground and grew and produced
one hundred times as much fruit.” As
he said these things, he called out,
“He who has ears to hear, let him
hear!”

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9 Then his disciples asked him,
“What does this parable mean?”

10 He said, “To you it is given to
know the mysteries of God’s King-
dom, but to the rest it is given in
parables, that ‘seeing they may not
see, and hearing they may not under-
stand. ¥

11 “Now the parable is this: The
seed is the word of God. 12 Those
along the road are those who hear;
then the devil comes and takes away
the word from their heart, that
they may not believe and be saved.
13 Those on the rock are they who,
when they hear, receive the word
with joy; but these have no root. They
believe for a while, then fall away in
time of temptation. 14 What fell
among the thorns, these are those
who have heard, and as they go
on their way they are choked with
cares, riches, and pleasures of life;
and they bring no fruit to maturity.
15 Those in the good ground, these
are those who with an honest and
good heart, having heard the word,
hold it tightly, and produce fruit with
perseverance.

16 “No one, when he has lit a lamp,
covers it with a container or puts it
under a bed; but puts it on a stand,
that those who enter in may see the
light. 17 For nothing is hidden that
will not be revealed, nor anything se-
cret that will not be known and come
to light. 18 Be careful therefore how
you hear. For whoever has, to him
will be given; and whoever doesn’t
have, from him will be taken away
even that which he thinks he has.”

19 His mother and brothers came
to him, and they could not come
near him for the crowd. 20 Some
people told him, “Your mother and
your brothers stand outside, desiring
to see you.”

21 But he answered them, “My
mother and my brothers are these
who hear the word of God and do it.”

e 8:10 Isaiah 6:9
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22 Now on one of those days, he
entered into a boat, himself and his
disciples, and he said to them, “Let’s
go over to the other side of the lake.”
So they launched out. 23 But as they
sailed, he fell asleep. A wind storm
came down on the lake, and they
were taking on dangerous amounts
of water. 24 They came to him and
awoke him, saying, “Master, Master,
we are dying!” He awoke and rebuked
the wind and the raging of the water;
then they ceased, and it was calm. %
25 He said to them, “Where is your
faith?” Being afraid, they marveled,
saying to one another, “Who is this
then, that he commands even the
winds and the water, and they obey
him?”

26 Then they arrived at the coun-
try of the Gadarenes, which is oppo-
site Galilee. 27 When Jesus stepped
ashore, a certain man out of the city
who had demons for a long time met
him. He wore no clothes, and didn’t
live in a house, but in the tombs.
28 When he saw Jesus, he cried out
and fell down before him, and with a
loud voice said, “What do I have to do
with you, Jesus, you Son of the Most
High God? 1 beg you, don’t torment
me!” 29 For Jesus was commanding
the unclean spirit to come out of the
man. For the unclean spirit had often
seized the man. He was kept under
guard and bound with chains and fet-
ters. Breaking the bonds apart, he
was driven by the demon into the
desert.

30 Jesus asked him, “What is your
name?”

He said, “Legion,” for many
demons had entered into him. 31 They
begged him that he would not
command them to go into the abyss.

32 Now there was there a herd of
many pigs feeding on the mountain,
and they begged him that he would
allow them to enter into those. Then
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he allowed them. 33 The demons came
out of the man and entered into the
pigs, and the herd rushed down the
steep bank into the lake and were
drowned.

34 When those who fed them saw
what had happened, they fled and
told it in the city and in the country.

35 People went out to see what
had happened. They came to Jesus
and found the man from whom the
demons had gone out, sitting at Jesus’
feet, clothed and in his right mind,;
and they were afraid. 3¢ Those who
saw it told them how he who had been
possessed by demons was healed.
37 All the people of the surrounding
country of the Gadarenes asked him
to depart from them, for they were
very much afraid. Then he entered
into the boat and returned. 38 But
the man from whom the demons had
gone out begged him that he might
go with him, but Jesus sent him away,
saying, 3% “Return to your house, and
declare what great things God has
done for you.” He went his way, pro-
claiming throughout the whole city
what great things Jesus had done for
him.

40 When Jesus returned, the mul-
titude welcomed him, for they were
all waiting for him. 41 Behold, a man
named Jairus came. He was a ruler
of the synagogue. He fell down at
Jesus’ feet and begged him to come
into his house, 42 for he had an only
bornT daughter, about twelve years
of age, and she was dying. But as he
went, the multitudes pressed against
him. 43 A woman who had a flow of
blood for twelve years, who had spent
all her living on physicians and could
not be healed by any, 44 came behind
him and touched the fringe¥ of his
cloak. Immediately the flow of her
blood stopped.

45Jesus said, “Who touched me?”
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When all denied it, Peter and those
with him said, “Master, the multi-
tudes press and jostle you, and you
say, ‘Who touched me?””

46 But Jesus said, “Someone did
touch me, for I perceived that power
has gone out of me.” 47 When the
woman saw that she was not hidden,
she came trembling; and falling down
before him declared to him in the
presence of all the people the reason
why she had touched him, and how
she was healed immediately. 48 He
said to her, “Daughter, cheer up. Your
faith has made you well. Go in peace.”

49 While he still spoke, one from
the ruler of the synagogue’s house
came, saying to him, “Your daughter
is dead. Don’t trouble the Teacher.”

50 But Jesus hearing it, answered
him, “Don’t be afraid. Only believe,
and she will be healed.”

51 When he came to the house, he
didn’t allow anyone to enter in, ex-
cept Peter, John, James, the father of
the child, and her mother. 52 All were
weeping and mourning her, but he
said, “Don’t weep. She isn’t dead, but
sleeping.”

53 They were ridiculing him, know-
ing that she was dead. 54 But he put
them all outside, and taking her by
the hand, he called, saying, “Child,
arise!” 55 Her spirit returned, and she
rose up immediately. He commanded
that something be given to her to eat.
56 Her parents were amazed, but he
commanded them to tell no one what
had been done.

1 He called the twelve® together
and gave them power and authority
over all demons, and to cure diseases.
2 He sent them out to preach God’s
Kingdom and to heal the sick. 3 He
said to them, “Take nothing for your
journey —no staffs, nor wallet, nor
bread, nor money.

4Into whatever house you
enter, stay there, and depart from

7Now Herod the tetrarch heard of
all that was done by him; and he was
very perplexed, because it was said
by some that John had risen from
the dead, & and by some that Elijah
had appeared, and by others that one
of the old prophets had risen again.
9 Herod said, “I beheaded John, but
who is this about whom I hear such
things?” He sought to see him.

10 The apostles, when they had re-
turned, told him what things they
had done.

He took them and withdrew apart

to a desert region off a city called
Bethsaida. 1! But the multitudes, per-
ceiving it, followed him. He wel-
comed them, spoke to them of God’s
Kingdom, and he cured those who
needed healing. 12 The day began
to wear away; and the twelve came
and said to him, “Send the multi-
tude away, that they may go into the
surrounding villages and farms and
lodge and get food, for we are here in
a deserted place.”

13 But he said to them, “You give
them something to eat.”

They said, “We have no more than
five loaves and two fish, unless we
should go and buy food for all these
people.” 14 For they were about five
thousand men.

He said to his disciples, “Make
them sit down in groups of about fifty
each.” 15 They did so, and made them
all sit down. 16 He took the five loaves
and the two fish, and looking up to
the sky, he blessed them, broke them,
and gave them to the disciples to set
before the multitude. 17 They ate
and were all filled. They gathered up

18 As he was praying alone, the
disciples were near him, and he asked
them, “Who do the multitudes say
that I am?”

20He said to them, “But who do you
say that Iam?”

Peter answered, “The Christ of
God.”

21 But he warned them and com-
manded them to tell this to no one,
22 saying, “The Son of Man must suf-
fer many things, and be rejected by
the elders, chief priests, and scribes,
and be killed, and the third day be
raised up.”

23 He said to all, “If anyone desires
to come after me, let him deny him-
self, take up his cross,¥ and follow me.
24 For whoever desires to save his life
will lose it, but whoever will lose his
life for my sake will save it. 25 For
what does it profit a man if he gains
the whole world, and loses or forfeits
his own self? 26 For whoever will be
ashamed of me and of my words, of
him will the Son of Man be ashamed
when he comes in his glory, and the
glory of the Father, and of the holy
angels. 27 But I tell you the truth:
There are some of those who stand
here who will in no way taste of death
until they see God’s Kingdom.”

28 About eight days after these say-
ings, he took with him Peter, John,
and James, and went up onto the
mountain to pray. 2° As he was
praying, the appearance of his face
was altered, and his clothing became
white and dazzling. 30 Behold, two
men were talking with him, who were
Moses and Elijah, 31 who appeared in
glory and spoke of his departure,$
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which he was about to accomplish at
Jerusalem.

32 Now Peter and those who were
with him were heavy with sleep, but
when they were fully awake, they saw
his glory, and the two men who stood
with him. 33 As they were parting
from him, Peter said to Jesus, “Mas-
ter, it is good for us to be here. Let’s
make three tents: one for you, one
for Moses, and one for Elijah,” not
knowing what he said.

43 They
were all astonished at the majesty of
God.

But while all were marveling at all
the things which Jesus did, he said to

men.” 45 But they didn’t understand
this saying.

T 16 Whoever listens to you
listens to me, and whoever rejects
you rejects me. Whoever rejects me
rejects him who sent me.”

17 The seventy returned with joy,
saying, “Lord, even the demons are
subject to us in your name!”

18 He said to them, “I saw Sa-
tan having fallen like lightning from
heaven. 19 Behold, I give you au-
thority to tread on serpents and scor-
pions, and over all the power of the
enemy. Nothing will in any way hurt
you.

10He who
is faithful in a very little is faithful
also in much. He who is dishonest
in a very little is also dishonest in
much. 11 If therefore you have
not been faithful in the unrighteous
mammon, who will commit to your
trust the true riches? 12 If you
have not been faithful in that which
is another’s, who will give you that
which is your own? 13 No servant
can serve two masters, for either he
will hate the one and love the other;

coins.” 3He said, “Truly Itell you, this
poor widow put in more than all of
them, 4for all these put in gifts for
God from their abundance, but she,
out of her poverty, put in all that she
had to live on.”

5 As some were talking about the
temple and how it was decorated with
beautiful stones and gifts, he said,
6 “As for these things which you see,
the days will come in which there will
not be left here one stone on another
that will not be thrown down.”

7 They asked him, “Teacher, so
when will these things be? What is
the sign that these things are about to
happen?”

8 He said, “Watch out that you don’t
get led astray, for many will come
in my name, saying, ‘I am he',’ and,
‘The time is at hand.” Therefore don’t
follow them. 9 When you hear of
wars and disturbances, don’t be ter-
rified, for these things must happen
first, but the end won’t come imme-
diately.”

10 Then he said to them, “Nation
will rise against nation, and king-
dom against kingdom. 1 There
will be great earthquakes, famines,
and plagues in various places. There
will be terrors and great signs from
heaven. 12Butbefore all these things,
they will lay their hands on you and
will persecute you, delivering you up
to synagogues and prisons, bringing
you before kings and governors for
my name’s sake. 131t will turn out
as a testimony for you. 14 Settle it
therefore in your hearts not to medi-
tate beforehand how to answer, 15 for
I will give you a mouth and wisdom
which all your adversaries will not
be able to withstand or to contra-
dict. 16 You will be handed over
even by parents, brothers, relatives,
and friends. They will cause some of

sake. 18 And not a hair of your head
will perish.

19“By your endurance you will win
your lives.

20 “But when you see Jerusalem
surrounded by armies, then know
that its desolation is at hand. 2! Then
let those who are in Judea flee to
the mountains. Let those who are in
the middle of her depart. Let those
who are in the country not enter
therein. 22 For these are days of
vengeance, that all things which are
written may be fulfilled. 23 Woe to
those who are pregnant and to those
who nurse infants in those days! For
there will be great distress in the land
and wrath to this people. 24 They
will fall by the edge of the sword, and
will be led captive into all the nations.
Jerusalem will be trampled down by
the Gentiles until the times of the
Gentiles are fulfilled.

25 “There will be signs in the sun,
moon, and stars; and on the earth
anxiety of nations, in perplexity for
the roaring of the sea and the waves;
26 men fainting for fear and for expec-
tation of the things which are coming
on the world, for the powers of the
heavens will be shaken. 27 Then
they will see the Son of Man coming
in a cloud with power and great glory.
28 But when these things begin to hap-
pen, look up and lift up your heads,
because your redemption is near.”

29 He told them a parable. “See the
fig tree and all the trees. 30 When
they are already budding, you see it
and know by your own selves that the
summer is already near. 3! Even so
you also, when you see these things
happening, know that God’s King-
dom is near. 32 Most certainly
I tell you, this generation will not
pass away until all things are accom-
plished. 33 Heaven and earth will
pass away, but my words will by no
means pass away.
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34 “So be careful, or your hearts
will be loaded down with carousing,
drunkenness, and cares of this life,
and that day will come on you sud-
denly. 35 For it will come like a
snare on all those who dwell on the
surface of all the earth. 36 Therefore
be watchful all the time, praying that
you may be counted worthy to escape
all these things that will happen, and
to stand before the Son of Man.”

37 Every day Jesus was teaching in
the temple, and every night he would
go out and spend the night on the
mountain that is called Olivet. 38 All
the people came early in the morning
to him in the temple to hear him.

22

1 Now the feast of unleavened
bread, which is called the Passover,
was approaching. 2 The chief priests
and the scribes sought how they
might put him to death, for they
feared the people.

3 Satan entered into Judas, who was
also called Iscariot, who was counted
with the twelve. 4 He went away and
talked with the chief priests and cap-
tains about how he might deliver him
to them. 5 They were glad, and agreed
to give him money. ¢ He consented
and sought an opportunity to deliver
him to them in the absence of the
multitude.

7 The day of unleavened bread
came, on which the Passover must be
sacrificed. 8Jesus sent Peter and John,
saying, “Go and prepare the Passover
for us, that we may eat.”

9 They said to him, “Where do you
want us to prepare?”

10 He said to them, “Behold, when
you have entered into the city, a man
carrying a pitcher of water will meet
you. Follow him into the house which
he enters. 11 Tell the master of
the house, ‘The Teacher says to you,
“Where is the guest room, where I
may eat the Passover with my disci-
ples?”’ 12 He will show you a large,
furnished upper room. Make prepa-
rations there.”
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13 They went, found things as Jesus
had told them, and they prepared the
Passover.

14 When the hour had come, he
sat down with the twelve apostles.
15 He said to them, “I have earnestly
desired to eat this Passover with you
before 1 suffer, 16 for I tell you, I
will no longer by any means eat of it
until it is fulfilled in God’s Kingdom.”
17He received a cup, and when he had
given thanks, he said, “Take this and
share it among yourselves, 18 for I
tell you, I will not drink at all again
from the fruit of the vine, until God’s
Kingdom comes.”

19 He took bread, and when he had
given thanks, he broke and gave it to
them, saying, “This is my body which
is given for you. Do this in memory
of me.” 20 Likewise, he took the cup
after supper, saying, “This cup is the
new covenant in my blood, which is
poured out for you. 21 But behold,
the hand of him who betrays me is
with me on the table. 22The Son of
Man indeed goes as it has been deter-
mined, but woe to that man through
whom he is betrayed!”

23 They began to question among
themselves which of them it was who
would do this thing.

24 A dispute also arose among them,
which of them was considered to be
greatest. 25 He said to them, “The
kings of the nations lord it over them,
and those who have authority over
them are called ‘benefactors.” 26 But
not so with you. Rather, the one who
is greater among you, let him become
as the younger, and one who is gov-
erning, as one who serves. 27For who
is greater, one who sits at the table, or
one who serves? Isn’t it he who sits at
the table? But I am among you as one
who serves.

28 “But you are those who have
continued with me in my trials. 291
confer on you a kingdom, even as my
Father conferred on me, 30 that you
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may eat and drink at my table in my
Kingdom. You will sit on thrones,
judging the twelve tribes of Israel.”

31 The Lord said, “Simon, Simon,
behold, Satan asked to have all of
you, that he might sift you as wheat,
32 but I prayed for you, that your
faith wouldn’t fail. You, when once
you have turned again, establish your
brothers.”

33 He said to him, “Lord, I am ready
to go with you both to prison and to
death!”

34 He said, “I tell you, Peter, the
rooster will by no means crow today
until you deny that you know me
three times.”

35 He said to them, “When I sent
you out without purse, bag, and san-
dals, did you lack anything?”

They said, “Nothing.”

36 Then he said to them, “But now,
whoever has a purse, let him take
it, and likewise a bag. Whoever has
none, let him sell his cloak, and buy
a sword. 37 For I tell you that this
which is written must still be fulfilled
in me: ‘He was counted with trans-
gressors.™® For that which concerns
me is being fulfilled.”

38 They said, “Lord, behold, here
are two swords.”

He said to them, “That is enough.”

39He came out and went, as his cus-
tom was, to the Mount of Olives. His
disciples also followed him. 40 When
he was at the place, he said to them,
“Pray that you don’t enter into temp-
tation.”

41 He was withdrawn from them
about a stone’s throw, and he knelt
down and prayed, 42 saying, “Father,
if you are willing, remove this cup
from me. Nevertheless, not my will,
but yours, be done.”

43 An angel from heaven appeared
to him, strengthening him. 44 Being
in agony, he prayed more earnestly.
His sweat became like great drops of
blood falling down on the ground.

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45When he rose up from his prayer,
he came to the disciples and found
them sleeping because of grief, 46 and
said to them, “Why do you sleep? Rise
and pray that you may not enter into
temptation.”

47 While he was still speaking, a
crowd appeared. He who was called
Judas, one of the twelve, was leading
them. He came near to Jesus to kiss
him. 48 But Jesus said to him, “Judas,
do you betray the Son of Man with a
kiss?”

49 When those who were around
him saw what was about to happen,
they said to him, “Lord, shall we
strike with the sword?” 50 A certain
one of them struck the servant of the
high priest, and cut off his right ear.

51 But Jesus answered, “Let me at
least do this”"—and he touched his
ear and healed him. 52 Jesus said
to the chief priests, captains of the
temple, and elders, who had come
against him, “Have you come out as
against a robber, with swords and
clubs? 53 When I was with you in
the temple daily, you didn’t stretch
out your hands against me. But this
is your hour, and the power of dark-
ness.”

54 They seized him and led him
away, and brought him into the high
priest’s house. But Peter followed
from a distance. 5 When they had
kindled a fire in the middle of the
courtyard and had sat down together,
Peter sat among them. 56 A certain
servant girl saw him as he sat in the
light, and looking intently at him,
said, “This man also was with him.”

57 He denied Jesus, saying,
“Woman, I don’t know him.”

58 After a little while someone else
saw him and said, “You also are one of
them!”

But Peter answered, “Man, 1 am
not!”

59 After about one hour passed,
another confidently affirmed, saying,
“Truly this man also was with him, for
he is a Galilean!”

99 Luke 23:5

60 But Peter said, “Man, I don’t
know what you are talking about!”
Immediately, while he was still speak-
ing, a rooster crowed. ¢! The Lord
turned and looked at Peter. Then Pe-
ter remembered the Lord’s word, how
he said to him, “Before the rooster
crows you will deny me three times.”
62He went out, and wept bitterly.

63 The men who held Jesus mocked
him and beat him. 64 Having blind-
folded him, they struck him on the
face and asked him, “Prophesy! Who
is the one who struck you?” 5 They
spoke many other things against him,
insulting him.

66 As soon as it was day, the assem-
bly of the elders of the people were
gathered together, both chief priests
and scribes, and they led him away
into their council, saying, 67 “If you
are the Christ, tell us.”

But he said to them, “If I tell you,
you won't believe, 68and if I ask, you
will in no way answer me or let me
go. 9 From now on, the Son of Man
will be seated at the right hand of the
power of God.”

70 They all said, “Are you then the
Son of God?”

He said to them, “You say it, be-
cause [ am.”

71They said, “Why do we need any
more witness? For we ourselves have
heard from his own mouth!”

1The whole company of them rose
up and brought him before Pilate.
2 They began to accuse him, saying,
“We found this man perverting the
nation, forbidding paying taxes to
Caesar, and saying that he himself is
Christ, a king.”

3 pilate asked him, “Are you the
King of the Jews?”

He answered him, “So you say.”

4Pilate said to the chief priests and
the multitudes, “I find no basis for a
charge against this man.”

5But they insisted, saying, “He stirs
up the people, teaching throughout
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all Judea, beginning from Galilee even
to this place.”

6 But when Pilate heard Galilee
mentioned, he asked if the man was
a Galilean. 7 When he found out
that he was in Herod’s jurisdiction, he
sent him to Herod, who was also in
Jerusalem during those days.

8 Now when Herod saw Jesus, he
was exceedingly glad, for he had
wanted to see him for a long time,
because he had heard many things
about him. He hoped to see some
miracle done by him. 9He questioned
him with many words, but he gave no
answers. 10 The chief priests and the
scribes stood, vehemently accusing
him. 1*Herod with his soldiers humil-
iated him and mocked him. Dressing
him in luxurious clothing, they sent
himback to Pilate. 12Herod and Pilate
became friends with each other that
very day, for before that they were
enemies with each other.

13 Pilate called together the chief
priests, the rulers, and the people,
14and said to them, “You brought this
man to me as one that perverts the
people, and behold, having examined
him before you, I found no basis for
a charge against this man concerning
those things of which you accuse him.
15 Neither has Herod, for I sent you
to him, and see, nothing worthy of
death has been done by him. 161 will
therefore chastise him and release
him.”

17 Now he had to release one pris-
oner to them at the feast.* 18 But
they all cried out together, saying,
“Away with this man! Release to us
Barabbas!”— 19 one who was thrown
into prison for a certain revolt in the
city, and for murder.

20 Then Pilate spoke to them again,
wanting to release Jesus, 2! but they
shouted, saying, “Crucify! Crucify
him!”

22 He said to them the third time,
“Why? What evil has this man done?
I have found no capital crime in him.

%
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I will therefore chastise him and re-
lease him.” 23 But they were urgent
with loud voices, asking that he might
be crucified. Their voices and the
voices of the chief priests prevailed.
24Pilate decreed that what they asked
for should be done. 25He released him
who had been thrown into prison for
insurrection and murder, for whom
they asked, but he delivered Jesus up
to their will.

26 When they led him away, they
grabbed one Simon of Cyrene, com-
ing from the country, and laid the
cross on him to carry it after Je-
sus. 27 A great multitude of the peo-
ple followed him, including women
who also mourned and lamented him.
28 But Jesus, turning to them, said,
“Daughters of Jerusalem, don’t weep
for me, but weep for yourselves and
for your children. 29 For be-
hold, the days are coming in which
they will say, ‘Blessed are the barren,
the wombs that never bore, and the
breasts that never nursed.” 30 Then
they will begin to tell the mountains,
‘Fall on us!” and tell the hills, ‘Cover
us.™ 31For if they do these things in
the green tree, what will be done in
the dry?”

32 There were also others, two
criminals, led with him to be put to
death. 33When they came to the place
that is called “The Skull”, they cruci-
fied him there with the criminals, one
on the right and the other on the left.

34]esus said, “Father, forgive them,
for they don’t know what they are
doing.”

Dividing his garments among
them, they cast lots. 35 The people
stood watching. The rulers with them
also scoffed at him, saying, “He saved
others. Let him save himself, if this is
the Christ of God, his chosen one!”

36 The soldiers also mocked him,
coming to him and offering him vine-
gar, 37 and saying, “If you are the King
of the Jews, save yourself!”
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38 An inscription was also written
over him in letters of Greek, Latin,
and Hebrew: “THIS IS THE KING OF
THE JEWS.”

39 One of the criminals who was
hanged insulted him, saying, “If you
are the Christ, save yourself and us!”

40 But the other answered, and re-
buking him said, “Don’t you even fear
God, seeing you are under the same
condemnation? 4! And we indeed
justly, for we receive the due reward
for our deeds, but this man has done
nothing wrong.” 42 He said to Jesus,
“Lord, remember me when you come
into your Kingdom.”

43 Jesus said to him, “Assuredly I
tell you, today you will be with me in
Paradise.”

441t was now about the sixth hour, T
and darkness came over the whole
land until the ninth hour* 45 The
sun was darkened, and the veil of the
temple was torn in two. 46Jesus, cry-
ing with a loud voice, said, “Father,
into your hands I commit my spirit!”
Having said this, he breathed his last.

47 When the centurion saw what
was done, he glorified God, saying,
“Certainly this was a righteous man.”
48 All the multitudes that came to-
gether to see this, when they saw
the things that were done, returned
home beating their breasts. 49 All his
acquaintances and the women who
followed with him from Galilee stood
at a distance, watching these things.

50 Behold, there was a man named
Joseph, who was a member of the
council, a good and righteous man
51 (he had not consented to their
counsel and deed), from Arimathaea,
a city of the Jews, who was also wait-
ing for God’s Kingdom. 52 This man
went to Pilate, and asked for Jesus’
body. 53 He took it down and wrapped
it in a linen cloth, and laid him in a
tomb that was cut in stone, where no
one had ever been laid. 541t was the

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day of the Preparation, and the Sab-
bath was drawing near. 55 The women
who had come with him out of Galilee
followed after, and saw the tomb and
how his body was laid.

1 But on the first day of the week,
at early dawn, they and some others
came to the tomb, bringing the spices
which they had prepared. 2 They
found the stone rolled away from the
tomb. 3 They entered in, and didn’t
find the Lord Jesus’ body. 4 While
they were greatly perplexed about
this, behold, two men stood by them
in dazzling clothing. 5Becoming ter-
rified, they bowed their faces down to
the earth.

The men said to them, “Why do you
seek the living among the dead? ¢He
isn’t here, but is risen.

18 One of them, named Cleopas,
answered him, “Are you the only
stranger in Jerusalem who doesn’t
know the things which have hap-
pened there in these days?”

19 He said to them, “What things?”

They said to him, “The things con-
cerning Jesus the Nazarene, who was
a prophet mighty in deed and word
before God and all the people; 20 and
how the chief priests and our rulers
delivered him up to be condemned
to death, and crucified him. 2! But
we were hoping that it was he who
would redeem Israel. Yes, and besides
all this, it is now the third day since
these things happened.

44 He said to them, “This is
what I told you while I was still with
you, that all things which are written
in the law of Moses, the prophets, and
the psalms concerning me must be
fulfilled.”

45 Then he opened their minds,
that they might understand the
Scriptures. 46 He said to them, “Thus
itis written, and thus it was necessary
for the Christ to suffer and to rise
from the dead the third day, 47 and
that repentance and remission of sins
should be preached in his name to all
the nations, beginning at Jerusalem.
48 You are witnesses of these things.
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49 Behold, I send out the promise of
my Father on you. But wait in the city
of Jerusalem until you are clothed
with power from on high.”

50 He led them out as far as
Bethany, and he lifted up his hands
and blessed them. 51 While he blessed
them, he withdrew from them and
was carried up into heaven. 52 They
worshiped him and returned to
Jerusalem with great joy, 53 and were
continually in the temple, praising
and blessing God.

1In the beginning was the Word,
and the Word was with God, and the
Word was God. 2 The same was in
the beginning with God. 3 All things
were made through him. Without
him, nothing was made that has been
made. 4In him was life, and the life
was the light of men. 5 The light
shines in the darkness, and the dark-
ness hasn’t overcorr1e>‘< it.

6 There came a man sent from God,
whose name was John. 7 The same
came as a witness, that he might
testify about the light, that all might
believe through him. 8 He was not
the light, but was sent that he might
testify about the light. 9 The true light
that enlightens everyone was coming
into the world.

10 He was in the world, and the
world was made through him, and
the world didn’t recognize him. 11 He
came to his own, and those who were
his own didn’t receive him. 12 But
as many as received him, to them
he gave the right to become God’s
children, to those who believe in his
name: 13who were born, not of blood,
nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the
will of man, but of God.

14The Word became flesh and lived
among us. We saw his glory, such
glory as of the only born® Son of
the Father, full of grace and truth.
15 John testified about him. He cried
out, saying, “This was he of whom I
said, ‘He who comes after me has sur-

passed me, for he was before me.””
16 From his fullness we all received
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grace upon grace. 7 For the law
was given through Moses. Grace
and truth were realized through Jesus
Christ. 18No one has seen God at any

time. The only born$ Son,” who is in
the bosom of the Father, has declared
him.

19 This is John’s testimony, when
the Jews sent priests and Levites from
Jerusalem to ask him, “Who are you?”

20He declared, and didn’t deny, but
he declared, “I am not the Christ.”

21 They asked him, “What then?

He said, “I am not.”

“Are you the prophet?”

He answered, “No.”

22They said therefore to him, “Who
are you? Give us an answer to take
back to those who sent us. What do
you say about yourself?”

26 John answered them, “I baptize
in water, but among you stands one
whom you don’t know. 27 He is the
one who comes after me, who is pre-
ferred before me, whose sandal strap
I'm not worthy to loosen.” 28 These
things were done in Bethany beyond
the Jordan, where John was baptizing.

29 The next day, he saw Jesus com-
ing to him, and said, “Behold, the
Lamb of God, who takes away the sin
of the world! 30 This is he of whom I
said, ‘After me comes a man who is

Jesus answered him, “Before Philip
called you, when you were under the
tig tree, I saw you.”

1 The third day, there was a wed-
ding in Cana of Galilee. Jesus’ mother
was there. 2 Jesus also was invited,
with his disciples, to the wedding.
3 When the wine ran out, Jesus’
mother said to him, “They have no
wine.”

4 Jesus said to her, “Woman, what
does that have to do with you and me?
My hour has not yet come.”

5 His mother said to the servants,
“Whatever he says to you, do it.”

6 Now there were six water pots
of stone set there after the Jews’
way of purifying, containing two or
three metretes™ apiece. 7 Jesus said
to them, “Fill the water pots with
water.” So they filled them up to the
brim. 8 He said to them, “Now draw
some out, and take it to the ruler of
the feast.” So they took it. When the
ruler of the feast tasted the water now

You have kept the
good wine until now!” 11 This begin-
ning of his signs Jesus did in Cana of
Galilee, and revealed his glory; and
his disciples believed in him.

12 After this, he went down to Ca-
ernaum, he, and his mother, his
rothers, and his disciples; and they

stayed there a few days.

13 The Passover of the Jews was at
hand, and Jesus went up to Jerusalem.
14 He found in the temple those who
sold oxen, sheep, and doves, and the
changers of money sitting. 15 He
made a whip of cords and drove all
out of the temple, both the sheep
and the oxen; and he poured out the
changers’ money and overthrew their
tables. 16 To those who sold the doves,
he said, “Take these things out of
here! Don’t make my Father’s house
a marketplace!” 17 His disciples re-
membered that it was written, “Zeal
for your house will eat me up.”™

18 The Jews therefore answered
him, “What sign do you show us, see-
ing that you do these things?”

19 Jesus answered them, “Destroy
this temple, and in three days I will
raise it up.”

20 The Jews therefore said, “It took
forty-six years to build this temple!
Will you raise it up in three days?”
21 But he spoke of the temple of his
body. 22 When therefore he was
raised from the dead, his disciples
remembered that he said this, and
they believed the Scripture and the
word which Jesus had said.

23Now when he was in Jerusalem at
the Passover, during the feast, many
believed in his name, observing his
signs which he did. 24 But Jesus didn’t
entrust himself to them, because he

9 Nicodemus answered him, “How
can these things be?”

10Jesus answered him, “Are you the
teacher of Israel, and don’t under-
stand these things? 1! Most certainly
I tell you, we speak that which we
know and testify of that which we
have seen, and you don’t receive our
witness. 121f1told you earthly things
and you don’t believe, how will you
believe if I tell you heavenly things?
13 No one has ascended into heaven
but he who descended out of heaven,
the Son of Man, who is in heaven.
14 As Moses lifted up the serpent in
the wilderness, even so must the Son
of Man be lifted up, 15 that whoever
believes in him should not perish, but

18 He who believes in
him is not judged. He who doesn’t
believe has been judged already, be-
cause he has not believed in the name
of the only born Son of God. 19 This
is the judgment, that the light has
come into the world, and men loved
the darkness rather than the light, for
their works were evil. 20 For ev-
eryone who does evil hates the light
and doesn’t come to the light, lest his
works would be exposed. 21 But he
who does the truth comes to the light,
that his works may be revealed, that
they have been done in God.”

22 After these things, Jesus came
with his disciples into the land of
Judea. He stayed there with them and
baptized. 23John also was baptizing in
Enon near Salim, because there was
much water there. They came and
were baptized; 24 for John was not yet
thrown into prison. 25 Therefore a
dispute arose on the part of John’s
disciples with some Jews about pu-
rification.

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31 “He who comes from above is
above all. He who is from the earth
belongs to the earth and speaks of the
earth. He who comes from heaven is
above all. 32 What he has seen and
heard, of that he testifies; and no one
receives his witness. 33 He who has
received his witness has set his seal to
this, that God is true. 34 For he whom
God has sent speaks the words of
God; for God gives the Spirit without
measure. 35 The Father loves the Son,
and has given all things into his hand.
36 One who believes in the Son has
eternal life, but one who disobeys
the Son won't see life, but the wrath
of God remains on him.”

1 Therefore when the Lord knew
that the Pharisees had heard that Je-
sus was making and baptizing more
disciples than John 2 (although Jesus
himself didn’t baptize, but his disci-
ples), 3he left Judea and departed into
Galilee. 4 He needed to pass through
Samaria. 5 So he came to a city of
Samaria called Sychar, near the par-
cel of ground that Jacob gave to his
son Joseph. 6Jacob’s well was there.
Jesus therefore, being tired from his
journey, sat down by the well. 1t was
about the sixth hour.*

7 A woman of Samaria came to draw
water. Jesus said to her, “Give me a
drink.” 8 For his disciples had gone
away into the city to buy food.

9 The Samaritan woman therefore
said to him, “How is it that you, being
a Jew, ask for a drink from me, a
Samaritan woman?” (For Jews have
no dealings with Samaritans.)

10Jesus answered her, “If you knew
the gift of God, and who it is who says
to you, ‘Give me a drink,” you would
have asked him, and he would have
given you living water.”

11The woman said to him, “Sir, you
have nothing to draw with, and the
well is deep. So where do you get that

21 Jesus said to her, “Woman,
believe me, the hour is coming
when neither in this mountain nor
in Jerusalem will you worship the
Father. 22 You worship that which
you don’t know. We worship that
which we know; for salvation is from
the Jews. 23 But the hour comes,
and now is, when the true worshipers
will worship the Father in spirit and
truth, for the Father seeks such to be
his worshipers. 24 God is spirit, and
those who worship him must worship
in spirit and truth.”

25 The woman said to him, “I know
that Messiah is coming, he who is
called Christ.T When he has come, he
will declare to us all things.”

26 Jesus said to her, “I am he, the
one who speaks to you.”
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27 Just then, his disciples came.
They marveled that he was speaking
with a woman; yet no one said, “What
are you looking for?” or, “Why do
you speak with her?” 28 So the woman
left her water pot, went away into the
city, and said to the people, 29 “Come,
see a man who told me everything
that I have done. Can this be the
Christ?” 30 They went out of the city,
and were coming to him.

311n the meanwhile, the disciples
urged him, saying, “Rabbi, eat.”

32 But he said to them, “I have food
to eat that you don’t know about.”

13 But he who was healed didn’t
know who it was, for Jesus had with-
drawn, a crowd being in the place.

14 Afterward Jesus found him in the
temple and said to him, “Behold, you
are made well. Sin no more, so that
nothing worse happens to you.”

15 The man went away, and told the
Jews that it was Jesus who had made
him well. 16 For this cause the Jews
persecuted Jesus and sought to kill
him, because he did these things on
the Sabbath. 17 But Jesus answered
them, “My Father is still working, so
I am working, too.”

18 For this cause therefore the Jews
sought all the more to kill him, be-
cause he not only broke the Sab-
bath, but also called God his own
Father, making himself equal with
God. 19 Jesus therefore answered
them, “Most certainly, I tell you, the
Son can do nothing of himself, but
what he sees the Father doing. For
whatever things he does, these the
Son also does likewise. 20 For the

Father has affection for the Son, and
shows him all things that he himself
does. He will show him greater works
than these, that you may marvel.

13 So they gathered them up,
and filled twelve baskets with broken
pieces from the five barley loaves,
which were left over by those who
had eaten. 14 When therefore the
people saw the sign which Jesus did,
they said, “This is truly the prophet
who comes into the world.” 15 Jesus
therefore, perceiving that they were
about to come and take him by force
to make him king, withdrew again to
the mountain by himself.

16 When evening came, his disci-
ples went down to the sea. 17 They
entered into the boat, and were going
over the sea to Capernaum. It was
now dark, and Jesus had not come to
them. 18 The sea was tossed by a great
wind blowing. 19 When therefore
they had rowed about twenty-five or
thirty stadia,T they saw Jesus walking
on the sea® and drawing near to the
boat; and they were afraid.

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66 At this, many of his disciples
went back and walked no more with
him. 67 Jesus said therefore to the
twelve, “You don’t also want to go
away, do you?”

68 Simon Peter answered him,
“Lord, to whom would we go? You
have the words of eternal life. ¢ We
have come to believe and know that
you are the Christ, the Son of the
living God.”

70 Jesus answered them, “Didn’t I
choose you, the twelve, and one of
you is a devil?” 71 Now he spoke of
Judas, the son of Simon Iscariot, for it
was he who would betray him, being
one of the twelve.

1 After these things, Jesus was
walking in Galilee, for he wouldn’t
walk in Judea, because the Jews
sought to kill him. 2 Now the feast of
the Jews, the Feast of Booths, was at
hand. 3 His brothers therefore said to
him, “Depart from here and go into
Judea, that your disciples also may
see your works which you do. 4 For
no one does anything in secret while
he seeks to be known openly. If you
do these things, reveal yourself to the
world.” 5 For even his brothers didn’t
believe in him.

6 Jesus therefore said to them, “My
time has not yet come, but your time
is always ready. 7 The world can’t
hate you, but it hates me, because I
testify about it, that its works are evil.
8 You go up to the feast. 1 am not
yet going up to this feast, because my
time is not yet fulfilled.”

9 Having said these things to them,
he stayed in Galilee. 10 But when his
brothers had gone up to the feast,
then he also went up, not publicly,
but as it were in secret. 11 The Jews
therefore sought him at the feast, and
said, “Where is he?” 12 There was
much murmuring among the multi-
tudes concerning him. Some said,
“He is a good man.” Others said, “Not
so, but he leads the multitude astray.”
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13 Yet no one spoke openly of him
for fear of the Jews. 14 But when it
was now the middle of the feast, Jesus
went up into the temple and taught.
15 The Jews therefore marveled, say-
ing, “How does this man know letters,
having never been educated?”

16 Jesus therefore answered them,
“My teaching is not mine, but his who
sent me. 17 If anyone desires to
do his will, he will know about the
teaching, whether it is from God or
if I am speaking from myself. 18 He
who speaks from himself seeks his
own glory, but he who seeks the glory
of him who sent him is true, and no
unrighteousness is in him. 19Didn’t
Moses give you the law, and yet none
of you keeps the law? Why do you
seek to kill me?”

20 The multitude answered, “You
have a demon! Who seeks to kill
you?”

21Jesus answered them, “I did one
work and you all marvel because of
it. 22 Moses has given you circum-
cision (not that it is of Moses, but of
the fathers), and on the Sabbath you
circumcise a boy. 231f a boy receives
circumcision on the Sabbath, that the
law of Moses may not be broken, are
you angry with me because I made a
man completely healthy on the Sab-
bath? 24 Don'’t judge according
to appearance, but judge righteous
judgment.”

25 Therefore some of them of
Jerusalem said, “Isn’t this he whom
they seek to kill? 26 Behold, he speaks
openly, and they say nothing to
him. Can it be that the rulers indeed
know that this is truly the Christ?
27 However, we know where this man
comes from, but when the Christ
comes, no one will know where he
comes from.”

28 Jesus therefore cried out in the
temple, teaching and saying, “You
both know me, and know where I am
from. I have not come of myself, but
he who sent me is true, whom you
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don’t know. 291 know him, because
I am from him, and he sent me.”

30 They sought therefore to take
him; but no one laid a hand on him,
because his hour had not yet come.
31But of the multitude, many believed
in him. They said, “When the Christ
comes, he won’t do more signs than
those which this man has done, will
he?” 32 The Pharisees heard the mul-
titude murmuring these things con-
cerning him, and the chief priests and
the Pharisees sent officers to arrest
him.

33 Then Jesus said, “I will be with
you a little while longer, then I go to
him who sent me. 34You will seek me
and won’t find me. You can’t come
where I am.”

35 The Jews therefore said among
themselves, “Where will this man go
that we won’t find him? Will he go to
the Dispersion among the Greeks and
teach the Greeks? 36 What is this word
that he said, “You will seek me, and
won'’t find me;” and ‘Where I am, you
can’t come’?”

37 Now on the last and greatest day
of the feast, Jesus stood and cried out,
“If anyone is thirsty, let him come to
me and drink! 38 He who believes
in me, as the Scripture has said, from
within him will flow rivers of living
water.” 39 But he said this about
the Spirit, which those believing in
him were to receive. For the Holy
Spirit was not yet given, because Jesus
wasn't yet glorified.

40 Many of the multitude therefore,
when they heard these words, said,
“This is truly the prophet.” 41 Others
said, “This is the Christ.” But some
said, “What, does the Christ come
out of Galilee? 42 Hasn’t the Scrip-
ture said tha*t the Christ comes of
the offspring” of David, ¥ and from
Bethlehem,® the village where David
was?” 43 So a division arose in the
multitude because of him. 44 Some of
them would have arrested him, but
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no one laid hands on him. 45 The
officers therefore came to the chief
priests and Pharisees; and they said
to them, “Why didn’t you bring him?”

46 The officers answered, “No man
ever spoke like this man!”

47 The Pharisees therefore an-
swered them, “You aren’t also led
astray, are you? 48 Have any of
the rulers or any of the Pharisees
believed in him? 49But this multitude
that doesn’t know the law is cursed.”

50 Nicodemus (he who came to him
by night, being one of them) said to
them, 5! “Does our law judge a man
unless it first hears from him person-
ally and knows what he does?”

52 They answered him, “Are you
also from Galilee? Search and see
that no prophet has arisen out of
Galilee.”®

53 Everyone went to his own house,

1 but Jesus went to the Mount of
Olives.

2 Now very early in the morning,
he came again into the temple, and
all the people came to him. He sat
down and taught them. 3 The scribes
and the Pharisees brought a woman
taken in adultery. Having set her in
the middle, 4 they told him, “Teacher,
we found this woman in adultery,
in the very act. > Now in our law,
Moses commanded us to stone such
women.”™  What then do you say
about her?” ¢ They said this testing
him, that they might have something
to accuse him of.

Jesus said, “Neither do I condemn
you. Go your way. From now on, sin
no more.”*

12 Again, therefore, Jesus spoke to
them, saying, “I am the light of the
world.® He who follows me will not
walk in the darkness, but will have the
light of life.”

13 The Pharisees therefore said
to him, “You testify about yourself.
Your testimony is not valid.”

14 Jesus answered them, “Even if 1
testify about myself, my testimony is
true, for I know where I came from,
and where I am going; but you don’t
know where I came from, or where I
am going. 15 You judge according to
the flesh. I judge no one. 16Even if
I do judge, my judgment is true, for I
am not alone, but I am with the Father
who sent me. 171t’s also written in
your law that the testimony of two
people is valid. ¥ 181 am one who
testifies about myself, and the Father
who sent me testifies about me.”

19 They said therefore to him,
“Where is your Father?”

Jesus answered, “You know neither
me nor my Father. If you knew me,
you would know my Father also.”
20Jesus spoke these words in the trea-
sury, as he taught in the temple. Yet
no one arrested him, because his hour
had not yet come. 2! Jesus said there-
fore again to them, “I am going away,
and you will seek me, and you will die
in your sins. Where 1 go, you can’t
come.,

22 The Jews therefore said, “Will he
kill himself, because he says, ‘Where I
am going, you can’t come’?”
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23 He said to them, “You are from
beneath. I am from above. You are
of this world. T am not of this world.
241 said therefore to you that you will
die in your sins; for unless you believe
that T am® he, you will die in your
sins.”

25They said therefore to him, “Who
are you?”

Jesus said to them, “Just what I
have been saying to you from the
beginning. 261 have many things to
speak and to judge concerning you.
However, he who sent me is true; and
the things which I heard from him,
these I say to the world.”

27 They didn’t understand that
he spoke to them about the Fa-
ther. 28Jesus therefore said to them,
“When you have lifted up the Son of
Man, then you will know that I am
he, and I do nothing of myself, but
as my Father taught me, I say these
things. 29He who sent me is with me.
The Father hasn’t left me alone, for I
always do the things that are pleasing
to him.”

30 As he spoke these things, many
believed in him. 3! Jesus therefore
said to those Jews who had believed
him, “If you remain in my word, then
you are truly my disciples. 32 You
will know the truth, and the truth will
make you free,” ¥

33 They answered him, “We are
Abraham’s offspring, and have never
been in bondage to anyone. How do
you say, ‘You will be made free’?”

34Jesus answered them, “Most cer-
tainly I tell you, everyone who com-
mits sin is the bondservant of sin.
35 A bondservant doesn’t live in the
house forever. A son remains forever.
36f therefore the Son makes you free,
youwill be free indeed. 37Tknow that
you are Abraham’s offspring, yet you
seek to kill me, because my word finds
no place in you. 381 say the things
which 1 have seen with my Father;

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and you also do the things which you
have seen with your father.”

39 They answered him, “Our father
is Abraham.”

Jesus said to them, “If you were
Abraham’s children, you would do the
works of Abraham. 40 But now you
seek to kill me, a man who has told
you the truth which I heard from God.
Abraham didn’t do this. 41You do the
works of your father.”

They said to him, “We were not
born of sexual immorality. We have
one Father, God.”

42 Therefore Jesus said to them, “If
God were your father, you would love
me, for I came out and have come
from God. For I haven’t come of
myself, but he sent me. 43 Why don’t
you understand my speech? Because
you can’t hear my word. 44You are of
your father the devil, and you want to
do the desires of your father. He was
a murderer from the beginning, and
doesn’t stand in the truth, because
there is no truth in him. When he
speaks a lie, he speaks on his own;
for he is a liar, and the father of lies.
45 But because I tell the truth, you
don’t believe me. 46 Which of you
convicts me of sin? If I tell the truth,
why do you not believe me? 47 He
who is of God hears the words of God.
For this cause you don’t hear, because
you are not of God.”

48 Then the Jews answered him,
“Don’t we say well that you are a
Samaritan, and have a demon?”

49 Jesus answered, “I don’t have a
demon, but I honor my Father and
you dishonor me. 59But I don’t seek
my own glory. There is one who seeks
and judges. 5! Most certainly, I tell
you, if a person keeps my word, he
will never see death.”

52 Then the Jews said to him, “Now
we know that you have a demon.
Abraham died, as did the prophets;
and you say, ‘If a man keeps my word,
he will never taste of death.” 53 Are
you greater than our father Abraham,

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who died? The prophets died. Who
do you make yourself out to be?”

54 Jesus answered, “If I glorify my-
self, my glory is nothing. It is my
Father who glorifies me, of whom you
say that he is our God. 55 You have
not known him, but I know him. If
I said, ‘T don’t know him,” I would
be like you, a liar. But I know him
and keep his word. 56 Your father
Abraham rejoiced to see my day. He
saw it and was glad.”

57 The Jews therefore said to him,
“You are not yet fifty years old! Have
you seen Abraham?”

58 Jesus said to them, “Most cer-
tainly, 1 tell you, before Abraham
came into existence, | AM.%"”

59 Therefore they took up stones to
throw at him, but Jesus hid himself
and went out of the temple, having
gone through the middle of them, and
so passed by.

1 As he passed by, he saw a man
blind from birth. 2His disciples asked
him, “Rabbi, who sinned, this man or
his parents, that he was born blind?”

3Jesus answered, “This man didn’t
sin, nor did his parents, but that the
works of God might be revealed in
him. 4I must work the works of him
who sent me while it is day. The night
is coming, when no one can work.
5 While I am in the world, I am the
light of the world.” ¢ When he had
said this, he spat on the ground, made
mud with the saliva, anointed the
blind man’s eyes with the mud, 7 and
said to him, “Go, wash in the pool of
Siloam” (which means “Sent”). So he
went away, washed, and came back
seeing.

8 Therefore the neighbors and
those who saw that he was blind
before said, “Isn’t this he who sat and
begged?” 9 Others were saying, “It
is he.” still others were saying, “He
looks like him.”

He said, “I am he.”
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10 They therefore were asking him,
“How were your eyes opened?”

11 He answered, “A man called Je-
sus made mud, anointed my eyes,
and said to me, ‘Go to the pool of
Siloam and wash.” So I went away and
washed, and I received sight.”

12 Then they asked him, “Where is
he?”

He said, “I don’t know.”

13 They brought him who had been
blind to the Pharisees. 141t was a Sab-
bath when Jesus made the mud and
opened his eyes. 15 Again therefore
the Pharisees also asked him how he
received his sight. He said to them,
“He put mud on my eyes, I washed,
and I see.”

16 Some therefore of the Pharisees
said, “This man is not from God, be-
cause he doesn’t keep the Sabbath.”

Others said, “How can a man who is
a sinner do such signs?” So there was
division among them.

17 Therefore they asked the blind
man again, “What do you say about
him, because he opened your eyes?”

He said, “He is a prophet.”

18 The Jews therefore didn’t believe
concerning him, that he had been
blind and had received his sight, until
they called the parents of him who
had received his sight, 19 and asked
them, “Is this your son, whom you say
was born blind? How then does he
now see?”

20His parents answered them, “We
know that this is our son, and that
he was born blind; 21 but how he now
sees, we don’t know; or who opened
his eyes, we don’t know. He is of
age. Ask him. He will speak for
himself.” 22 His parents said these
things because they feared the Jews;
for the Jews had already agreed that if
any man would confess him as Christ,
he would be put out of the synagogue.
23 Therefore his parents said, “He is of
age. Ask him.”

24 So they called the man who was
blind a second time, and said to him,

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“Give glory to God. We know that this
man is a sinner.

25 He therefore answered, “I don’t
know if he is a sinner. One thing I do
know: that though I was blind, now I
see.”

27He answered them, “I told you al-
ready, and you didn't listen. Why do
you want to hear it again? You don’t
also want to become his disciples, do
you?”

28 They insulted him and said, “You
are his disciple, but we are disciples
of Moses. 29 We know that God has
spoken to Moses. But as for this
man, we don’t know where he comes
from.”

30 The man answered them, “How
amazing! You don’t know where he
comes from, yet he opened my eyes.
31 We know that God doesn’t listen to
sinners, but if anyone is a worshiper
of God and does his will, he listens
to him.® 32 Since the world began it
has never been heard of that anyone
opened the eyes of someone born
blind. 33 If this man were not from
God, he could do nothing.”

34 They answered him, “You were
altogether born in sins, and do you
teach us?” Then they threw him out.

35Jesus heard that they had thrown
him out, and finding him, he said, “Do
you believe in the Son of God?”

36 He answered, “Who is he, Lord,
that I may believe in him?”

37Jesus said to him, “You have both
seen him, and it is he who speaks with
you.”

38 He said, “Lord, I believe!” and he
worshiped him,

39Jesus said, “I came into this world
for judgment, that those who don’t
see may see; and that those who see
may become blind.”

40 Those of the Pharisees who were
with him heard these things, and said
to him, “Are we also blind?”
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41 Jesus said to them, “If you were
blind, you would have no sin; but now
you say, ‘We see.” Therefore your sin
remains.

1 “Most certainly, I tell you, one
who doesn’t enter by the door into
the sheep fold, but climbs up some
other way, is a thief and a robber.

36 The Jews therefore said, “See
how much affection he had for him!”

3 Therefore Mary took a pound” of
ointment of pure nard, very precious,
and anointed Jesus’s feet and wiped
his feet with her hair. The house
was filled with the fragrance of the
ointment.

4 Then Judas Iscariot, Simon’s son,
one of his disciples, who would betray
him, said, > “Why wasn’t this oint-
ment sold for three hundred denariit
and given to the poor?” ¢ Now he
said this, not because he cared for the

oor, but because he was a thief, and
aving the money box, used to steal
what was put into it.

7 But Jesus said, “Leave her alone.
She has kept this for the day of my
burial. 8 For you always have the
poor with you, but you don’t always
have me.”

9 A large crowd therefore of the
Jews learned that he was there; and
they came, not for Jesus’ sake only,
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but that they might see Lazarus also,
whom he had raised from the dead.

19The Pharisees therefore said among
themselves, “See how you accomplish
nothing. Behold, the world has gone
after him.”

20 Now there were certain Greeks
among those who went up to worship
at the feast. 21 Therefore, these came
to Philip, who was from Bethsaida of
Galilee, and asked him, saying, “Sir,
we want to see Jesus.”

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23 Jesus answered him, “If I have
spoken evil, testify of the evil; but if
well, why do you beat me?”

24 Annas sent him bound to Ca-
iaphas, the high priest.

25 Now Simon Peter was standing
and warming himself. They said
therefore to him, “You aren’t also one
of his disciples, are you?”

He denied it and said, “I am not.”

26 One of the servants of the high
priest, being a relative of him whose
ear Peter had cut off, said, “Didn’t I
see you in the garden with him?”

27 Peter therefore denied it again,
and immediately the rooster crowed.

28 They led Jesus therefore from
Caiaphas into the Praetorium. It was
early, and they themselves didn’t en-
ter into the Praetorium, that they
might not be defiled, but might eat
the Passover. 29 Pilate therefore went
out to them and said, “What accusa-
tion do you bring against this man?”

30 They answered him, “If this
man weren’t an evildoer, we wouldn’t
have delivered him up to you.”

31 pilate therefore said to them,
“Take him yourselves, and judge him
according to your law.”

Therefore the Jews said to him,
“It is illegal for us to put anyone
to death,” 32 that the word of Jesus
might be fulfilled, which he spoke,
signifying by what kind of death he
should die.

33 Pilate therefore entered again
into the Praetorium, called Jesus, and
said to him, “Are you the King of the
Jews?”

34Jesus answered him, “Do you say
this by yourself, or did others tell you
about me?”

35 Pilate answered, “I'm not a Jew,
am I? Your own nation and the chief
priests delivered you to me. What
have you done?”

36 Jesus answered, “My Kingdom is
not of this world. If my Kingdom were
of this world, then my servants would
fight, that I wouldn’t be delivered to
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the Jews. But now my Kingdom is not
from here.”

37 Pilate therefore said to him, “Are
you a king then?”

Jesus answered, “You say that I am
a king. For this reason I have been
born, and for this reason I have come
into the world, that I should testify
to the truth. Everyone who is of the
truth listens to my voice.”

38 pilate said to him, “What is
truth?”

When he had said this, he went out
again to the Jews, and said to them,
“I find no basis for a charge against
him. 39 But you have a custom that
I should release someone to you at
the Passover. Therefore, do you want
me to release to you the King of the

Jews?”

40Then they all shouted again, say-
ing, “Not this man, but Barabbas!”
Now Barabbas was a robber.

19

1 So Pilate then took Jesus and
flogged him. 2 The soldiers twisted
thorns into a crown and put it on his
head, and dressed him in a purple
garment. 3 They kept saying, “Hail,
King of the Jews!” and they kept
slapping him.

4 Then Pilate went out again, and
said to them, “Behold, I bring him out
to you, that you may know that I find
no basis for a charge against him.”

5Jesus therefore came out, wearing
the crown of thorns and the purple
garment. Pilate said to them, “Be-
hold, the man!”

6 When therefore the chief priests
and the officers saw him, they
shouted, saying, “Crucify! Crucify!”

Pilate said to them, “Take him
yourselves and crucify him, for I find
no basis for a charge against him.”

7The Jews answered him, “We have
a law, and by our law he ought to die,
beiiause he made himself the Son of
God.”

8 When therefore Pilate heard this
saying, he was more afraid. 9 He
entered into the Praetorium again,
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and said to Jesus, “Where are you
from?” But Jesus gave him no answer.
10Pjlate therefore said to him, “Aren’t
you speaking to me? Don’t you know
that I have power to release you and
have power to crucify you?”

11Jesus answered, “You would have
no power at all against me, unless it
were given to you from above. There-
fore he who delivered me to you has
greater sin.”

12 At this, Pilate was seeking to
release him, but the Jews cried out,
saying, “If you release this man, you
aren’t Caesar’s friend! Everyone who
makes himself a king speaks against
Caesar!”

13 When Pilate therefore heard
these words, he brought Jesus out and
sat down on the judgment seat at a
place called “The Pavement”, but in
Hebrew, “Gabbatha.” 14 Now it was
the Preparation Day of the Passover,
at about the sixth hour.” He said to
the Jews, “Behold, your King!”

15 They cried out, “Away with him!
Away with him! Crucify him!”

Pilate said to them, “Shall I crucify
your King?”

The chief priests answered, “We
have no king but Caesar!”

16 So then he delivered him to them
to be crucified. So they took Jesus
and led him away. 17 He went out,
bearing his cross, to the place called
“The Place of a Skull”, which is called
in Hebrew, “Golgotha”, 18 where they
crucified him, and with him two oth-
ers, on either side one, and Jesus in
the middle. 9 Pilate wrote a title
also, and put it on the cross. There
was written, “JESUS OF NAZARETH,
THE KING OF THE JEWS.” 20 Therefore
many of the Jews read this title, for
the place where Jesus was crucified
was near the city; and it was written
in Hebrew, in Latin, and in Greek.
21 The chief priests of the Jews there-
fore said to Pilate, “Don’t write, ‘The
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King of the Jews,” but, ‘he said, “I am
King of the Jews.”””

22 pPilate answered, “What I have
written, I have written.”

23 Then the soldiers, when they had
crucified Jesus, took his garments and
made four parts, to every soldier a
part; and also the tunic. Now the
tunic was without seam, woven from
the top throughout. 24 Then they
said to one another, “Let’s not tear it,
but cast lots for it to decide whose it
will be,” that the Scripture might be
fulfilled, which says,

“They parted my garments among
them.

They cast lots for my clothing,”™
Therefore the soldiers did these
things.

25But standing by Jesus’ cross were
his mother, his mother’s sister, Mary
the wife of Clopas, and Mary Mag-
dalene. 26 Therefore when Jesus saw
his mother, and the disciple whom
he loved standing there, he said to
his mother, “Woman, behold, your
son!” 27Then he said to the disciple,
“Behold, your mother!” From that
hour, the disciple took her to his own
home.

28 After this, Jesus, seeingT that all
things were now finished, that the
Scripture might be fulfilled, said, “I
am thirsty!” 2% Now a vessel full of
vinegar was set there; so they put a
sponge full of the vinegar on hyssop,
and held it at his mouth. 30 When
Jesus therefore had received the vine-
gar, he said, “It is finished!” Then he
bowed his head and gave up his spirit.

31 Therefore the Jews, because it
was the Preparation Day, so that
the bodies wouldn’t remain on the
cross on the Sabbath (for that Sab-
bath was a special one), asked of Pi-
late that their legs might be broken
and that they might be taken away.
32 Therefore the soldiers came and
broke the legs of the first and of the

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other who was crucified with him;
33 but when they came to Jesus and
saw that he was already dead, they
didn’t break his legs. 34 However, one
of the soldiers pierced his side with
a spear, and immediately blood and
water came out. 35 He who has seen
has testified, and his testimony is
true. He knows that he tells the truth,
that you may believe. 36 For these
things happened that the Scripture
might be fulfilled, “A bone of him will
not be broken.”® 37 Again another
Scripture says, “They will look on him

whom they pierced.”®

38 After these things, Joseph of Ari-
mathaea, being a disciple of Jesus, but
secretly for fear of the Jews, asked of
Pilate that he might take away Jesus’
body. Pilate gave him permission.
He came therefore and took away his
body. 39 Nicodemus, who at first came
to Jesus by night, also came bringing
a mixture of myrrh and aloes, about a

hundred Roman pounds.¥ 40 So they
took Jesus’ body, and bound it in linen
cloths with the spices, as the custom
of the Jews is to bury. 41 Now in the
place where he was crucified there
was a garden. In the garden was a
new tomb in which no man had ever
yet been laid. 42 Then, because of the
Jews’ Preparation Day (for the tomb
was near at hand), they laid Jesus
there.

1 Now on the first day of the week,
Mary Magdalene went early, while it
was still dark, to the tomb, and saw
that the stone had been taken away
from the tomb. 2 Therefore she ran
and came to Simon Peter and to the
other disciple whom Jesus loved, and
said to them, “They have taken away
the Lord out of the tomb, and we don’t
know where they have laid him!”

She, supposing him to be the gar-
dener, said to him, “Sir, if you have
carried him away, tell me where you
have laid him, and I will take him
away.”

16 Jesus said to her, “Mary.”

She turned and said to him, “Rab-
boni!”* which is to say, “Teacher!"T

17 Jesus said to her, “Don’t hold
me, for I haven’t yet ascended to my
Father; but go to my brothers and tell
them, ‘I am ascending to my Father

18 Mary Magdalene came and told
the disciples that she had seen the
Lord, and that he had said these
things to her. 19 When therefore it
was evening on that day, the first
day of the week, and when the doors
were locked where the disciples were
assembled, for fear of the Jews, Jesus
came and stood in the middle and said
to them, “Peace be to you.”

20When he had said this, he showed
them his hands and his side. The dis-
ciples therefore were glad when they
saw the Lord. 2!Jesus therefore said
to them again, “Peace be to you. As
the Father has sent me, even so I send
you.” 22 When he had said this, he
breathed on them, and said to them,
“Receive the Holy Spirit! 23 If you
forgive anyone’s sins, they have been
forgiven them. If you retain anyone’s
sins, they have been retained.”

24 But Thomas, one of the twelve,
called Didymus,:‘E wasn’t with them
when Jesus came. 25 The other disci-
ples therefore said to him, “We have
seen the Lord!”

But he said to them, “Unless I see
in his hands the print of the nails, put
my finger into the print of the nails,
and put my hand into his side, I will
not believe.”

26 After eight days, again his dis-
ciples were inside and Thomas was
with them. Jesus came, the doors
being locked, and stood in the middle,
and said, “Peace be to you.” 27 Then
he said to Thomas, “Reach here your
finger, and see my hands. Reach here
your hand, and put it into my side.
Don’t be unbelieving, but believing.”

28 Thomas answered him, “My Lord
and my God!”

29 Jesus said to him, “Because you

have seen me,$ you have believed.
Blessed are those who have not seen
and have believed.”

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30 Therefore Jesus did many other
signs in the presence of his disciples,
which are not written in this book;
31but these are written that you may
believe that Jesus is the Christ, the
Son of God, and that believing you
may have life in his name.

1 After these things, Jesus revealed
himself again to the disciples at the
sea of Tiberias. He revealed himself
this way. 2 Simon Peter, Thomas
called Didymus,>l< Nathanael of Cana
in Galilee, and the sons of Zebedee,
and two others of his disciples were
together. 3 Simon Peter said to them,
“I'm going fishing.”

They told him, “We are also coming
with you.” They immediately went
out and entered into the boat. That
night, they caught nothing. 4 But
when day had already come, Jesus
stood on the beach; yet the disciples
didn’t know that it was Jesus. 5Jesus
therefore said to them, “Children,
have you anything to eat?”

They answered him, “No.”

6 He said to them, “Cast the net on
the right side of the boat, and you will
find some.”

They cast it therefore, and now
they weren’t able to draw it in for
the multitude of fish. 7 That disciple
therefore whom Jesus loved said to
Peter, “It’s the Lord!”

So when Simon Peter heard that
it was the Lord, he wrapped his coat
around himself (for he was naked),
and threw himself into the sea. 8 But
the other disciples came in the little
boat (for they were not far from the
land, but about two hundred cubitsT
away), dragging the net full of fish.
9 So when they got out on the land,
they saw a fire of coals there, with fish
and bread laid on it. 10Jesus said to
them, “Bring some of the fish which
you have just caught.”

t 21:8 200 cubits is about 100
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11 Simon Peter went up, and drew
the net to land, full of one hundred
fifty-three great fish. Even though
there were so many, the net wasn’t
torn.

12Jesus said to them, “Come and eat
breakfast!”

None of the disciples dared inquire
of him, “Who are you?” knowing that
it was the Lord.

13 Then Jesus came and took the
bread, gave it to them, and the fish
likewise. 14 This is now the third
time that Jesus was revealed to his
disciples after he had risen from the
dead. 15 So when they had eaten their
breakfast, Jesus said to Simon Peter,
“Simon, son of Jonah, do you love me
more than these?”

He said to him, “Yes, Lord; you
know that I have affection for you.”

He said to him, “Feed my lambs.”
16 He said to him again a second time,
“Simon, son of Jonah, do you love
me?”

He said to him, “Yes, Lord; you
know that I have affection for you.”

He said to him, “Tend my sheep.”
17 He said to him the third time,
“Simon, son of Jonah, do you have
affection for me?”

Peter was grieved because he asked
him the third time, “Do you have
affection for me?” He said to him,
“Lord, you know everything. You
know that I have affection for you.”

Jesus said to him, “Feed my sheep.
18 Most certainly I tell you, when you
were young, you dressed yourself and
walked where you wanted to. But
when you are old, you will stretch out
your hands, and another will dress
you and carry you where you don’t
want to go.”

19 Now he said this, signifying by
what kind of death he would glorify
God. When he had said this, he said
to him, “Follow me.”

20 Then Peter, turning around, saw
a disciple following. This was the
disciple whom Jesus loved, the one
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who had also leaned on Jesus’ breast
at the supper and asked, “Lord, who is
going to betray you?” 2! Peter, seeing
him, said to Jesus, “Lord, what about
this man?”

22 Jesus said to him, “If 1 desire
that he stay until 1 come, what is
that to you? You follow me.” 23 This
saying therefore went out among the
brothers¥ that this disciple wouldn’t
die. Yet Jesus didn’t say to him that
he wouldn’t die, but, “If I desire that
he stay until I come, what is that to
you?”

24 This is the disciple who testifies
about these things, and wrote these
things. We know that his witness is
true. 25 There are also many other
things which Jesus did, which if they
would all be written, T suppose that
even the world itself wouldn’t have
room for the books that would be
written.

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The Acts of the Apostles

1 The first book 1 wrote,
Theophilus, concerned all that Jesus
began both to do and to teach, 2 until
the day in which he was received up,
after he had given commandment
through the Holy Spirit to the
apostles whom he had chosen. 3 To
these he also showed himself alive
after he suffered, by many proofs,
appearing to them over a period of
forty days and speaking about God’s
Kingdom. 4Being assembled together
with them, he commanded them,
“Don’t depart from Jerusalem, but
wait for the promise of the Father,
which you heard from me. 5 For
John indeed baptized in water, but
you will be baptized in the Holy Spirit
not many days from now.”

6 Therefore, when they had come
together, they asked him, “Lord, are
you now restoring the kingdom to
Israel?”

7He said to them, “It isn’t for you to
know times or seasons which the Fa-
ther has set within his own authority.
8 But you will receive power when the
Holy Spirit has come upon you. You
will be witnesses to me in Jerusalem,
in all Judea and Samaria, and to the
uttermost parts of the earth.”

9When he had said these things, as
they were looking, he was taken up,
and a cloud received him out of their
sight. 10 While they were looking
steadfastly into the sky as he went,

behold,* two men stood by them in
white clothing, 1! who also said, “You
men of Galilee, why do you stand
looking into the sky? This Jesus, who
was received up from you into the
sky, will come back in the same way
as you saw him going into the sky.”
12Then they returned to Jerusalem
from the mountain called Olivet,
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which is near Jerusalem, a Sabbath
day’s journey away. 13 When they
had come in, they went up into the
upper room where they were stay-
ing, that is Peter, John, James, An-
drew, Philip, Thomas, Bartholomew,
Matthew, James the son of Alphaeus,
Simon the Zealot, and Judas the son
of James. 14 All these with one accord
continued steadfastly in prayer and
supplication, along with the women
and Mary the mother of Jesus, and
with his brothers.

15 In these days, Peter stood up in
the middle of the disciples (and the
number of names was about one hun-
dred twenty), and said, 16 “Brothers,
it was necessary that this Scripture
should be fulfilled, which the Holy
Spirit spoke before by the mouth
of David concerning Judas, who was
guide to those who took Jesus. 17 For
he was counted with us, and received
his portion in this ministry. 18 Now
this man obtained a field with the
reward for his wickedness; and falling
headlong, his body burst open and
all his intestines gushed out. 191t
became known to everyone who lived
in Jerusalem that in their language
that field was called ‘Akeldama,’ that
is, ‘The field of blood.” 20 For it is
written in the book of Psalms,

‘Let his habitation be made desolate.
Let no one dwell in it;’
and,
‘Let another take his office.”®

21“0f the men therefore who have
accompanied us all the time that the
Lord Jesus went in and out among us,
22beginning from the baptism of John
to the day that he was received up
from us, of these one must become a
witness with us of his resurrection.”

23 They put forward two: Joseph
called Barsabbas, who was also called
Justus, and Matthias. 24 They prayed
and said, “You, Lord, who know the
hearts of all men, show which one of
these two you have chosen 25 to take

from which Judas fell away, that he
might go to his own place.”

2 Suddenly there
came from the sky a sound like the
rushing of a mighty wind, and it filled
all the house where they were sitting.

Cyrene, visitors from Rome, both
Jews and proselytes, 11 Cretans and
Arabians —we hear them speaking
in our languages the mighty works
of God!” 12 They were all amazed
and were perplexed, saying to one
another, “What does this mean?”
13 Others, mocking, said, “They are
filled with new wine.”

14 But Peter, standing up with the
eleven, lifted up his voice and spoke
out to them, “You men of Judea and
all you who dwell at Jerusalem, let
this be known to you, and listen to my

as you suppose, seeing it is only the
third hour of the day.” 16 But this
is what has been spoken through the
prophet Joel:
171t will be in the last days, says God,
that I will pour out my Spirit on
all flesh.

18 Yes, and on my servants and on my
handmaidens in those days,
I will pour out my Spirit, and
they will prophesy.

20 The sun will be turned into dark-
ness,
and the moon into blood,
before the great and glorious
day of the Lord comes.
211t will be that whoever will call on
the name of the Lord will be
saved.’
22“Men of Israel, hear these words!
Jesus of Nazareth, a man approved by
God to you by mighty works and won-
ders and signs which God did by him
among you, even as you yourselves
know, 23 him, being delivered up
by the determined counsel and fore-
knowledge of God, you have taken by
the hand of lawless men, crucified
and killed; 24 whom God raised up,
having freed him from the agony of
death, because it was not possible
that he should be held by it. 25 For
David says concerning him,
‘I saw the Lord always before my face,
for he is on my right hand, that I
should not be moved.
26 Therefore my heart was glad, and
my tongue rejoiced.
Moreover my flesh also will
dwell in hope,

T 2:27 or, Hell
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27 because you will not leave my soul
in Hades, !
neither will you allow your Holy
One to see decay.
28 You made known to me the ways of
life.
You will make me full of gladness
with your presence.”®

29 “Brothers, I may tell you freely of
the patriarch David, that he both died
and was buried, and his tomb is with
us to this day. 30 Therefore, being a
prophet, and knowing that God had
sworn with an oath to him that of
the fruit of his body, according to the
flesh, he would raise up the Christ¥
to sit on his throne, 31 he foreseeing
this, spoke about the resurrection of
the Christ, that his soul wasn’t left
in Hades,S and his flesh didn’t see
decay. 32 This Jesus God raised up, to
which we all are witnesses. 33 Being
therefore exalted by the right hand
of God, and having received from the
Father the promise of the Holy Spirit,
he has poured out this which you
now see and hear. 34 For David didn’t
ascend into the heavens, but he says
himself,

‘The Lord said to my Lord, “Sit by my
right hand
35 until I make your enemies a
footstool for your feet.” "

36 “Let all the house of Israel there-
fore know certainly that God has
made him both Lord and Christ, this
Jesus whom you crucified.”

37 Now when they heard this, they
were cut to the heart, and said to
Peter and the rest of the apostles,
“Brothers, what shall we do?”

38 Peter said to them, “Repent and
be baptized, every one of you, in
the name of Jesus Christ for the for-
giveness of sins, and you will receive
the gift of the Holy Spirit. 39 For
the promise is to you and to your
children, and to all who are far off,
even as many as the Lord our God

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will call to himself.” 40 With many
other words he testified and exhorted
them, saying, “Save yourselves from
this crooked generation!”

41 Then those who gladly received
his word were baptized. There were
added that day about three thousand
souls. 42 They continued steadfastly
in the apostles’ teaching and fellow-
ship, in the breaking of bread, and
prayer. 43 Fear came on every soul,
and many wonders and signs were
done through the apostles. 44 All
who believed were together, and had
all things in common. 45 They sold
their possessions and goods, and dis-
tributed them to all, according as
anyone had need. 46 Day by day,
continuing steadfastly with one ac-
cord in the temple, and breaking
bread at home, they took their food
with gladness and singleness of heart,
47 praising God and having favor with
all the people. The Lord added to the
assembly day by day those who were
being saved.

11 As the lame
man who was healed held on to Peter
and John, all the people ran together
to them in the porch that is called
Solomon’s, greatly wondering.

12When Peter saw it, he responded
to the people, “You men of Israel, why
do you marvel at this man? Why do
you fasten your eyes on us, as though
by our own power or godliness we
had made him walk? 3 The God of
Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, the God of
our fathers, has glorified his Servant
Jesus, whom you delivered up and
denied in the presence of Pilate, when
he had determined to release him.
14 But you denied the Holy and Righ-
teous One and asked for a murderer
to be granted to you, 15 and killed the
Prince of life, whom God raised from
the dead, to which we are witnesses.
16 By faith in his name, his name
has made this man strong, whom you
see and know. Yes, the faith which
is through him has given him this
perfect soundness in the presence of
you all.

17 “Now, brothers, T 1 know that you
did this in ignorance, as did also your
rulers. 18 But the things which God
announced by the mouth of all his
ﬁrophets, that Christ should suffer,

e thus fulfilled.

19 “Repent therefore, and turn
again, that your sins may be blotted
out, so that there may come times of
refreshing from the presence of the
Lord, 20 and that he may send Christ
Jesus, who was ordained for you be-
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fore, 21 whom heaven must receive
until the times of restoration of all
things, which God spoke long ago by
the mouth of his holy prophets. 22For
Moses indeed said to the fathers, ‘The
Lord God will raise up a prophet for
you from among your brothers, like
me. You shall listen to him in all
things whatever he says to you. 231t
will be that every soul that will not
listen to that prophet will be utterly
destroyed from among the people. ™
24 Yes, and all the prophets from
Samuel and those who followed after,
as many as have spoken, also told of
these days. 25 You are the children
of the prophets, and of the covenant
which God made with our fathers,
saying to Abraham, ‘All the families of
the earth will be blessed through your
offspring, % 26 God, having raised up
his servant Jesus, sent him to you first
to bless you, in turning away every
one of you from your wickedness.”

4

1 As they spoke to the people, the
priests and the captain of the tem-
ple and the Sadducees came to them,
Zbeing upset because they taught the
people and proclaimed in Jesus the
resurrection from the dead. 3 They
laid hands on them, and put them in
custody until the next day, for it was
now evening. 4 But many of those
who heard the word believed, and the
number of the men came to be about
five thousand.

5 In the morning, their rulers, el-
ders, and scribes were gathered to-
gether in Jerusalem. 6 Annas the
high priest was there, with Caiaphas,
John, Alexander, and as many as were
relatives of the high priest. 7 When
they had stood Peter and John in the
middle of them, they inquired, “By
what power, or in what name, have
you done this?”

“siblings.” % 33 Deuteronomy 18:15,18-19
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8 Then Peter, filled with the Holy
Spirit, said to them, “You rulers of
the people and elders of Israel, 9 if
we are examined today concerning a
good deed done to a crippled man,
by what means this man has been
healed, 10 may it be known to you
all, and to all the people of Israel,
that in the name of Jesus Christ of
Nazareth, whom you crucified, whom
God raised from the dead, this man
stands here before you whole in him.
11 He is ‘the stone which was regarded
as worthless by you, the builders,
which has become the head of the
corner.”™ 12 There is salvation in no
one else, for there is no other name
under heaven that is given among
men, by which we must be saved!”

13 Now when they saw the bold-
ness of Peter and John, and had
perceived that they were unlearned
and ignorant men, they marveled.
They recognized that they had been
with Jesus. 14 Seeing the man who
was healed standing with them, they
could say nothing against it. 15 But
when they had commanded them to
go aside out of the council, they con-
ferred among themselves, 16 saying,
“What shall we do to these men? Be-
cause indeed a notable miracle has
been done through them, as can
be plainly seen by all who dwell in
Jerusalem, and we can’t deny it. 17 But
so that this spreads no further among
the people, let’s threaten them, that
from now on they don’t speak to any-
one in this name.” 18 They called
them, and commanded them not to
speak at all nor teach in the name of
Jesus.

19 But Peter and John answered
them, “Whether it is right in the sight
of God to listen to you rather than to
God, judge for yourselves, 20 for we
can’t help telling the things which we
saw and heard.”

21 When they had further threat-
ened them, they let them go, find-

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ing no way to punish them, because

of the people; for everyone glori-

fied God for that which was done.

22 For the man on whom this miracle

of healing was performed was more

than forty years old.

23 Being let go, they came to their
own company and reported all that
the chief priests and the elders had
said to them. 24 When they heard it,
they lifted up their voice to God with
one accord and said, “O Lord, you are
God, who made the heaven, the earth,
the sea, and all that is in them; 25 who
by the mouth of your servant David,
said,

‘Why do the nations rage,
and the peoples plot a vain

thing?

26 The kings of the earth take a stand,
and the rulers plot together,
against the Lord, and against his

Christ.”* %

27 “For truly,T both Herod and Pon-
tius Pilate, with the Gentiles and the
people of Israel, were gathered to-
gether against your holy servant Je-
sus, whom you anointed, 28 to do
whatever your hand and your coun-
sel foreordained to happen. 29 Now,
Lord, look at their threats, and grant
to your servants to speak your word
with all boldness, 30 while you stretch
out your hand to heal; and that signs
and wonders may be done through
the name of your holy Servant Jesus.”

31When they had prayed, the place
was shaken where they were gath-
ered together. They were all filled
with the Holy Spirit, and they spoke
the word of God with boldness.

32 The multitude of those who be-
lieved were of one heart and soul. Not
one of them claimed that anything
of the things which he possessed was
his own, but they had all things in
common. 33 With great power, the
apostles gave their testimony of the
resurrection of the Lord Jesus. Great

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grace was on them all. 34 For nei-
ther was there among them any who
lacked, for as many as were owners
of lands or houses sold them, and
brought the proceeds of the things
that were sold, 35 and laid them at the
apostles’ feet; and distribution was
made to each, according as anyone
had need.

36 Joses, who by the apostles was
also called Barnabas (which is, being
interpreted, Son of Encouragement),
a Levite, a man of Cyprus by race,
37 having a field, sold it and brought
the money and laid it at the apostles’
feet.

5

1But a certain man named Ananias,
with Sapphira his wife, sold a pos-
session, 2 and kept back part of the
price, his wife also being aware of it,
then brought a certain part and laid
it at the apostles’ feet. 3 But Peter
said, “Ananias, why has Satan filled
your heart to lie to the Holy Spirit and
to keep back part of the price of the
land? 4 While you kept it, didn’t it
remain your own? After it was sold,
wasn’t it in your power? How is it that
you have conceived this thing in your
heart? You haven't lied to men, but to
God.”

5 Ananias, hearing these words, fell
down and died. Great fear came on all
who heard these things. ¢ The young
men arose and wrapped him up, and
they carried him out and buried him.
7 About three hours later, his wife, not
knowing what had happened, came
in. 8 Peter answered her, “Tell me
whether you sold the land for so
much.”

She said, “Yes, for so much.”

9 But Peter asked her, “How is
it that you have agreed together to
tempt the Spirit of the Lord? Behold,
the feet of those who have buried
your husband are at the door, and
they will carry you out.”

10 She fell down immediately at his
feet and died. The young men came in
and found her dead, and they carried
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her out and buried her by her hus-
band. 11 Great fear came on the whole
assembly, and on all who heard these
things.

12 By the hands of the apostles
many signs and wonders were done
among the people. They were all
with one accord in Solomon’s porch.
13None of the rest dared to join them;
however, the people honored them.
14 More believers were added to the
Lord, multitudes of both men and
women. 15 They even carried out the
sick into the streets and laid them on
cots and mattresses, so that as Peter
came by, at least his shadow might
overshadow some of them. 16 The
multitude also came together from
the cities around Jerusalem, bringing
sick people and those who were tor-
mented by unclean spirits; and they
were all healed.

17 But the high priest rose up, and
all those who were with him (which is
the sect of the Sadducees), and they
were filled with jealousy 18 and laid
hands on the apostles, then put them
in public custody. 19 But an angel of
the Lord opened the prison doors by
night, and brought them out and said,
20 “Go stand and speak in the temple
‘lcc% tkle people all the words of this
ife.

21 When they heard this, they en-
tered into the temple about daybreak
and taught. But the high priest and
those who were with him came and
called the council together, with all
the senate of the children of Israel,
and sent to the prison to have them
brought. 22But the officers who came
didn’t find them in the prison. They
returned and reported, 23 “We found
the prison shut and locked, and the
guards standing before the doors, but
when we opened them, we found no
one inside!”

24 Now when the high priest, the
captain of the temple, and the chief
priests heard these words, they were
very perplexed about them and what
might become of this. 25 One came
and told them, “Behold, the men
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whom you put in prison are in the
temple, standing and teaching the
people.” 26 Then the captain went
with the officers, and brought them
without violence, for they were afraid
that the people might stone them.

27 When they had brought them,
they set them before the council.
The high priest questioned them,
28 saying, “Didn’t we strictly com-
mand you not to teach in this name?
Behold, you have filled Jerusalem
with your teaching, and intend to
bring this man’s blood on us.”

29 But Peter and the apostles an-
swered, “We must obey God rather
than men. 30 The God of our fathers
raised up Jesus, whom you killed,
hanging him on a tree. 31 God exalted
him with his right hand to be a Prince
and a Savior, to give repentance to
Israel, and remission of sins. 32 We are
his witnesses of these things; and so
also is the Holy Spirit, whom God has
given to those who obey him.”

33 But they, when they heard this,
were cut to the heart, and were de-
termined to kill them. 34 But one
stood up in the council, a Pharisee
named Gamaliel, a teacher of the law,
honored by all the people, and com-
manded to put the apostles out for a
little while. 35 He said to them, “You
men of Israel, be careful concerning
these men, what you are about to do.
36 For before these days Theudas rose
up, making himself out to be some-
body; to whom a number of men,
about four hundred, joined them-
selves. He was slain; and all, as many
as obeyed him, were dispersed and
came to nothing. 37 After this man,
Judas of Galilee rose up in the days of
the enrollment, and drew away some
people after him. He also perished,
and all, as many as obeyed him, were
scattered abroad. 38 Now I tell you,
withdraw from these men and leave
them alone. For if this counsel or this
work is of men, it will be overthrown.
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39 But if it is of God, you will not be
able to overthrow it, and you would
be found even to be fighting against
God!”

40 They agreed with him. Sum-
moning the apostles, they beat them
and commanded them not to speak in
the name of Jesus, and let them go.
41 They therefore departed from the
presence of the council, rejoicing that
they were counted worthy to suffer
dishonor for Jesus’ name.

42 Every day, in the temple and at
home, they never stopped teaching
and preaching Jesus, the Christ.

6

1 Now in those days, when the
number of the disciples was multi-
plying, a complaint arose from the
Hellenists™ against the Hebrews, be-
cause their widows were neglected in
the daily service. 2 The twelve sum-
moned the multitude of the disciples
and said, “It is not appropriate for
us to forsake the word of God and
serve tables. 3 Therefore, select from
among you, brothers, seven men of
good report, full of the Holy Spirit and
of wisdom, whom we may appoint
over this business. 4 But we will con-
tinue steadfastly in prayer and in the
ministry of the word.”

5 These words pleased the whole
multitude. They chose Stephen, a
man full of faith and of the Holy
Spirit, Philip, Prochorus, Nicanor,
Timon, Parmenas, and Nicolaus, a
proselyte of Antioch, ¢ whom they
set before the apostles. When they
had prayed, they laid their hands on
them.

7 The word of God increased and
the number of the disciples greatly
multiplied in Jerusalem. A great com-
pany of the priests were obedient to
the faith.

8 Stephen, full of faith and power,
performed great wonders and signs
among the people. 9 But some of

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those who were of the synagogue
called “The Libertines”, and of the
Cyrenians, of the Alexandrians, and
of those of Cilicia and Asia arose, dis-
puting with Stephen. 10 They weren’t
able to withstand the wisdom and the
Spirit by which he spoke. 1! Then
they secretly induced men to say,
“We have heard him speak blasphe-
mous words against Moses and God.”
12 They stirred up the people, the
elders, and the scribes, and came
against him and seized him, then
brought him in to the council, 13 and
set up false witnesses who said, “This
man never stops speaking blasphe-
mous words against this holy place
and the law. 14 For we have heard him
say that this Jesus of Nazareth will
destroy this place, and will change
the customs which Moses delivered
to us.” 15 All who sat in the council,
fastening their eyes on him, saw his
face like it was the face of an angel.

7

1 The high priest said, “Are these
things so?”

2 He said, “Brothers and fathers,
listen. The God of glory appeared
to our father Abraham when he was
in Mesopotamia, before he lived in
Haran, 3 and said to him, ‘Get out of
your land and away from your rel-
atives, and come into a land which
I will show you. ™ 4 Then he came
out of the land of the Chaldaeans and
lived in Haran. From there, when his
father was dead, God moved him into
this land where you are now living.
5 He gave him no inheritance in it,
no, not so much as to set his foot
on. He promised that he would give
it to him for a possession, and to his
offspring after him, when he still had
no child. ¢ God spoke in this way: that
his offspring would live as aliens in a
strange land, and that they would be
enslaved and mistreated for four hun-
dred years. 7‘I will judge the nation to
which they will be in bondage,” said

X 7:3 Genesis 12:1 & 7:7 Genesis 15:13-14
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God, ‘and after that they will come
out and serve me in this place.”™ 8 He
gave him the covenant of circumci-
sion. So Abraham became the father
of Isaac, and circumcised him the
eighth day. Isaac became the father
of Jacob, and Jacob became the father
of the twelve patriarchs.

9 “The patriarchs, moved with jeal-
ousy against Joseph, sold him into
Egypt. God was with him 10 and deliv-
ered him out of all his afflictions, and
gave him favor and wisdom before
Pharaoh, king of Egypt. He made
him governor over Egypt and all his
house. !1 Now a famine came over
all the land of Egypt and Canaan, and
great affliction. Our fathers found no
food. 12 But when Jacob heard that
there was grain in Egypt, he sent out
our fathers the first time. 13 On the
second time Joseph was made known
to his brothers, and Joseph’s family
was revealed to Pharaoh. 14 Joseph
sent and summoned Jacob his If:)a—
ther and all his relatives, seventy-
five souls. 15 Jacob went down into
Egypt and he died, himself and our
fathers; 16 and they were brought
back to Shechem and laid in the tomb
that Abraham bought for a price in
silver from the children of Hamor of
Shechem.

17 “But as the time of the promise
came close which God had sworn to
Abraham, the people grew and mul-
tiplied in Egypt, 18 until there arose
a different king who didn’t know
Joseph. 19 The same took advantage of
our race and mistreated our fathers,
and forced them to abandon their ba-
bies, so that they wouldn't stay alive.
20 At that time Moses was born, and
was exceedingly handsome to God.
He was nourished three months in
his father’s house. 2! When he was
abandoned, Pharaoh’s daughter took
him up and reared him as her own
son. 22 Moses was instructed in all
the wisdom of the Egyptians. He was
mighty in his words and works. 23 But
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when he was forty years old, it came
into his heart to visit his brothers,>|<
the children of Israel. 24 Seeing one of
them suffer wrong, he defended him
and avenged him who was oppressed,
striking the Egyptian. 25 He sup-
posed that his brothers understood
that God, by his hand, was giving
them deliverance; but they didn’t un-
derstand.

26 “The day following, he appeared
to them as they fought, and urged
them to be at peace again, saying,
‘Sirs, you are brothers. Why do you
wrong one another?” 27 But he who
did his neighbor wrong pushed him
away, saying, ‘Who made you a ruler
and a judge over us? 28 Do you want
to kill me as you killed the Egyptian
yesterday?® 29 Moses fled at this
saying, and became a stranger in the
land of Midian, where he became the
father of two sons.

30 “When forty years were fulfilled,
an angel of the Lord appeared to him
in the wilderness of Mount Sinai, in
a flame of fire in a bush. 3! When
Moses saw it, he wondered at the
sight. As he came close to see, the
voice of the Lord came to him, 32 ‘I
am the God of your fathers: the God
of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the
God of Jacob.”® Moses trembled and
dared not look. 33 The Lord said to
him, ‘Take off your sandals, for the
place where you stand is holy ground.
341 have surely seen the affliction of
my people who are in Egypt, and have
heard their groaning. I have come
down to deliver them. Now come, I
will send you into Egypt.’®*

35 “This Moses whom they refused,
saying, ‘Who made you a ruler and
a judge?’—God has sent him as both
a ruler and a deliverer by the hand
of the angel who appeared to him in
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the bush. 36 This man led them out,
having worked wonders and signs in
Egypt, in the Red Sea, and in the
wilderness for forty years. 37 This is
that Moses who said to the children
of Israel, ‘The Lord our God will raise
up a prophet for you from among
your brothers, like me. 7% 38 This
is he who was in the assembly in
the wilderness with the angel that
spoke to him on Mount Sinai, and
with our fathers, who received living
revelations to give to us, 3 to whom
our fathers wouldn’t be obedient, but
rejected him and turned back in their
hearts to Egypt, 4 saying to Aaron,
‘Make us gods that will go before us,
for as for this Moses who led us out of
the land of Egypt, we don’t know what
has become of him.”® 4! They made
a calf in those days, and brought a
sacrifice to the idol, and rejoiced in
the works of their hands. 42But God
turned away and gave them up to
serve the army of the sky¥ as it is
written in the book of the prophets,

‘Did you offer to me slain animals and
sacrifices
forty years in the wilderness, O
house of Israel?

43 You took up the tabernacle of
Moloch,
the star of your god Rephan,

the figures which you made to wor-
ship,
so Iwill carry you away™ beyond
Babylon.’

44 “Our fathers had the taberna-
cle of the testimony in the wilder-
ness, even as he who spoke to Moses
commanded him to make it accord-
ing to the pattern that he had seen;
45 which also our fathers, in their
turn, brought in with Joshua when
they entered into the possession of

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the nations whom God drove out be-
fore the face of our fathers to the
days of David, 46 who found favor in
the sight of God, and asked to find
a habitation for the God of Jacob.
47 But Solomon built him a house.
48 However, the Most High doesn’t
dwell in temples made with hands, as
the prophet says,
49 ‘heaven is my throne,
and the earth a footstool for my
feet.
What kind of house will you build
me?” says the Lord.
‘Or what is the place of my rest?
50 Didn’t my hand make all these
things?"®

51“You stiff-necked and uncircum-
cised in heart and ears, you always
resist the Holy Spirit! As your fa-
thers did, so you do. 52 Which of the
prophets didn’t your fathers perse-
cute? They killed those who foretold
the coming of the Righteous One, of
whom you have now become betray-
ers and murderers. 53 You received
the law as it was ordained by angels,
and didn’t keep it!”

54 Now when they heard these
things, they were cut to the heart,
and they gnashed at him with their
teeth. 55 But he, being full of the
Holy Spirit, looked up steadfastly into
heaven and saw the glory of God, and
Jesus standing on the right hand of
God, 56 and said, “Behold, I see the
heavens opened and the Son of Man
standing at the right hand of God!”

57 But they cried out with a loud
voice and stopped their ears, then
rushed at him with one accord.
58 They threw him out of the city and
stoned him. The witnesses placed
their garments at the feet of a young
man named Saul. 5° They stoned
Stephen as he called out, saying,
“Lord Jesus, receive my spirit!” 6 He
kneeled down and cried with a loud
voice, “Lord, don’t hold this sin
against them!” When he had said
this, he fell asleep.

% 7:50 Tsaiah 66:1-2
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8

1 Saul was consenting to his death.
A great persecution arose against
the assembly which was in Jerusalem
in that day. They were all scat-
tered abroad throughout the regions
of Judea and Samaria, except for
the apostles. 2 Devout men buried
Stephen and lamented greatly over
him. 3 But Saul ravaged the assem-
bly, entering into every house and
dragged both men and women off
to prison. 4 Therefore those who
were scattered abroad went around
preaching the word. 5 Philip went
down to the city of Samaria and pro-
claimed to them the Christ. ¢ The
multitudes listened with one accord
to the things that were spoken by
Philip when they heard and saw the
signs which he did. 7 For unclean spir-
its came out of many of those who had
them. They came out, crying with a
loud voice. Many who had been par-
alyzed and lame were healed. 8 There
was great joy in that city.

9 But there was a certain man, Si-
mon by name, who used to practice
sorcery in the city and amazed the
people of Samaria, making himself
out to be some great one, 10 to whom
they all listened, from the least to
the greatest, saying, “This man is
that great power of God.” 11 They
listened to him because for a long
time he had amazed them with his
sorceries. 12 But when they believed
Philip preaching good news concern-
ing God’s Kingdom and the name of
Jesus Christ, they were baptized, both
men and women. 13 Simon himself
also believed. Being baptized, he
continued with Philip. Seeing signs
and great miracles occurring, he was
amazed.

14Now when the apostles who were
at Jerusalem heard that Samaria had
received the word of God, they sent
Peter and John to them, 15 who, when
they had come down, prayed for
them, that they might receive the
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Holy Spirit; 1 for as yet he had fallen
on none of them. They had only
been baptized in the name of Christ
Jesus. 17 Then they laid their hands
on them, and they received the Holy
Spirit. 18 Now when Simon saw that
the Holy Spirit was given through the
laying on of the apostles’ hands, he
offered them money, 1° saying, “Give
me also this power, that whomever
I lay my hands on may receive the
Holy Spirit.” 20 But Peter said to
him, “May your silver perish with
you, because you thought you could
obtain the gift of God with money!
21 You have neither part nor lot in
this matter, for your heart isn’t right
before God. 22 Repent therefore of
this, your wickedness, and ask God
if perhaps the thought of your heart
may be forgiven you. 23 For I see that
you are in the poison of bitterness
and in the bondage of iniquity.”

24 Simon answered, “Pray for me
to the Lord, that none of the things
whish you have spoken happen to
me.

25 They therefore, when they had
testified and spoken the word of
the Lord, returned to Jerusalem, and
preached the Good News to many
villages of the Samaritans.

26 Then an angel of the Lord spoke
to Philip, saying, “Arise, and go to-
ward the south to the way that goes
down from Jerusalem to Gaza. This is
adesert.”

27 He arose and went; and behold,
there was a man of Ethiopia, a eunuch
of great authority under Candace,
queen of the Ethiopians, who was
over all her treasure, who had come
to Jerusalem to worship. 28 He was
returning and sitting in his chariot,
and was reading the prophet Isaiah.

29 The Spirit said to Philip, “Go
near, and join yourself to this char-
iot.”

30 Philip ran to him, and heard him
reading Isaiah the prophet, and said,

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“Do you understand what you are
reading?”

31He said, “How can I, unless some-
one explains it to me?” He begged
Philip to come up and sit with him.
32 Now the passage of the Scripture
which he was reading was this,

“He was led as a sheep to the slaugh-
ter.
As a lamb before his shearer is
silent,
so he doesn’t open his mouth.
33 In his humiliation, his judgment
was taken away.
Who will declare His genera-
tion?
For his life is taken from the
earth.”

34 The eunuch answered Philip,
“Who is the prophet talking about?
About himself, or about someone
else?”

35Philip opened his mouth, and be-
ginning from this Scripture, preached
to him about Jesus. 36 As they went
on the way, they came to some water;
and the eunuch said, “Behold, here
is water. What is keeping me from
being baptized?”

37% 38 e commanded the chariot to
stand still, and they both went down
into the water, both Philip and the
eunuch, and he baptized him.

39 When they came up out of the
water, the Spirit of the Lord caught
Philip away, and the eunuch didn’t
see him any more, for he went on
his way rejoicing. 40 But Philip was
found at Azotus. Passing through, he
preached the Good News to all the
cities until he came to Caesarea.

9

1 But Saul, still breathing threats
and slaughter against the disciples
of the Lord, went to the high priest
2 and asked for letters from him to
the synagogues of Damascus, that if
he found any who were of the Way,
whether men or women, he might

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bring them bound to Jerusalem. 3 As
he traveled, he got close to Damascus,
and suddenly a light from the sky
shone around him. 4 He fell on the
earth, and heard a voice saying to
him, “Saul, Saul, why do you perse-
cute me?”

5He said, “Who are you, Lord?”

The Lord said, “I am Jesus, whom
you are persecuting.* 6 But™ rise up
and enter into the city, then you will
be told what you must do.”

7 The men who traveled with him
stood speechless, hearing the sound,
but seeing no one. 8 Saul arose from
the ground, and when his eyes were
opened, he saw no one. They led him
by the hand and brought him into
Damascus. °He was without sight for
three days, and neither ate nor drank.

10 Now there was a certain disciple
at Damascus named Ananias. The
Lord said to him in a vision, “Ana-
nias!”

He said, “Behold, it’s me, Lord.”

11 The Lord said to him, “Arise
and go to the street which is called
Straight, and inquire in the house of
Judah* for one named Saul, a man
of Tarsus. For behold, he is praying,
12 and in a vision he has seen a man
named Ananias coming in and laying
his hands on him, that he might re-
ceive his sight.”

13 But Ananias answered, “Lord, I
have heard from many about this
man, how much evil he did to your
saints at Jerusalem. 14 Here he has
authority from the chief priests to
bind all who call on your name.”

8 The angel said to him, “Get dressed
and put on your sandals.” He did so.
He said to him, “Put on your cloak and
follow me.” ° And he went out and
followed him. He didn’t know that
what was being done by the angel
was real, but thought he saw a vision.
10 When they were past the first and
the second guard, they came to the
iron gate that leads into the city,
which opened to them by itself. They
went out and went down one street,
and immediately the angel departed
from him.

1 'When Peter had come to himself,
he said, “Now I truly know that the
Lord has sent out his angel and deliv-
ered me out of the hand of Herod, and
from everything the Jewish people
were expecting.” 12 Thinking about
that, he came to the house of Mary,
the mother of John who was called
Mark, where many were gathered to-
gether and were praying.

19 When Herod had sought for him
and didn’t find him, he examined the
guards, then commanded that they
should be put to death. He went down
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from Judea to Caesarea, and stayed
there.

20 Now Herod was very angry with
the people of Tyre and Sidon. They
came with one accord to him and,
having made Blastus, the king’s per-
sonal aide, their friend, they asked
for peace, because their country de-
pended on the king’s country for
food. 21 0On an appointed day, Herod
dressed himself in royal clothing, sat
on the throne, and gave a speech to
them. 22 The people shouted, “The
voice of a god, and not of a man!”
23 Immediately an angel of the Lord
struck him, because he didn’t give
God the glory. Then he was eaten by
worms and died.

24 But the word of God grew and
multiplied. 25 Barnabas and Saul

returned to* Jerusalem when they
had fulfilled their service, also taking
with them John who was called Mark.

1 Now in the assembly that was at
Antioch there were some prophets
and teachers: Barnabas, Simeon who
was called Niger, Lucius of Cyrene,
Manaen the foster brother of Herod
the tetrarch, and Saul. 2 As they
served the Lord and fasted, the Holy
Spirit said, “Separate Barnabas and
Saul for me, for the work to which I
have called them.”

3 Then, when they had fasted and
prayed and laid their hands on them,
they sent them away. 4 So, being
sent out by the Holy Spirit, they went
down to Seleucia. From there they
sailed to Cyprus. > When they were at
Salamis, they proclaimed God’s word
in the Jewish synagogues. They also
had John as their attendant. ¢ When
they had gone through the island
to Paphos, they found a certain sor-
cerer, a false prophet, a Jew whose
name was Bar Jesus, 7 who was with
the proconsul, Sergius Paulus, a man

13 Now Paul and his company set
sail from Paphos and came to Perga in
Pampbhylia. John departed from them
and returned to Jerusalem. 4 But
they, passing on from Perga, came to
Antioch of Pisidia. They went into the
synagogue on the Sabbath day and
sat down. 15 After the reading of the
law and the prophets, the rulers of
the synagogue sent to them, saying,
“Brothers, if you have any word of
exhortation for the people, speak.”

16 Paul stood up, and gesturing
with his hand said, “Men of Israel, and
you who fear God, listen. 17 The God
of this eople>’< chose our fathers, and
exalted the people when they stayed
as aliens in the land of Egypt, and
with an uplifted arm, he led them
out of it. 18 For a period of about
forty years he put up with them in
the wilderness. 19 When he had de-
stroyed seven nations in the land of
Canaan, he gave them their land for
an inheritance for about four hun-
dred fifty years. 20 After these things,
he gave them judges until Samuel the
prophet. 21 Afterward they asked for

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a king, and God gave to them Saul
the son of Kish, a man of the tribe of
Benjamin, for forty years. 22When he
had removed him, he raised up David
to be their king, to whom he also
testified, ‘I have found David the son
of Jesse, a man after my heart, who
will do all my will.”

to Israel according to his promise,
24 before his coming, when John had
first preached the baptism of repen-
tance to Israel.¥ 25 As John was ful-
filling his course, he said, ‘What do
you suppose that I am?

But behold, one comes after me, the
sandals of whose feet I am not worthy
to untie.

26 “Brothers, children of the stock
of Abraham, and those among you
who fear God, the word of this salva-
tion is sent out to you. 27 For those
who dwell in Jerusalem, and their
rulers, because they didn’t know him,
nor the voices of the prophets which
are read every Sabbath, fulfilled them
by condemning him. 28 Though
they found no cause for death, they
still asked Pilate to have him killed.
29 When they had fulfilled all things
that were written about him, they
took him down from the tree and laid
him in a tomb. 30 But God raised him
from the dead, 3! and he was seen
for many days by those who came up
with him from Galilee to Jerusalem,
who are his witnesses to the people.
32 We bring you good news of the
promise made to the fathers, 33 that
God has fulfilled this to us, their chil-
dren, in that he raised up Jesus. As it
is also written in the second psalm,
“You are my Son.

Today I have become your fa-

34 “Concerning that he raised him
up from the dead, now no more to
return to corruption, he has spoken

37 But he whom
God raised up saw no decay. 38 Be
it known to you therefore, brothers,$
that through this man is proclaimed
to you remission of sins; 3% and by
him everyone who believes is justi-
fied from all things, from which you
could not be justified by the law of
Moses. 40 Beware therefore, lest that
come on you which is spoken in the
prophets:

42 So when the Jews went out of
the synagogue, the Gentiles begged
that these words might be preached
to them the next Sabbath. 43 Now
when the synagogue broke up, many
of the Jews and of the devout pros-
elytes followed Paul and Barnabas;
who, speaking to them, urged them to
continue in the grace of God.

44 The next Sabbath, almost the
whole city was gathered together to
hear the word of God. 45 But when
the Jews saw the multitudes, they
were filled with jealousy, and contra-
dicted the things which were spoken
by Paul, and blasphemed.

46 Paul and Barnabas spoke out
boldly, and said, “It was necessary
that God’s word should be spoken to
you first. Since indeed you thrust
it from yourselves, and judge your-
selves unworthy of eternal life, be-

5 When
some of both the Gentiles and the
Jews, with their rulers, made a violent
attempt to mistreat and stone them,
¢ they became aware of it and fled to
the cities of Lycaonia, Lystra, Derbe,
and the surrounding region. 7 There
they preached the Good News.
8 At Lystra a certain man sat, im-
ﬁotent in his feet, a cripple from
is mother’s womb, who never had
walked. ° He was listening to Paul
speaking, who, fastening eyes on him

multitude saw what Paul had done,
they lifted up their voice, saying in
the language of Lycaonia, “The gods
have come down to us in the likeness
of men!” 12 They called Barnabas
“Jupiter”, and Paul “Mercury”, be-
cause he was the chief speaker. 13 The
priest of Jupiter, whose temple was
in front of their city, brought oxen
and garlands to the gates, and would
have made a sacrifice along with the
multitudes.

14But when the apostles, Barnabas
and Paul, heard of it, they tore their
clothes and sprang into the multi-
tude, crying out, 15 “Men, why are you
doing these things? We also are men
of the same nature as you, and bring
you good news, that you should turn
from these vain things to the living
God, who made the sky, the earth, the
sea, and all that is in them; 16 who in
the generations gone by allowed all
the nations to walk in their own ways.
17Yet he didn’t leave himself without
witness, in that he did good and gave
you' rains from the sky and fruitful
seasons, filling our hearts with food
and gladness.”

18 Even saying these things, they
hardly stopped the multitudes from
making a sacrifice to them. 19 But
some Jews from Antioch and Iconium
came there, and having persuaded
the multitudes, they stoned Paul and
dragged him out of the city, suppos-
ing that he was dead.

20 But as the disciples stood around
him, he rose up, and entered into the
city. On the next day he went out
with Barnabas to Derbe.

21 When they had preached the
Good News to that city and had
made many disciples, they returned
to Lystra, Iconium, and Antioch,

T 14:17 TR reads “us” instead of “you”
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22 strengthening the souls of the dis-
ciples, exhorting them to continue
in the faith, and that through many
afflictions we must enter into God’s
Kingdom. 23 When they had ap-
pointed elders for them in every as-
sembly, and had prayed with fasting,
they commended them to the Lord on
whom they had believed.

24 They passed through Pisidia and
came to Pamphylia. 25 When they
had spoken the word in Perga, they
went down to Attalia. 26 From there
they sailed to Antioch, from where
they had been committed to the grace
of God for the work which they had
fulfilled. 27 When they had arrived
and had gathered the assembly to-
gether, they reported all the things
that God had done with them, and
that he had opened a door of faith to
the nations. 28 They stayed there with
the disciples for a long time.

15

1 Some men came down from Judea
and taught the brothers,ﬂ< “Unless
you are circumcised after the cus-
tom of Moses, you can’t be saved.”
2 Therefore when Paul and Barnabas
had no small discord and discus-
sion with them, they appointed Paul,
Barnabas, and some others of them
to go up to Jerusalem to the apos-
tles and elders about this question.
3 They, being sent on their way by
the assembly, passed through both
Phoenicia and Samaria, declaring the
conversion of the Gentiles. They
caused great joy to all the brothers.
4 When they had come to Jerusalem,
they were received by the assembly
and the apostles and the elders, and
they reported everything that God
had done with them.

5But some of the sect of the Phar-
isees who believed rose up, saying, “It
is necessary to circumcise them, and
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to command them to keep the law of
Moses.”

6 The apostles and the elders were
gathered together to see about this
matter. 7 When there had been
much discussion, Peter rose up and
said to them, “Brothers, you know
that a good while ago God made a
choice among you that by my mouth
the nations should hear the word of
the Good News and believe. 8 God,
who knows the heart, testified about
them, giving them the Holy Spirit,
just like he did to us. 9 He made
no distinction between us and them,
cleansing their hearts by faith. 19Now
therefore why do you tempt God, that
you should put a yoke on the neck
of the disciples which neither our fa-
thers nor we were able to bear? 11But
we believe that we are saved through
the grace of the Lord Jesus,t just as
they are.”

12 All the multitude kept silence,
and they listened to Barnabas and
Paul reporting what signs and won-
ders God had done among the nations
through them. 13 After they were
silent, James answered, “Brothers,
listen to me. 14 Simeon has reported
how God first visited the nations to
take out of them a people for his
name. 15 This agrees with the words
of the prophets. As it is written,

16 ‘After these things I will return.

I will again build the tabernacle of
David, which has fallen.

I will again build its ruins.

I will set it up 17 that the rest of men
may seek after the Lord:

all the Gentiles who are called by my
name,

says the Lord, who does all these
things. ™

18 “All of God’s works are known
to him from eternity. !° Therefore
my judgment is that we don’t trouble
those from among the Gentiles who
turn to God, 20 but that we write to

them that they abstain from the pol-
lution of idols, from sexual immoral-
ity, from what is strangled, and from
blood. 2! For Moses from generations
of old has in every city those who
preach him, being read in the syna-
gogues every Sabbath.”

22Then it seemed good to the apos-
tles and the elders, with the whole
assembly, to choose men out of their
company, and send them to Anti-
och with Paul and Barnabas: Judas
called Barsabbas, and Silas, chief men
among the brothers. 23 They wrote
these things by their hand:

“The apostles, the elders, and the
brothers, to the brothers who are of
the Gentiles in Antioch, Syria, and
Cilicia: greetings. 24 Because we have
heard that some who went out from
us have troubled you with words, un-
settling your souls, saying, ‘You must
be circumcised and keep the law,
to whom we gave no commandment;
25 it seemed good to us, having come
to one accord, to choose out men and
send them to you with our beloved
Barnabas and Paul, 26 men who have
risked their lives for the name of
our Lord Jesus Christ. 27 We have
sent therefore Judas and Silas, who
themselves will also tell you the same
things by word of mouth. 28 For it
seemed good to the Holy Spirit, and
to us, to lay no greater burden on you
than these necessary things: 29 that
you abstain from things sacrificed to
idols, from blood, from things stran-
gled, and from sexual immorality,
from which if you keep yourselves, it
will be well with you. Farewell.”

3050, when they were sent off, they
came to Antioch. Having gathered
the multitude together, they deliv-
ered the letter. 3! When they had
read it, they rejoiced over the en-
couragement. 32Judas and Silas, also
being prophets themselves, encour-
aged the brothers with many words
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and strengthened them. 33 After they
had spent some time there, they were
dismissed in peace from the brothers
to the apostles. 34§ 35 But Paul and
Barnabas stayed in Antioch, teaching
and preaching the word of the Lord,
with many others also.

36 After some days Paul said to
Barnabas, “Let’s return now and visit
our brothers in every city in which we
proclaimed the word of the Lord, to
see how they are doing.” 37 Barnabas
planned to take John, who was called
Mark, with them also. 38 But Paul
didn’t think that it was a good idea
to take with them someone who had
withdrawn from them in Pamphylia,
and didn’t go with them to do the
work. 39 Then the contention grew
so sharp that they separated from
each other. Barnabas took Mark with
him and sailed away to Cyprus, 40 but
Paul chose Silas and went out, being
commended by the brothers to the
grace of God. 4! He went through
Syria and Cilicia, strengthening the
assemblies.

16

1 He came to Derbe and Lystra; and
behold, a certain disciple was there,
named Timothy, the son of a Jewess
who believed, but his father was a
Greek. 2 The brothers who were at
Lystra and Iconium gave a good tes-
timony about him. 3 Paul wanted to
have him go out with him, and he
took and circumcised him because of
the Jews who were in those parts, for
they all knew that his father was a
Greek. % As they went on their way
through the cities, they delivered the
decrees to them to keep which had
been ordained by the apostles and
elders who were at Jerusalem. >So the
assemblies were strengthened in the
faith, and increased in number daily.

6 When they had gone through the
region of Phrygia and Galatia, they

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were forbidden by the Holy Spirit to
speak the word in Asia. 7 When they
had come opposite Mysia, they tried
to go into Bithynia, but the Spirit
didn’t allow them. 8 Passing by Mysia,
they came down to Troas. ° A vision
appeared to Paul in the night. There
was a man of Macedonia standing,
begging him and saying, “Come over
into Macedonia and help us.” 1°When
he had seen the vision, immediately
we sought to go out to Macedonia,
concluding that the Lord had called
us to preach the Good News to them.
11 Setting sail therefore from Troas,
we made a straight course to Samoth-
race, and the day following to Neapo-
lis; 12 and from there to Philippi,
which is a city of Macedonia, the fore-
most of the district, a Roman colony.
We were staying some days in this
city.

130n the Sabbath day we went out-
side of the city by a riverside, where
we supposed there was a place of
prayer, and we sat down and spoke to
the women who had come together.
14 A certain woman named Lydia, a
seller of purple, of the city of Thy-
atira, one who worshiped God, heard
us. The Lord opened her heart to
listen to the things which were spo-
ken by Paul. 15 When she and her
household were baptized, she begged
us, saying, “If you have judged me to
be faithful to the Lord, come into my
house and stay.” So she persuaded us.

16 As we were going to prayer, a
certain girl having a spirit of divina-
tion met us, who brought her mas-
ters much gain by fortune telling.
17 Following Paul and us, she cried
out, “These men are servants of the
Most High God, who proclaim to us a
way of salvation!” 18 She was doing
this for many days.

But Paul, becoming greatly an-
noyed, turned and said to the spirit,
“I command you in the name of Jesus
Christ to come out of her!” It came
out that very hour. 9 But when her

Acts 16:34

masters saw that the hope of their
gain was gone, they seized Paul and
Silas and dragged them into the mar-
ketplace before the rulers. 20 When
they had brought them to the magis-
trates, they said, “These men, being
Jews, are agitating our city 2! and ad-
vocate customs which it is not lawful
for us to accept or to observe, being
Romans.”

22 The multitude rose up together
against them and the magistrates
tore their clothes from them, then
commanded them to be beaten with
rods. 23 When they had laid many
stripes on them, they threw them
into prison, charging the jailer to
keep them safely. 24 Having received
such a command, he threw them into
the inner prison and secured their
feet in the stocks.

25 But about midnight Paul and
Silas were praying and singing hymns
to God, and the prisoners were listen-
ing to them. 26 Suddenly there was
a great earthquake, so that the foun-
dations of the prison were shaken;
and immediately all the doors were
opened, and everyone’s bonds were
loosened. 27 The jailer, being roused
out of sleep and seeing the prison
doors open, drew his sword and was
about to kill himself, supposing that
the prisoners had escaped. 28 But Paul
cried with a loud voice, saying, “Don’t
harm yourself, for we are all here!”

29He called for lights, sprang in, fell
down trembling before Paul and Silas,
30 brought them out, and said, “Sirs,
what must I do to be saved?”

31 They said, “Believe in the Lord
Jesus Christ, and you will be saved,
you and your household.” 32 They
spoke the word of the Lord to him,
and to all who were in his house.

33 He took them the same hour of
the night and washed their stripes,
and was immediately baptized, he
and all his household. 34 He brought
them up into his house and set food
before them, and rejoiced greatly
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with all his household, having be-
lieved in God.

35 But when it was day, the magis-
trates sent the sergeants, saying, “Let
those men go.”

36 The jailer reported these words
to Paul, saying, “The magistrates
have sent to let you go; now therefore
come out and go in peace.”

37 But Paul said to them, “They
have beaten us publicly without a
trial, men who are Romans, and have
cast us into prison! Do they now re-
lease us secretly? No, most certainly,
but let them come themselves and
bring us out!”

38 The sergeants reported these
words to the magistrates, and they
were afraid when they heard that
they were Romans, 39 and they came
and begged them. When they had
brought them out, they asked them
to depart from the city. 40 They went
out of the prison and entered into
Lydia’s house. When they had seen
the brothers, they encouraged them,
then departed.

17

1 Now when they had passed
through Amphipolis and Apollonia,
they came to Thessalonica, where
there was a Jewish synagogue. 2 Paul,
as was his custom, went in to them;
and for three Sabbath days reasoned
with them from the Scriptures,
3 explaining and demonstrating that
the Christ had to suffer and rise again
from the dead, and saying, “This
Jesus, whom I proclaim to you, is the
Christ.”

4 Some of them were persuaded
and joined Paul and Silas: of the de-
vout Greeks a great multitude, and
not a few of the chief women. 5But
the unpersuaded Jews took along
some wicked men from the market-
place and gathering a crowd, set the
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city in an uproar. Assaulting the
house of Jason, they sought to bring
them out to the people. ¢ When they
didn’t find them, they dragged Ja-
son and certain brothers® before the
rulers of the city, crying, “These who
have turned the world upside down
have come here also, 7 whom Jason
has received. These all act contrary
to the decrees of Caesar, saying that
there is another king, Jesus!” 8 The
multitude and the rulers of the city
were troubled when they heard these
things. ® When they had taken secu-
rity from Jason and the rest, they let
them go.

10 The brothers immediately sent
Paul and Silas away by night to
Beroea. When they arrived, they
went into the Jewish synagogue.

11 Now these were more noble than
those in Thessalonica, in that they
received the word with all readiness
of mind, examining the Scriptures
daily to see whether these things
were so. 12 Many of them therefore
believed; also of the prominent Greek
women, and not a few men. 13 But
when the Jews of Thessalonica had
knowledge that the word of God was
proclaimed by Paul at Beroea also,
they came there likewise, agitating
the multitudes. 14 Then the brothers
immediately sent out Paul to go as far
as to the sea, and Silas and Timothy
still stayed there. 15 But those who
escorted Paul brought him as far as
Athens. Receiving a commandment
to Silas and Timothy that they should
come to him very quickly, they de-
parted.

16 Now while Paul waited for them
at Athens, his spirit was provoked
within him as he saw the city full
of idols. 17 So he reasoned in the
synagogue with the Jews and the de-
vout persons, and in the marketplace
every day with those who met him.

17:5 TR reads “And the Jews who were unpersuaded, becoming envious and taking along” instead of
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18 Some of the Epicurean and Stoic
philosophers also¥ were conversing
with him. Some said, “What does this
babbler want to say?”

Others said, “He seems to be ad-
vocating foreign deities,” because he
preached Jesus and the resurrection.

19 They took hold of him and
brought him to the Areopagus, say-
ing, “May we know what this new
teaching is, which you are speak-
ing about? 20 For you bring certain
strange things to our ears. We want
to know therefore what these things
mean.” 2 Now all the Athenians and
the strangers living there spent their
time in nothing else, but either to tell
or to hear some new thing.

22 paul stood in the middle of the
Areopagus and said, “You men of
Athens, I perceive that you are very
religious in all things. 23 For as I
passed along and observed the ob-
jects of your worship, I also found an
altar with this inscription: ‘TO AN
UNKNOWN GOD.’ What therefore you
worship in ignorance, I announce to
you. 24 The God who made the world
and all things in it, he, being Lord
of heaven and earth, doesn’t dwell in
temples made with hands. 25 He isn’t
served by men’s hands, as though he
needed anything, seeing he himself
gives to all life and breath and all
things. 26 He made from one blood
every nation of men to dwell on all
the surface of the earth, having de-
termined appointed seasons and the
boundaries of their dwellings, 27 that
they should seek the Lord, if perhaps
they might reach out for him and find
him, though he is not far from each
one of us. 28 ‘For in him we live,
move, and have our being.” As some
of your own poets have said, ‘For we
are also his offspring.” 29 Being then
the offspring of God, we ought not to
think that the Divine Nature is like
gold, or silver, or stone, engraved by
art and design of man. 30 The times of
ignorance therefore God overlooked.
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But now he commands that all people
everywhere should repent, 31 because
he has appointed a day in which he
will judge the world in righteousness
by the man whom he has ordained; of
which he has given assurance to all
men, in that he has raised him from
the dead.”

32Now when they heard of the res-
urrection of the dead, some mocked;
but others said, “We want to hear you
again concerning this.”

33 Thus Paul went out from among
them. 34 But certain men joined with
him and believed, including Diony-
sius the Areopagite, and a woman
named Damaris, and others with
them.

18

1 After these things Paul departed
from Athens and came to Corinth.
2 He found a certain Jew named
Aquila, a man of Pontus by race, who
had recently come from Italy with his
wife Priscilla, because Claudius had
commanded all the Jews to depart
from Rome. He came to them, 3 and
because he practiced the same trade,
he lived with them and worked, for
by trade they were tent makers. 4He
reasoned in the synagogue every Sab-
bath and persuaded Jews and Greeks.

5 When Silas and Timothy came
down from Macedonia, Paul was com-
pelled by the Spirit, testifying to the
Jews that Jesus was the Christ, When
they opposed him and blasphemed,
he shook out his clothing and said to
them, “Your blood be on your own
heads! I1am clean. From now on, I will
go to the Gentiles!”

7 He departed there and went into
the house of a certain man named Jus-
tus, one who worshiped God, whose
house was next door to the syna-
gogue. 8 Crispus, the ruler of the syn-
agogue, believed in the Lord with all
his house. Many of the Corinthians,
when they heard, believed and were
baptized. ° The Lord said to Paul in
the night by a vision, “Don’t be afraid,
but speak and don’t be silent; 10 for I
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am with you, and no one will attack
you to harm you, for I have many
people in this city.”

11 He lived there a year and six
months, teaching the word of God
among them. 12 But when Gallio
was proconsul of Achaia, the Jews
with one accord rose up against Paul
and brought him before the judgment
seat, 13 saying, “This man persuades
men to worship God contrary to the
law.”

14But when Paul was about to open
his mouth, Gallio said to the Jews, “If
indeed it were a matter of wrong or
of wicked crime, you Jews, it would
be reasonable that I should bear with
you; 15but if they are questions about
words and names and your own law,
look to it yourselves. For I don’t want
to be a judge of these matters.” 16 So
he drove them from the judgment
seat.

17 Then all the Greeks seized Sos-
thenes, the ruler of the synagogue,
and beat him before the judgment
seat. Gallio didn’t care about any of
these things.

18 Paul, having stayed after this
many more days, took his leave of
the brothers,* and sailed from there
for Syria, together with Priscilla and
Aquila.  He shaved his head in
Cenchreae, for he had a vow. 19 He
came to Ephesus, and he left them
there; but he himself entered into
the synagogue and reasoned with the
Jews. 20 When they asked him to stay
with them a longer time, he declined,
21 but taking his leave of them, he
said, “I must by all means keep this
coming feast in Jerusalem, but I will
return again to you if God wills.”
Then he set sail from Ephesus.

22When he had landed at Caesarea,
he went up and greeted the assembly,
and went down to Antioch. 23 Having
spent some time there, he departed
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and went through the region of Gala-
tia and Phrygia, in order, establish-
ing all the disciples. 24 Now a cer-
tain Jew named Apollos, an Alexan-
drian by race, an eloquent man, came
to Ephesus. He was mighty in the
Scriptures. 25 This man had been
instructed in the way of the Lord,
and being fervent in spirit, he spoke
and taught accurately the things con-
cerning Jesus, although he knew only
the baptism of John. 26 He began to
speak boldly in the synagogue. But
when Priscilla and Aquila heard him,
they took him aside, and explained to
him the way of God more accurately.

27When he had determined to pass
over into Achaia, the brothers en-
couraged him; and wrote to the dis-
ciples to receive him. When he had
come, he greatly helped those who
had believed through grace; 28 for he
powerfully refuted the Jews, publicly
showing by the Scriptures that Jesus
was the Christ.

19

1 While Apollos was at Corinth,
Paul, having passed through the up-
per country, came to Ephesus and
found certain disciples. 2 He said to
them, “Did you receive the Holy Spirit
when you believed?”

They said to him, “No, we haven’t
even heard that there is a Holy
Spirit.”

3 He said, “Into what then were you
baptized?”

They said, “Into John'’s baptism.”

4 Paul said, “John indeed baptized
with the baptism of repentance, say-
ing to the people that they should
believe in the one who would come
after him, that is, in Christ Jesus.”

5 When they heard this, they were
baptized in the name of the Lord Je-
sus. $When Paul had laid his hands on
them, the Holy Spirit came on them
and they spoke with other languages
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and prophesied. 7 They were about
twelve men in all.

8 He entered into the synagogue
and spoke boldly for a period of three
months, reasoning and persuading
about the things concerning God’s
Kingdom.

9 But when some were hardened
and disobedient, speaking evil of
the Way before the multitude, he
departed from them and separated
the disciples, reasoning daily in the
school of Tyrannus. 10 This continued
for two years, so that all those who
lived in Asia heard the word of the
Lord Jesus, both Jews and Greeks.

11 God worked special miracles by
the hands of Paul, 12 so that even
handkerchiefs or aprons were carried
away from his body to the sick, and
the diseases departed from them, and
the evil spirits went out. 13 But some
of the itinerant Jews, exorcists, took
on themselves to invoke over those
who had the evil spirits the name of
the Lord Jesus, saying, “We adjure
you by Jesus whom Paul preaches.”
14There were seven sons of one Sceva,
aJewish chief priest, who did this.

15 The evil spirit answered, “Jesus
I know, and Paul I know, but who
are you?” 16 The man in whom the
evil spirit was leaped on them, over-
powered them, and prevailed against
them, so that they fled out of that
house naked and wounded. 17 This
became known to all, both Jews and
Greeks, who lived at Ephesus. Fear
fell on them all, and the name of the
Lord Jesus was magnified. 18 Many
also of those who had believed came,
confessing and declaring their deeds.
19 Many of those who practiced magi-
cal arts brought their books together
and burned them in the sight of all.
They counted their price, and found
it to be fifty thousand pieces of sil-
ver,t 2050 the word of the Lord was
growing and becoming mighty.
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21 Now after these things had
ended, Paul determined in the
Spirit, when he had passed through
Macedonia and Achaia, to go to
Jerusalem, saying, “After I have been
there, I must also see Rome.”

22 Having sent into Macedonia two
of those who served him, Timothy
and Erastus, he himself stayed in
Asia for a while. 23 About that
time there arose no small disturbance
concerning the Way. 24 For a cer-
tain man named Demetrius, a sil-
versmith who made silver shrines of
Artemis, brought no little business to
the craftsmen, 25 whom he gathered
together with the workmen of like
occupation, and said, “Sirs, you know
that by this business we have our
wealth. 26 You see and hear that not at
Ephesus alone, but almost through-
out all Asia, this Paul has persuaded
and turned away many people, say-
ing that they are no gods that are
made with hands. 27 Not only is there
danger that this our trade come into
disrepute, but also that the temple
of the great goddess Artemis will be
counted as nothing and her majesty
destroyed, whom all Asia and the
world worships.”

28 When they heard this they were
filled with anger, and cried out, say-
ing, “Great is Artemis of the Eph-
esians!” 29 The whole city was filled
with confusion, and they rushed with
one accord into the theater, having
seized Gaius and Aristarchus, men
of Macedonia, Paul’s companions in
travel. 30 When Paul wanted to enter
in to the people, the disciples didn’t
allow him. 31 Certain also of the
Asiarchs, being his friends, sent to
him and begged him not to venture
into the theater. 32 Some therefore
cried one thing, and some another,
for the assembly was in confusion.
Most of them didn’t know why they
had come together. 33 They brought

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Alexander out of the multitude, the
Jews putting him forward. Alexander
beckoned with his hand, and would
have made a defense to the people.
34 But when they perceived that he
was a Jew, all with one voice for a time
of about two hours cried out, “Great is
Artemis of the Ephesians!”

35 When the town clerk had qui-
eted the multitude, he said, “You men
of Ephesus, what man is there who
doesn’t know that the city of the Eph-
esians is temple keeper of the great
goddess Artemis, and of the image
which fell down from Zeus? 3¢ Seeing
then that these things can’t be de-
nied, you ought to be quiet and to
do nothing rash. 37 For you have
brought these men here, who are nei-
ther robbers of temples nor blasphe-
mers of your goddess. 38 If therefore
Demetrius and the craftsmen who are
with him have a matter against any-
one, the courts are open and there are
proconsuls. Let them press charges
against one another. 3But if you seek
anything about other matters, it will
be settled in the regular assembly.
40 For indeed we are in danger of be-
ing accused concerning today’s riot,
there being no cause. Concerning
it, we wouldn’t be able to give an
account of this commotion.” 41 When
he had thus spoken, he dismissed the
assembly.

20

1 After the uproar had ceased, Paul
sent for the disciples, took leave
of them, and departed to go into
Macedonia. 2 When he had gone
through those parts and had encour-
aged them with many words, he came
into Greece. 3 When he had spent
three months there, and a plot was
made against him by Jews as he was
about to set sail for Syria, he deter-
mined to return through Macedonia.
4 These accompanied him as far as
Asia: Sopater of Beroea, Aristarchus
and Secundus of the Thessalonians,

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Gaius of Derbe, Timothy, and Tychi-
cus and Trophimus of Asia. 5 But
these had gone ahead, and were wait-
ing for us at Troas. ¢ We sailed away
from Philippi after the days of Un-
leavened Bread, and came to them at
Troas in five days, where we stayed
seven days.

70n the first day of the week, when
the disciples were gathered together
to break bread, Paul talked with them,
intending to depart on the next day;
and continued his speech until mid-
night. 8 There were many lights in the
upper room where we* were gathered
together. 9 A certain young man
named Eutychus sat in the window,
weighed down with deep sleep. As
Paul spoke still longer, being weighed
down by his sleep, he fell down from
the third floor and was taken up dead.
10 Paul went down and fell upon him,
and embracing him said, “Don’t be
troubled, for his life is in him.”

11 When he had gone up, had bro-
ken bread and eaten, and had talked
with them a long while, even until
break of day, he departed. 12 They
brought the boy in alive, and were
greatly comforted.

13 But we, going ahead to the ship,
set sail for Assos, intending to take
Paul aboard there; for he had so ar-
ranged, intending himself to go by
land. 14 When he met us at Assos, we
took him aboard and came to Mity-
lene. 15 Sailing from there, we came
the following day opposite Chios. The
next day we touched at Samos and
stayed at Trogyllium, and the day
after we came to Miletus. 16 For
Paul had determined to sail past Eph-
esus, that he might not have to spend
time in Asia; for he was hastening,
if it were possible for him, to be in
Jerusalem on the day of Pentecost.

17 From Miletus he sent to Eph-
esus and called to himself the elders
of the assembly. 18 When they had
come to him, he said to them, “You
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yourselves know, from the first day
that I set foot in Asia, how I was with
you all the time, 19 serving the Lord
with all humility, with many tears,
and with trials which happened to
me by the plots of the Jews; 20 how
I didn’t shrink from declaring to you
anything that was profitable, teach-
ing you publicly and from house to
house, 2! testifying both to Jews and
to Greeks repentance toward God and
faith toward our Lord Jesus.T 22 Now,
behold, I go bound by the Spirit to
Jerusalem, not knowing what will
happen to me there; 23 except that
the Holy Spirit testifies in every city,
saying that bonds and afflictions wait
for me. 24 But these things don’t
count; nor do I hold my life dear to
myself, so that I may finish my race
with joy, and the ministry which I
received from the Lord Jesus, to fully
testify to the Good News of the grace
of God.

25“Now, behold, Tknow that you all,
among whom I went about preaching
God’s Kingdom, will see my face no
more. 26 Therefore I testify to you
today that I am clean from the blood
of all men, 27 for I didn’t shrink from
declaring to you the whole counsel
of God. 28 Take heed, therefore, to
yourselves and to all the flock, in
which the Holy Spirit has made you
overseers, to shepherd the assembly
of the Lord and* God which he pur-
chased with his own blood. 29 For I
know that after my departure, vicious
wolves will enter in among you, not
sparing the flock. 30 Men will arise
from among your own selves, speak-
ing perverse things, to draw away
the disciples after them. 3! Therefore
watch, remembering that for a pe-
riod of three years I didn’t cease to
admonish everyone night and day
with tears. 32 Now, brothers,$ I en-
trust you to God and to the word

T 20:21 TR adds “Christ”
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of his grace, which is able to build
up and to give you the inheritance
among all those who are sanctified.
331 coveted no one’s silver, gold, or
clothing. 34 You yourselves know that
these hands served my necessities,
and those who were with me. 35In all
things I gave you an example, that so
laboring you ought to help the weak,
and to remember the words of the
Lord Jesus, that he himself said, ‘It is
more blessed to give than to receive.”
36 When he had spoken these
things, he knelt down and prayed
with them all. 37 They all wept freely,
and fell on Paul’s neck and kissed him,
38 sorrowing most of all because of the
word which he had spoken, that they
should see his face no more. Then
they accompanied him to the ship.

21

1When we had departed from them
and had set sail, we came with a
straight course to Cos, and the next
day to Rhodes, and from there to
Patara. 2Having found a ship crossing
over to Phoenicia, we went aboard
and set sail. 3 When we had come in
sight of Cyprus, leaving it on the left
hand, we sailed to Syria and landed at
Tyre, for the ship was there to unload
her cargo. 4 Having found disciples,
we stayed there seven days. These
said to Paul through the Spirit that
he should not go up to Jerusalem.
5 When those days were over, we
departed and went on our journey.
They all, with wives and children,
brought us on our way until we were
out of the city. Kneeling down on
the beach, we prayed. ¢ After saying
goodbye to each other, we went on
board the ship, and they returned
home again.

7When we had finished the voyage
from Tyre, we arrived at Ptolemais.
We greeted the brothers and stayed
with them one day. 8 On the next

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day, we who were Paul’s companions
departed and came to Caesarea.

We entered into the house of Philip
the evangelist, who was one of the
seven, and stayed with him. 2 Now
this man had four virgin daugh-
ters who prophesied. 10 As we
stayed there some days, a certain
prophet named Agabus came down
from Judea. 1! Coming to us and
taking Paul’s belt, he bound his own
feet and hands, and said, “The Holy
Spirit says: ‘So the Jews at Jerusalem
will bind the man who owns this belt,
and will deliver him into the hands of
the Gentiles.””

12 When we heard these things,
both we and the people of that place
begged him not to go up to Jerusalem.
13 Then Paul answered, “What are
you doing, weeping and breaking my
heart? For I am ready not only to be
bound, but also to die at Jerusalem for
the name of the Lord Jesus.”

14 When he would not be per-
suaded, we ceased, saying, “The
Lord’s will be done.”

15 After these days we took up our
baggage and went up to Jerusalem.
16 Some of the disciples from Caesarea
also went with us, bringing one Mna-
son of Cyprus, an early disciple, with
whom we would stay.

17When we had come to Jerusalem,
the brothers received us gladly.
18 The day following, Paul went in
with us to James; and all the elders
were present. 19When he had greeted
them, he reported one by one the
things which God had worked among
the Gentiles through his ministry.
20 They, when they heard it, glorified
God. They said to him, “You see,
brother, how many thousands there
are among the Jews of those who have
believed, and they are all zealous for
the law. 21 They have been informed
about you, that you teach all the
Jews who are among the Gentiles to
forsake Moses, telling them not to
circumcise their children and not to
walk after the customs. 22What then?
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The assembly must certainly meet,
for they will hear that you have come.
23 Therefore do what we tell you.
We have four men who have taken a
vow. 24 Take them and purify yourself
with them, and pay their expenses
for them, that they may shave their
heads. Then all will know that there is
no truth in the things that they have
been informed about you, but that
you yourself also walk keeping the
law. 25 But concerning the Gentiles
who believe, we have written our
decision that they should observe no
such thing, except that they should
keep themselves from food offered
to idols, from blood, from strangled
things, and from sexual immorality.”

26 Then Paul took the men, and the
next day purified himself and went
with them into the temple, declaring
the fulfillment of the days of purifica-
tion, until the offering was offered for
every one of them. 27 When the seven
days were almost completed, the Jews
from Asia, when they saw him in the
temple, stirred up all the multitude
and laid hands on him, 28 crying out,
“Men of Israel, help! This is the
man who teaches all men everywhere
against the people, and the law, and
this place. Moreover, he also brought
Greeks into the temple and has de-
filed this holy place!” 29 For they had
seen Trophimus the Ephesian, with
him in the city, and they supposed
that Paul had brought him into the
temple.

30 All the city was moved and
the people ran together.  They
seized Paul and dragged him out
of the temple. Immediately the
doors were shut. 3! As they were
trying to kill him, news came up
to the commanding officer of the
regiment that all Jerusalem was in
an uproar. 32 Immediately he took
soldiers and centurions and ran
down to them. They, when they saw
the chief captain and the soldiers,
stopped beating Paul. 33 Then the
commanding officer came near,
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arrested him, commanded him to be
bound with two chains, and inquired
who he was and what he had done.
34 Some shouted one thing and some
another, among the crowd. When he
couldn’t find out the truth because of
the noise, he commanded him to be
brought into the barracks.

35 When he came to the stairs, he
was carried by the soldiers because
of the violence of the crowd; 36 for
the multitude of the people followed
after, crying out, “Away with him!”
37 As Paul was about to be brought
into the barracks, he asked the com-
manding officer, “May I speak to
you?”

He said, “Do you know Greek?
38 Aren’t you then the Egyptian who
before these days stirred up to sedi-
tion and led out into the wilderness
the four thousand men of the Assas-
sins?”

39 But Paul said, “I am a Jew from
Tarsus in Cilicia, a citizen of no in-
significant city. I beg you, allow me
to speak to the people.”

40 When he had given him per-
mission, Paul, standing on the stairs,
beckoned with his hand to the people.
When there was a great silence, he
spoke to them in the Hebrew lan-
guage, saying,

22

1 “Brothers and fathers, listen to
the defense which I now make to
you.”

2When they heard that he spoke to
them in the Hebrew language, they
were even more quiet.

He said, 3 “I am indeed a Jew, born
in Tarsus of Cilicia, but brought up
in this city at the feet of Gamaliel,
instructed according to the strict tra-
dition of the law of our fathers, being
zealous for God, even as you all are
today. 41 persecuted this Way to the
death, binding and delivering into
prisons both men and women, 5 as
also the high priest and all the council
of the elders testify, from whom also
I received letters to the brothers, and
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traveled to Damascus to bring them
also who were there to Jerusalem in
bonds to be punished.

6“As I made my journey and came
close to Damascus, about noon sud-
denly a great light shone around me
from the sky. 71 fell to the ground
and heard a voice saying to me, ‘Saul,
Saul, why are you persecuting me?” 81
answered, ‘Who are you, Lord? He
said to me, ‘I am Jesus of Nazareth,
whom you persecute.’

9 “Those who were with me indeed
saw the light and were afraid, but
they didn’t understand the voice of
him who spoke to me. 101 said, ‘What
shall I do, Lord?’ The Lord said to me,
‘Arise, and go into Damascus. There
you will be told about all things which
are appointed for youto do.” 1When1
couldn’t see for the glory of that light,
being led by the hand of those who
were with me, I came into Damascus.

12 “One Ananias, a devout man ac-
cording to the law, well reported of
by all the Jews who lived in Damascus,
13 came to me, and standing by me
said to me, ‘Brother Saul, receive your
sight!” In that very hour I looked up
at him. 14 He said, ‘The God of our
fathers has appointed you to know his
will, and to see the Righteous One,
and to hear a voice from his mouth.
15 For you will be a witness for him
to all men of what you have seen
and heard. 16 Now why do you wait?
Arise, be baptized, and wash away
your sins, calling on the name of the
Lord.’

17 “When 1 had returned to
Jerusalem and while I prayed in the
temple, I fell into a trance 18 and saw
him saying to me, ‘Hurry and get
out of Jerusalem quickly, because
they will not receive testimony
concerning me from you.” 91 said,
‘Lord, they themselves know that
I imprisoned and beat in every
synagogue those who believed in
you. 20 When the blood of Stephen,
your witness, was shed, I also was
standing by, consenting to his death,
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and guarding the cloaks of those who
killed him.’

21“He said to me, ‘Depart, for I will
send you out far from here to the
Gentiles.”

22They listened to him until he said
that; then they lifted up their voice
and said, “Rid the earth of this fellow,
for he isn’t fit to live!”

23 As they cried out, threw off
their cloaks, and threw dust into
the air, 24 the commanding officer
commanded him to be brought into
the barracks, ordering him to be ex-
amined by scourging, that he might
know for what crime they shouted
against him like that. 25 When they
had tied him up with thongs, Paul
asked the centurion who stood by, “Is
it lawful for you to scourge a man who
is a Roman, and not found guilty?”

26 When the centurion heard it, he
went to the commanding officer and
told him, “Watch what you are about
to do, for this man is a Roman!”

27 The commanding officer came
and asked him, “Tell me, are you a
Roman?”

He said, “Yes.”

28 The commanding officer an-
swered, “I bought my citizenship for
a great price.”

Pagl said, “But I was born a Ro-
man.

29 Immediately those who were
about to examine him departed from
him, and the commanding officer also
was afraid when he realized that he
was a Roman, because he had bound
him. 30 But on the next day, desir-
ing to know the truth about why he
was accused by the Jews, he freed
him from the bonds and commanded
the chief priests and all the council
to come together, and brought Paul
down and set him before them.

1 Paul, looking steadfastly at the
council, said, “Brothers, I have lived
before God in all good conscience un-
til today.”

e 23:5 Exodus 22:28
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2 The high priest, Ananias, com-
manded those who stood by him to
strike him on the mouth.

3 Then Paul said to him, “God will
strike you, you whitewashed wall! Do
you sit to judge me according to the
law, and command me to be struck
contrary to the law?”

4Those who stood by said, “Do you
malign God’s high priest?”

5 Paul said, “I didn’t know, broth-
ers, that he was high priest. For it is
written, ‘You shall not speak evil of a
ruler of your people.” "%

6 But when Paul perceived that
the one part were Sadducees and the
other Pharisees, he cried out in the
council, “Men and brothers, I am a
Pharisee, a son of Pharisees. Con-
cerning the hope and resurrection of
the dead I am being judged!”

7 When he had said this, an ar-
gument arose between the Pharisees
and Sadducees, and the crowd was
divided. 8 For the Sadducees say that
there is no resurrection, nor angel,
nor spirit; but the Pharisees confess
all of these. 9 A great clamor arose,
and some of the scribes of the Phar-
isees’ part stood up, and contended,
saying, “We find no evil in this man.
But if a spirit or angel has spoken to
him, let’s not fight against God!”

10 When a great argument arose,
the commanding officer, fearing that
Paul would be torn in pieces by them,
commanded the soldiers to go down
and take him by force from among
them and bring him into the barracks.

11 The following night, the Lord
stood by him and said, “Cheer up,
Paul, for as you have testified about
me at Jerusalem, so you must testify
also at Rome.”

12 When it was day, some of the
Jews banded together and bound
themselves under a curse, saying that
they would neither eat nor drink un-
til they had killed Paul. 13 There
were more than forty people who had
made this conspiracy. 14 They came
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to the chief priests and the elders, and
said, “We have bound ourselves under
a great curse to taste nothing until
we have killed Paul. 15 Now there-
fore, you with the council inform the
commanding officer that he should
bring him down to you tomorrow, as
though you were going to judge his
case more exactly. We are ready to
kill him before he comes near.”

16 But Paul’s sister’s son heard they
were lying in wait, and he came
and entered into the barracks and
told Paul. 17 Paul summoned one of
the centurions and said, “Bring this
young man to the commanding offi-
cer, for he has something to tell him.”

18 S0 he took him and brought him
to the commanding officer and said,
“Paul, the prisoner, summoned me
and asked me to bring this young man
to you. He has something to tell you.”

19 The commanding officer took
him by the hand, and going aside,
asked him privately, “What is it that
you have to tell me?”

20 He said, “The Jews have agreed
to ask you to bring Paul down to the
council tomorrow, as though intend-
ing to inquire somewhat more accu-
rately concerning him. 2! Therefore
don’t yield to them, for more than
forty men lie in wait for him, who
have bound themselves under a curse
to neither eat nor drink until they
have killed him. Now they are ready,
looking for the promise from you.”

22 S0 the commanding officer let
the young man go, charging him,
“Tell no one that you have revealed
these things to me.”

23 He called to himself two of the
centurions, and said, “Prepare two
hundred soldiers to go as far as Cae-
sarea, with seventy horsemen and
two hundred men armed with spears,
at the third hour of the night.” 24 He
asked them to provide mounts, that
they might set Paul on one, and bring

*
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him safely to Felix the governor. 25He
wrote a letter like this:

26 “Claudius Lysias to the most ex-
cellent governor Felix: Greetings.

27 “This man was seized by the
Jews, and was about to be killed by
them when I came with the soldiers
and rescued him, having learned that
he was a Roman. 28 Desiring to know
the cause why they accused him, I
brought him down to their council.
291 found him to be accused about
questions of their law, but not to
be charged with anything worthy of
death or of imprisonment. 30 When
I was told that the Jews lay in wait
for the man, I sent him to you im-
mediately, charging his accusers also
to bring their accusations against him
before you. Farewell.”

31 So the soldiers, carrying out
their orders, took Paul and brought
him by night to Antipatris. 32 But on
the next day they left the horsemen
to go with him, and returned to the
barracks. 33 When they came to Cae-
sarea and delivered the letter to the
governor, they also presented Paul
to him. 3% When the governor had
read it, he asked what province he
was from. When he understood that
he was from Cilicia, he said, 35 “I will
hear you fully when your accusers
also arrive.” He commanded that he
be kept in Herod’s palace.

24

1 After five days, the high priest,
Ananias, came down with certain el-
ders and an orator, one Tertullus.
They informed the governor against
Paul. 2When he was called, Tertullus
began to accuse him, saying, “Seeing
that by you we enjoy much peace,
and that prosperity is coming to this
nation by your foresight, 3 we accept
it in all ways and in all places, most
excellent Felix, with all thankfulness.
4But that I don’t delay you, I entreat
you to bear with us and hear a few
words. > For we have found this man
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to be a plague, an instigator of insur-
rections among all the Jews through-
out the world, and a ringleader of
the sect of the Nazarenes. ¢ He even
tried to profane the temple, and we
arrested him.* 7T 8 ¥By examining
him yourself you may ascertain all
these things of which we accuse him.”

9The Jews also joined in the attack,
affirming that these things were so.

10 When the governor had beck-
oned to him to speak, Paul answered,
“Because [ know that you have been a
judge of this nation for many years, I
cheerfully make my defense, 11 seeing
that you can verify that it is not
more than twelve days since I went
up to worship at Jerusalem. 12 In
the temple they didn’t find me dis-
puting with anyone or stirring up a
crowd, either in the synagogues or
in the city. 13 Nor can they prove
to you the things of which they now
accuse me. ! But this I confess to
you, that according to the Way, which
they call a sect, so I serve the God of
our fathers, believing all things which
are according to the law, and which
are written in the prophets; 15 having
hope toward God, which these also
themselves look for, that there will
be a resurrection of the dead, both
of the just and unjust. 16 In this I
also practice always having a con-
science void of offense toward God
and men. 17 Now after some years,
I came to bring gifts for the needy
to my nation, and offerings; 18 amid
which certain Jews from Asia found
me purified in the temple, not with a
mob, nor with turmoil. 1° They ought
to have been here before you and to
make accusation if they had anything
against me. 20 Or else let these men
themselves say what injustice they
found in me when I stood before the
council, 2! unless it is for this one
thing that I cried standing among
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them, ‘Concerning the resurrection
of the dead I am being judged before
you today!””

22 But Felix, having more exact
knowledge concerning the Way,
deferred them, saying, “When Lysias,
the commanding officer, comes
down, I will decide your case.” 23 He
ordered the centurion that Paul
should be kept in custody and should
have some privileges, and not to
forbid any of his friends to serve him
or to visit him.

24 After some days, Felix came with
Drusilla his wife, who was a Jew-
ess, and sent for Paul and heard him
concerning the faith in Christ Jesus.
25 As he reasoned about righteous-
ness, self-control, and the judgment
to come, Felix was terrified, and an-
swered, “Go your way for this time,
and when it is convenient for me,
I will summon you.” 26 Meanwhile,
he also hoped that money would be
given to him by Paul, that he might
release him. Therefore also he sent
for him more often and talked with
him.

27 But when two years were ful-
filled, Felix was succeeded by Porcius
Festus, and desiring to gain favor with
the Jews, Felix left Paul in bonds.

25

1 Festus therefore, having come
into the province, after three days
went up to Jerusalem from Caesarea.
2 Then the high priest and the prin-
cipal men of the Jews informed him
against Paul, and they begged him,
3 asking a favor against him, that
he would summon him to Jerusalem,
plotting to kill him on the way.
4 However Festus answered that Paul
should be kept in custody at Caesarea,
and that he himself was about to de-
part shortly. > “Let them therefore”,
he said, “that are in power among
you go down with me, and if there is

*
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anything wrong in the man, let them
accuse him.”

¢ When he had stayed among them
more than ten days, he went down
to Caesarea, and on the next day he
sat on the judgment seat, and com-
manded Paul to be brought. 7 When
he had come, the Jews who had come
down from Jerusalem stood around
him, bringing against him many and
grievous charges which they could
not prove, 8 while he said in his de-
fense, “Neither against the law of
the Jews, nor against the temple, nor
against Caesar, have I sinned at all.”

9 But Festus, desiring to gain favor
with the Jews, answered Paul and
said, “Are you willing to go up to
Jerusalem and be judged by me there
concerning these things?”

10 But Paul said, “I am standing
before Caesar’s judgment seat, where
I ought to be tried. I have done
no wrong to the Jews, as you also
know very well. 11 For if I have done
wrong and have committed anything
worthy of death, I don’t refuse to die;
but if none of those things is true that
they accuse me of, no one can give me
up to them. I appeal to Caesar!”

12 Then Festus, when he had con-
ferred with the council, answered,
“You have appealed to Caesar. To
Caesar you shall go.”

13Now when some days had passed,
King Agrippa and Bernice arrived at
Caesarea and greeted Festus. 14 As he
stayed there many days, Festus laid
Paul’s case before the king, saying,
“There is a certain man left a prisoner
by Felix; 15 about whom, when I was
at Jerusalem, the chief priests and
the elders of the Jews informed me,
asking for a sentence against him.
16 T answered them that it is not the
custom of the Romans to give up
any man to destruction before the
accused has met the accusers face to
face and has had opportunity to make
his defense concerning the matter
laid against him. 17 When therefore
they had come together here, I didn’t
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delay, but on the next day sat on
the judgment seat and commanded
the man to be brought. 18 When the
accusers stood up, they brought no
charges against him of such things as
I supposed; 19 but had certain ques-
tions against him about their own
religion and about one Jesus, who
was dead, whom Paul affirmed to
be alive. 20 Being perplexed how
to inquire concerning these things,
I asked whether he was willing to
go to Jerusalem and there be judged
concerning these matters. 2! But
when Paul had appealed to be kept
for the decision of the emperor, I
commanded him to be kept until I
could send him to Caesar.”

22 Agrippa said to Festus, “I also
would like to hear the man myself.”

“Tomorrow,” he said, “you shall
hear him.”

2350 on the next day, when Agrippa
and Bernice had come with great
pomp, and they had entered into the
place of hearing with the command-
ing officers and the principal men of
the city, at the command of Festus,
Paul was brought in. 24 Festus said,
“King Agrippa, and all men who are
here present with us, you see this
man about whom all the multitude
of the Jews petitioned me, both at
Jerusalem and here, crying that he
ought not to live any longer. 25 But
when I found that he had committed
nothing worthy of death, and as he
himself appealed to the emperor, I
determineé) to send him, 26 of whom
I have no certain thing to write to my
lord. Therefore I have brought him
out before you, and especially before
you, King Agrippa, that, after exami-
nation I may have something to write.
27For it seems to me unreasonable, in
sending a prisoner, not to also specify
the charges against him.”

26

1 Agrippa said to Paul, “You may
speak for yourself.”
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Then Paul stretched out his hand,
and made his defense. 2 “I think
myself happy, King Agrippa, that I
am to make my defense before you
today concerning all the things that
I am accused by the Jews, 3 especially
because you are expert in all customs
and questions which are among the
Jews. Therefore I beg you to hear me
patiently.

4 “Indeed, all the Jews know my
way of life from my youth up, which
was from the beginning among my
own nation and at Jerusalem; 5 having
known me from the first, if they
are willing to testify, that after the
strictest sect of our religion I lived a
Pharisee. 6 Now I stand here to be
judged for the hope of the promise
made by God to our fathers, 7 which
our twelve tribes, earnestly serving
night and day, hope to attain. Con-
cerning this hope I am accused by the
Jews, King Agrippa! 8 Why is it judged
incredible with you if God does raise

the dead?

9 “I myself most certainly thought
that 1 ought to do many things
contrary to the name of Jesus of
Nazareth. 10 1 also did this in
Jerusalem. I both shut up many of
the saints in prisons, having received
authority from the chief priests; and
when they were put to death I gave
my vote against them. 1 Punishing
them often in all the synagogues, I
tried to make them blaspheme. Being
exceedingly enraged against them,
I persecuted them even to foreign
cities.

12 “Whereupon as [ traveled to
Damascus with the authority and
commission from the chief priests,
13 at noon, O king, I saw on the way
a light from the sky, brighter than
the sun, shining around me and those
who traveled with me. 14 When we
had all fallen to the earth, I heard
a voice saying to me in the Hebrew
language, ‘Saul, Saul, why are you
persecuting me? It is hard for you to
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kick against the goads.’
15T said, ‘Who are you, Lord?’

“He said, ‘I am Jesus, whom you are
persecuting. 16 But arise, and stand
on your feet, for I have appeared to
you for this purpose: to appoint you
a servant and a witness both of the
things which you have seen and of
the things which I will reveal to you;
17 delivering you from the people and
from the Gentiles, to whom I send
you, !8to open their eyes, that they
may turn from darkness to light and
from the power of Satan to God, that
they may receive remission of sins
and an inheritance among those who
are sanctified by faith in me.’

19 “Therefore, King Agrippa, I was
not disobedient to the heavenly
vision, 20 but declared first to them
of Damascus, at Jerusalem, and
throughout all the country of Judea,
and also to the Gentiles, that they
should repent and turn to God, doing
works worthy of repentance. 2! For
this reason the Jews seized me in
the temple and tried to kill me.
22Having therefore obtained the help
that is from God, I stand to this day
testifying both to small and great,
saying nothing but what the prophets
and Moses said would happen, 23 how
the Christ must suffer, and how,
by the resurrection of the dead, he
would be first to proclaim light both
to these people and to the Gentiles.”

24 As he thus made his defense,
Festus said with a loud voice, “Paul,
you are crazy! Your great learning is
driving you insane!”

25But he said, “I am not crazy, most
excellent Festus, but boldly declare
words of truth and reasonableness.
26 For the king knows of these things,
to whom also I speak freely. For
I am persuaded that none of these
things is hidden from him, for this has
not been done in a corner. 27 King
Agrippa, do you believe the prophets?
I know that you believe.”
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28 Agrippa said to Paul, “With a lit-
tle persuasion are you trying to make
me a Christian?”

29 Paul said, “I pray to God, that
whether with little or with much, not
only you, but also all that hear me
today, might become such as I am,
except for these bonds.”

30 The king rose up with the gover-
nor and Bernice, and those who sat
with them. 3! When they had with-
drawn, they spoke to one another,
saying, “This man does nothing wor-
thy of death or of bonds.” 32 Agrippa
said to Festus, “This man might have
been set free if he had not appealed to
Caesar.”

27

1 When it was determined that we
should sail for Italy, they delivered
Paul and certain other prisoners to
a centurion named Julius, of the Au-
gustan band. 2 Embarking in a ship
of Adramyttium, which was about to
sail to places on the coast of Asia,
we put to sea, Aristarchus, a Mace-
donian of Thessalonica being with us.
3 The next day, we touched at Sidon.
Julius treated Paul kindly and gave
him permission to go to his friends
and refresh himself. 4 Putting to sea
from there, we sailed under the lee
of Cyprus, because the winds were
contrary. > When we had sailed across
the sea which is off Cilicia and Pam-
phylia, we came to Myra, a city of
Lycia. © There the centurion found
a ship of Alexandria sailing for Italy,
and he put us on board. 7 When we
had sailed slowly many days, and had
come with difficulty opposite Cnidus,
the wind not allowing us further, we
sailed under the lee of Crete, opposite
Salmone. 8 With difficulty sailing
along it we came to a certain place
called Fair Havens, near the city of
Lasea.

9 When much time had passed and
the voyage was now dangerous be-
cause the Fast had now already gone

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by, Paul admonished them 10 and said
to them, “Sirs, I perceive that the voy-
age will be with injury and much loss,
not only of the cargo and the ship, but
also of our lives.” 11But the centurion
gave more heed to the master and to
the owner of the ship than to those
things which were spoken by Paul.
12 Because the haven was not suitable
to winter in, the majority advised
going to sea from there, if by any
means they could reach Phoenix and
winter there, which is a port of Crete,
looking southwest and northwest.

13When the south wind blew softly,
supposing that they had obtained
their purpose, they weighed anchor
and sailed along Crete, close to shore.
14 But before long, a stormy wind
beat down from shore, which is called
Euroclydon.” 15 When the ship was
caught and couldn’t face the wind, we
gave way to it and were driven along.
16 Running under the lee of a small
island called Clauda, we were able,
with difficulty, to secure the boat.
17 After they had hoisted it up, they
used cables to help reinforce the ship.
Fearing that they would run aground
on the Syrtis sand bars, they lowered
the sea anchor, and so were driven
along. 18 As we labored exceedingly
with the storm, the next day they be-
gan to throw things overboard. 19 On
the third day, they threw out the
ship’s tackle with their own hands.
20 When neither sun nor stars shone
on us for many days, and no small
storm pressed on us, all hope that we
would Ee saved was now taken away.

21 When they had been long with-
out food, Paul stood up in the middle
of them and said, “Sirs, you should
have listened to me, and not have
set sail from Crete and have gotten
this injury and loss. 22 Now I exhort
you to cheer up, for there will be no
loss of life among you, but only of
the ship. 23 For there stood by me
this night an angel, belonging to the
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God whose I am and whom 1 serve,
24 saying, ‘Don’t be afraid, Paul. You
must stand before Caesar. Behold,
God has granted you all those who sail
with you.” 25 Therefore, sirs, cheer up!
For I believe God, that it will be just
as it has been spoken to me. 26 But
we must run aground on a certain
island.”

27 But when the fourteenth night
had come, as we were driven back
and forth in the Adriatic Sea, about
midnight the sailors surmised that
they were drawing near to some land.
28 They took soundings and found

twenty fathoms. T After a little while,
they took soundings again, and found
fifteen fathoms.¥ 29 Fearing that we
would run aground on rocky ground,
they let go four anchors from the
stern, and wished for daylight. 30 As
the sailors were trying to flee out of
the ship and had lowered the boat
into the sea, pretending that they
would lay out anchors from the bow,
31 Paul said to the centurion and to
the soldiers, “Unless these stay in the
ship, you can’t be saved.” 32 Then
the soldiers cut away the ropes of the
boat and let it fall off.

33 While the day was coming on,
Paul begged them all to take some
food, saying, “Today is the four-
teenth day that you wait and con-
tinue fasting, having taken nothing.
34 Therefore 1 beg you to take some
food, for this is for your safety; for
not a hair will perish from any of
your heads.” 35 When he had said
this and had taken bread, he gave
thanks to God in the presence of all;
then he broke it and began to eat.
36 Then they all cheered up, and they
also took food. 37 In all, we were
two hundred seventy-six souls on the
ship. 33 When they had eaten enough,
they lightened the ship, throwing out
the wheat into the sea. 3 When it was
day, they didn’t recognize the land,

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but they noticed a certain bay with
a beach, and they decided to try to
drive the ship onto it. 40 Casting off
the anchors, they left them in the sea,
at the same time untying the rudder
ropes. Hoisting up the foresail to the
wind, they made for the beach. 41 But
comingtoa place where two seas met,
they ran the vessel aground. The bow
struck and remained immovable, but
the stern began to break up by the
violence of the waves.

42 The soldiers’ counsel was to
kill the prisoners, so that none of
them would swim out and escape.
43 But the centurion, desiring to save
Paul, stopped them from their pur-
pose, and commanded that those who
could swim should throw themselves
overboard first to go toward the land,;
44 and the rest should follow, some on
planks and some on other things from
the ship. So they all escaped safely to
the land.

1When we had escaped, then they™
learned that the island was called
Malta. 2 The natives showed us un-
common kindness; for they kindled
a fire and received us all, because of
the present rain and because of the
cold. 3 But when Paul had gathered
a bundle of sticks and laid them on
the fire, a viper came out because of
the heat and fastened on his hand.
4 When the natives saw the creature
hanging from his hand, they said to
one another, “No doubt this man is
a murderer, whom, though he has
escaped from the sea, yet Justice has
not allowed to live.” > However he
shook off the creature into the fire,
and wasn’t harmed. ¢ But they ex-
pected that he would have swollen
or fallen down dead suddenly, but
when they watched for a long time
and saw nothing bad happen to him,
they changed their minds and said
that he was a god.

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7Now in the neighborhood of that
place were lands belonging to the
chief man of the island, named Pub-
lius, who received us and courteously
entertained us for three days. 8 The
father of Publius lay sick of fever and
dysentery. Paul entered in to him,
prayed, and laying his hands on him,
healed him. ° Then when this was
done, the rest also who had diseases
in the island came and were cured.
10 They also honored us with many
honors; and when we sailed, they put
on board the things that we needed.

11 After three months, we set sail
in a ship of Alexandria which had
wintered in the island, whose fig-
urehead was “The Twin Brothers.”
12 Touching at Syracuse, we stayed
there three days. 13 From there
we circled around and arrived at
Rhegium. After one day, a south wind
sprang up, and on the second day we
came to Puteoli, 14 where we found
brothers,T and were entreated to stay
with them for seven days. So we came
to Rome. 15 From there the broth-
ers, when they heard of us, came
to meet us as far as The Market of
Appius and The Three Taverns. When
Paul saw them, he thanked God and
took courage. 16 When we entered
into Rome, the centurion delivered
the prisoners to the captain of the
guard, but Paul was allowed to stay by
himself with the soldier who guarded
him.

17 After three days Paul called to-
gether those who were the leaders of
the Jews. When they had come to-
gether, he said to them, “I, brothers,
though I had done nothing against
the people or the customs of our
fathers, still was delivered prisoner
from Jerusalem into the hands of the
Romans, 18 who, when they had ex-
amined me, desired to set me free,
because there was no cause of death
in me. 19 But when the Jews spoke
against it, | was constrained to appeal
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to Caesar, not that I had anything
about which to accuse my nation.
20 For this cause therefore I asked to
see you and to speak with you. For
because of the hope of Israel I am
bound with this chain.”

21 They said to him, “We neither
received letters from Judea concern-
ing you, nor did any of the brothers
come here and report or speak any
evil of you. 22But we desire to hear
from you what you think. For, as
concerning this sect, it is known to us
that everywhere it is spoken against.”

23 When they had appointed him
a day, many people came to him at
his lodging. He explained to them,
testifying about God’s Kingdom, and
persuading them concerning Jesus,
both from the law of Moses and
from the prophets, from morning un-
til evening. 2% Some believed the
things which were spoken, and some
disbelieved. 25 When they didn’t
agree among themselves, they de-
parted after Paul had spoken one
message: “The Holy Spirit spoke
rightly through Isaiah the prophet to
our fathers, 26 saying,

‘Go to this people and say,

in hearing, you will hear,
but will in no way understand.

In seeing, you will see,
but will in no way perceive.
27 For this people’s heart has grown
callous.
Their ears are dull of hearing.
Their eyes they have closed.

Lest they should see with their eyes,
hear with their ears,
understand with their heart,
and would turn again,
then I would heal them.®

28 “Be it known therefore to you
that the salvation of God is sent to the
nations, and they will listen.”

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29 When he had said these words,
the Jews departed, having a great
dispute among themselves. ¥

30 Paul stayed two whole years in
his own rented house and received all
who were coming to him, 3! preaching
God’s Kingdom and teaching the
things concerning the Lord Jesus
Christ with all boldness, without
hindrance.
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Paul’s Letter to the
Romans

1 Paul, a servant of Jesus Christ,
called to be an apostle, set apart
for the Good News of God, 2 which
he promised before through his
prophets in the holy Scriptures,
3 concerning his Son, who was born
of the offspring® of David according
to the flesh, 4 who was declared
to be the Son of God with power
according to the Spirit of holiness, by
the resurrection from the dead, Jesus
Christ our Lord, 5 through whom
we received grace and apostleship
for obedience of faith among all the
nations for his name’s sake; 6 among
whom you are also called to belong to
Jesus Christ; 7 to all who are in Rome,
beloved of God, called to be saints:
Grace to you and peace from God our
Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.

8 First, I thank my God through
Jesus Christ for all of you, that your
faith is proclaimed throughout the
whole world. 9 For God is my wit-
ness, whom I serve in my spirit in the
Good News of his Son, how unceas-
ingly I make mention of you always
in my prayers, 19 requesting, if by any
means now at last I may be prospered
by the will of God to come to you.
11 For I long to see you, that I may
impart to you some spiritual gift, to
the end that you may be established;
12 that is, that I with you may be
encouraged in you, each of us by the
other’s faith, both yours and mine.

13 Now I don’t desire to have
you unaware, brothers, that I often
planned to come to you (and was hin-
dered so far), that I might have some
fruit among you also, even as among
the rest of the Gentiles. 141 am debtor
both to Greeks and to foreigners, both
to the wise and to the foolish. 15 So as
much as is in me, [ am eager to preach

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the Good News to you also who are in
Rome.

16 For I am not ashamed of the
Good News of Christ, because it is
the power of God for salvation for
everyone who believes, for the Jew
first, and also for the Greek. 17 Forin it
is revealed God’s righteousness from
faith to faith. As it is written, “But the
righteous shall live by faith.”®

18 For the wrath of God is revealed
from heaven against all ungodliness
and unrighteousness of men who
suppress the truth in unrighteous-
ness, 19 because that which is known
of God is revealed in them, for God
revealed it to them. 20 For the invis-
ible things of him since the creation
of the world are clearly seen, being
perceived through the things that are
made, even his everlasting power and
divinity, that they may be without
excuse. 21 Because knowing God, they
didn’t glorify him as God, and didn’t
give thanks, but became vain in their
reasoning, and their senseless heart
was darkened.

22professing themselves to be wise,
they became fools, 23 and traded
the glory of the incorruptible God
for the likeness of an image of cor-
ruptible man, and of birds, four-
footed animals, and creeping things.
24 Therefore God also gave them up in
the lusts of their hearts to unclean-
ness, that their bodies should be dis-
honored among themselves; 25 who
exchanged the truth of God for a lie,
and worshiped and served the crea-
ture rather than the Creator, who is
blessed forever. Amen.

26 For this reason, God gave
them up to vile passions. For
their women changed the natural
function into that which is against
nature. 27 Likewise also the men,
leaving the natural function of
the woman, burned in their lust
toward one another, men doing
what is inappropriate with men,
and receiving in themselves the due

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penalty of their error. 28 Even as
they refused to have God in their
knowledge, God gave them up to a
reprobate mind, to do those things
which are not fitting; 29 being filled
with all unrighteousness, sexual
immorality, wickedness, covetous-
ness, malice; full of envy, murder,
strife, deceit, evil habits, secret
slanderers, 30 backbiters, hateful to
God, insolent, arrogant, boastful,
inventors of evil things, disobedient
to parents, 3! without understanding,
covenant breakers, without natural
affection, unforgiving, unmerciful;
32 who, knowing the ordinance of
God, that those who practice such
things are worthy of death, not only
do the same, but also approve of those
who practice them.

1Therefore you are without excuse,
0 man, whoever you are who judge.
For in that which you judge another,
you condemn yourself, For you who
judge practice the same things. 2 We
know that the judgment of God is
according to truth against those who
practice such things. 3 Do you think
this, O man who judges those who
practice such things, and do the same,
that you will escape the judgment
of God? 4 Or do you despise the
riches of his goodness, forbearance,
and patience, not knowing that the
goodness of God leads you to repen-
tance? 5But according to your hard-
ness and unrepentant heart you are
treasuring up for yourself wrath in
the day of wrath, revelation, and of
the righteous judgment of God, ¢ who
“will pay back to everyone according
to their works:™® 7 to those who
by perseverance in well-doing seek
for glory, honor, and incorruptibil-
ity, eternal life; & but to those who
are self-seeking and don’t obey the
truth, but obey unrighteousness, will
be wrath, indignation, ° oppression,

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and anguish on every soul of man
who does evil, to the Jew first, and
also to the Greek.

10 But glory, honor, and peace go
to every man who does good, to the
Jew first, and also to the Greek. 11 For
there is no partiality with God. 12 For
as many as have sinned without the
law will also perish without the law.
As many as have sinned under the law
will be judged by the law. 3 For it
isn’t the hearers of the law who are
righteous before God, but the doers
of the law will be justified 14 (for
when Gentiles who don’t have the
law do by nature the things of the
law, these, not having the law, are
a law to themselves, 15 in that they
show the work of the law written in
their hearts, their conscience testi-
fying with them, and their thoughts
among themselves accusing or else
excusing them) 16 in the day when
God will judge the secrets of men,
according to my Good News, by Jesus
Christ.

17 Indeed you bear the name of a
Jew, rest on the law, glory in God,
18 know his will, and approve the
things that are excellent, being in-
structed out of the law, 1° and are con-
fident that you yourself are a guide
of the blind, a light to those who
are in darkness, 20 a corrector of the
foolish, a teacher of babies, having in
the law the form of knowledge and of
the truth. 21 You therefore who teach
another, don’t you teach yourself?
You who preach that a man shouldn’t
steal, do you steal? 22 You who say
a man shouldn’t commit adultery, do
you commit adultery? Youwho abhor
idols, do you rob temples? 23 You who
glory in the law, do you dishonor God
by disobeying the law? 24 For “the
name of God is blasphemed among
the Gentiles because of you,” ¥ just
as it is written. 25 For circumcision
indeed profits, if you are a doer of
the law, but if you are a transgres-

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sor of the law, your circumcision has
become uncircumcision. 26 If there-
fore the uncircumcised keep the or-
dinances of the law, won’t his uncir-
cumcision be accounted as circumci-
sion? 27 Won’t those who are phys-
ically uncircumcised, but fulfill the
law, judge you, who with the letter
and circumcision are a transgressor
of the law? 28 For he is not a Jew
who is one outwardly, neither is that
circumcision which is outward in the
flesh; 29 but he is a Jew who is one
inwardly, and circumcision is that of
the heart, in the spirit, not in the
letter; whose praise is not from men,
but from God.

3

1 Then what advantage does the
Jew have? Or what is the profit of
circumcision? 2Much in every way!
Because first of all, they were en-
trusted with the revelations of God.
3For what if some were without faith?
Will their lack of faith nullify the
faithfulness of God? 4May it never be!
Yes, let God be found true, but every
man a liar. As it is written,

“that you might be justified in your
words,
and might prevail when you
come into judgment,”®¥

5 But if our unrighteousness com-
mends the righteousness of God,
what will we say? Is God unrighteous
who inflicts wrath? I speak like men
do. ¢ May it never be! For then how
will God judge the world? 7 For if the
truth of God through my lie abounded
to his glory, why am I also still judged
as a sinner? 8 Why not (as we are
slanderously reported, and as some
affirm that we say), “Let’s do evil, that
good may come?” Those who say so
are justly condemned.

9 What then? Are we better than
they? No, in no way. For we previ-
ously warned both Jews and Greeks

1 3:4 Psalm 51:4
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that they are all under sin. 10 As it is
written,
“There is no one righteous;
no, not one.
U There is no one who understands.
There is no one who seeks after
God.
12 They have all turned away.
They have together become un-
profitable.
There is no one who does good,
no, not so much as one.”*
13 “Their throat is an open tomb.
With their tongues they have
used deceit.”
“The poison of vipers is under their
lips.” &
14“Their mouth is full of cursing
and bitterness.”®
15 “Their feet are swift to shed blood.
16 Destruction and misery are in
their ways.
17The way of peace, they haven’t
known,”®
18“There is no fear of God before their
eyes.

19 Now we know that whatever
things the law says, it speaks to
those who are under the law, that
every mouth may be closed, and all
the world may be brought under the
judgment of God. 20 Because by the
works of the law, no flesh will be
justified in his sight; for through the
law comes the knowledge of sin.

21 But now apart from the law, a
righteousness of God has been re-
vealed, being testified by the law and
the prophets; 22 even the righteous-
ness of God through faith in Jesus
Christ to all and on all those who
believe. For there is no distinction,
23 for all have sinned, and fall short
of the glory of God; 24 being justi-
fied freely by his grace through the
redemption that is in Christ Jesus,
25 whom God sent to be an atoning
sacrifice™ through faith in his blood,
33

*
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for a demonstration of his righteous-
ness through the passing over of
prior sins, in God’s forbearance; 26 to
demonstrate his righteousness at this
present time, that he might himself
be just and the justifier of him who
has faith in Jesus.

27 Where then is the boasting? It
is excluded. By what kind of law?
Of works? No, but by a law of faith.
28 We maintain therefore that a man
is justified by faith apart from the
works of the law. 2% Or is God the
God of Jews only? Isn’t he the God
of Gentiles also? Yes, of Gentiles also,
30 since indeed there is one God who
will justify the circumcised by faith
and the uncircumcised through faith.

31 Do we then nullify the law
through faith? May it never be! No,
we establish the law.

4
1 What then will we say that Abra-

ham, our forefather, has found ac-
cording to the flesh? 2For if Abraham
was justified by works, he has some-
thing to boast about, but not toward
God. 3 For what does the Scripture
say? “Abraham believed God, and it
was accounted to him for righteous-
ness.”® 4 Now to him who works,
the reward is not counted as grace,
but as something owed. 5But to him
who doesn’t work, but believes in him
who justifies the ungodly, his faith is
accounted for righteousness. ¢ Even
as David also pronounces blessing on
the man to whom God counts righ-
teousness apart from works:

7 “Blessed are they whose iniquities
are forgiven,

whose sins are covered.

8 Blessed is the man whom the Lord
will by no means charge with
sin.” ¥

91s this blessing then pronounced
only on the circumcised, or on the
uncircumcised also? For we say that
faith was accounted to Abraham for

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righteousness. 10 How then was it
counted? When he was in circumci-
sion, or in uncircumcision? Not in
circumcision, but in uncircumcision.
11 He received the sign of circumci-
sion, a seal of the righteousness of
the faith which he had while he was
in uncircumcision, that he might be
the father of all those who believe,
though they might be in uncircum-
cision, that righteousness might also
be accounted to them. 12 He is the
father of circumcision to those who
not only are of the circumcision, but
who also walk in the steps of that
faith of our father Abraham, which he
had in uncircumcision.

13 For the promise to Abraham and
to his offspring that he would be
heir of the world wasn’t through the
law, but through the righteousness
of faith. 4 For if those who are of
the law are heirs, faith is made void,
and the promise is made of no effect.
15 For the law produces wrath; for
where there is no law, neither is there
disobedience.

16 For this cause it is of faith, that it
may be according to grace, to the end
that the promise may be sure to all
the offspring, not to that only which
is of the law, but to that also which
is of the faith of Abraham, who is the
father of us all. 17 As it is written,
“I have made you a father of many
nations.”® This is in the presence
of him whom he believed: God, who
gives life to the dead, and calls the
things that are not, as though they
were. 18 Against hope, Abraham in
hope believed, to the end that he
might become a father of many na-
tions, according to that which had
been spoken, “So will your offspring
be.”® 19 Without being weakened
in faith, he didn’t consider his own
body, already having been worn out,
(he being about a hundred years old),
and the deadness of Sarah’s womb.
20'Yet, looking to the promise of God,
he didn’t waver through unbelief,

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but grew strong through faith, giving
glory to God, 2! and being fully as-
sured that what he had promised, he
was also able to perform. 22 Therefore
it also was “credited to him for righ-
teousness.”™ 23 Now it was not writ-
ten that it was accounted to him for
his sake alone, 24 but for our sake
also, to whom it will be accounted,
who believe in him who raised Jesus
our Lord from the dead, 25 who was
delivered up for our trespasses, and
was raised for our justification.

5

1 Being therefore justified by faith,
we have peace with God through our
Lord Jesus Christ; 2 through whom we
also have our access by faith into this
grace in which we stand. We rejoice
in hope of the glory of God. 3 Not only
this, but we also rejoice in our suf-
ferings, knowing that suffering pro-
duces perseverance; 4 and persever-
ance, proven character; and proven
character, hope; > and hope doesn’t
disappoint us, because God’s love has
been poured into our hearts through
the Holy Spirit who was given to us.

6 For while we were yet weak, at
the right time Christ died for the
ungodly. 7 For one will hardly die
for a righteous man. Yet perhaps for
a good person someone would even
dare to die. 8 But God commends his
own love toward us, in that while we
were yet sinners, Christ died for us.

9 Much more then, being now jus-
tified by his blood, we will be saved
from God’s wrath through him. 10 For
if while we were enemies, we were
reconciled to God through the death
of his Son, much more, being recon-
ciled, we will be saved by his life.

11 Not only so, but we also rejoice
in God through our Lord Jesus Christ,
through whom we have now received
the reconciliation. 12 Therefore, as sin
entered into the world through one
man, and death through sin, so death
passed to all men because all sinned.

£ 4:22 Genesis 15:6
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13 For until the law, sin was in the
world; but sin is not charged when
there is no law. 14 Nevertheless death
reigned from Adam until Moses, even
over those whose sins weren't like
Adam’s disobedience, who is a fore-
shadowing of him who was to come.

15 But the free gift isn’t like the
trespass. For if by the trespass of the
one the many died, much more did
the grace of God and the gift by the
grace of the one man, Jesus Christ,
abound to the many. 16 The gift is not
as through one who sinned; for the
judgment came by one to condemna-
tion, but the free gift followed many
trespasses to justification. 17 For if by
the trespass of the one, death reigned
through the one; so much more will
those who receive the abundance of
grace and of the gift of righteousness
reign in life through the one, Jesus
Christ.

18 So then as through one trespass,
all men were condemned; even so
through one act of righteousness, all
men were justified to life. 19 For as
through the one man’s disobedience
many were made sinners, even so
through the obedience of the one,
many will be made righteous. 20 The
law came in that the trespass might
abound; but where sin abounded,
grace abounded more exceedingly,
21 that as sin reigned in death, even
so grace might reign through righ-
teousness to eternal life through Je-
sus Christ our Lord.

6

1 What shall we say then? Shall
we continue in sin, that grace may
abound? 2May it never be! We who
died to sin, how could we live in it any
longer? 3 Or don’t you know that all
of us who were baptized into Christ
Jesus were baptized into his death?
4 We were buried therefore with him
through baptism into death, that just
as Christ was raised from the dead
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through the glory of the Father, so we
also might walk in newness of life.

5For if we have become united with
him in the likeness of his death, we
will also be part of his resurrection;
¢ knowing this, that our old man was
crucified with him, that the body of
sin might be done away with, so that
we would no longer be in bondage to
sin. 7 For he who has died has been
freed from sin. 8 But if we died with
Christ, we believe that we will also
live with him, ° knowing that Christ,
being raised from the dead, dies no
more. Death no longer has dominion
over him! 10 For the death that he
died, he died to sin one time; but
the life that he lives, he lives to God.
11 Thus consider yourselves also to be
dead to sin, but alive to God in Christ
Jesus our Lord.

12 Therefore don’t let sin reign in
your mortal body, that you should
obey it in its lusts. 13 Also, do not
present your members to sin as in-
struments of unrighteousness, but
present yourselves to God as alive
from the dead, and your members as
instruments of righteousness to God.
U For sin will not have dominion over
you, for you are not under law, but
under grace.

15 What then? Shall we sin be-
cause we are not under law but under
grace? May it never be! 16 Don’t you
know that when you present your-
selves as servants and obey someone,
you are the servants of whomever you
obey, whether of sin to death, or of
obedience to righteousness? 17 But
thanks be to God that, whereas you
were bondservants of sin, you became
obedient from the heart to that form
of teaching to which you were deliv-
ered. 18 Being made free from sin, you
became bondservants of righteous-
ness.

191 speak in human terms because
of the weakness of your flesh; for as
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you presented your members as ser-
vants to uncleanness and to wicked-
ness upon wickedness, even so now
present your members as servants
to righteousness for sanctification.
20 For when you were servants of sin,
you were free from righteousness.
21 What fruit then did you have at
that time in the things of which you
are now ashamed? For the end of
those things is death. 22 But now,
being made free from sin and having
become servants of God, you have
your fruit of sanctification and the
result of eternal life. 23 For the wages
of sin is death, but the free gift of God
is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.

10r don’t you know, brothers™ (for
I speak to men who know the law),
that the law has dominion over a man
for as long as he lives? 2 For the
woman that has a husband is bound
by law to the husband while he lives,
but if the husband dies, she is dis-
charged from the law of the husband.
3 So then if, while the husband lives,
she is joined to another man, she
would be called an adulteress. But
if the husband dies, she is free from
the law, so that she is no adulteress,
though she is joined to another man.
4 Therefore, my brothers, you also
were made dead to the law through
the body of Christ, that you would be
joined to another, to him who was
raised from the dead, that we might
produce fruit to God. 5 For when we
were in the flesh, the sinful passions
which were through the law worked
in our members to bring out fruit
to death. 6 But now we have been
discharged from the law, having died
to that in which we were held; so that
we serve in newness of the spirit, and
not in oldness of the letter.

7 What shall we say then? Is the
law sin? May it never be! However,
I wouldn’t have known sin except

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through the law. For I wouldn’t have
known coveting unless the law had
said, “You shall not covet.”¥ 8But sin,
finding occasion through the com-
mandment, produced in me all kinds
of coveting.

91 was alive apart from the
law once, but when the command-
ment came, sin revived and I died.
10 The commandment which was for
life, this I found to be for death;
11 for sin, finding occasion through
the commandment, deceived me, and
through it killed me. 12 Therefore the
law indeed is holy, and the command-
ment holy, righteous, and good.

13 Did then that which is good
become death to me? May it never
be! But sin, that it might be shown
to be sin, was producing death in
me through that which is good,;
that through the commandment sin
might become exceedingly sinful.
14 For we know that the law is
spiritual, but I am fleshly, sold under
sin. 15 For I don’t understand what 1
am doing. For I don’t practice what
I desire to do; but what I hate, that
I do. 16 But if what I don’t desire,
that 1 do, I consent to the law that
it is good. 17 So now it is no more
I that do it, but sin which dwells in
me. 18 For I know that in me, that
is, in my flesh, dwells no good thing.
For desire is present with me, but I
don’t find it doing that which is good.
19 For the good which I desire, I don’t
do; but the evil which I don’t desire,
that I practice. 20But if what I don’t
desire, that I do, it is no more I that
do it, but sin which dwells in me. 211
find then the law that, while I desire
to do good, evil is present. 22 For I
delight in God’s law after the inward
person, 23 but I see a different law
in my members, warring against the
law of my mind, and bringing me into
captivity under the law of sin which is
in my members. 24 What a wretched

man [ am! Who will deliver me out
of the body of this death? 251 thank
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God through Jesus Christ, our Lord!
So then with the mind, I myself serve
God’s law, but with the flesh, sin’s
law.

1 There is therefore now no con-
demnation to those who are in Christ
Jesus, who don’t walk according to
the flesh, but according to the Spirit.*
2 For the law of the Spirit of life in
Christ Jesus made me free from the
law of sin and of death. 3 For what the
law couldn’t do, in that it was weak
through the flesh, God did, sending
his own Son in the likeness of sinful
flesh and for sin, he condemned sin in
the flesh, 4 that the ordinance of the
law might be fulfilled in us who don’t
walk according to the flesh, but ac-
cording to the Spirit. 5 For those who
live according to the flesh set their
minds on the things of the flesh, but
those who live according to the Spirit,
the things of the Spirit. ¢ For the mind
of the flesh is death, but the mind of
the Spirit is life and peace; 7 because
the mind of the flesh is hostile toward
God, for it is not subject to God’s law,
neither indeed can it be. 8 Those who
are in the flesh can’t please God.

9 But you are not in the flesh but
in the Spirit, if it is so that the Spirit
of God dwells in you. But if any man
doesn’t have the Spirit of Christ, he is
not his. 101f Christ is in you, the body
is dead because of sin, but the spirit is
alive because of righteousness. 11 But
if the Spirit of him who raised up
Jesus from the dead dwells in you, he
who raised up Christ Jesus from the
dead will also give life to your mortal
bodies through his Spirit who dwells
in you.

12 So then, brothers, we are
debtors, not to the flesh, to live after
the flesh. 13 For if you live after the
flesh, you must die; but if by the Spirit
you put to death the deeds of the
body, you will live. 14 For as many
as are led by the Spirit of God, these

16 The Spirit himself testifies with
our spirit that we are children of God,;
17 and if children, then heirs —heirs
of God and joint heirs with Christ, if
indeed we suffer with him, that we
may also be glorified with him.

18 For I consider that the sufferings
of this present time are not worthy
to be compared with the glory which
will be revealed toward us. 19 For the
creation waits with eager expectation
for the children of God to be revealed.
20 For the creation was subjected to
vanity, not of its own will, but be-
cause of him who subjected it, in
hope 21 that the creation itself also
will be delivered from the bondage of
decay into the liberty of the glory of
the children of God. 22 For we know
that the whole creation groans and
travails in pain together until now.
23Not only so, but ourselves also, who
have the first fruits of the Spirit, even
we ourselves groan within ourselves,
waiting for adoption, the redemption
of our body. 24 For we were saved
in hope, but hope that is seen is not
hope. For who hopes for that which
he sees? 25 But if we hope for that
which we don'’t see, we wait for it with
patience.

26 In the same way, the Spirit also
helps our weaknesses, for we don’t
know how to pray as we ought. But
the Spirit himself makes intercession
for us with groanings which can’t
be uttered. 27 He who searches the
hearts knows what is on the Spirit’s
mind, because he makes intercession
for the saints according to God.

28 We know that all things work
together for good for those who love
God, for those who are called accord-
ing to his purpose. 2% For whom he
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foreknew, he also predestined to be
conformed to the image of his Son,
that he might be the firstborn among
many brothers.* 30 Whom he predes-
tined, those he also called. Whom he
called, those he also justified. Whom
he justified, those he also glorified.

31 What then shall we say about
these things? If God is for us, who can
be against us? 32He who didn’t spare
his own Son, but delivered him up for
us all, how would he not also with him
freely give us all things? 33 Who could
bring a charge against God’s chosen
ones? It is God who justifies. 3¢ Who
is he who condemns? It is Christ who
died, yes rather, who was raised from
the dead, who is at the right hand of
God, who also makes intercession for
us.

35 Who shall separate us from the
love of Christ? Could oppression, or
anguish, or persecution, or famine, or
nakedness, or peril, or sword? 36 Even
as it is written,

“For your sake we are killed all day

long.

We were accounted as sheep for

the slaughter,”®
37 No, in all these things we are more
than conquerors through him who
loved us. 38 For I am persuaded that
neither death, nor life, nor angels,
nor principalities, nor things present,
nor things to come, nor powers, 3nor
height, nor depth, nor any other cre-
ated thing will be able to separate
us from God’s love which is in Christ
Jesus our Lord.

17 For the Scripture says
to Pharaoh, “For this very purpose
I caused you to be raised up, that I
might show in you my power, and
that my name might be proclaimed
in all the earth.”® 18 So then, he has
mercy on whom he desires, and he

28 for he will finish the work and cut
it short in righteousness,
because the Lord will make a
short work upon the earth.”%
29 As Isaiah has said before,

“Unless the Lord of ArmiesT had left
us a seed,
we would have become like
Sodom,
and would have been made like
Gomorrah.”

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30 What shall we say then? That
the Gentiles, who didn’t follow after
righteousness, attained to righteous-
ness, even the righteousness which is
of faith; 31 but Israel, following after
a law of righteousness, didn’t arrive
at the law of righteousness. 32 Why?
Because they didn’t seek it by faith,
but as it were by works of the law.
They stumbled over the stumbling
stone, 33 even as it is written,
“Behold,¥ 1 lay in Zion a stumbling

stone and a rock of offense;
and no one who believes in him
will be disappointed.”®*

1 Brothers, my heart’s desire and
my prayer to God is for Israel, that
they may be saved. 2 For I testify
about them that they have a zeal for
God, but not according to knowledge.
3 For being ignorant of God’s righ-
teousness, and seeking to establish
their own righteousness, they didn’t
subject themselves to the righteous-
ness (if God. 4For Christ is the fulfill-
ment of the law for righteousness to
everyone who believes.

5 For Moses writes about the righ-
teousness of the law, “The one who
does them will live by them.”® ¢ But
the righteousness which is of faith
says this, “Don’t say in your heart,
‘Who will ascend into heaven?®
(that is, to bring Christ down); 7 or,
‘Who will descend into the abyss?®*
(that is, to bring Christ up from the
dead.)” 8 But what does it say? “The
word is near you, in your mouth and
in your heart;”® that is, the word
of faith which we preach: 9 that if
you will confess with your mouth
that Jesus is Lord and believe in your
heart that God raised him from the
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dead, you will be saved. 10 For with

the heart one believes resulting in

righteousness; and with the mouth
confession is made resulting in sal-
vation. 11 For the Scripture says,

“Whoever believes in him will not be

disappointed.”®*

12 For there is no distinction be-
tween Jew and Greek; for the same
Lord is Lord of all, and is rich to all
who call on him. 13For, “Whoever will
call on the name of the Lord will be
saved.”™ 14How then will they call on
him in whom they have not believed?
How will they believe in him whom
they have not heard? How will they
hear without a preacher? 15 And how
will they preach unless they are sent?
As it is written:

“How beautiful are the feet of those
who preach the Good News of
peace,

who bring glad tidings of good
things!”®

16 But they didn't all listen to the
glad news. For Isaiah says, “Lord, who
has believed our report?”® 170 faith
comes by hearing, and hearing by the
word of God. 18But I say, didn’t they
hear? Yes, most certainly,

“Their sound went out into all the
earth,

their words to the ends of the
world.”

19 But I ask, didn’t Israel know?
First Moses says,

“I will provoke you to jealousy with
that which is no nation.
I will make you angry with a na-
tion void of understanding,”%
20]saiah is very bold and says,
“I'was found by those who didn’t seek
me.

“Let their table be made a snare, a

10 Let their eyes be darkened, that
they may not see.
Always keep their backs bent.”*
117 ask then, did they stumble that
they might fall? May it never be! But
by their fall salvation has come to the
Gentiles, to provoke them to jealousy.
12 Now if their fall is the riches of
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the world, and their loss the riches
of the Gentiles, how much more their
fullness!

13 For I speak to you who are Gen-
tiles. Since then as I am an apostle to
Gentiles, I glorify my ministry, 14if by
any means I may provoke to jealousy
those who are my flesh, and may save
some of them. 15For if the rejection of
them is the reconciling of the world,
what would their acceptance be, but
life from the dead?

16 If the first fruit is holy, so is
the lump. If the root is holy, so
are the branches. 17 But if some of
the branches were broken off, and
you, being a wild olive, were grafted
in among them and became partaker
with them of the root and of the
richness of the olive tree, 18 don’t
boast over the branches. But if you
boast, remember that it is not you
who support the root, but the root
supports you. 19 You will say then,
“Branches were broken off, that I
might be grafted in.” 20 True; by their
unbelief they were broken off, and
you stand by your faith. Don’t be
conceited, but fear; 21 for if God didn’t
spare the natural branches, neither
will he spare you. 22 See then the
goodness and severity of God. Toward
those who fell, severity; but toward
you, goodness, if you continue in his
goodness; otherwise you also will be
cut off. 22 They also, if they don’t con-
tinue in their unbelief, will be grafted
in, for God is able to graft them in
again. 24For if you were cut out of that
which is by nature a wild olive tree,
and were grafted contrary to nature
into a good olive tree, how much
more will these, which are the natural
branches, be grafted into their own
olive tree?

25 For I don’t desire you to be ig-

Don't set your mind
on high things, but associate with
the humble. Don’t be wise in your
own conceits. 17 Repay no one evil
for evil. Respect what is honorable
in the sight of all men. 181If it is
possible, as much as it is up to you, be
at peace with all men. 19 Don’t seek
revenge yourselves, beloved, but give
place to God’s wrath. For it is written,

1 Let every soul be in subjection
to the higher authorities, for there
is no authority except from God, and
those who exist are ordained by God.
2Therefore he who resists the author-
ity withstands the ordinance of God,
and those who withstand will receive
to themselves judgment. 3 For rulers
are not a terror to the good work, but
to the evil. Do you desire to have no
fear of the authority? Do that which
is good, and you will have praise from
the authority, 4 for he is a servant of
God to you for good. But if you do that
which is evil, be afraid, for he doesn’t
bear the sword in vain; for he is a
servant of God, an avenger for wrath
to him who does evil. 5 Therefore
you need to be in subjection, not only
because of the wrath, but also for
conscience’ sake. 6For this reason you
also pay taxes, for they are servants of
God’s service, continually doing this
very thing. 7 Therefore give everyone
what you owe: if you owe taxes, pay
taxes; if customs, then customs; if
respect, then respect; if honor, then
honor.

8 Owe no one anything, except to
love one another; for he who loves
his neighbor has fulfilled the law.
9 For the commandments, “You shall
not commit adultery,” “You shall
not murder,” “You shall not steal,””
“You shall not covet,” ¥ and what-
ever other commandments there are,
are all summed up in this saying,
namely, “You shall love your neigh-

bor as yourself.”® 10 Love doesn’t

18 Was anyone called having been
circumcised? Let him not become un-
circumcised. Has anyone been called
in uncircumcision? Let him not be
circumcised. 19 Circumcision is noth-
ing, and uncircumcision is nothing,
but what matters is keeping God’s
commandments. 20Let each man stay
in that calling in which he was called.

7:3 NU and TR have “what is owed her” instead of “the affection owed her”.
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21 Were you called being a bondser-
vant? Don't let that bother you, but
if you get an opportunity to become
free, use it. 22 For he who was called
in the Lord being a bondservant is the
Lord’s free man. Likewise he who was
called being free is Christ’s bondser-
vant. 23 You were bought with a price.
Don’t become bondservants of men.
24Brothers, let each man, in whatever
condition he was called, stay in that
condition with God.

25 Now concerning virgins, I have
no commandment from the Lord, but
I give my judgment as one who has
obtained mercy from the Lord to be
trustworthy. 26 Therefore I think that
because of the distress that is on us,
it’s good for a man to remain as he
is. 27 Are you bound to a wife? Don’t
seek to be freed. Are you free from
a wife? Don’t seek a wife. 28 But if
you marry, you have not sinned. If
a virgin marries, she has not sinned.
Yet such will have oppression in the
flesh, and I want to spare you. 29But I
say this, brothers: the time is short.
From now on, both those who have
wives may be as though they had
none; 30 and those who weep, as
though they didn’t weep; and those
who rejoice, as though they didn’t
rejoice; and those who buy, as though
they didn’t possess; 31 and those who
use the world, as not using it to the
fullest. For the mode of this world
passes away.

32 But 1 desire to have you to be
free from cares. He who is unmarried
is concerned for the things of the
Lord, how he may please the Lord;
33but he who is married is concerned
about the things of the world, how
he may please his wife. 34 There is
also a difference between a wife and a
virgin. The unmarried woman cares
about the things of the Lord, that
she may be holy both in body and
in spirit. But she who is married
cares about the things of the world
—how she may please her husband.
35 This I say for your own benefit,

1 Corinthians 8:7

not that I may ensnare you, but for
that which is appropriate, and that
you may attend to the Lord without
distraction.

36 But if any man thinks that he is
behaving inappropriately toward his
virgin, if she is past the flower of
her age, and if need so requires, let
him do what he desires. He doesn’t
sin. Let them marry. 37 But he who
stands steadfast in his heart, having
no urgency, but has power over his
own will, and has determined in his
own heart to keep his own virgin,
does well. 38 So then both he who
gives his own virgin in marriage does
well, and he who doesn’t give her in
marriage does better.

39 A wife is bound by law for as long
as her husband lives; but if the hus-
band is dead, she is free to be married
to whomever she desires, only in the
Lord. 40 But she is happier if she stays
as she is, in my judgment, and I think
that I also have God’s Spirit.

8

1Now concerning things sacrificed
to idols: We know that we all have
knowledge. Knowledge puffs up, but
love builds up. 2But if anyone thinks
that he knows anything, he doesn’t
yet know as he ought to know. 3 But
anyone who loves God is known by
him.

4 Therefore concerning the eating
of things sacrificed to idols, we know
that no idol is anything in the world,
and that there is no other God but
one. 5 For though there are things
that are called “gods”, whether in
the heavens or on earth —as there
are many “gods” and many “lords”—
6 yet to us there is one God, the Fa-
ther, of whom are all things, and we
for him; and one Lord, Jesus Christ,
through whom are all things, and we
live through him.

7 However, that knowledge isn’t in
all men. But some, with conscious-
ness of an idol until now, eat as of
a thing sacrificed to an idol, and
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their conscience, being weak, is de-
filed. 8 But food will not commend
us to God. For neither, if we don’t
eat are we the worse, nor if we eat
are we the better. ° But be careful
that by no means does this liberty
of yours become a stumbling block
to the weak. 10 For if a man sees
you who have knowledge sitting in an
idol’s temple, won't his conscience,
if he is weak, be emboldened to eat
things sacrificed to idols? 1! And
through your knowledge, he who is
weak perishes, the brother for whose
sake Christ died. 12 Thus, sinning
against the brothers, and wounding
their conscience when it is weak, you
sin against Christ. 13 Therefore, if
food causes my brother to stumble, I
will eat no meat forever more, that I
don’t cause my brother to stumble.

9

1 Am I not free? Am I not an
apostle? Haven'’t I seen Jesus Christ,
our Lord? Aren’t you my work in
the Lord? 2If to others I am not an
apostle, yet at least I am to you; for
you are the seal of my apostleship in
the Lord.

3 My defense to those who examine
me is this: 4 Have we no right to eat
and to drink? 5 Have we no right to
take along a wife who is a believer,
even as the rest of the apostles, and
the brothers of the Lord, and Cephas?
6 Or have only Barnabas and I no
right to not work? 7 What soldier
ever serves at his own expense? Who
plants a vineyard, and doesn’t eat of
its fruit? Or who feeds a flock, and
doesn’t drink from the flock’s milk?

8Do I speak these things according
to the ways of men? Or doesn’t the
law also say the same thing? 9 For it
is written in the law of Moses, “You
shall not muzzle an ox while it treads
out the grain,”® Is it for the oxen
that God cares, 10 or does he say it
assuredly for our sake? Yes, it was
written for our sake, because he who

£ 9:9 Deuteronomy 25:4
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plows ought to plow in hope, and he
who threshes in hope should partake
of his hope. 1 1f we sowed to you
spiritual things, is it a great thing if
we reap your fleshly things? 12 If
others partake of this right over you,
don’t we yet more?

Nevertheless we didn’t use this
right, but we bear all things, that we
may cause no hindrance to the Good
News of Christ. 13 Don’t you know
that those who serve around sacred
things eat from the things of the
temple, and those who wait on the
altar have their portion with the al-
tar? Even so the Lord ordained that
those who proclaim the Good News
should live from the Good News.

15 But I have used none of these
things, and I don’t write these things
that it may be done so in my case; for
I would rather die, than that anyone
should make my boasting void. ¢ For
if T preach the Good News, I have
nothing to boast about, for necessity
is laid on me; but woe is to me if I
don’t preach the Good News. 17 For
if I do this of my own will, I have
a reward. But if not of my own
will, I have a stewardship entrusted
to me. 18 What then is my reward?
That when I preach the Good News, I
may present the Good News of Christ
without charge, so as not to abuse my
authority in the Good News.

19 For though I was free from all, 1
brought myself under bondage to all,
that I might gain the more. 20 To the
Jews I became as a Jew, that I might
gain Jews; to those who are under the

law, as under the law,” that I might
gain those who are under the law;
21 to those who are without law, as
without law (not being without law
toward God, but under law toward
Christ), that I might win those who
are without law. 22 To the weak I
became as weak, that I might gain the
weak. I have become all things to all
men, that I may by all means save

*
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some. 23 Now I do this for the sake of
the Good News, that I may be a joint
partaker of it. 24 Don’t you know that
those who run in a race all run, but
one receives the prize? Run like that,
so that you may win. 25 Every man
who strives in the games exercises
self-control in all things. Now they do
it to receive a corruptible crown, but
we an incorruptible. 261 therefore run
like that, not aimlessly. I fight like
that, not beating the air, 27 but I beat
my body and bring it into submis-
sion, lest by any means, after I have
preached to others, I myself should be
disqualified.

10

1 Now I would not have you igno-
rant, brothers, that our fathers were
all under the cloud, and all passed
through the sea; 2 and were all bap-
tized into Moses in the cloud and in
the sea; 3 and all ate the same spir-
itual food; 4 and all drank the same
spiritual drink. For they drank of
a spiritual rock that followed them,
and the rock was Christ. 5 However
with most of them, God was not well
pleased, for they were overthrown in
the wilderness.

6 Now these things were our ex-
amples, to the intent we should not
lust after evil things as they also
lusted. 7 Don’t be idolaters, as some
of them were. As it is written, “The
people sat down to eat and drink,
and rose up to play.”® 8 Let’s not
commit sexual immorality, as some
of them committed, and in one day
twenty-three thousand fell. 9 Let’s
not test Christ,* as some of them
tested, and perished by the serpents.
10 Don’t grumble, as some of them
also grumbled, and perished by the
destroyer. 11 Now all these things
happened to them by way of example,
and they were written for our admo-
nition, on whom the ends of the ages
have come. 12 Therefore let him who

£ 10:7 Exodus 32:6
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thinks he stands be careful that he
doesn’t fall.

13 No temptation has taken you ex-
cept what is common to man. God is
faithful, who will not allow you to be
tempted above what you are able, but
will with the temptation also make
the way of escape, that you may be
able to endure it.

14 Therefore, my beloved, flee from
idolatry. 151 speak as to wise men.
Judge what I say. 16 The cup of bless-
ing which webless, isn’t it a sharing of
the blood of Christ? The bread which
we break, isn’t it a sharing of the body
of Christ? 17 Because there is one loaf
of bread, we, who are many, are one
body; for we all partake of the one loaf
of bread. 18 Consider Israel according
to the flesh. Don’t those who eat the
sacrifices participate in the altar?

19 What am I saying then? That a
thing sacrificed to idols is anything,
or that an idol is anything? 20 But I
say that the things which the Gentiles
sacrifice, they sacrifice to demons
and not to God, and I don’t desire
that you would have fellowship with
demons. 2! You can’t both drink
the cup of the Lord and the cup of
demons. You can’t both partake of
the table of the Lord and of the table
of demons. 220r do we provoke the
Lord to jealousy? Are we stronger
than he?

23 “All things are lawful for me,”
but not all things are profitable. “All
things are lawful for me,” but not all
things build up. 24 Let no one seek
his own, but each one his neighbor’s
good. 25 Whatever is sold in the
butcher shop, eat, asking no question
for the sake of conscience, 26 for “the
earth is the Lord’s, and its fullness,”®
27 But if one of those who don’t be-
lieve invites you to a meal, and you
are inclined to go, eat whatever is
set before you, asking no questions
for the sake of conscience. 28 But if
anyone says to you, “This was offered

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to idols,” don’t eat it for the sake of
the one who told you, and for the
sake of conscience. For “the earth
is the Lord’s, with all its fullness.”
29 Conscience, 1 say, not your own,
but the other’s conscience. For why
is my liberty judged by another con-
science? 30If I partake with thankful-
ness, why am I denounced for some-
thing I give thanks for?

31 Whether therefore you eat or
drink, or whatever you do, do all to
the glory of God. 32 Give no occasion
for stumbling, whether to Jews, to
Greeks, or to the assembly of God;
33 even as I also please all men in all
things, not seeking my own profit,
but the profit of the many, that they
may be saved.

11

1 Be imitators of me, even as I also
am of Christ.

2 Now I praise you, brothers, that
you remember me in all things, and
hold firm the traditions, even as I
delivered them to you. 3 But I would
have you know that the head™ of ev-
ery man is Christ, and the head? of
the woman is man, and the head¥
of Christ is God. 4 Every man pray-
ing or prophesying, having his head
covered, dishonors his head. 5 But
every woman praying or prophesying
with her head uncovered dishonors
her head. For it is one and the same
thing as if she were shaved. 6 For if
a woman is not covered, let her hair
also be cut off. But if it is shameful
for a woman to have her hair cut off
or be shaved, let her be covered. 7 For
a man indeed ought not to have his
head covered, because he is the image
and glory of God, but the woman is
the glory of the man. 8 For man is
not from woman, but woman from
man; 2 for man wasn’t created for
the woman, but woman for the man.
10 For this cause the woman ought to
have authority over her own head,
because of the angels.

11:3 or, origin 11:3 or, origin
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11 Nevertheless, neither is the
woman independent of the man, nor
the man independent of the woman,
in the Lord. 12 For as woman came
from man, so a man also comes
through a woman; but all things are
from God. 13 Judge for yourselves. Is
it appropriate that a woman pray to
God unveiled? 4 Doesn’t even nature
itself teach you that if a man has long
hair, it is a dishonor to him? 15 But
if a woman has long hair, it is a glory
to her, for her hair is given to her for
a covering. 16 But if any man seems
to be contentious, we have no such
custom, neither do God’s assemblies.

17 But in giving you this command
I don’t praise you, because you come
together not for the better but for
the worse. 18 For first of all, when
you come together in the assembly, [
hear that divisions exist among you,
and I partly believe it. 19 For there
also must be factions among you, that
those who are approved may be re-
vealed among you. 20 When therefore
you assemble yourselves together, it
is not the Lord’s supper that you eat.
21 For in your eating each one takes
his own supper first. One is hungry,
and another is drunken. 22 What,
don’t you have houses to eat and to
drink in? Or do you despise God’s
assembly and put them to shame who
don’t have enough? What shall I tell
you? Shall I praise you? In this I don’t
praise you.

23 For I received from the Lord that
which also I delivered to you, that the
Lord Jesus on the night in which he
was betrayed took bread. 24 When
he had given thanks, he broke it and
said, “Take, eat. This is my body,
which is broken for you. Do this in
memory of me.” 25In the same way he
also took the cup after supper, saying,
“This cup is the new covenant in my
blood. Do this, as often as you drink,
in memory of me.” 26 For as often as
you eat this bread and drink this cup,

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you proclaim the Lord’s death until
he comes.

27 Therefore whoever eats this
bread or drinks the Lord’s cup in a
way unworthy of the Lord will be
guilty of the body and the blood of
the Lord. 28 But let a man examine
himself, and so let him eat of the
bread and drink of the cup. 2°For he
who eats and drinks in an unworthy
way eats and drinks judgment to
himself if he doesn’t discern the
Lord’s body. 30 For this cause many
among you are weak and sickly, and
not a few sleep. 3! For if we discerned
ourselves, we wouldn’t be judged.
32 But when we are judged, we are
disciplined by the Lord, that we may
not be condemned with the world.
33 Therefore, my brothers, when you
come together to eat, wait for one
another. 34 But if anyone is hungry,
let him eat at home, lest your coming
together be for judgment. The rest I
will set in order whenever I come.

12

1 Now concerning spiritual things,
brothers, I don’t want you to be igno-
rant. 2 You know that when you were

heathen,” you were led away to those
mute idols, however you might be led.
3 Therefore I make known to you that
no man speaking by God’s Spirit says,
“Jesus is accursed.” No one can say,
“Jesus is Lord,” but by the Holy Spirit.

4 Now there are various kinds of
gifts, but the same Spirit. 5 There
are various kinds of service, and the
same Lord. ¢ There are various kinds
of workings, but the same God who
works all things in all. 7But to each
one is given the manifestation of the
Spirit for the profit of all. 8 For to one
is given through the Spirit the word
of wisdom, and to another the word
of knowledge according to the same
Spirit, 9 to another faith by the same
Spirit, and to another gifts of healings
by the same Spirit, 1° and to another
workings of miracles, and to another

* .
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prophecy, and to another discerning
of spirits, to another different kinds
of languages, and to another the in-
terpretation of languages. 11 But the
one and the same Spirit produces all
of these, distributing to each one sep-
arately as he desires.

12 For as the body is one and has
many members, and all the members
of the body, being many, are one
body; so also is Christ. 13 For in
one Spirit we were all baptized into
one body, whether Jews or Greeks,
whether bond or free; and were all
given to drink into one Spirit.

14 For the body is not one member,
but many. 15 If the foot would say,
“Because I'm not the hand, I'm not
part of the body,” it is not there-
fore not part of the body. 16 If the
ear would say, “Because I'm not the
eye, I'm not part of the body,” it’s
not therefore not part of the body.
17 1f the whole body were an eye,
where would the hearing be? If the
whole were hearing, where would the
smelling be? 18 But now God has set
the members, each one of them, in
the body, just as he desired. 12If they
were all one member, where would
the body be? 20 But now they are
many members, but one body. 2! The
eye can’t tell the hand, “I have no
need for you,” or again the head to
the feet, “I have no need for you.”
22 No, much rather, those members
of the body which seem to be weaker
are necessary. 23 Those parts of the
body which we think to be less honor-
able, on those we bestow more abun-
dant honor; and our unpresentable
parts have more abundant modesty,
24 while our presentable parts have
no such need. But God composed the
body together, giving more abundant
honor to the inferior part, 25 that
there should be no division in the
body, but that the members should
have the same care for one another.
26 When one member suffers, all the
members suffer with it. When one
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member is honored, all the members
rejoice with it.

27 Now you are the body of Christ,
and members individually. 28 God has
set some in the assembly: first apos-
tles, second prophets, third teach-
ers, then miracle workers, then gifts
of healings, helps, governments, and
various kinds of languages. 2° Are all
apostles? Are all prophets? Are all
teachers? Are all miracle workers?
30 Do all have gifts of healings? Do all
speak with various languages? Do all
interpret? 31But earnestly desire the
best gifts. Moreover, I show a most
excellent way to you.

LIf 1 speak with the languages of
men and of angels, but don’t have
love, I have become sounding brass or
a clanging cymbal. 21f T have the gift
of prophecy, and know all mysteries
and all knowledge, and if I have all
faith, so as to remove mountains, but
don’t have love, I am nothing. 31f
give away all my goods to feed the
poor, and if I give my body to be
burned, but don’t have love, it profits
me nothing,

4 Love is patient and is kind. Love
doesn’t envy. Love doesn’t brag, is
not proud, > doesn’t behave itself in-
appropriately, doesn’t seek its own
way, is not provoked, takes no ac-
count of evil; 6 doesn’t rejoice in un-
righteousness, but rejoices with the
truth; 7 bears all things, believes all
things, hopes all things, and endures
all things.

8 Love never fails. But where there
are prophecies, they will be done
away with. Where there are various
languages, they will cease. Where
there is knowledge, it will be done
away with. 9 For we know in part and
we prophesy in part; 10 but when that
which is complete has come, then
that which is partial will be done
away with. 1 When I was a child,
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I spoke as a child, I felt as a child,
I thought as a child. Now that I
have become a man, I have put away
childish things. 12 For now we see
in a mirror, dimly, but then face to
face. Now I know in part, but then
I will know fully, even as I was also
fully known. 13 But now faith, hope,
and love remain —these three. The
greatest of these is love.

14

1 Follow after love and earnestly
desire spiritual gifts, but especially
that you may prophesy. 2 For he who
speaks in another language speaks
not to men, but to God, for no one un-
derstands, but in the Spirit he speaks
mysteries. 3 But he who prophesies
speaks to men for their edification,
exhortation, and consolation. 4 He
who speaks in another language ed-
ifies himself, but he who prophesies
edifies the assembly. 5 Now I desire
to have you all speak with other lan-
guages, but even more that you would
prophesy. For he is greater who
prophesies than he who speaks with
other languages, unless he interprets,
that the assembly may be built up.

6 But now, brothers,* if I come to
you speaking with other languages,
what would I profit you unless I speak
to you either by way of revelation,
or of knowledge, or of prophesying,
or of teaching? 7 Even lifeless things
that make a sound, whether pipe or
harp, if they didn’t give a distinction
in the sounds, how would it be known
what is piped or harped? 8 For if
the trumpet gave an uncertain sound,
who would prepare himself for war?
9 So also you, unless you uttered by
the tongue words easy to understand,
how would it be known what is spo-
ken? For you would be speaking into
the air. 10 There are, it may be, so
many kinds of languages in the world,
and none of them is without meaning.
111f then I don’t know the meaning of

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the language, I would be to him who
speaks a foreigner, and he who speaks
would be a foreigner to me. 12 So also
you, since you are zealous for spiri-
tual gifts, seek that you may abound
to the building up of the assembly.

13 Therefore let him who speaks in
another language pray that he may
interpret. 14 For if I pray in another
language, my spirit prays, but my
understanding is unfruitful.

15 What should I do? 1 will pray
with the spirit, and I will pray with
the understanding also. I will sing
with the spirit, and I will sing with the
understanding also. 16 Otherwise, if
you bless with the spirit, how will he
who fills the place of the unlearned
say the “Amen” at your giving of
thanks, seeing he doesn’t know what
you say? 17 For you most certainly
give thanks well, but the other per-
son is not built up. 181 thank my
God, I speak with other languages
more than you all. 19 However, in the
assembly I would rather speak five
words with my understanding, that I
might instruct others also, than ten
thousand words in another language.

20 Brothers, don’t be children in
thoughts, yet in malice be babies, but
in thoughts be mature. 2! In the
law it is written, “By men of strange
languages and by the lips of strangers
I will speak to this people. They
won’t even listen to me that way,
says the Lord.”® 22 Therefore other
languages are for a sign, not to those
who believe, but to the unbelieving;
but prophesying is for a sign, not to
the unbelieving, but to those who
believe. 231If therefore the whole as-
sembly is assembled together and all
speak with other languages, and un-
learned or unbelieving people come
in, won't they say that you are crazy?
24 But if all prophesy, and someone
unbelieving or unlearned comes in,
he is reproved by all, and he is judged

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by all. 25 And thus the secrets of
his heart are revealed. So he will
fall down on his face and worship
God, declaring that God is among you
indeed.

26 What is it then, brothers? When
you come together, each one of you
has a psalm, has a teaching, has a
revelation, has another language, or
has an interpretation. Let all things
be done to build each other up. 271f
any man speaks in another language,
let there be two, or at the most three,
and in turn; and let one interpret.
28 But if there is no interpreter, let
him keep silent in the assembly, and
let him speak to himself and to God.
29 Let two or three of the prophets
speak, and let the others discern.
30 But if a revelation is made to an-
other sitting by, let the first keep
silent. 31 For you all can prophesy
one by one, that all may learn and
all may be exhorted. 32 The spirits
of the prophets are subject to the
prophets, 33 for God is not a God of
confusion but of peace, as in all the
assemblies of the saints. 34 Let the
wives be quiet in the assemblies, for
it has not been permitted for them
to be talking except in submission, as
the law also says, 35 if they desire
to learn anything. “Let them ask
their own husbands at home, for it is
shameful for a wife to be talking in
the assembly.” 36 What!? Was it from
you that the word of God went out?
Or did it come to you alone?

37 1f any man thinks himself to be
a prophet or spiritual, let him recog-
nize the things which I write to you,
that they are the commandment of
the Lord. 38 But if anyone is ignorant,
let him be ignorant.

39 Therefore, brothers, desire
earnestly to prophesy, and don’t
forbid speaking with other languages.
401 et all things be done decently and
in order.

x 14:34 Deuteronomy 27:9
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15

1Now I declare to you, brothers, the
Good News which I preached to you,
which also you received, in which you
also stand, 2 by which also you are
saved, if you hold firmly the word
which I preached to you—unless you
believed in vain.

3 For I delivered to you first of
all that which I also received: that
Christ died for our sins according to
the Scriptures, 4 that he was buried,
that he was raised on the third day
according to the Scriptures, 5and that
he appeared to Cephas, then to the
twelve. 6 Then he appeared to over
five hundred brothers at once, most
of whom remain until now, but some
have also fallen asleep. 7 Then he
appeared to James, then to all the
apostles, 8 and last of all, as to the
child born at the wrong time, he ap-
peared to me also. °For I am the least
of the apostles, who is not worthy to
be called an apostle, because I perse-
cuted the assembly of God. 19 But by
the grace of God I am what I am. His
grace which was given to me was not
futile, but I worked more than all of
them; yet not I, but the grace of God
which was with me. 11 Whether then
itis I or they, so we preach, and so you
believed.

12Now if Christ is preached, that he
has been raised from the dead, how
do some among you say that there is
no resurrection of the dead? 13 But if
there is no resurrection of the dead,
neither has Christ been raised. 141f
Christ has not been raised, then our
preaching is in vain and your faith
also is in vain. 15 Yes, we are also
found false witnesses of God, because
we testified about God that he raised
up Christ, whom he didn’t raise up if
it is true that the dead are not raised.
16For if the dead aren’t raised, neither
has Christ been raised. 17If Christ has
not been raised, your faith is vain; you
are still in your sins. 18 Then they also
who are fallen asleep in Christ have
perished. 1 1f we have only hoped in

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Christ in this life, we are of all men
most pitiable.

20 But now Christ has been raised
from the dead. He became the first
fruit of those who are asleep. 21 For
since death came by man, the resur-
rection of the dead also came by man.

23 But
each in his own order: Christ the first
fruits, then those who are Christ’s at
his coming. 24 Then the end comes,
when he will deliver up the Kingdom
to God the Father, when he will have
abolished all rule and all authority
and power.

311
affirm, by the boasting in you which
I have in Christ Jesus our Lord, I die
daily. 321f I fought with animals at
Ephesus for human purposes, what
does it profit me? If the dead are
not raised, then “let’s eat and drink,
for tomorrow we die.”® 33 Don’t
be deceived! “Evil companionships
corrupt good morals.” 34 Wake up
righteously and don’t sin, for some
have no knowledge of God. I say this
to your shame.

35 But someone will say, “How are
the dead raised?” and, “With what
kind of body do they come?” 36 You
foolish one, that which you yourself
sow is not made alive unless it dies.
37 That which you sow, you don’t sow
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the body that will be, but a bare grain,
maybe of wheat, or of some other
kind. 38 But God gives it a body even
as it pleased him, and to each seed
a body of its own. 39 All flesh is not
the same flesh, but there is one flesh
of men, another flesh of animals, an-
other of fish, and another of birds.
40 There are also celestial bodies and
terrestrial bodies; but the glory of
the celestial differs from that of the
terrestrial. 41 There is one glory of the
sun, another glory of the moon, and
another glory of the stars; for one star
differs from another star in glory.

42 S0 also is the resurrection of the
dead. The body is sown perishable; it
is raised imperishable. 43It is sown
in dishonor; it is raised in glory. It
is sown in weakness; it is raised in
power. 441t is sown a natural body;
it is raised a spiritual body. There
is a natural body and there is also a
spiritual body.

45 So also it is written, “The first
man Adam became a living soul.” ¥
The last Adam became a life-giving
spirit. 46 However, that which is
spiritual isn’t first, but that which is
natural, then that which is spiritual.
47 The first man is of the earth, made
of dust. The second man is the Lord
from heaven. 48 As is the one made
of dust, such are those who are also
made of dust; and as is the heavenly,
such are they also that are heavenly.
49 As we have borne the image of
those made of dust, let’s™ also bear
the image of the heavenly. 50 Now
I say this, brothers,T that flesh and
blood can’t inherit God’s Kingdom;
neither does the perishable inherit
imperishable.

51Behold,* I tell you a mystery. We
will not all sleep, but we will all be
changed, 52in a moment, in the twin-
kling of an eye, at the last trumpet.

o 15:45 Genesis 2:7
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For the trumpet will sound and the
dead will be raised incorruptible, and
we will be changed. 53 For this perish-
able body must become imperishable,
and this mortal must put on immor-
tality. 54 But when this perishable
body will have become imperishable,
and this mortal will have put on im-
mortality, then what is written will
happen: “Death is swallowed up in
victory,”®
55 “Death, where is your sting?
Hades,8 where is your vic-
tory?”%

56 The sting of death is sin, and
the power of sin is the law. 57 But
thanks be to God, who gives us
the victory through our Lord Jesus
Christ. 58 Therefore, my beloved
brothers, be steadfast, immovable, al-
ways abounding in the Lord’s work,
because you know that your labor is
not in vain in the Lord.

15 Now I beg you, brothers —you
know the house of Stephanas, that
it is the first fruits of Achaia, and
that they have set themselves to serve
the saints — 16 that you also be in
subjection to such, and to everyone
who helps in the work and labors. 171
rejoice at the coming of Stephanas,
Fortunatus, and Achaicus; for that
which was lacking on your part, they
supplied. 18 For they refreshed my
spirit and yours. Therefore acknowl-
edge those who are like that.

19The assemblies of Asia greet you.
Aquila and Priscilla greet you warmly
in the Lord, together with the as-
sembly that is in their house. 20 All
the brothers greet you. Greet one
another with a holy kiss.

21This greeting is by me, Paul, with
my own hand.

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Paul’s Second Letter to
the Corinthians

1 Paul, an apostle of Christ™ Jesus
through the will of God, and Timo-
thy our brother, to the assembly of
God which is at Corinth, with all the
saints who are in the whole of Achaia:
2Grace to you and peace from God our
Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.

3 Blessed be the God and Father
of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father
of mercies and God of all comfort,
4who comforts us in all our affliction,
that we may be able to comfort those
who are in any affliction, through the
comfort with which we ourselves are
comforted by God. 5 For as the suf-
ferings of Christ abound to us, even
so our comfort also abounds through
Christ. ¢ But if we are afflicted, it is
for your comfort and salvation. If we
are comforted, it is for your comfort,
which produces in you the patient en-
during of the same sufferings which
we also suffer. 7 Our hope for you is
steadfast, knowing that, since you are
partakers of the sufferings, so you are
also of the comfort.

8 For we don’t desire to have you
uninformed, brothers,T concerning
our affliction which happened to us
in Asia: that we were weighed down
exceedingly, beyond our power, so
much that we despaired even of life.
9 Yes, we ourselves have had the sen-
tence of death within ourselves, that
we should not trust in ourselves, but
in God who raises the dead, 1°who de-
livered us out of so great a death, and
does deliver, on whom we have set
our hope that he will also still deliver
us, 11 you also helping together on our
behalf by your supplication; that, for
the gift given to us by means of many,
thanks may be given by many persons
on your behalf.

1:1 “Christ” means “Anointed One”.
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12 For our boasting is this: the
testimony of our conscience that in
holiness and sincerity of God, not
in fleshly wisdom but in the grace
of God, we behaved ourselves in the
world, and more abundantly toward
you. 13 For we write no other things
to you than what you read or even
acknowledge, and I hope you will ac-
knowledge to the end— 14 as also you
acknowledged us in part—that we are
your boasting, even as you also are
ours, in the day of our Lord Jesus.

15 In this confidence, I was deter-
mined to come first to you, that you
might have a second benefit, 16 and by
you to pass into Macedonia, and again
from Macedonia to come to you, and
to be sent forward by you on my
journey to Judea. 17 When I therefore
planned this, did I show fickleness?
Or the things that I plan, do I plan
according to the flesh, that with me
there should be the “Yes, yes” and the
“No, no?” 18 But as God is faithful,
our word toward you was not “Yes
and no.” 19 For the Son of God, Jesus
Christ, who was preached among you
by us—by me, Silvanus, and Timothy
—was not “Yes and no,” but in him
is “Yes.” 20 For however many are
the promises of God, in him is the
“Yes.” Therefore also through him
is the “Amen”, to the glory of God
through us.

21 Now he who establishes us with
you in Christ and anointed us is God,
22who also sealed us and gave us the
down payment of the Spirit in our
hearts.

23But I call God for a witness to my
soul, that to spare you, I didn’t come
to Corinth. 24 We don’t control your
faith, but are fellow workers with you
for your joy. For you stand firm in
faith.

2
1But I determined this for myself,

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that I would not come to you again
in sorrow. 2For if I make you grieve,
then who will make me glad but he
who is made to grieve by me? 3 And
I wrote this very thing to you, so that
when I came, I wouldn’t have sorrow
from them of whom I ought to rejoice;
having confidence in you all that my
joy would be shared by all of you. 4For
out of much affliction and anguish
of heart I wrote to you with many
tears, not that you should be made to
grieve, but that you might know the
love that I have so abundantly for you.

5 But if any has caused sorrow, he
has caused sorrow not to me, but in
part (that I not press too heavily) to
you all. ¢ This punishment which was
inflicted by the many is sufficient for
such a one; 7 so that, on the contrary,
you should rather forgive him and
comfort him, lest by any means such
aone should be swallowed up with his
excessive sorrow. 8 Therefore I beg
you to confirm your love toward him.
9 For to this end I also wrote, that I
might know the proof of you, whether
you are obedient in all things. 10 Now
I also forgive whomever you forgive
anything. For if indeed I have for-
given anything, I have forgiven that
one for your sakes in the presence of
Christ, 1! that no advantage may be
gained over us by Satan, for we are
not ignorant of his schemes.

12 Now when I came to Troas for
the Good News of Christ, and when a
door was opened to me in the Lord,
13T had no relief for my spirit, because
I didn’t find Titus my brother, but
taking my leave of them, I went out
into Macedonia.

14 Now thanks be to God who al-
ways leads us in triumph in Christ,
and reveals through us the sweet
aroma of his knowledge in every
place. 15 For we are a sweet aroma of
Christ to God in those who are saved
and in those who perish: 16 to the one
a stench from death to death, to the
other a sweet aroma from life to life.
Who is sufficient for these things?
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17 For we are not as so many, peddling
the word of God. But as of sincerity,
but as of God, in the sight of God, we
speak in Christ.

3

1 Are we beginning again to com-
mend ourselves? Or do we need, as
do some, letters of commendation to
you or from you? 2 You are our letter,
written in our hearts, known and read
by all men, 3 being revealed that you
are a letter of Christ, served by us,
written not with ink, but with the
Spirit of the living God; not in tablets
of stone, but in tablets that are hearts
of flesh.

4 Such confidence we have through
Christ toward God, 5 not that we
are sufficient of ourselves to account
anything as from ourselves; but our
sufficiency is from God, ¢ who also
made us sufficient as servants of a
new covenant, not of the letter but of
the Spirit. For the letter kills, but the
Spirit gives life.

7But if the service of death, written
engraved on stones, came with glory,
so that the children of Israel could not
look steadfastly on the face of Moses
for the glory of his face, which was
passing away, 8 won't service of the
Spirit be with much more glory? °For
if the service of condemnation has
glory, the service of righteousness
exceeds much more in glory. 10 For
most certainly that which has been
made glorious has not been made
glorious in this respect, by reason of
the glory that surpasses. 1! For if that
which passes away was with glory,
much more that which remains is in
glory.

12Having therefore such a hope, we
use great boldness of speech, 13 and
not as Moses, who put a veil on his
face so that the children of Israel
wouldn’t look steadfastly on the end
of that which was passing away. 14But
their minds were hardened, for until
this very day at the reading of the old
covenant the same veil remains, be-
cause in Christ it passes away. 15 But
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to this day, when Moses is read, a veil
lies on their heart. 16 But whenever
someone turns to the Lord, the veil
is taken away. 17 Now the Lord is
the Spirit; and where the Spirit of the
Lord is, there is liberty. 18 But we all,
with unveiled face seeing the glory
of the Lord as in a mirror, are trans-
formed into the same image from
glory to glory, even as from the Lord,
the Spirit.

4

1 Therefore, seeing we have this
ministry, even as we obtained mercy,
we don’t faint. 2 But we have
renounced the hidden things of
shame, not walking in craftiness nor
handling the word of God deceitfully,
but by the manifestation of the
truth commending ourselves to every
man’s conscience in the sight of God.
3 Even if our Good News is veiled,
it is veiled in those who are dying,
4in whom the god of this world has
blinded the minds of the unbelieving,
that the light of the Good News of
the glory of Christ, who is the image
of God, should not dawn on them.
5 For we don’t preach ourselves, but
Christ Jesus as Lord, and ourselves as
your servants for Jesus’ sake, 6 seeing
it is God who said, “Light will shine
out of darkness,”® who has shone
in our hearts to give the light of the
knowledge of the glory of God in the
face of Jesus Christ.

7But we have this treasure in clay
vessels, that the exceeding greatness
of the power may be of God and not
from ourselves. 8 We are pressed
on every side, yet not crushed; per-
plexed, yet not to despair; ° pursued,
yet not forsaken; struck down, yet not
destroyed; 10 always carrying in the
body the putting to death of the Lord
Jesus, that the life of Jesus may also be
revealed in our body. 1! For we who
live are always delivered to death for
Jesus’ sake, that the life also of Jesus

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may be revealed in our mortal flesh.
12 50 then death works in us, but life
in you.

13 But having the same spirit of
faith, according to that which is
written, “I believed, and therefore 1
spoke.”® We also believe, and there-
fore we also speak, 14 knowing that he
who raised the Lord Jesus will raise
us also with Jesus, and will present
us with you. 15 For all things are
for your sakes, that the grace, being
multiplied through the many, may
cause the thanksgiving to abound to
the glory of God.

16 Therefore we don’t faint, but
though our outward person is decay-
ing, yet our inward person is renewed
day by day. 7 For our light affliction,
which is for the moment, works for
us more and more exceedingly an
eternal weight of glory, 18 while we
don’t look at the things which are
seen, but at the things which are not
seen. For the things which are seen
are temporal, but the things which
are not seen are eternal.

1 For we know that if the earthly
house of our tent is dissolved, we
have a building from God, a house
not made with hands, eternal, in the
heavens. 2 For most certainly in this
we groan, longing to be clothed with
our habitation which is from heaven,
3if indeed being clothed, we will not
be found naked. 4 For indeed we
who are in this tent do groan, being
burdened, not that we desire to be
unclothed, but that we desire to be
clothed, that what is mortal may be
swallowed up by life. 5 Now he who
made us for this very thing is God,
who also gave to us the down pay-
ment of the Spirit.

6 Therefore we are always confi-
dent and know that while we are at
home in the body, we are absent from
the Lord; 7 for we walk by faith, not
by sight. 8 We are courageous, I say,

and are willing rather to be absent
from the body and to be at home
with the Lord. ° Therefore also we
make it our aim, whether at home
or absent, to be well pleasing to him.
10 For we must all be revealed before
the judgment seat of Christ that each
one may receive the things in the
body according to what he has done,
whether good or bad.

11 Knowing therefore the fear of
the Lord, we persuade men, but we
are revealed to God, and I hope that
we are revealed also in your con-
sciences. 12 For we are not commend-
ing ourselves to you again, but speak
as giving you occasion of boasting on
our behalf, that you may have some-
thing to answer those who boast in
appearance and not in heart. 13 For if
we are beside ourselves, it is for God.
Or if we are of sober mind, it is for you.
14 For the love of Christ compels us;
because we judge thus: that one died
for all, therefore all died. 15 He died
for all, that those who live should
no longer live to themselves, but to
him who for their sakes died and rose
again.

16 Therefore we know no one ac-
cording to the flesh from now on.
Even though we have known Christ
according to the flesh, yet now we
know him so no more. 17 Therefore
if anyone is in Christ, he is a new
creation. The old things have passed

away. Behold,” all things have be-
come new. 18 But all things are
of God, who reconciled us to him-
self through Jesus Christ, and gave
to us the ministry of reconciliation;
19 namely, that God was in Christ
reconciling the world to himself, not
reckoning to them their trespasses,
and having committed to us the word
of reconciliation.

20 We are therefore ambassadors
on behalf of Christ, as though God
were entreating by us: we beg you on
behalf of Christ, be reconciled to God.
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21 For him who knew no sin he made
to be sin on our behalf, so that in him
we might become the righteousness
of God.

1Working together, we entreat also
that you do not receive the grace of
God in vain. 2For he says,

“At an acceptable time I listened to
you.
In a day of salvation I helped you.”¥

Behold, now is the acceptable time.

3 We give no occasion of stumbling
in anything, that our service may
not be blamed, 4 but in everything
commending ourselves as servants of

13 Now in return—I speak as to my
children—you also open your hearts.

14 Don’t be unequally yoked with
unbelievers, for what fellowship do
righteousness and iniquity have? Or
what fellowship does light have with
darkness? 15 What agreement does
Christ have with Belial? Or what
portion does a believer have with an

1 Having therefore these promises,
beloved, let’s cleanse ourselves from
all defilement of flesh and spirit, per-
fecting holiness in the fear of God.

Z Open your hearts to us. We
wronged no one. We corrupted no
one. We took advantage of no one.
31 say this not to condemn you, for
I have said before that you are in
our hearts to die together and live
together. 4 Great is my boldness of
speech toward you. Great is my boast-
ing on your behalf. T am filled with
comfort. I overflow with joy in all our
affliction.

5 For even when we had come into
Macedonia, our flesh had no relief,
but we were afflicted on every side.
Fightings were outside. Fear was in-
side. 6 Nevertheless, he who comforts
the lowly, God, comforted us by the
coming of Titus, 7 and not by his
coming only, but also by the comfort
with which he was comforted in you
while he told us of your longing, your
mourning, and your zeal for me, so
that I rejoiced still more.

8 For though I grieved you with my
letter, I do not regret it, though I did
regret it. For I see that my letter made
you grieve, though just for a while.
91 now rejoice, not that you were
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grieved, but that you were grieved to
repentance. For you were grieved in
a godly way, that you might suffer
loss by us in nothing. 10 For godly
sorrow produces repentance leading
to salvation, which brings no regret.
But the sorrow of the world produces
death. 11 For behold, this same thing,
that you were grieved in a godly way,
what earnest care it worked in you.
Yes, what defense, indignation, fear,
longing, zeal, and vindication! In
everything you demonstrated your-
selves to be pure in the matter. 12 So
although I wrote to you, I wrote not
for his cause that did the wrong,
nor for his cause that suffered the
wrong, but that your earnest care for
us might be revealed in you in the
sight of God. 13 Therefore we have
been comforted. In our comfort we
rejoiced the more exceedingly for the
joy of Titus, because his spirit has
been refreshed by you all. 14 For if
in anything I have boasted to him on
your behalf, I was not disappointed.
But as we spoke all things to you in
truth, so our glorying also which I
made before Titus was found to be
truth. 15 His affection is more abun-
dantly toward you, while he remem-
bers all of your obedience, how with
fear and trembling you received him.
16 | rejoice that in everything I am
confident concerning you.

1 Moreover, brothers, we make
known to you the grace of God which
has been given in the assemblies of
Macedonia, 2 how in a severe ordeal
of affliction, the abundance of their
joy and their deep poverty abounded
to the riches of their generosity. 3 For
according to their power, I testify, yes
and beyond their power, they gave of
their own accord, 4 begging us with
much entreaty to receive this grace
and the fellowship in the service to
the saints.

17 For he indeed
accepted our exhortation, but being
himself very earnest, he went out to
you of his own accord. 18 We have sent
together with him the brother whose
praise in the Good News is known
throughout all the assemblies. 19 Not
only so, but he was also appointed by
the assemblies to travel with us in this
grace, which is served by us to the

His righteousness remains for-
ever."%

10 Now may he who supplies seed
to the sower and bread for food,
supply and multiply your seed for
sowing, and increase the fruits of
your righteousness, 1! you being en-
riched in everything for all generos-
ity, which produces thanksgiving to
God through us. 12 For this service
of giving that you perform not only
makes up for lack among the saints,
but abounds also through much giv-
ing of thanks to God, 13 seeing that
through the proof given by this ser-
vice, they glorify God for the obedi-
ence of your confession to the Good
News of Christ and for the generos-
ity of your contribution to them and
to all, 14 while they themselves also,
with supplication on your behalf,
yearn for you by reason of the exceed-
ing grace of God in you.

1 Now I Paul, myself, entreat you
by the humility and gentleness of
Christ, I who in your presence am
lowly among you, but being absent
am bold toward you. 2 Yes, I beg
you that I may not, when present,
show courage with the confidence
with which I intend to be bold against
some, who consider us to be walk-
ing according to the flesh. 3 For
though we walk in the flesh, we
don’t wage war according to the flesh;
4 for the weapons of our warfare
are not of the flesh, but mighty be-
fore God to the throwing down of

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strongholds, 5 throwing down imag-
inations and every high thing that
is exalted against the knowledge of
God and bringing every thought into
captivity to the obedience of Christ,
6 and being in readiness to avenge all
disobedience when your obedience is
made full.

7 Do you look at things only as
they appear in front of your face? If
anyone trusts in himself that he is
Christ’s, let him consider this again
with himself, that even as he is
Christ’s, so we also are Christ’s. & For
even if I boast somewhat abundantly
concerning our authority, which the
Lord gave for building you up and not
for casting you down, I will not be
ashamed, 9 that I may not seem as if
I desire to terrify you by my letters.
10 For, “His letters”, they say, “are
weighty and strong, but his bodily
presence is weak, and his speech is
despised.” 11 Let such a person con-
sider this, that what we are in word by
letters when we are absent, such are
we also in deed when we are present.

12 For we are not bold to number
or compare ourselves with some of
those who commend themselves. But
they themselves, measuring them-
selves by themselves, and compar-
ing themselves with themselves, are
without understanding. 13 But we
will not boast beyond proper limits,
but within the boundaries with which
God appointed to us, which reach
even to you. 14 For we don't stretch
ourselves too much, as though we
didn’t reach to you. For we came even
as far as to you with the Good News of
Christ, 15 not boasting beyond proper
limits in other men’s labors, but hav-
ing hope that as your faith grows,
we will be abundantly enlarged by
you in our sphere of influence, 16 so
as to preach the Good News even to
the parts beyond you, not to boast in
what someone else has already done.
17 But “he who boasts, let him boast
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in the Lord.”® 18 For it isn’t he who
commends himself who is approved,
but whom the Lord commends.

11 wish that you would bear with
me in a little foolishness, but indeed
you do bear with me. 2For I am jeal-
ous over you with a godly jealousy.
For I promised you in marriage to one
husband, that I might present you as
a pure virgin to Christ. 3 But I am
afraid that somehow, as the serpent
deceived Eve in his craftiness, so your
minds might be corrupted from the
simplicity that is in Christ. 4 For if
he who comes preaches another Jesus
whom we didn’t preach, or if you
receive a different spirit which you
didn’t receive, or a different “good
news” which you didn’t accept, you
put up with that well enough.

81 robbed
other assemblies, taking wages from
them that I might serve you.  When
I was present with you and was in
need, Iwasn’t aburden on anyone, for
the brothers, when they came from
Macedonia, supplied the measure of
my need. In everything I kept myself
from being burdensome to you, and I
will continue to do so. 10 As the truth
of Christ is in me, no one will stop me
from this boasting in the regions of
Achaia. 11 Why? Because I don’t love
you? God knows.

12But what I do, that I will continue
to do, that I may cut off opportunity
from those who desire an opportu-
nity, that in which they boast, they
may be recognized just like us. 13 For

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such men are false apostles, deceit-
ful workers, masquerading as Christ’s
apostles. 14 And no wonder, for even
Satan masquerades as an angel of
light. 151t is no great thing therefore
if his servants also masquerade as
servants of righteousness, whose end
will be according to their works.

16 ] say again, let no one think me
foolish. But if so, yet receive me
as foolish, that I also may boast a
little. 17 That which I speak, I don’t
speak according to the Lord, but as
in foolishness, in this confidence of
boasting. 18 Seeing that many boast
after the flesh, I will also boast. 12 For
you bear with the foolish gladly, be-
ing wise. 20 For you bear with a man
if he brings you into bondage, if he
devours you, if he takes you captive, if
he exalts himself, or if he strikes you
on the face. 21 To my shame, I speak
as though we had been weak. Yet in
whatever way anyone is bold (I speak
in foolishness), I am bold also. 22 Are
they Hebrews? So am I. Are they
Israelites? So am L. Are they the off-

spring* of Abraham? So am I. 23 Are
they servants of Christ? (I speak
as one beside himself.) I am more
so: in labors more abundantly, in
prisons more abundantly, in stripes
above measure, and in deaths often.
24 Five times I received forty stripes
minus one from the Jews.

Once
I was stoned. Three times I suffered
shipwreck. 1 have been a night and
a day in the deep. 261 have been in
travels often, perils of rivers, perils of
robbers, perils from my countrymen,
perils from the Gentiles, perils in the
city, perils in the wilderness, perils in
the sea, perils among false brothers;
27 in labor and travail, in watchings
often, in hunger and thirst, in fastings
often, and in cold and nakedness.
28Besides those things that are out-
side, there is that which presses on
me daily: anxiety for all the assem-
blies. 22 Who is weak, and I am not
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weak? Who is caused to stumble, and
I don’t burn with indignation?

30 If I must boast, I will boast of
the things that concern my weakness.
31 The God and Father of the Lord
Jesus Christ, he who is blessed forever
more, knows that I don’t lie. 32 In
Damascus the governor under King
Aretas guarded the Damascenes’ city,
desiring to arrest me. 331 was let
down in a basket through a window
by the wall, and escaped his hands.

11t is doubtless not profitable for
me to boast, but I will come to visions
and revelations of the Lord. 21 know a
man in Christ who was caught up into
the third heaven fourteen years ago
—whether in the body, 1 don’t know,
or whether out of the body, I don’t
know; God knows. 31 know such a
man (whether in the body, or outside
of the body, I don’t know; God knows),
4how he was caught up into Paradise
and heard unspeakable words, which
it is not lawful for a man to utter. 50n
behalf of such a one I will boast, but
on my own behalf I will not boast,
except in my weaknesses. © For if I
would desire to boast, I will not be
foolish; for I will speak the truth. But
I refrain, so that no man may think
more of me than that which he sees
in me or hears from me. 7 By reason
of the exceeding greatness of the rev-
elations, that I should not be exalted
excessively, a thorn in the flesh was
given to me: a messenger of Satan
to torment me, that I should not be
exalted excessively. 8 Concerning this
thing, I begged the Lord three times
that it might depart from me. ° He
has said to me, “My grace is sufficient
for you, for my power is made perfect
in weakness.” Most gladly therefore
I will rather glory in my weaknesses,
that the power of Christ may rest on
me,

10 Therefore 1 take pleasure in
weaknesses, in injuries, in neces-
sities, in persecutions, and in dis-
tresses, for Christ’s sake. For when
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I am weak, then am I strong. 111
have become foolish in boasting. You
compelled me, for I ought to have
been commended by you, for I am in
no way inferior to the very best apos-
tles, though I am nothing. 12 Truly
the signs of an apostle were worked
among you in all perseverance, in
signs and wonders and mighty works.
13 For what is there in which you
were made inferior to the rest of the
assemblies, unless it is that I myself
was not a burden to you? Forgive me
this wrong!

14 Behold, this is the third time I
am ready to come to you, and I will
not be a burden to you; for I seek
not your possessions, but you. For
the children ought not to save up
for the parents, but the parents for
the children. 151 will most gladly
spend and be spent for your souls.
If 1 love you more abundantly, am I
loved the less? 16 Even so, I myself
didn’t burden you. But you might say
that being crafty, 1 caught you with
deception. 17 Did I take advantage of
you by anyone of those whom I have
sent to you? 181 exhorted Titus, and I
sent the brother with him. Did Titus
take any advantage of you? Didn’t we
walk in the same spirit? Didn’t we
walk in the same steps?

19 Again, do you think that we are
excusing ourselves to you? In the
sight of God we speak in Christ. Butall
things, beloved, are for your edifying.
20 For I am afraid that perhaps when
I come, I might find you not the way
[ want to, and that I might be found
by you as you don’t desire, that per-
haps there would be strife, jealousy,
outbursts of anger, factions, slander,
whisperings, proud thoughts, or ri-
ots, 21 that again when I come my God
would humble me before you, and I
would mourn for many of those who
have sinned before now, and not re-
pented of the uncleanness, sexual im-
morality, and lustfulness which they
committed.
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1 This is the third time I am com-
ing to you. “At the mouth of two
or three witnesses shall every word
be established.”® 21 have warned
previously, and I warn again, as when
Iwas present the second time, so now,
being absent, I write to those who
have sinned before now and to all the
rest that if I come again, I will not
spare, 3 seeing that you seek a proof
of Christ who speaks in me who is not
weak, but is powerful in you. 4 For he
was crucified through weakness, yet
he lives through the power of God.
For we also are weak in him, but we
will live with him through the power
of God toward you.

5 Examine your own selves,
whether you are in the faith. Test
your own selves. Or don’t you know
about your own selves, that Jesus
Christ is in you?—unless indeed you
are disqualified. 6 But I hope that you
will know that we aren’t disqualified.

7 Now I pray to God that you do
no evil; not that we may appear ap-
proved, but that you may do that
which is honorable, though we may
seem to have failed. 8 For we can
do nothing against the truth, but for
the truth. 9 For we rejoice when we
are weak and you are strong. We
also pray for this: your becoming
perfect. 10For this cause I write these
things while absent, that I may not
deal sharply when present, according
to the authority which the Lord gave
me for building up and not for tearing
down.

11 Finally, brothers, rejoice! Be
perfected. Be comforted. Be of the
same mind. Live in peace, and the
God of love and peace will be with
you. 12 Greet one another with a holy
kiss.

13 All the saints greet you.

14 The grace of the Lord Jesus
Christ, God’s love, and the fellowship
of the Holy Spirit be with you all.
Amen.

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Paul’s Letter to the
Galatians

1 Paul, an apostle—not from men,
nor through man, but through Je-
sus Christ,” and God the Father, who
raised him from the dead— 2 and all
the brothers™ who are with me, to
the assemblies of Galatia: 3 Grace to
you and peace from God the Father
and our Lord Jesus Christ, 4 who gave
himself for our sins, that he might
deliver us out of this present evil
age, according to the will of our God
and Father— 5 to whom be the glory
forever and ever. Amen.

6 I marvel that you are so quickly
deserting him who called you in
the grace of Christ to a different
“good news”, 7but there isn’t another
“good news.” Only there are some
who trouble you and want to per-
vert the Good News of Christ. 8 But
even though we, or an angel from
heaven, should preach to you any
“good news” other than that which
we preached to you, let him be cursed.
9 As we have said before, so I now say
again: if any man preaches to you any
“good news” other than that which
you received, let him be cursed.

10For am I now seeking the favor of
men, or of God? Or am I striving to
please men? For if I were still pleasing
men, Il wouldn’t be a servant of Christ.

11 But [ make known to you, broth-
ers, concerning the Good News which
was preached by me, that it is not ac-
cording to man. 12For I didn’t receive
it from man, nor was I taught it, but
it came to me through revelation of
Jesus Christ. 13 For you have heard
of my way of living in time past in
the Jews’ religion, how that beyond
measure I persecuted the assembly
of God and ravaged it. 141 advanced

may also be correctly translated “brothers and sisters” or “siblings.”
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in the Jews’ religion beyond many of
my own age among my countrymen,
being more exceedingly zealous for
the traditions of my fathers. 15 But
when it was the good pleasure of God,
who separated me from my mother’s
womb and called me through his
grace, 16 to reveal his Son in me, that
I might preach him among the Gen-
tiles, I didn’t immediately confer with
flesh and blood, 17 nor did I go up to
Jerusalem to those who were apostles
before me, but I went away into Ara-
bia. Then I returned to Damascus.

18 Then after three years I went up
to Jerusalem to visit Peter, and stayed
with him fifteen days. 19 But of the
other apostles I saw no one except
James, the Lord’s brother. 20 Now
about the things which I write to you,
behold,¥ before God, I'm not lying.
21Then I came to the regions of Syria
and Cilicia. 221 was still unknown
by face to the assemblies of Judea
which were in Christ, 23 but they only
heard, “He who once persecuted us
now preaches the faith that he once
tried to destroy.” 24 So they glorified
God in me.

2

1 Then after a period of fourteen
years 1 went up again to Jerusalem
with Barnabas, taking Titus also with
me. 21 went up by revelation, and
I laid before them the Good News
which I preach among the Gentiles,
but privately before those who were
respected, for fear that I might be
running, or had run, in vain. 3 But
not even Titus, who was with me,
being a Greek, was compelled to be
circumcised. 4 This was because of
the false brothers secretly brought in,
who stole in to spy out our liberty
which we have in Christ Jesus, that
they might bring us into bondage, 5 to
whom we gave no place in the way

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of subjection, not for an hour, that
the truth of the Good News might
continue with you. ¢But from those
who were reputed to be important
—whatever they were, it makes no
difference to me; God doesn’t show
partiality to man —they, I say, who
were respected imparted nothing to
me, 7 but to the contrary, when they
saw that I had been entrusted with
the Good News for the uncircum-
cised, even as Peter with the Good
News for the circumcised— 8 for he
who worked through Peter in the
apostleship with the circumcised also
worked through me with the Gentiles
— 9 and when they perceived the
grace that was given to me, James and
Cephas and John, those who were re-
puted to be pillars, gave to Barnabas
and me the right hand of fellowship,
that we should go to the Gentiles,
and they to the circumcision. 1° They
only asked us to remember the poor
—which very thing I was also zealous
to do.

11But when Peter came to Antioch,
I resisted him to his face, because he
stood condemned. 12 For before some
people came from James, he ate with
the Gentiles. But when they came,
he drew back and separated himself,
fearing those who were of the cir-
cumcision. 13 And the rest of the
Jews joined him in his hypocrisy, so
that even Barnabas was carried away
with their hypocrisy. 14 But when I
saw that they didn’t walk uprightly
according to the truth of the Good
News, I said to Peter before them
all, “If you, being a Jew, live as the
Gentiles do, and not as the Jews do,
why do you compel the Gentiles to
live as the Jews do?

15 “We, being Jews by nature and
not Gentile sinners, 16 yet knowing
that a man is not justified by the
works of the law but through faith
in Jesus Christ, even we believed in
Christ Jesus, that we might be justi-

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fied by faith in Christ and not by the
works of the law, because no flesh will
be justified by the works of the law.
17 But if while we sought to be justi-
fied in Christ, we ourselves also were
found sinners, is Christ a servant of
sin? Certainly not! 18 For if I build up
again those things which I destroyed,
I prove myself a law-breaker. 19 For
I through the law died to the law,
that I might live to God. 201 have
been crucified with Christ, and it is no
longer I who live, but Christ lives in
me. That life which I now live in the
flesh, 1live by faith in the Son of God,
who loved me and gave himself up for
me. 211 don’t reject the grace of God.
For if righteousness is through the
law, then Christ died for nothing!”

3

1 Foolish Galatians, who has be-
witched you not to obey the truth,
before whose eyes Jesus Christ was
openly portrayed among you as cru-
cified? 21 just want to learn this from
you: Did you receive the Spirit by the
works of the law, or by hearing of
faith? 3 Are you so foolish? Having
begun in the Spirit, are you now com-
pleted in the flesh? 4 Did you suffer
so many things in vain, if it is indeed
in vain? 5 He therefore who supplies
the Spirit to you and does miracles
among you, does he do it by the works
of the law, or by hearing of faith?
6 Even so, Abraham “believed God,
and it was counted to him for righ-
teousness.”® 7 Know therefore that
those who are of faith are children of
Abraham. 8 The Scripture, foreseeing
that God would justify the Gentiles
by faith, preached the Good News
beforehand to Abraham, saying, “In
you all the nations will be blessed.”®
9 So then, those who are of faith are
blessed with the faithful Abraham.

10 For as many as are of the works
of the law are under a curse. For it
is written, “Cursed is everyone who

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doesn’t continue in all things that
are written in the book of the law,
to do them.”™ 11 Now that no man
is justified by the law before God is
evident, for, “The righteous will live
by faith.”®* 12 The law is not of faith,
but, “The man who does them will
live by them.”®*

13 Christ redeemed us from the
curse of the law, having become a
curse for us. For it is written, “Cursed
is everyone who hangs on a tree,”®
14 that the blessing of Abraham might
come on the Gentiles through Christ
Jesus, that we might receive the
promise of the Spirit through faith.

15 Brothers, speaking of human
terms, though it is only a man’s
covenant, yet when it has been con-
firmed, no one makes it void or adds
to it. 16 Now the promises were spo-
ken to Abraham and to his offspring.*
He doesn’t say, “To descendantsT”, as
of many, but as of one, “To your off-
spring”, ¥ which is Christ. 17 Now I say
this: A covenant confirmed before-
hand by God in Christ, the law, which
came four hundred thirty years after,
does not annul, so as to make the
promise of no effect. 18 For if the
inheritance is of the law, it is no more
of promise; but God has granted it to
Abraham by promise.

19 Then why is there the law? It
was added because of transgressions,
until the offspring should come to
whom the promise has been made.
It was ordained through angels by
the hand of a mediator. 20 Now a
mediator is not between one, but God
is one.

21 Is the law then against the
promises of God? Certainly not! For
if there had been a law given which
could make alive, most certainly righ-
teousness would have been of the law.
22 But the Scripture imprisoned all

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things under sin, that the promise by
faith in Jesus Christ might be given to
those who believe.

23 But before faith came, we were
kept in custody under the law, con-
fined for the faith which should after-
wards be revealed. 24 So that the law
has become our tutor to bring us to
Christ, that we might be justified by
faith. 25 But now that faith has come,
we are no longer under a tutor. 26 For
you are all children of God, through
faith in Christ Jesus. 27 For as many
of you as were baptized into Christ
have put on Christ. 28 There is neither
Jew nor Greek, there is neither slave
nor free man, there is neither male
nor female; for you are all one in
Christ Jesus. 29 If you are Christ’s,
then you are Abraham’s offspring and
heirs according to promise.

4

1 But I say that so long as the heir
is a child, he is no different from a
bondservant, though he is lord of all,
2 but is under guardians and stew-
ards until the day appointed by the
father. 3 So we also, when we were
children, were held in bondage under
the elemental principles of the world.
4 But when the fullness of the time
came, God sent out his Son, born to a
woman, born under the law, 5 that he
might redeem those who were under
the law, that we might receive the
adoption as children. 6 And because
you are children, God sent out the
Spirit of his Son into your hearts, cry-

ing, “Abba,* Father!” 7 So you are no
longer a bondservant, but a son; and
if a son, then an heir of God through
Christ.

8 However at that time, not know-
ing God, you were in bondage to those
who by nature are not gods. 9 But
now that you have come to know God,
or rather to be known by God, why
do you turn back again to the weak

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and miserable elemental principles,
to which you desire to be in bondage
all over again? 10 You observe days,
months, seasons, and years. 111
am afraid for you, that I might have
wasted my labor for you.

121 beg you, brothers, become as
I am, for I also have become as you
are. You did me no wrong, 13 but
you know that because of weakness in
the flesh I preached the Good News
to you the first time. !4 That which
was a temptation to you in my flesh,
you didn’t despise nor reject; but you
received me as an angel of God, even
as Christ Jesus.

15 What was the blessing you en-
joyed? For I testify to you that, if
possible, you would have plucked out
your eyes and given them to me. 16 So
then, have I become your enemy by
telling you the truth? 17 They zeal-
ously seek you in no good way. No,
they desire to alienate you, that you
may seek them. 18 But it is always
good to be zealous in a good cause,
and not only when [ am present with
you.

19 My little children, of whom I am
again in travail until Christ is formed
in you— 20 but I could wish to be
present with you now, and to change
my tone, for I am perplexed about
you.

21 Tell me, you that desire to be
under the law, don’t you listen to
the law? 22 For it is written that
Abraham had two sons, one by the
servant, and one by the free woman.
23 However, the son by the servant
was born according to the flesh, but
the son by the free woman was born
through promise. 24 These things
contain an allegory, for these are two
covenants. One is from Mount Sinai,
bearing children to bondage, which
is Hagar. 25 For this Hagar is Mount
Sinai in Arabia, and answers to the
Jerusalem that exists now, for she is
in bondage with her children. 26 But

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the Jerusalem that is above is free,
which is the mother of us all. 27 For
it is written,

“Rejoice, you barren who don’t bear.

Break out and shout, you who
don’t travail.

For the desolate women have

28 Now we, brothers, as Isaac was,
are children of promise. 2° But as
then, he who was born according to
the flesh persecuted him who was
born according to the Spirit, so also
it is now. 30 However, what does
the Scripture say? “Throw out the
servant and her son, for the son of
the servant will not inherit with the
son of the free woman.”** 31 So then,
brothers, we are not children of a
servant, but of the free woman.

1Stand firm therefore in the liberty
by which Christ has made us free, and
don’t be entangled again with a yoke
of bondage.

2 Behold, 1, Paul, tell you that if
you receive circumcision, Christ will
profit you nothing. 3 Yes, I testify
again to every man who receives cir-
cumcision that he is a debtor to do
the whole law. 4 You are alienated
from Christ, you who desire to be
justified by the law. You have fallen
away from grace. 5 For we through
the Spirit, by faith wait for the hope
of righteousness. ¢ For in Christ Jesus
neither circumcision nor uncircum-
cision amounts to anything, but faith
working through love.

7 You were running welll Who
interfered with you that you should
not obey the truth? 8 This persuasion
is not from him who calls you. 9 A
little yeast grows through the whole
lump. 201 have confidence toward
you in the Lord that you will think no
other way. But he who troubles you
will bear his judgment, whoever he is.
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11 But I, brothers, if I still preach
circumcision, why am I still perse-
cuted? Then the stumbling block of
the cross has been removed. 121 wish
that those who disturb you would cut
themselves off.

13 For you, brothers, were called
for freedom. Only don’t use your
freedom as an opportunity for the
flesh, but through love be servants to
one another. 14 For the whole law is
fulfilled in one word, in this: “You
shall love your neighbor as your-
self.”® 15 But if you bite and devour
one another, be careful that you don’t
consume one another.

16 But I say, walk by the Spirit, and
you won't fulfill the lust of the flesh.
17For the flesh lusts against the Spirit,
and the Spirit against the flesh; and
these are contrary to one another,
that you may not do the things that
you desire. 18 But if you are led
by the Spirit, you are not under the
law. 19 Now the deeds of the flesh
are obvious, which are: adultery,
sexual immorality, uncleanness, lust-
fulness, 20 idolatry, sorcery, hatred,
strife, jealousies, outbursts of anger,
rivalries, divisions, heresies, 2 envy,
murders, drunkenness, orgies, and
things like these; of which I forewarn
you, even as [ also forewarned you,
that those who practice such things
will not inherit God’s Kingdom.

22 But the fruit of the Spirit is love,
joy, peace, patience, kindness, good-
ness, faith,” 23 gentleness, and self-
control. Against such things there
is no law. 24 Those who belong to
Christ have crucified the flesh with its
passions and lusts.

25 1f we live by the Spirit, let’s also
walk by the Spirit. 26 Let’s not be-
come conceited, provoking one an-
other, and envying one another.

1 Brothers, even if a man is caught
in some fault, you who are spiritual

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must restore such a one in a spirit
of gentleness, looking to yourself so
that you also aren’t tempted. 2 Bear
one another’s burdens, and so fulfill
the law of Christ. 3 For if a man
thinks himself to be something when
he is nothing, he deceives himself.
4 But let each man examine his own
work, and then he will have reason to
boast in himself, and not in someone
else.

God is not
mocked, for whatever a man sows,
that he will also reap. 8 For he who
sows to his own flesh will from the
flesh reap corruption. But he who
sows to the Spirit will from the Spirit
reap eternal life. o Let’s not be weary
in doing good, for we will reap in
due season if we don’t give up. 10 So
then, as we have opportunity, let’s
do what is good toward all men, and
especially toward those who are of
the household of the faith.

11 See with what large letters I
write to you with my own hand. 12 As
many as desire to make a good im-
pression in the flesh compel you to
be circumcised, just so they may not
be persecuted for the cross of Christ.
13 For even they who receive circum-
cision don’t keep the law themselves,
but they desire to have you circum-
cised, so that they may boast in your
flesh. 14 But far be it from me to
boast except in the cross of our Lord
Jesus Christ, through which the world
has been crucified to me, and I to
the world. 15 For in Christ Jesus
neither is circumcision anything, nor
uncircumcision, but a new creation.
16 As many as walk by this rule, peace
and mercy be on them, and on God’s
Israel.

17 From now on, let no one cause
me any trouble, for I bear the marks
of the Lord Jesus branded on my body.
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18 The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ
be with your spirit, brothers. Amen.
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Paul’s Letter to the
Ephesians

1 Paul, an apostle of Christ™ Jesus
through the will of God, to the saints
who are at Ephesus, and the faithful
in Christ Jesus: 2 Grace to you and
peace from God our Father and the
Lord Jesus Christ.

3 Blessed be the God and Father of
our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed
us with every spiritual blessing in the
heavenly places in Christ, 4even as he
chose us in him before the foundation
of the world, that we would be holy
and without defect before him in love,
5 having predestined us for adoption
as children through Jesus Christ to
himself, according to the good plea-
sure of his desire, 6 to the praise of
the glory of his grace, by which he
freely gave us favor in the Beloved.
7 In him we have our redemption
through his blood, the forgiveness
of our trespasses, according to the
riches of his grace 8 which he made
to abound toward us in all wisdom
and prudence, 9 making known to us
the mystery of his will, according to
his good pleasure which he purposed
in him 10 to an administration of the
fullness of the times, to sum up all
things in Christ, the things in the
heavens and the things on the earth,
in him. 1 We were also assigned an
inheritance in him, having been fore-
ordained according to the purpose
of him who does all things after the
counsel of his will, 12 to the end that
we should be to the praise of his glory,
we who had before hoped in Christ.
13 In him you also, having heard the
word of the truth, the Good News
of your salvation—in whom, having
also believed, you were sealed with
the promised Holy Spirit, 14 who is
a pledge of our inheritance, to the

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redemption of God’s own possession,
to the praise of his glory.

15 For this cause I also, having
heard of the faith in the Lord Je-
sus which is among you and the
love which you have toward all the
saints, 16 don’t cease to give thanks
for you, making mention of you in my
prayers, 17 that the God of our Lord
Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may
give to you a spirit of wisdom and
revelation in the knowledge of him,

18 having the eyes of your heartst
enlightened, that you may know what
is the hope of his calling, and what
are the riches of the glory of his in-
heritance in the saints, 19 and what is
the exceeding greatness of his power
toward us who believe, according to
that working of the strength of his
might 20 which he worked in Christ
when he raised him from the dead
and made him to sit at his right hand
in the heavenly places, 2! far above
all rule, authority, power, dominion,
and every name that is named, not
only in this age, but also in that which
is to come. 22 He put all things in
subjection under his feet, and gave
him to be head over all things for the
assembly, 23 which is his body, the
fullness of him who fills all in all.

2

1 You were made alive when you
were dead in transgressions and sins,
2in which you once walked according
to the course of this world, according
to the prince of the power of the
air, the spirit who now works in the
children of disobedience. 3 We also
all once lived among them in the
lusts of our flesh, doing the desires of
the flesh and of the mind, and were
by nature children of wrath, even as
the rest. 4 But God, being rich in
mercy, for his great love with which
he loved us, 5 even when we were
dead through our trespasses, made us
alive together with Christ—by grace

T 1:18 TR reads “understanding” instead of “hearts”
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you have been saved — ¢ and raised
us up with him, and made us to sit
with him in the heavenly places in
Christ Jesus, 7 that in the ages to come
he might show the exceeding riches
of his grace in kindness toward us in
Christ Jesus; 8 for by grace you have
been saved through faith, and that
not of yourselves; it is the gift of God,
9 not of works, that no one would
boast. 10 For we are his workman-
ship, created in Christ Jesus for good
works, which God prepared before
that we would walk in them.

11 Therefore remember that once
you, the Gentiles in the flesh, who
are called “uncircumcision” by that
which is called “circumcision” (in
the flesh, made by hands), 12 that
you were at that time separate from
Christ, alienated from the common-
wealth of Israel, and strangers from
the covenants of the promise, hav-
ing no hope and without God in the
world. 13 But now in Christ Jesus
you who once were far off are made
near in the blood of Christ. 14 For
he is our peace, who made both one,
and broke down the middle wall of
separation, 15 having abolished in his
flesh the hostility, the law of com-
mandments contained in ordinances,
that he might create in himself one
new man of the two, making peace,
16 and might reconcile them both in
one body to God through the cross,
having killed the hostility through it.
17He came and preached peace to you
who were far off and to those who
were near. 18 For through him we
both have our access in one Spirit
to the Father. 19 So then you are
no longer strangers and foreigners,
but you are fellow citizens with the
saints and of the household of God,
20being built on the foundation of the
apostles and prophets, Christ Jesus
himself being the chief cornerstone;
21in whom the whole building, fitted
together, grows into a holy temple in
the Lord; 22in whom you also are built
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together for a habitation of God in the
Spirit.

3

1 For this cause I, Paul, am the
prisoner of Christ Jesus on behalf of
you Gentiles, 2if it is so that you have
heard of the administration of that
grace of God which was given me to-
ward you, 3 how that by revelation the
mystery was made known to me, as [
wrote before in few words, 4by which,
when you read, you can perceive
my understanding in the mystery of
Christ, > which in other generations
was not made known to the children
of men, as it has now been revealed
to his holy apostles and prophets
in the Spirit, ¢ that the Gentiles are
fellow heirs and fellow members of
the body, and fellow partakers of his
promise in Christ Jesus through the
Good News, 7 of which I was made a
servant according to the gift of that
grace of God which was given me ac-
cording to the working of his power.
8 To me, the very least of all saints,
was this grace given, to preach to the
Gentiles the unsearchable riches of
Christ, 9 and to make all men see what
is the administration™ of the mystery
which for ages has been hidden in
God, who created all things through
Jesus Christ, 19 to the intent that now
through the assembly the manifold
wisdom of God might be made known
to the principalities and the powers
in the Eeavenly places, 11 according
to the eternal purpose which he ac-
complished in Christ Jesus our Lord.
12In him we have boldness and access
in confidence through our faith in
him. 13 Therefore I ask that you may
not lose heart at my troubles for you,
which are your glory.

14 For this cause, I bow my knees
to the Father of our Lord Jesus
Christ, 15 from whom every family
in heaven and on earth is named,
16 that he would grant you, accord-
ing to the riches of his glory, that

ever and ever. Amen.

11 therefore, the prisoner in the
Lord, beg you to walk worthily of the
calling with which you were called,
2with all lowliness and humility, with
patience, bearing with one another in
love, 3 being eager to keep the unity
of the Spirit in the bond of peace.
4 There is one body and one Spirit,
even as you also were called in one
hope of your calling, > one Lord, one
faith, one baptism, ¢ one God and Fa-
ther of all, who is over all and through
all and in us all. 7 But to each one
of us, the grace was given according
to the measure of the gift of Christ.
8 Therefore he says,
“When he ascended on high,

he led captivity captive,
and gave gifts to people.”™

9 Now this, “He ascended”, what is it
but that he also first descended into
the lower parts of the earth? 10 He
who descended is the one who also
ascended far above all the heavens,
that he might fill all things.

11 He gave some to be apostles;
and some, prophets; and some, evan-

gelists; and some, shepherds* and
teachers; 12 for the perfecting of the

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saints, to the work of serving, to the
building up of the body of Christ,
13 until we all attain to the unity of
the faith and of the knowledge of
the Son of God, to a full grown man,
to the measure of the stature of the
fullness of Christ, 14 that we may no
longer be children, tossed back and
forth and carried about with every
wind of doctrine, by the trickery of
men, in craftiness, after the wiles of
error; 15 but speaking truth in love,
we may grow up in all things into
him who is the head, Christ, 16 from
whom all the body, being fitted and
knit together through that which ev-
ery joint supplies, according to the
working in measure of each individ-
ual part, makes the body increase to
the building up of itself in love.

17 This I say therefore, and tes-
tify in the Lord, that you no longer
walk as the rest of the Gentiles also
walk, in the futility of their mind,
18 being darkened in their under-
standing, alienated from the life of
God because of the ignorance that is
in them, because of the hardening of
their hearts. 1° They, having become
callous, gave themselves up to lust, to
work all uncleanness with greediness.
20 But you didn’t learn Christ that
way, 21 if indeed you heard him and
were taught in him, even as truth
is in Jesus: 22 that you put away, as
concerning your former way of life,
the old man that grows corrupt after
the lusts of deceit, 23 and that you be
renewed in the spirit of your mind,
24and put on the new man, who in the
likeness of God has been created in
righteousness and holiness of truth.

25 Therefore, putting away false-
hood, speak truth each one with his
neighbor, for we are members of one
another. 26 “Be angry, and don’t
sin.”® Don’t let the sun go down on
your wrath, 27 and don’t give place™ to
the devil. 28 Let him who stole steal

T 4:27 or, opportunity
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no more; but rather let him labor,
producing with his hands something
that is good, that he may have some-
thing to give to him who has need.
29 Let no corrupt speech proceed out
of your mouth, but only what is good
for building others up as the need
may be, that it may give grace to
those who hear. 30 Don’t grieve the
Holy Spirit of God, in whom you were
sealed for the day of redemption.
31 Let all bitterness, wrath, anger,
outcry, and slander be put away from
you, with all malice. 32 And be kind
to one another, tender hearted, for-
giving each other, just as God also in
Christ forgave you.

5

1 Be therefore imitators of God, as
beloved children. 2 Walk in love,
even as Christ also loved us and gave
himself up for us, an offering and a
sacrifice to God for a sweet-smelling
fragrance.

3 But sexual immorality, and all
uncleanness or covetousness, let it
not even be mentioned among you, as
becomes saints; 4 nor filthiness, nor
foolish talking, nor jesting, which are
not appropriate, but rather giving of
thanks.

5 Know this for sure, that no sex-
ually immoral person, nor unclean
person, nor covetous man (who is an
idolater), has any inheritance in the
Kingdom of Christ and God.

6 Let no one deceive you with
empty words, for because of these
things the wrath of God comes on the
children of disobedience. 7 Therefore
don’t be partakers with them. 8 For
you were once darkness, but are now
light in the Lord. Walk as children
of light, 9 for the fruit of the Spirit is
in all goodness and righteousness and
truth, 19 proving what is well pleasing
to the Lord. 1! Have no fellowship
with the unfruitful deeds of darkness,
but rather even reprove them. 12 For
it is a shame even to speak of the

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things which are done by them in se-
cret. 13 But all things, when they are
reproved, are revealed by the light,
for everything that reveals is light.
14Therefore he says, “Awake, you who
sleep, and arise from the dead, and
Christ will shine on you.”

15 Therefore watch carefully how
you walk, not as unwise, but as wise,
16 redeeming the time, because the
days are evil. 17 Therefore, don’t be
foolish, but understand what the will
of the Lord is. 18 Don’t be drunken
with wine, in which is dissipation, but
be filled with the Spirit, 1° speaking
to one another in psalms, hymns, and
spiritual songs; singing and making
melody in your heart to the Lord;
20 giving thanks always concerning
all things in the name of our Lord
Jesus Christ to God, even the Father;
21 subjecting yourselves to one an-
other in the fear of Christ.

22 Wives, be subject to your own
husbands, as to the Lord. 23 For the
husband is the head of the wife, as
Christ also is the head of the assem-
bly, being himself the savior of the
body. 24But as the assembly is subject
to Christ, so let the wives also be to
their own husbands in everything.

25 Husbands, love your wives, even
as Christ also loved the assembly and
gave himself up for her, 26 that he
might sanctify her, having cleansed
her by the washing of water with the
word, 27 that he might present the
assembly to himself gloriously, not
having spot or wrinkle or any such
thing, but that she should be holy and
without defect. 28 Even so husbands
also ought to love their own wives
as their own bodies. He who loves
his own wife loves himself. 29 For
no man ever hated his own flesh,
but nourishes and cherishes it, even
as the Lord also does the assembly,
30 because we are members of his
body, of his flesh and bones. 31 “For
this cause a man will leave his father
and mother and will be joined to his
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wife. Then the two will become one
flesh.”® 32 This mystery is great,
but I speak concerning Christ and the
assembly. 33 Nevertheless each of you
must also love his own wife even as
himself; and let the wife see that she
respects her husband.

1 Children, obey your parents in
the Lord, for this is right. 2 “Honor
your father and mother,” which is the
first commandment with a promise:
3 “that it may be well with you, and
you may live long on the earth.”

4 You fathers, don’t provoke your
children to wrath, but nurture them
in the discipline and instruction of
the Lord.

5 Servants, be obedient to those
who according to the flesh are your
masters, with fear and trembling, in
singleness of your heart, as to Christ,
¢ not in the way of service only when
eyes are on you, as men pleasers, but
as servants of Christ, doing the will of
God from the heart, 7 with good will
doing service as to the Lord and not to
men, 8 knowing that whatever good
thing each one does, he will receive
the same good again from the Lord,
whether he is bound or free.

9 You masters, do the same things
to them, and give up threatening,
knowing that he who is both their
Master and yours is in heaven, and
there is no partiality with him.

10 Finally, be strong in the Lord and
in the strength of his might. 11 Put on
the whole armor of God, that you may
be able to stand against the wiles of
the devil. 12 For our wrestling is not
against flesh and blood, but against
the principalities, against the pow-
ers, against the world’s rulers of the
darkness of this age, and against the
spiritual forces of wickedness in the
heavenly places. 13 Therefore put on
the whole armor of God, that you may
be able to withstand in the evil day,
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and having done all, to stand. 14 Stand
therefore, having the utility belt of
truth buckled around your waist, and
having put on the breastplate of righ-
teousness, 15 and having fitted your
feet with the preparation of the Good
News of peace, ¢ above all, taking up
the shield of faith, with which you
will be able to quench all the fiery
darts of the evil one. 17 And take the
helmet of salvation, and the sword
of the Spirit, which is the word™ of
God; 18 with all prayer and requests,
praying at all times in the Spirit,
and being watchful to this end in all
perseverance and requests for all the
saints. 19 Pray for me, that utterance
may be given to me in opening my
mouth, to make known with boldness
the mystery of the Good News, 20 for
which I am an ambassador in chains;
that in it T may speak boldly, as I
ought to speak.

21 But that you also may know my
affairs, how I am doing, Tychicus, the
beloved brother and faithful servant
in the Lord, will make known to you
all things. 221 have sent him to you for
this very purpose, that you may know
our state and that he may comfort
your hearts.

23 Peace be to the brothers, and
love with faith, from God the Father
and the Lord Jesus Christ. 24 Grace be
with all those who love our Lord Jesus
Christ with incorruptible love. Amen.

31 thank my God whenever I re-
member you, 4 always in every re-
quest of mine on behalf of you all,
making my requests with joy, > for
your partnership$ in furtherance of
the Good News from the first day
until now; ¢ being confident of this
very thing, that he who began a good
work in you will complete it until the
day of Jesus Christ. 71t is even right
for me to think this way on behalf of
all of you, because I have you in my
heart, because both in my bonds and
in the defense and confirmation of
the Good News, you all are partakers
with me of grace. 8 For God is my
witness, how I long after all of you in
the tender mercies of Christ Jesus.

9 This I pray, that your love may
abound yet more and more in knowl-
edge and all discernment, 19 so that
you may approve the things that are
excellent, that you may be sincere
and without offense to the day of
Christ, 11 being filled with the fruits
of righteousness which are through
Jesus Christ, to the glory and praise of
God.

12 Now I desire to have you know,
brothers,” that the things which hap-

17 but the latter out of love, knowing
thatIam appointed for the defense of
the Good News.

18What does it matter? Only that in
every way, whether in pretense or in
truth, Christ is proclaimed. I rejoice
in this, yes, and will rejoice. 1° For
I know that this will turn out to my
salvation through your prayers and
the supply of the Spirit of Jesus Christ,
20 according to my earnest expecta-
tion and hope, that I will in no way be
disappointed, but with all boldness,
as always, now also Christ will be
magnified in my body, whether by life
or by death. 2! For to me to live is
Christ, and to die is gain. 22But if I live
on in the flesh, this will bring fruit
from my work; yet I don’t know what
I will choose. 23But I am hard pressed
between the two, having the desire
to depart and be with Christ, which
is far better. 24 Yet to remain in the
flesh is more needful for your sake.
25Having this confidence, I know that
I will remain, yes, and remain with
you all for your progress and joy in
the faith, 26 that your boasting¥ may
abound in Christ Jesus in me through
my presence with you again.

27 Only let your way of life be wor-
thy of the Good News of Christ, that
whether I come and see you or am
absent, I may hear of your state, that
you stand firm in one spirit, with one
soul striving for the faith of the Good
News; 28and in nothing frightened by

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the adversaries, which is for them a
proof of destruction, but to you of sal-
vation, and that from God. 29 Because
it has been granted to you on behalf of
Christ, not only to believe in him, but
also to suffer on his behalf, 30 having
the same conflict which you saw in
me and now hear is in me.

2

11f therefore there is any exhorta-
tion in Christ, if any consolation of
love, if any fellowship of the Spirit,
if any tender mercies and compas-
sion, Zmake my joy full by being like-
minded, having the same love, being
of one accord, of one mind; 3 doing
nothing through rivalry or through
conceit, but in humility, each count-
ing others better than himself; 4 each
of you not just looking to his own
things, but each of you also to the
things of others.

5 Have this in your mind, which
was also in Christ Jesus, 6 who, exist-
ing in the form of God, didn’t con-
sider equality with God a thing to
be grasped, 7 but emptied himself,
taking the form of a servant, being
made in the likeness of men. 8 And
being found in human form, he hum-
bled himself, becoming obedient to
the point of death, yes, the death
of the cross. 9 Therefore God also
highly exalted him, and gave to him
the name which is above every name,
10 that at the name of Jesus every
knee should bow, of those in heaven,
those on earth, and those under the
earth, 11 and that every tongue should
confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to
the glory of God the Father.

1250 then, my beloved, even as you
have always obeyed, not only in my
presence, but now much more in my
absence, work out your own salvation
with fear and trembling. 13 For it is
God who works in you both to will and
to work for his good pleasure.

14 Do all things without complain-
ing and arguing, 15 that you may be-
come blameless and harmless, chil-
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dren of God without defect in the
middle of a crooked and perverse
generation, among whom you are
seen as lights in the world, 6 holding
up the word of life, that I may have
something to boast in the day of
Christ that I didn’t run in vain nor la-
bor in vain. 17 Yes, and if I am poured
out on the sacrifice and service of
your faith, I am glad and rejoice with
you all. 18 In the same way, you also
should be glad and rejoice with me.

19 But I hope in the Lord Jesus to
send Timothy to you soon, that I also
may be cheered up when I know how
you are doing. 20 For I have no one
else like-minded, who will truly care
about you. 2! For they all seek their
own, not the things of Jesus Christ.
22 But you know that he has proved
himself. As a child serves a father, so
he served with me in furtherance of
the Good News. 23 Therefore I hope
to send him at once, as soon as I see
how it will go with me. 24But I trust in
the Lord that I myself also will come
shortly.

25But I thought it necessary to send
to you Epaphroditus, my brother,
fellow worker, fellow soldier, and
your apostle and servant of my need,
26since he longed for you all, and was
very troubled because you had heard
that he was sick. 27 For indeed he
was sick nearly to death, but God had
mercy on him, and not on him only,
but on me also, that I might not have
sorrow on sorrow. 281 have sent him
therefore the more diligently, that
when you see him again, you may
rejoice, and that I may be the less
sorrowful. 29Receive him therefore in
the Lord with all joy, and hold such
people in honor, 30 because for the
work of Christ he came near to death,
risking his life to supply that which
was lacking in your service toward
me.

3

1Finally, my brothers, rejoice in the
Lord! To write the same things to you,
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to me indeed is not tiresome, but for
you it is safe.

2 Beware of the dogs; beware of
the evil workers; beware of the false
circumcision. 3 For we are the cir-
cumcision, who worship God in the
Spirit, and rejoice in Christ Jesus,
and have no confidence in the flesh;
4 though I myself might have confi-
dence even in the flesh. If any other
man thinks that he has confidence in
the flesh, I yet more: 5 circumcised
the eighth day, of the stock of Israel,
of the tribe of Benjamin, a Hebrew of
Hebrews; concerning the law, a Phar-
isee; © concerning zeal, persecuting
the assembly; concerning the righ-
teousness which is in the law, found
blameless.

7 However, I consider those things
that were gain to me as a loss for
Christ. 8 Yes most certainly, and I
count all things to be a loss for the
excellency of the knowledge of Christ
Jesus, my Lord, for whom I suffered
the loss of all things, and count them
nothing but refuse, that I may gain
Christ ° and be found in him, not
having a righteousness of my own,
that which is of the law, but that
which is through faith in Christ, the
righteousness which is from God by
faith, 10 that I may know him and the

ower of his resurrection, and the fel-

owship of his sufferings, becoming
conformed to his death, 11 if by any
means | may attain to the resurrec-
tion from the dead. 12 Not that I have
already obtained, or am already made
perfect; but I press on, that I may take
hold of that for which also I was taken
hold of by Christ Jesus.

13Brothers, I don’t regard myself as
yet having taken hold, but one thing
I do: forgetting the things which are
behind and stretching forward to the
things which are before, 141 press on
toward the goal for the prize of the
high calling of God in Christ Jesus.
15 Let us therefore, as many as are
perfect, think this way. If in anything
you think otherwise, God will also
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reveal that to you. 16 Nevertheless,
to the extent that we have already
attained, let’s walk by the same rule.
Let’s be of the same mind.

17 Brothers, be imitators together
of me, and note those who walk this
way, even as you have us for an ex-
ample. 18 For many walk, of whom I
told you often, and now tell you even
weeping, as the enemies of the cross
of Christ, 19 whose end is destruction,
whose god is the belly, and whose
glory is in their shame, who think
about earthly things. 20 For our citi-
zenship is in heaven, from where we
also wait for a Savior, the Lord Jesus
Christ, 22 who will change the body of
our humiliation to be conformed to
the body of his glory, according to the
working by which he is able even to
subject all things to himself.

1 Therefore, my brothers, beloved
and longed for, my joy and crown,
stand firm in the Lord in this way, my
beloved.

2 1 exhort Euodia, and I exhort
Syntyche, to think the same way in
the Lord. 3 Yes, I beg you also, true
partner, help these women, for they
labored with me in the Good News
with Clement also, and the rest of my
fellow workers, whose names are in
the book of life.

4Rejoice in the Lord always! Again
Iwill say, “Rejoice!” 5Let your gentle-
ness be known to all men. The Lord is
at hand. ¢In nothing be anxious, but
in everything, by prayer and petition
with thanksgiving, let your requests
be made known to God. 7 And the
peace of God, which surpasses all un-
derstanding, will guard your hearts
and your thoughts in Christ Jesus.

8 Finally, brothers, whatever things
are true, whatever things are honor-
able, whatever things are just, what-
ever things are pure, whatever things
are lovely, whatever things are of
good report: if there is any virtue and
if there is anything worthy of praise,
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think about these things. ° Do the
things which you learned, received,
heard, and saw in me, and the God of
peace will be with you.

10 But I rejoice in the Lord greatly
that now at length you have revived
your thought for me; in which you did
indeed take thought, but you lacked
opportunity. 1! Not that I speak be-
cause of lack, for I have learned in
whatever state I am, to be content in
it. 121 know how to be humbled, and I
also know how to abound. In any and
all circumstances I have learned the
secret both to be filled and to be hun-
gry, both to abound and to be in need.
131 can do all things through Christ
who strengthens me. 4 However you
did well that you shared in my afflic-
tion. 15 You yourselves also know, you
Philippians, that in the beginning of
the Good News, when I departed from
Macedonia, no assembly shared with
me in the matter of giving and receiv-
ing but you only. 16 For even in Thes-
salonica you sent once and again to
my need. 17 Not that I seek for the gift,
but I seek for the fruit that increases
to your account. 18 But I have all
things and abound. 1 am filled, hav-
ing received from Epaphroditus the
things that came from you, a sweet-
smelling fragrance, an acceptable and
well-pleasing sacrifice to God. 1° My
God will supply every need of yours
according to his riches in glory in
Christ Jesus. 20 Now to our God and
Father be the glory forever and ever!
Amen.

21 Greet every saint in Christ Je-
sus. The brothers who are with me
greet you. 22 All the saints greet you,
especially those who are of Caesar’s
household.

23The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ
be with you all.

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Paul’s Letter to the
Colossians

1 Paul, an apostle of Christ™ Jesus
through the will of God, and Timothy
our brother, 2 to the saints and faith-
ful brothersT in Christ at Colossae:
Grace to you and peace from God our
Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.

3 We give thanks to God the Father
of our Lord Jesus Christ, praying al-
ways for you, 4 having heard of your
faith in Christ Jesus and of the love
which you have toward all the saints,
5because of the hope which is laid up
for you in the heavens, of which you
heard before in the word of the truth
of the Good News 6 which has come to
you, even as it is in all the world and is
bearing fruit and growing, as it does
in you also, since the day you heard
and knew the grace of God in truth,
7 even as you learned from Epaphras
our beloved fellow servant, who is
a faithful servant of Christ on your¥
behalf, 8 who also declared to us your
love in the Spirit.

9 For this cause, we also, since the
day we heard this, don’t cease pray-
ing and making requests for you, that
you may be filled with the knowledge
of his will in all spiritual wisdom and
understanding, 10 that you may walk
worthily of the Lord, to please him
in all respects, bearing fruit in ev-
ery good work and increasing in the
knowledge of God, 1! strengthened
with all power, according to the
might of his glory, for all endurance
and perseverance with joy, 12 giving
thanks to the Father, who made us fit
to be partakers of the inheritance of
the saints in light, 13 who delivered
us out of the power of darkness, and
translated us into the Kingdom of the
Son of his love, 14 in whom we have

in the faith, grounded and steadfast,
and not moved away from the hope
of the Good News which you heard,
which is being proclaimed in all cre-
ation under heaven, of which I, Paul,
was made a servant.

24Now I rejoice in my sufferings for
your sake, and fill up on my part that
which is lacking of the afflictions of
Christ in my flesh for his body’s sake,
which is the assembly, 25 of which
I was made a servant according to
the stewardship of God which was
given me toward you to fulfill the
word of God, 26 the mystery which
has been hidden for ages and genera-
tions. But now it has been revealed to
his saints, 27 to whom God was pleased
to make known what are the riches of

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the glory of this mystery among the
Gentiles, which is Christ in you, the
hope of glory. 28 We proclaim him,
admonishing every man and teaching
every man in all wisdom, that we may
present every man perfect in Christ
Jesus; 29 for which I also labor, striv-
ing according to his working, which
works in me mightily.

1 For I desire to have you know
how greatly I struggle for you and for
those at Laodicea, and for as many as
have not seen my face in the flesh;
2 that their hearts may be comforted,
they being knit together in love, and
gaining all riches of the full assur-
ance of understanding, that they may
know the mystery of God, both of the
Father and of Christ, 3in whom all the
treasures of wisdom and knowledge
are hidden. 4 Now I say this that no
one may delude you with persuasive-
ness of speech. 5 For though I am
absent in the flesh, yet I am with you
inthe spirit, rejoicing and seeing your
order, and the steadfastness of your
faith in Christ.

111In him you were also
circumcised with a circumcision not
made with hands, in the putting off
of the body of the sins of the flesh, in
the circumcision of Christ, 12 having
been buried with him in baptism, in
which you were also raised with him
through faith in the working of God,
who raised him from the dead.

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and the uncircumcision of your flesh.
He made you alive together with him,
having forgiven us all our trespasses,
M wiping out the handwriting in ordi-
nances which was against us. He has
taken it out of the way, nailing it to
the cross. 15Having stripped the prin-
cipalities and the powers, he made
a show of them openly, triumphing
over them in it.

16 Let no one therefore judge you
in eating or drinking, or with respect
to a feast day or a new moon or a
Sabbath day, 17 which are a shadow
of the things to come; but the body
is Christ’s. 18 Let no one rob you
of your prize by self-abasement and
worshiping of the angels, dwelling in
the things which he has not seen,
vainly puffed up by his fleshly mind,
19 and not holding firmly to the
Head, from whom all the body, being
supplied and knit together through
the joints and ligaments, grows with
God’s growth.

201f you died with Christ from the
elemental spirits of the world, why,
as though living in the world, do
you subject yourselves to ordinances,
21“Don’t handle, nor taste, nor touch”
22 (all of which perish with use), ac-
cording to the precepts and doctrines
of men? 23 These things indeed
appear like wisdom in self-imposed
worship, humility, and severity to the
body, but aren’t of any value against
the indulgence of the flesh.

L1f then you were raised together
with Christ, seek the things that are
above, where Christ is, seated on the
right hand of God. 2 Set your mind
on the things that are above, not on
the things that are on the earth. 3 For
you died, and your life is hidden with
Christ in God. 4 When Christ, our
life, is revealed, then you will also be
revealed with him in glory.

5Put to death therefore your mem-
bers which are on the earth: sexual

things’ sake the wrath of God comes
on the children of disobedience. 7 You
also once walked in those, when you
lived in them, 8 but now you must put
them all away: anger, wrath, malice,

1 Masters, give to your servants
that which is just and equal, knowing
that you also have a Master in heaven.

2 Continue steadfastly in prayer,
watching in it with thanksgiving,
3 praying together for us also, that
God may open to us a door for the
word, to speak the mystery of Christ,
for which I am also in bonds, 4 that I
may reveal it as I ought to speak.

5Walk in wisdom toward those who
are outside, redeeming the time. ¢Let
your speech always be with grace,
seasoned with salt, that you may
know how you ought to answer each
one.

7 All my affairs will be made known
to you by Tychicus, the beloved
brother, faithful servant, and fellow
bondservant in the Lord. 81 am
sending him to you for this very pur-
pose, that he may know your cir-
cumstances and comfort your hearts,
9together with Onesimus, the faithful
and beloved brother, who is one of
you. They will make known to you
everything that is going on here.

10 Aristarchus, my fellow prisoner,
greets you, and Mark the cousin of
Barnabas (concerning whom you re-
ceived instructions, “if he comes to
you, receive him”), 1 and Jesus who is
called Justus. These are my only fel-
low workers for God’s Kingdom who
are of the circumcision, men who
have been a comfort to me.
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12 Epaphras, who is one of you, a
servant of Christ, salutes you, always
striving for you in his prayers, that
you may stand perfect and complete
in all the will of God.

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Paul’s First Letter to the
Thessalonians

1 Paul, Silvanus, and Timothy, to
the assembly of the Thessalonians in
God the Father and the Lord Jesus
Christ:* Grace to you and peace from
God our Father and the Lord Jesus
Christ.

2 We always give thanks to God
for all of you, mentioning you in our
prayers, 3remembering without ceas-
ing your work of faith and labor of
love and perseverance of hope in our
Lord Jesus Christ, before our God and
Father. 4We know, brothersT loved by
God, that you are chosen, 5 and that
our Good News came to you not in
word only, but also in power, and in
the Holy Spirit and with much assur-
ance. You know what kind of men we
showed ourselves to be among you for
your sake. 6 You became imitators of
us and of the Lord, having received
the word in much affliction, with joy
of the Holy Spirit, 7 so that you be-
came an example to all who believe
in Macedonia and in Achaia. 8 For
from you the word of the Lord has
been declared, not only in Macedonia
and Achaia, but also in every place
your faith toward God has gone out,
so that we need not to say anything.
9For they themselves report concern-
ing us what kind of a reception we
had from you, and how you turned to
God from idols to serve a living and
true God, 10 and to wait for his Son
from heaven, whom he raised from
the dead: Jesus, who delivers us from
the wrath to come.

1 For you yourselves know, broth-
ers, our visit to you wasn’t in vain,
2but having suffered before and been
shamefully treated, as you know, at

to tell you the Good News of God in
much conflict. 3 For our exhortation
is not of error, nor of uncleanness,
nor in deception. 4 But even as we
have been approved by God to be
entrusted with the Good News, so we
speak—not as pleasing men, but God,
who tests our hearts. 5 For neither
were we at any time found using
words of flattery, as you know, nor
a cloak of covetousness (God is wit-
ness), © nor seeking glory from men
(neither from you nor from others),
when we might have claimed author-
ity as apostles of Christ. 7 But we
were gentle among you, like a nursing
mother cherishes her own children.

8Even so, affectionately longing for
you, we were well pleased to impart to
you not the Good News of God only,
but also our own souls, because you
had become very dear to us. 2 For you
remember, brothers, our labor and
travail; for working night and day,
that we might not burden any of you,
we preached to you the Good News of
God. 10You are witnesses with God
how holy, righteously, and blame-
lessly we behaved ourselves toward
you who believe. 11 As you know, we
exhorted, comforted, and implored
every one of you, as a father does
his own children, 12 to the end that
you should walk worthily of God, who
calls you into his own Kingdom and
glory.

13 For this cause we also thank God
without ceasing that when you re-
ceived from us the word of the mes-
sage of God, you accepted it not as
the word of men, but as it is in truth,
God’s word, which also works in you
who believe. 14 For you, brothers,
became imitators of the assemblies
of God which are in Judea in Christ
Jesus; for you also suffered the same
things from your own countrymen,
even as they did from the Jews 15 who

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killed both the Lord Jesus and their
own prophets, and drove us out, and
don’t please God, and are contrary to
all men, 16 forbidding us to speak to
the Gentiles that they may be saved,
to fill up their sins always.

17But we, brothers, being bereaved
of you for a short season in presence,
not in heart, tried even harder to see
your face with great desire, 18because
we wanted to come to you—indeed,
I, Paul, once and again —but Satan
hindered us. 19 For what is our hope,
or joy, or crown of rejoicing? Isn't it
even you, before our Lordjesus* athis
coming? 20 For you are our glory and
our joy.

1Therefore when we couldn’t stand
it any longer, we thought it good to
be left behind at Athens alone, 2 and
sent Timothy, our brother and God’s
servant in the Good News of Christ,
to establish you and to comfort you
concerning your faith, 3 that no one
would be moved by these afflictions.

6 But Timothy has just now come
to us from you, and brought us glad
news of your faith and love, and that
you have good memories of us always,
longing to see us, even as we also long
to see you. 7 For this cause, brothers,
we were comforted over you in all our
distress and affliction through your
faith. 8 For now we live, if you stand
fast in the Lord. 9 For what thanks-
giving can we render again to God

11 Now may our God and Father
himself, and our Lord Jesus Christ,
direct our way to you. 12May the Lord
make you to increase and abound in
love toward one another and toward
all men, even as we also do toward
you, 13 to the end he may establish
your hearts blameless in holiness be-
fore our God and Father at the coming
of our Lord Jesus with all his saints.

1Finally then, brothers, we beg and
exhort you in the Lord Jesus, that as
you received from us how you ought
to walk and to please God, that you
abound more and more. 2 For you
know what instructions we gave you
through the Lord Jesus. 3 For this
is the will of God: your sanctifica-
tion, that you abstain from sexual
immorality, 4 that each one of you

know how to control his own body™ in
sanctification and honor, 5 not in the
passion of lust, even as the Gentiles
who don’t know God, 6 that no one
should take advantage of and wrong
a brother or sister in this matter;

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and to do your own business, and to
work with your own hands, even as
we instructed you, 12 that you may
walk properly toward those who are
outside, and may have need of noth-
ing.

13 But we don’t want you to be
ignorant, brothers, concerning those
who have fallen asleep, so that you
don’t grieve like the rest, who have no
hope. 14 For if we believe that Jesus
died and rose again, even so God will
bring with him those who have fallen
asleep in Jesus. 15 For this we tell
you by the word of the Lord, that we
who are alive, who are left until the
coming of the Lord, will in no way
precede those who have fallen asleep.

1 Paul, Silvanus, and Timothy, to
the assembly of the Thessalonians in
God our Father and the Lord Jesus
Christ: 2 Grace to you and peace from
God our Father and the Lord Jesus
Christ.

3 We are bound to always give

thanks to God for you, brothers,*
even as it is appropriate, because
your faith grows exceedingly, and the
love of each and every one of you
toward one another abounds, 4so that
we ourselves boast about you in the
assemblies of God for your persever-
ance and faith in all your persecu-
tions and in the afflictions which you
endure. 5 This is an obvious sign
of the righteous judgment of God,
to the end that you may be counted
worthy of God’s Kingdom, for which
you also suffer. ¢ For it is a righteous
thing with God to repay affliction to
those who afflict you, 7 and to give
relief to you who are afflicted with
us when the Lord Jesus is revealed
from heaven with his mighty angels
in flaming fire, 8 punishing those who
don’t know God, and to those who
don’t obey the Good News of our Lord
Jesus, 9 who will pay the penalty:
eternal destruction from the face of
the Lord and from the glory of his
might, 1° when he comes in that day
to be glorified in his saints and to be
admired among all those who have
believed, because our testimony to
you was believed.

10 For even when
we were with you, we commanded
you this: “If anyone is not willing to
work, don’t let him eat.” 11 For we
hear of some who walk among you in
rebellion, who don’t work at all, but
are busybodies. 12 Now those who are
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that way, we command and exhort
in the Lord Jesus Christ, that they
work with quietness and eat their
own bread.

13But you, brothers, don’t be weary
in doing what is right. 14If any man
doesn’t obey our word in this letter,
note that man and have no company
with him, to the end that he may
be ashamed. 15 Don’t count him as
an enemy, but admonish him as a
brother.

16 Now may the Lord of peace him-
self give you peace at all times in all
ways. The Lord be with you all.

171, Paul, write this greeting with
my own hand, which is the sign in
every letter. This is how I write.
18 The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ
be with you all. Amen.
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Paul’s First Letter to
Timothy

1 Paul, an apostle of Jesus Christ
according to the commandment of
God our Savior and the Lord Jesus
Christ™ our hope, 2 to Timothy, my
true child in faith: Grace, mercy, and
peace from God our Father and Christ
Jesus our Lord.

3 As I urged you when I was going
into Macedonia, stay at Ephesus that
you might command certain men not
to teach a different doctrine, 4 and
not to pay attention to myths and
endless genealogies, which cause dis-
putes rather than God’s stewardship,
which is in faith. 5But the goal of this
command is love from a pure heart,
a good conscience, and sincere faith,
6 from which things some, having
missed the mark, have turned away to
vain talking, 7 desiring to be teachers
of the law, though they understand
neither what they say nor about what
they strongly affirm.

8 But we know that the law is good
if a person uses it lawfully, 9 as know-
ing this, that law is not made for a
righteous person, but for the lawless
and insubordinate, for the ungodly
and sinners, for the unholy and pro-
fane, for murderers of fathers and
murderers of mothers, for manslay-
ers, 10 for the sexually immoral, for
homosexuals, for slave-traders, for
liars, for perjurers, and for any other
thing contrary to the sound doctrine,
1 according to the Good News of the
glory of the blessed God, which was
committed to my trust.

12 T thank him who enabled me,
Christ Jesus our Lord, because he
counted me faithful, appointing me
to service, 13 although I used to be
a blasphemer, a persecutor, and in-
solent. However, I obtained mercy
because Idid it ignorantly in unbelief.

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14 The grace of our Lord abounded
exceedingly with faith and love which
is in Christ Jesus. 15 The saying is
faithful and worthy of all acceptance,
that Christ Jesus came into the world
to save sinners, of whom I am chief.
16 However, for this cause I obtained
mercy, that in me first, Jesus Christ
might display all his patience for an
example of those who were going to
believe in him for eternal life. 17 Now
to the King eternal, immortal, invis-
ible, to God who alone is wise, be
honor and glory forever and ever.

18] commit this instruction to you,
my child Timothy, according to the
prophecies which were given to you
before, that by them you may wage

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be reverent, not slanderers, temper-
ate, and faithful in all things. 12 Let
servantsS be husbands of one wife,
ruling their children and their own
houses well. 13 For those who have
served well® gain for themselves a
good standing and great boldness in
the faith which is in Christ Jesus.

14 These things I write to you, hop-
ing to come to you shortly, 15 but if
I wait long, that you may know how
men ought to behave themselves in
God’s house, which is the assembly of
the living God, the pillar and ground
of the truth. 16 Without controversy,
the mystery of godliness is great:

God' was revealed in the flesh,
justified in the spirit,

seen by angels,

preached among the nations,
believed on in the world,

and received up in glory.

1 But the Spirit says expressly
that in later times some will fall
away from the faith, paying attention
to seducing spirits and doctrines of
demons, 2 through the hypocrisy of
men who speak lies, branded in their
own conscience as with a hot iron,
3 forbidding marriage and command-
ing to abstain from foods which God
created to be received with thanks-
giving by those who believe and know
the truth. 4 For every creature of God
is good, and nothing is to be rejected
if it is received with thanksgiving.

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fables. Exercise yourself toward god-
liness. 8 For bodily exercise has some
value, but godliness has value in all
things, having the promise of the life
which is now and of that which is
to come. ° This saying is faithful
and worthy of all acceptance. 10 For
to this end we both labor and suffer
reproach, because we have set our
trust in the living God, who is the
Savior of all men, especially of those
who believe. 1 Command and teach
these things.

12 Let no man despise your youth;
but be an example to those who be-
lieve, in word, in your way of life, in
love, in spirit, in faith, and in purity.
13 Until I come, pay attention to read-
ing, to exhortation, and to teaching.
14 Don’t neglect the gift that is in you,
which was given to you by prophecy
with the laying on of the hands of
the elders.

17 Let the elders who rule well be
counted worthy of double honor, es-
pecially those who labor in the word
and in teaching. 18 For the Scrip-
ture says, “You shall not muzzle the
ox when it treads out the grain.”%
And, “The laborer is worthy of his
wages." %

19 Don’t receive an accusation
against an elder except at the word
of two or three witnesses. 20 Those
who sin, reprove in the sight of all,
that the rest also may be in fear. 211
command you in the sight of God, and
the Lord Jesus Christ, and the chosen
angels, that you observe these things

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without prejudice, doing nothing by
partiality. 22 Lay hands hastily on no
one. Don't be a participant in other
people’s sins. Keep yourself pure.

23 Be no longer a drinker of water
only, but use a little wine for your
stomach’s sake and your frequent in-
firmities.

24Some men’s sins are evident, pre-
ceding them to judgment, and some
also follow later. 25 In the same way
also there are good works that are

obvious, and those that are otherwise
can’t be hidden.

1 Let as many as are bondservants
under the yoke count their own mas-
ters worthy of all honor, that the
name of God and the doctrine not be
blasphemed. 2 Those who have be-
lieving masters, let them not despise
them because they are brothers, but
rather let them serve them, because
those who partake of the benefit are
believing and beloved. Teach and
exhort these things.

9 But those who are deter-
mined to be rich fall into a tempta-
tion, a snare, and many foolish and
harmful lusts, such as drown men in
ruin and destruction.

Some have been led astray from the
faith in their greed, and have pierced
themselves through with many sor-
rows.

How unceasing is my mem-
ory of you in my petitions, night and
day 4 longing to see you, remember-
ing your tears, that I may be filled
with joy; 5 having been reminded of
the sincere faith that is in you, which
lived first in your grandmother Lois
and your mother Eunice and, I am
persuaded, in you also.

6 For this cause, I remind you that
you should stir up the gift of God
which is in you through the laying
on of my hands. 7 For God didn’t
give us a spirit of fear, but of power,
love, and self-control. 8 Therefore
don’t be ashamed of the testimony of
our Lord, nor of me his prisoner; but
endure hardship for the Good News
according to the power of God, ® who
saved us and called us with a holy
calling, not according to our works,
but according to his own purpose and
grace, which was given to us in Christ
Jesus before times eternal, 10 but has
now been revealed by the appearing
of our Savior, Christ Jesus, who abol-
ished death, and brought life and im-
mortality to light through the Good
News.

5 Also, if
anyone competes in athletics, he isn’t
crowned unless he has competed by
the rules. ¢ The farmer who labors
must be the first to get a share of the
crops. 7 Consider what I say, and may
the Lord give you understanding in
all things.

8 Remember Jesus Christ, risen
from the dead, of the offspring” of
David, according to my Good News,
9 in which I suffer hardship to the
point of chains as a criminal.

10 Therefore
I endure all things for the chosen
ones’ sake, that they also may obtain

20 Now in a large house there are
not only vessels of gold and of silver,
but also of wood and of clay.

211f anyone therefore purges himself
from these, he will be a vessel for
honor, sanctified, and suitable for the
master’s use, prepared for every good
work.

22 Flee from youthful lusts; but
pursue righteousness, faith, love, and
peace with those who call on the Lord
out of a pure heart. 23 But refuse fool-
ish and ignorant questionings, know-
ing that they generate strife. 24 The
Lord’s servant must not quarrel, but
be gentle toward all, able to teach,

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patient, 25 in gentleness correcting
those who oppose him.

7 For the overseer
must be blameless, as God’s steward,
not self-pleasing, not easily angered,
not given to wine, not violent, not

11 For the grace of
God has appeared, bringing salvation
to all men, 12 instructing us to the
intent that, denying ungodliness and
worldly lusts, we would live soberly,
righteously, and godly in this present
age; 13 looking for the blessed hope
and appearing of the glory of our
great God and Savior, Jesus Christ,
14 who gave himself for us, that he
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might redeem us from all iniquity
and purify for himself a people for
his own possession, zealous for good
works.

15 Say these things and exhort and
reprove with all authority. Let no one
despise you.

3

1 Remind them to be in subjec-
tion to rulers and to authorities, to
be obedient, to be ready for every
good work, 2 to speak evil of no one,
not to be contentious, to be gentle,
showing all humility toward all men.
3 For we were also once foolish, dis-
obedient, deceived, serving various
lusts and pleasures, living in malice
and envy, hateful, and hating one
another. 4But when the kindness of
God our Savior and his love toward
mankind appeared, 5 not by works
of righteousness which we did our-
selves, but according to his mercy, he
saved us through the washing of re-
generation and renewing by the Holy
Spirit, © whom he poured out on us
richly through Jesus Christ our Sav-
ior; 7 that being justified by his grace,
we might be made heirs according to
the hope of eternal life. 8 This say-
ing is faithful, and concerning these
things I desire that you insist confi-
dently, so that those who have be-
lieved God may be careful to maintain
good works. These things are good
and profitable to men; ?but shun fool-
ish questionings, genealogies, strife,
and disputes about the law; for they
are unprofitable and vain. 10 Avoid a
factious man after a first and second
warning, 11 knowing that such a one
is perverted and sinful, being self-
condemned.

12When I send Artemas to you, or
Tychicus, be diligent to come to me
to Nicopolis, for I have determined
to winter there. 13 Send Zenas the
lawyer and Apollos on their journey
speedily, that nothing may be lacking
for them. 14 Let our people also learn
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to maintain good works to meet nec-
essary needs, that they may not be
unfruitful.
15 All who are with me greet you.
Greet those who love us in faith.
Grace be with you all. Amen.
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Paul’s Letter to
Philemon

1 Paul, a prisoner of Christ™ Jesus,
and Timothy our brother, to Phile-
mon, our beloved fellow worker, 2 to
the beloved Apphia, to Archippus our
fellow soldier, and to the assembly in
your house: 3 Grace to you and peace
from God our Father and the Lord
Jesus Christ.

41 thank my God always, mak-
ing mention of you in my prayers,
5 hearing of your love and of the faith
which you have toward the Lord Jesus
and toward all the saints, 6 that the
fellowship of your faith may become
effective in the knowledge of every
good thing which is in us in Christ
Jesus. 7 For we have much joy and
comfort in your love, because the
hearts of the saints have been re-
freshed through you, brother.

8 Therefore though I have all bold-
ness in Christ to command you that
which is appropriate, ° yet for love’s
sake I rather appeal to you, being such
aone as Paul, the aged, but also a pris-
oner of Jesus Christ. 10T appeal to you
for my child Onesimus, whom I have

become the father of in my chains,t
11 who once was useless to you, but
now is useful to you and to me. 12Iam
sending him back. Therefore receive
him, that is, my own heart, 13 whom
I desired to keep with me, that on
your behalf he might serve me in my
chains for the Good News. 14But I was
willing to do nothing without your
consent, that your goodness would
not be as of necessity, but of free
will. 15 For perhaps he was therefore
separated from you for a while that
you would have him forever, 16 no
longer as a slave, but more than a
slave, a beloved brother —especially
to me, but how much rather to you,
both in the flesh and in the Lord.

1:1 “Christ” means “Anointed One”.
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171f then you count me a partner,
receive him as you would receive me.
18 But if he has wronged you at all or
owes you anything, put that to my
account. 191, Paul, write this with
my own hand: T will repay it (not to
mention to you that you owe to me
even your own self besides). 20 Yes,
brother, let me have joy from you in
the Lord. Refresh my heart in the
Lord.

21Having confidence in your obedi-
ence, [ write to you, knowing that you
will do even beyond what I say.

22 Also, prepare a guest room for
me, for I hope that through your
prayers I will be restored to you.

23 Epaphras, my fellow prisoner in
Christ Jesus, greets you, 24as do Mark,
Aristarchus, Demas, and Luke, my fel-
low workers.

25The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ
be with your spirit. Amen.

1God, having in the past spoken to
the fathers through the prophets at
many times and in various ways, 2 has
at the end of these days spoken to us
by his Son, whom he appointed heir
of all things, through whom also he
made the worlds. 3His Son is the radi-
ance of his glory, the very image of his
substance, and upholding all things
by the word of his power, who, when
he had by himself purified us of our
sins, sat down on the right hand of
the Majesty on high, 4having become
as much better than the angels as the
more excellent name he has inherited
is better than theirs. 5 For to which of
the angels did he say at any time,
“You are my Son.
Today 1 have become your fa-
ther?”®
and again,
“I will be to him a Father,
and he will be to me a Son?”%*
6When he again brings in the first-
born into the world he says, “Let all
the angels of God worship him.”® 7 0f
the angels he says,
“He makes his angels winds,
and his servants a flame of
fire.”
8 But of the Son he says,
“Your throne, O God, is forever and
ever.
The scepter of uprightness is the
scepter of your Kingdom.
9 You have loved righteousness and
hated iniquity;
therefore God, your God, has
anointed you with the oil
of gladness above your fel-
lows.” %
10 And,
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“You, Lord, in the beginning, laid the
foundation of the earth.
The heavens are the works of
your hands.
1 They will perish, but you continue.
They all will grow old like a gar-
ment does.
12You will roll them up like a mantle,
and they will be changed;
but you are the same.
Your years won’t fail,”®*
13 But which of the angels has he
told at any time,
“Sit at my right hand,
until I make your enemies the
footstool of your feet?”®
14 Aren’t they all serving spirits,
sent out to do service for the sake of
those who will inherit salvation?

2

1Therefore we ought to pay greater
attention to the things that were
heard, lest perhaps we drift away.
2 For if the word spoken through
angels proved steadfast, and every
transgression and disobedience re-
ceived a just penalty, 3 how will we es-
cape if we neglect so great a salvation
—which at the first having been spo-
ken through the Lord, was confirmed
to us by those who heard, 4 God also
testifying with them, both by signs
and wonders, by various works of
power, and by gifts of the Holy Spirit,
according to his own will?
5For he didn’t subject the world to
come, of which we speak, to angels.
6 But one has somewhere testified,
saying,
“What is man, that you think of him?
Or the son of man, that you care
for him?
7You made him a little lower than the
angels.
You crowned him with glory and

*
honor.
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8 You have put all things in sub-
jection under his feet,”®

For in that he subjected all things
to him, he left nothing that is not
subject to him. But now we don’t yet
see all things subjected to him. 9 But
we see him who has been made a little
lower than the angels, Jesus, because
of the suffering of death crowned
with glory and honor, that by the
grace of God he should taste of death
for everyone.

10 For it became him, for whom
are all things and through whom are
all things, in bringing many chil-
dren to glory, to make the author of
their salvation perfect through suf-
ferings. ! For both he who sancti-
fies and those who are sanctified are
all from one, for which cause he is
not ashamed to call them brothers,T
12saying,

“I will declare your name to my
brothers.
Among the congregation 1 will
sing your praise.”™

13 Again, “I will put my trust in
him.” Again, “Behold, here I am with
the children whom God has given
me.”¥ 14 Since then the children
have shared in flesh and blood, he
also himself in the same way partook
of the same, that through death he
might bring to nothing him who had
the power of death, that is, the devil,
15 and might deliver all of them who
through fear of death were all their
lifetime subject to bondage. 16 For
most certainly, he doesn’t give help
to angels, but he gives help to the
offspring¥ of Abraham. 17 Therefore
he was obligated in all things to be
made like his brothers, that he might
become a merciful and faithful high
priest in things pertaining to God, to
make atonement for the sins of the
people. 18 For in that he himself has
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suffered being tempted, he is able to
help those who are tempted.

3

1 Therefore, holy brothers, partak-
ers of a heavenly calling, consider the
Apostle and High Priest of our confes-
sion: Jesus, 2 who was faithful to him
who appointed him, as also Moses
was in all his house. 3 For he has
been counted worthy of more glory
than Moses, because he who built
the house has more honor than the
house. 4 For every house is built by
someone; but he who built all things
is God. ° Moses indeed was faithful
in all his house as a servant, for a
testimony of those things which were
afterward to be spoken, ¢ but Christ™
is faithful as a Son over his house.
We are his house, if we hold fast our
confidence and the glorying of our
hope firm to the end. 7 Therefore,
even as the Holy Spirit says,

“Today if you will hear his voice,
8 don’t harden your hearts as in
the rebellion,
in the day of the trial in the
wilderness,
9 where your fathers tested me
and tried me,
and saw my deeds for forty
years.
10 Therefore I was displeased with
that generation,
and said, ‘They always err in
their heart,
but they didn’t know my ways.’
11 As I swore in my wrath,
‘They will not enter into my
rest. "%

12 Beware, brothers, lest perhaps
there might be in any one of you an
evil heart of unbelief, in falling away
from the living God; 13 but exhort one
another day by day, so long as it is
called “today”, lest any one of you be
hardened by the deceitfulness of sin.
14 For we have become partakers of

“brothers and sisters” or “siblings.”
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Christ, if we hold the beginning of our
confidence firm to the end, 15 while it
is said,
“Today if you will hear his voice,
don’t harden your hearts, as in
the rebellion,”®

16 For who, when they heard, re-
belled? Wasn't it all those who came
out of Egypt led by Moses? 17 With
whom was he displeased forty years?
Wasn’t it with those who sinned,
whose bodies fell in the wilderness?
18 To whom did he swear that they
wouldn’t enter into his rest, but to
those who were disobedient? 19 We
see that they weren’t able to enter in
because of unbelief.

4

1 Let’s fear therefore, lest perhaps
anyone of you should seem to have
come short of a promise of entering
into his rest. 2For indeed we have had
good news preached to us, even as
they also did, but the word they heard
didn’t profit them, because it wasn’t
mixed with faith by those who heard.
3 For we who have believed do enter
into that rest, even as he has said, “As
I swore in my wrath, they will not
enter into my rest;”® although the
works were finished from the founda-
tion of the world. 4For he has said this
somewhere about the seventh day,
“God rested on the seventh day from
all his works;”® 5 and in this place
again, “They will not enter into my
rest.”&

6 Seeing therefore it remains that
some should enter into it, and they
to whom the good news was preached
before failed to enter in because of
disobedience, 7 he again defines a
certain day, “today”, saying through
David so long a time afterward (just
as has been said),

“Today if you will hear his voice,
don’t harden your hearts.”®

< 3:15 Psalm 95:7-8 o 4:3 Psalm 95:11
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8 For if Joshua had given them
rest, he would not have spoken af-
terward of another day. ° There re-
mains therefore a Sabbath rest for
the people of God. 10 For he who
has entered into his rest has himself
also rested from his works, as God
did from his. 1! Let’s therefore give
diligence to enter into that rest, lest
anyone fall after the same example of
disobedience. 12 For the word of God
is living and active, and sharper than
any two-edged sword, piercing even
to the dividing of soul and spirit, of
both joints and marrow, and is able to
discern the thoughts and intentions
of the heart. 13 There is no creature
that is hidden from his sight, but all
things are naked and laid open before
the eyes of him to whom we must give
an account.

14 Having then a great high priest
who has passed through the heav-
ens, Jesus, the Son of God, let’s hold
tightly to our confession. 15 For we
don’t have a high priest who can’t
be touched with the feeling of our
infirmities, but one who has been in
all points tempted like we are, yet
without sin. 16 Let’s therefore draw
near with boldness to the throne of
grace, that we may receive mercy and
may find grace for help in time of
need.

5

1For every high priest, being taken
from among men, is appointed for
men in things pertaining to God, that
he may offer both gifts and sacrifices
for sins. 2 The high priest can deal
gently with those who are ignorant
and going astray, because he himself
is also surrounded with weakness.
3 Because of this, he must offer sacri-
fices for sins for the people, as well as
for himself. 4Nobody takes this honor
on himself, but he is called by God,
just like Aaron was. 5 So also Christ
didn’t glorify himself to be made a

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high priest, but it was he who said to
him,
“You are my Son.
Today I have become your fa-
ther.”®

6 As he says also in another place,

“You are a priest forever,
after the order of Melchizedek.”™
7He, in the days of his flesh, having
offered up prayers and petitions with
strong crying and tears to him who
was able to save him from death, and
having been heard for his godly fear,
8 though he was a Son, yet learned
obedience by the things which he
suffered. ®Having been made perfect,
he became to all of those who obey
him the author of eternal salvation,
10 named by God a high priest after
the order of Melchizedek.

11 About him we have many words
to say, and hard to interpret, see-
ing you have become dull of hear-
ing. 12For although by this time you
should be teachers, you again need
to have someone teach you the rudi-
ments of the first principles of the
revelations of God. You have come to
need milk, and not solid food. 13 For
everyone who lives on milk is not
experienced in the word of righteous-
ness, for he is a baby. 14 But solid food
is for those who are full grown, who
by reason of use have their senses
exercised to discern good and evil.

1 Therefore leaving the teaching
of the first principles of Christ, let’s
press on to perfection —not laying
again a foundation of repentance
from dead works, of faith toward God,
2of the teaching of baptisms, of laying
on of hands, of resurrection of the
dead, and of eternal judgment. 3 This
will we do, if God permits. 4 For
concerning those who were once en-
lightened and tasted of the heavenly
gift, and were made partakers of the
Holy Spirit, 5 and tasted the good

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word of God and the powers of the
age to come, 6 and then fell away,
it is impossible to renew them again
to repentance; seeing they crucify
the Son of God for themselves again,
and put him to open shame. 7 For
the land which has drunk the rain
that comes often on it and produces
a crop suitable for them for whose
sake it is also tilled, receives blessing
from God; 8 but if it bears thorns and
thistles, it is rejected and near being
cursed, whose end is to be burned.

9 But, beloved, we are persuaded of
better things for you, and things that
accompany salvation, even though
we speak like this. 10 For God is
not unrighteous, so as to forget your
work and the labor of love which you
showed toward his name, in that you
served the saints, and still do serve
them. 1! We desire that each one
of you may show the same diligence
to the fullness of hope even to the
end, 12 that you won’t be sluggish,
but imitators of those who through
faith and perseverance inherited the
promises.

13 For when God made a promise
to Abraham, since he could swear by
no one greater, he swore by himself,
1 saying, “Surely blessing I will bless
you, and multiplying I will multiply
youw”¥ 15 Thus, having patiently
endured, he obtained the promise.
16 For men indeed swear by a greater
one, and in every dispute of theirs the
oath is final for confirmation. 17 In
this way God, being determined to
show more abundantly to the heirs
of the promise the immutability of
his counsel, interposed with an oath,
18 that by two immutable things, in
which it is impossible for God to lie,
we may have a strong encourage-
ment, who have fled for refuge to take
hold of the hope set before us. 1° This
hope we have as an anchor of the
soul, a hope both sure and steadfast
and entering into that which is within
the veil, 20 where as a forerunner

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Jesus entered for us, having become a
high priest forever after the order of
Melchizedek.

7

1 For this Melchizedek, king of
Salem, priest of God Most High, who
met Abraham returning from the
slaughter of the kings and blessed
him, 2 to whom also Abraham divided
a tenth part of all (being first, by in-
terpretation, “king of righteousness”,
and then also “king of Salem”, which
means “king of peace”, 3 without fa-
ther, without mother, without ge-
nealogy, having neither beginning of
days nor end of life, but made like the
Son of God), remains a priest contin-
ually.

4Now consider how great this man
was, to whom even Abraham the pa-
triarch gave a tenth out of the best
plunder. 5 They indeed of the sons
of Levi who receive the priest’s office
have a commandment to take tithes
from the people according to the
law, that is, of their brothers, though
these have come out of the body of
Abraham, ¢but he whose genealogy is
not counted from them has accepted
tithes from Abraham, and has blessed
him who has the promises. 7But with-
out any dispute the lesser is blessed
by the greater. 8 Here people who die
receive tithes, but there one receives
tithes of whom it is testified that he
lives. We can say that through Abra-
ham even Levi, who receives tithes,
has paid tithes, 19 for he was yet in the
body of his father when Melchizedek
met him.

11 Now if perfection was through
the Levitical priesthood (for under it
the people have received the law),
what further need was there for an-
other priest to arise after the order
of Melchizedek, and not be called af-
ter the order of Aaron? 12 For the
priesthood being changed, there is
of necessity a change made also in
the law. 13 For he of whom these

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things are said belongs to another
tribe, from which no one has offici-
ated at the altar. 14 For it is evident
that our Lord has sprung out of Judah,
about which tribe Moses spoke noth-
ing concerning priesthood. 15 This is
yet more abundantly evident, if af-
ter the likeness of Melchizedek there
arises another priest, 16 who has been
made, not after the law of a fleshly
commandment, but after the power
of an endless life; 17 for it is testified,
“You are a priest forever,

according to the order of

Melchizedek.”®

18 For there is an annulling of a
foregoing commandment because
of its weakness and uselessness
19 (for the law made nothing perfect),
and a bringing in of a better hope,
through which we draw near to God.
20Inasmuch as he was not made priest
without the taking of an oath 2! (for
they indeed have been made priests
without an oath), but he with an oath
by him that says of him,

“The Lord swore and will not change
his mind,
“You are a priest forever,
according to the order of
Melchizedek.” "%

22By so much, Jesus has become the
guarantee of a better covenant.

23 Many, indeed, have been
made priests, because they are
hindered from continuing by death.
24 But he, because he lives forever,
has his priesthood unchangeable.
25 Therefore he is also able to save to
the uttermost those who draw near
to God through him, seeing that he
lives forever to make intercession for
them.

26 For such a high priest was fitting
for us: holy, guiltless, undefiled, sep-
arated from sinners, and made higher
than the heavens; 27 who doesn’t
need, like those high priests, to offer
up sacrifices daily, first for his own
sins, and then for the sins of the
people. For he did this once for all,
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when he offered up himself. 28 For
the law appoints men as high priests
who have weakness, but the word of
the oath, which came after the law,
appoints a Son forever who has been
perfected.

8

1 Now in the things which we are
saying, the main point is this: we
have such a high priest, who sat down
on the right hand of the throne of
the Majesty in the heavens, 2 a ser-
vant of the sanctuary and of the true
tabernacle which the Lord pitched,
not man. 3 For every higllﬂo priest
is appointed to offer both gifts and
sacrifices. Therefore it is necessary
that this high priest also have some-
thing to offer. 4 For if he were on
earth, he would not be a priest at all,
seeing there are priests who offer the
gifts according to the law, 5 who serve
a copy and shadow of the heavenly
things, even as Moses was warned
by God when he was about to make
the tabernacle, for he said, “See, you
shall make everything according to
the pattern that was shown to you on
the mountain,”® 6 But now he has
obtained a more excellent ministry,
by as much as he is also the mediator
of a better covenant, which on better
promises has been given as law.

7For if that first covenant had been
faultless, then no place would have
been sought for a second. 8 For find-
ing fault with them, he said,

“Behold,” the days are coming”, says
the Lord,

“that I will make a new covenant
with the house of Israel and
with the house of Judah;

9 not according to the covenant that I
made with their fathers

inthe day that I took them by the
hand to lead them out of the
land of Egypt;

It is often used as an interjection.

*
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for they didn’t continue in my
covenant,
and 1 disregarded them,” says
the Lord.
10 “For this is the covenant that I will
make with the house of Israel
after those days,” says the Lord:

“I will put my laws into their mind;
I will also write them on their
heart.
I will be their God,
and they will be my people.
11 They will not teach every man his
fellow citizen®
and every man his brother, say-
ing, ‘Know the Lord,’
for all will know me,
from their least to their greatest.
12 For I will be merciful to their un-
righteousness.
I will remember their sins and
lawless deeds no more.”

13 In that he says, “A new
covenant”, he has made the first
obsolete. But that which is becoming
obsolete and grows aged is near to
vanishing away.

9

1 Now indeed even the first®
covenant had ordinances of divine
service and an earthly sanctuary.
2 For a tabernacle was prepared. In
the first part were the lamp stand,
the table, and the show bread, which
is called the Holy Place. 3 After the
second veil was the tabernacle which
is called the Holy of Holies, 4 having
a golden altar of incense and the ark
of the covenant overlaid on all sides
with gold, in which was a golden
pot holding the manna, Aaron’s rod
that budded, and the tablets of the
covenant; 5 and above it cherubim of
glory overshadowing the mercy seat,
of which things we can’t speak now
in detail.

o 8:12
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6 Now these things having been
thus prepared, the priests go in con-
tinually into the first tabernacle, ac-
complishing the services, 7 but into
the second the high priest alone, once
in the year, not without blood, which
he offers for himself and for the er-
rors of the people. 8 The Holy Spirit is
indicating this, that the way into the
Holy Place wasn’t yet revealed while
the first tabernacle was still standing.
9 This is a symbol of the present age,
where gifts and sacrifices are offered
that are incapable, concerning the
conscience, of making the worshiper
perfect, 1°being only (with foods and
drinks and various washings) fleshly
ordinances, imposed until a time of
reformation.

11 But Christ having come as a high
priest of the coming good things,
through the greater and more per-
fect tabernacle, not made with hands,
that is to say, not of this creation,
12 nor yet through the blood of goats
and calves, but through his own
blood, entered in once for all into
the Holy Place, having obtained eter-
nal redemption. 13 For if the blood
of goats and bulls, and the ashes of
a heifer sprinkling those who have
been defiled, sanctify to the cleanness
of the flesh, 14 how much more will
the blood of Christ, who through the
eternal Spirit offered himself with-
out defect to God, cleanse your con-
science from dead works to serve the
living God? 15For this reason he is the
mediator of a new covenant, since a
death has occurred for the redemp-
tion of the transgressions that were
under the first covenant, that those
who have been called may receive the
promise of the eternal inheritance.
16 For where a last will and testament
is, there must of necessity be the
death of him who made it. 17 For a
will is in force where there has been
death, for it is never in force while
he who made it lives. 18 Therefore
even the first covenant has not been

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dedicated without blood. 1° For when
every commandment had been spo-
ken by Moses to all the people ac-
cording to the law, he took the blood
of the calves and the goats, with wa-
ter and scarlet wool and hyssop, and
sprinkled both the book itself and
all the people, 20 saying, “This is the
blood of the covenant which God has
commanded you.”

21 He sprinkled the tabernacle
and all the vessels of the ministry
in the same way with the blood.
22 According to the law, nearly
everything is cleansed with blood,
and apart from shedding of blood
there is no remission.

23 1t was necessary therefore that
the copies of the things in the heav-
ens should be cleansed with these,
but the heavenly things themselves
with better sacrifices than these.
24 For Christ hasn’t entered into holy
places made with hands, which are
representations of the true, but into
heaven itself, now to appear in the
presence of God for us; 25 nor yet
that he should offer himself often,
as the high priest enters into the
holy place year by year with blood
not his own, 26 or else he must have
suffered often since the foundation of
the world. But now once at the end of
the ages, he has been revealed to put
away sin by the sacrifice of himself.
27Inasmuch as it is appointed for men
to die once, and after this, judgment,
28 50 Christ also, having been offered
once to bear the sins of many, will
appear a second time, not to deal with
sin, but to save those who are eagerly
waiting for him.

10

1 For the law, having a shadow of
the good to come, not the very image
of the things, can never with the same
sacrifices year by year, which they
offer continually, make perfect those
who draw near. 2 Or else wouldn’t
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they have ceased to be offered, be-
cause the worshipers, having been
once cleansed, would have had no
more consciousness of sins? 3 But
in those sacrifices there is a yearly
reminder of sins. 4For it is impossi-
ble that the blood of bulls and goats
should take away sins. 5 Therefore
when he comes into the world, he
says,

“You didn’t desire sacrifice and offer-

ing,
but you prepared a body for me.
6You had no pleasure in whole burnt
offerings and sacrifices for
sin,

7 Then 1 said, ‘Behold, I have
come (in the scroll of the book
it is written of me)

to do your will, 0 God.’ gx

8 Previously saying, “Sacrifices and
offerings and whole burnt offerings
and sacrifices for sin you didn’t de-
sire, neither had pleasure in them”
(those which are offered according to
the law), 9then he has said, “Behold, I
have come to do your will.” He takes
away the first, that he may establish
the second, 10 by which will we have
been sanctified through the offering
of the body of Jesus Christ once for all.

1 Every priest indeed stands day
by day serving and offering often the
same sacrifices, which can never take
away sins, 12 but he, when he had
offered one sacrifice for sins forever,
sat down on the right hand of God,
13 from that time waiting until his
enemies are made the footstool of
his feet. 14 For by one offering he
has perfected forever those who are
being sanctified. 15 The Holy Spirit
also testifies to us, for after saying,

16 “This is the covenant that I will
make with them

after those days,” says the Lord,

“I will put my laws on their heart,

I will also write them on their
mind;”

then he says,
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17 “I will remember their sins and
their iniquities no more.”

18 Now where remission of these is,
there is no more offering for sin.

19Having therefore, brothers, bold-
ness to enter into the holy place by
the blood of Jesus, 20by the way which
he dedicated for us, a new and living
way, through the veil, that is to say,
his flesh, 2! and having a great priest
over God’s house, 22 let’s draw near
with a true heart in fullness of faith,
having our hearts sprinkled from an
evil conscience and having our body
washed with pure water, 23 let’s hold
fast the confession of our hope with-
out wavering; for he who promised is
faithful.

24 Let’s consider how to provoke
one another to love and good works,
25 not forsaking our own assembling
together, as the custom of some is,
but exhorting one another, and so
much the more as you see the Day
approaching,

26 For if we sin willfully after we
have received the knowledge of the
truth, there remains no more a sacri-
fice for sins, 27 but a certain fearful ex-
pectation of judgment, and a fierce-
ness of fire which will devour the
adversaries. 28 A man who disregards
Moses’ law dies without compassion
on the word of two or three witnesses.
29 How much worse punishment do
you think he will be judged worthy
of who has trodden under foot the
Son of God, and has counted the blood
of the covenant with which he was
sanctified an unholy thing, and has
insulted the Spirit of grace? 30 For
we know him who said, “Vengeance
belongs to me. I will repay,” says the
Lord.® Again, “The Lord will judge
his people.”® 311t is a fearful thing to
fall into the hands of the living God.

32 But remember the former days,
in which, after you were enlight-
ened, you endured a great struggle

with sufferings: 33 partly, being ex-
posed to both reproaches and oppres-
sions, and partly, becoming partak-
ers with those who were treated so.
34For you both had compassion on me
in my chains and joyfully accepted
the plundering of your possessions,
knowing that you have for yourselves
a better possession and an enduring
one in the heavens. 35 Therefore don’t
throw away your boldness, which has
a great reward. 36 For you need en-
durance so that, having done the will
of God, you may receive the promise.
37“In a very little while,
he who comes will come and will
not wait.
38 But the righteous one will live by
faith.
If he shrinks back, my soul has
no pleasure in him.”®
39 But we are not of those who
shrink back to destruction, but of
those who have faith to the saving of
the soul.

1 Now faith is assurance of things
hoped for, proof of things not seen.
2 For by this, the elders obtained ap-
proval. 3 By faith we understand that
the universe has been framed by the
word of God, so that what is seen has
not been made out of things which
are visible.

4 By faith Abel offered to God a
more excellent sacrifice than Cain,
through which he had testimony
given to him that he was righteous,
God testifying with respect to his
gifts; and through it he, being dead,
still speaks.

5 By faith Enoch was taken away,
so that he wouldn’t see death, and
he was not found, because God trans-
lated him. For he has had testimony
given to him that before his trans-
lation he had been well pleasing to
God. ¢ Without faith it is impossible
to be well pleasing to him, for he who
comes to God must believe that he

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exists, and that he is a rewarder of
those who seek him.

7 By faith Noah, being warned
about things not yet seen, moved

with godly fear,” prepared a ship
for the saving of his house, through
which he condemned the world and
became heir of the righteousness
which is according to faith.

8 By faith Abraham, when he was
called, obeyed to go out to the place
which he was to receive for an in-
heritance. He went out, not knowing
where he went. 9 By faith he lived
as an alien in the land of promise,
as in a land not his own, dwelling in
tents with Isaac and Jacob, the heirs
with him of the same promise. 10 For
he was looking for the city which
has foundations, whose builder and
maker is God.

11 By faith even Sarah herself re-
ceived power to conceive, and she
bore a child when she was past age,
since she counted him faithful who
had promised. 12 Therefore as many
as the stars of the sky in multitude,
and as innumerable as the sand which
is by the sea shore, were fathered by
one man, and him as good as dead.

13 These all died in faith, not hav-
ing received the promises, but having
seen’ them and embraced them from
afar, and having confessed that they
were strangers and pilgrims on the
earth. 14 For those who say such
things make it clear that they are
seeking a country of their own. 15If
indeed they had been thinking of that
country from which they went out,
they would have had enough time
to return. 16 But now they desire a
better country, that is, a heavenly
one. Therefore God is not ashamed
of them, to be called their God, for he
has prepared a city for them.

17 By faith, Abraham, being tested,
offered up Isaac. Yes, he who had

T 11:13 TR adds “and being convinced of”
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gladly received the promises was of-
fering up his only born¥ son, 18 to
whom it was said, “Your offspring
will be accounted as from Isaac,”
19 concluding that God is able to raise
up even from the dead. Figuratively
speaking, he also did receive him back
from the dead.

20 By faith Isaac blessed Jacob
and Esau, even concerning things to
come.

21 By faith Jacob, when he was
dying, blessed each of the sons of
Joseph, and worshiped, leaning on
the top of his staff.

22 By faith Joseph, when his end
was near, made mention of the depar-
ture of the children of Israel, and gave
instructions concerning his bones.

23 By faith Moses, when he was
born, was hidden for three months by
his parents, because they saw that he
was a beautiful child; and they were
not afraid of the king’s command-
ment.

24 By faith Moses, when he had
grown up, refused to be called the son
of Pharaoh’s daughter, 2> choosing
rather to share ill treatment with
God’s people than to enjoy the plea-
sures of sin for a time, 26 considering
the reproach of Christ greater riches
than the treasures of Egypt; for he
looked to the reward. 27 By faith he
left Egypt, not fearing the wrath of
the king; for he endured, as seeing
him who is invisible. 28 By faith he
kept the Passover and the sprinkling
of the blood, that the destroyer of the
firstborn should not touch them.

29 By faith they passed through the
Red Sea as on dry land. When the
Egyptians tried to do so, they were
swallowed up.

30 By faith the walls of Jericho fell
down after they had been encircled
for seven days.

257 Hebrews 12:2

31 By faith Rahab the prostitute
didn’t perish with those who were
disobedient, having received the
spies in peace.

32 What more shall I say? For
the time would fail me if I told of
Gideon, Barak, Samson, Jephthah,
David, Samuel, and the prophets
— 3 who through faith subdued
kingdoms, worked out righteousness,
obtained promises, stopped the
mouths of lions, ¥ 34 quenched the
power of fire,* escaped the edge of
the sword,® from weakness were
made strong, grew mighty in war,
and caused foreign armies to flee.
35 Women received their dead by
resurrection.* Others were tortured,
not accepting their deliverance, that
they might obtain a better resurrec-
tion. 36 Others were tried by mocking
and scourging, yes, moreover by
bonds and imprisonment. 37 They
were stoned.® They were sawn apart.
They were tempted. They were slain
with the sword. ¥ They went around
in sheep skins and in goat skins; being
destitute, afflicted, ill-treated— 38 of
whom the world was not worthy —
wandering in deserts, mountains,
caves, and the holes of the earth.

39 These all, having been com-
mended for their faith, didn’t receive
the promise, 40 God having provided
some better thing concerning us, so
that apart from us they should not be
made perfect.

12

I Therefore let’s also, seeing we are
surrounded by so great a cloud of
witnesses, lay aside every weight and
the sin which so easily entangles us,
and let’s run with perseverance the
race that is set before us, 2 looking
to Jesus, the author and perfecter of

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faith, who for the joy that was set be-
fore him endured the cross, despising
its shame, and has sat down at the
right hand of the throne of God.

3 For consider him who has en-
dured such contradiction of sinners
against himself, that you don’t grow
weary, fainting in your souls. 4 You
have not yet resisted to blood, striv-
ing against sin. 5 You have forgotten
the exhortation which reasons with
you as with children,

“My son, don’t take lightly the chas-

tening of the Lord,

nor faint when you are reproved
by him;

6 for whom the Lord loves, he
disciplines,

and chastises every son whom
he receives.”™

71t is for discipline that you en-
dure. God deals with you as with
children, for what son is there whom
his father doesn’t discipline? 8 But if
you are without discipline, of which
all have been made partakers, then
you are illegitimate, and not children.
9 Furthermore, we had the fathers of
our flesh to chasten us, and we paid
them respect. Shall we not much
rather be in subjection to the Father
of spirits and live? 10 For they in-
deed for a few days disciplined us
as seemed good to them, but he for
our profit, that we may be partak-
ers of his holiness. 11 All chastening
seems for the present to be not joyous
but grievous; yet afterward it yields
the peaceful fruit of righteousness to
those who have been trained by it.
12 Therefore lift up the hands that
hang down and the feeble knees,
13 and make straight paths for your
feet, ¥ so what is lame may not be
dislocated, but rather be healed.

14 Follow after peace with all men,
and the sanctification without which
no man will see the Lord, 15 looking

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carefully lest there be any man who
falls short of the grace of God, lest
any root of bitterness springing up
trouble you and many be defiled by it,
16 Jest there be any sexually immoral
person or profane person, like Esau,
who sold his birthright for one meal.
17 For you know that even when he
afterward desired to inherit the bless-
ing, he was rejected, for he found no
place for a change of mind though he
sought it diligently with tears.

18 For you have not come to a
mountain that might be touched and
that burned with fire, and to black-
ness, darkness, storm, 1° the sound
of a trumpet, and the voice of words;
which those who heard it begged that
not one more word should be spoken
to them, 20 for they could not stand
that which was commanded, “If even
an animal touches the mountain, it
shall be stoned”.*® 21 5o fearful was
the appearance that Moses said, “Iam
terrified and trembling,”®*

22But you have come to Mount Zion
and to the city of the living God, the
heavenly Jerusalem, and to innumer-
able multitudes of angels, 23 to the
festal gathering and assembly of the
firstborn who are enrolled in heaven,
to God the Judge of all, to the spirits of
just men made perfect, 24to Jesus, the
mediator of a new covenant,® and to
the blood of sprinkling that speaks
better than that of Abel.

25 See that you don'’t refuse him
who speaks. For if they didn’t es-
cape when they refused him who
warned on the earth, how much more
will we not escape who turn away
from him who warns from heaven,
26 whose voice shook the earth then,
but now he has promised, saying,
“Yet once more I will shake not only
the earth, but also the heavens.”¥
27 This phrase, “Yet once more” sig-
nifies the removing of those things

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that are shaken, as of things that
have been made, that those things
which are not shaken may remain.
28 Therefore, receiving a Kingdom
that can’t be shaken, let’s have grace,
through which we serve God accept-
ably, with reverence and awe, 29 for
our God is a consuming fire.

13

1 Let brotherly love continue.
2Don't forget to show hospitality to
strangers, for in doing so, some have
entertained angels without knowing
it. 3 Remember those who are in
bonds, as bound with them, and those
who are ill-treated, since you are also
in the body. 4 Let marriage be held
in honor among all, and let the bed
be undefiled; but God will judge the
sexually immoral and adulterers.

5 Be free from the love of money,
content with such things as you have,
for he has said, “I will in no way leave
you, neither will I in any way forsake
you.”™ 6 So that with good courage
we say,
“The Lord is my helper. I will not fear.

What can man do to me?”%

7Remember your leaders, men who
spoke to you the word of God, and
considering the results of their con-
duct, imitate their faith. 8 Jesus Christ
is the same yesterday, today, and
forever. ° Don'’t be carried away by
various and strange teachings, for it
is good that the heart be established
by grace, not by foods, through which
those who were so occupied were not
benefited.

10 We have an altar from which
those who serve the holy tabernacle
have no right to eat. ! For the bod-
ies of those animals, whose blood is
brought into the holy place by the
high priest as an offering for sin,
are burned outside of the camp.®
12 Therefore Jesus also, that he might
sanctify the people through his own

blood, suffered outside of the gate.
13 Let’s therefore go out to him out-
side of the camp, bearing his re-
proach. 14 For we don’t have here an
enduring city, but we seek that which
is to come. 15 Through him, then,
let’s offer up a sacrifice of praise to
God ¥ continually, that is, the fruit
of lips which proclaim allegiance to
his name. 16 But don’t forget to be
doing good and sharing, for with such
sacrifices God is well pleased.

17 Obey your leaders and submit
to them, for they watch on behalf
of your souls, as those who will give
account, that they may do this with
joy and not with groaning, for that
would be unprofitable for you.

18 pray for us, for we are persuaded
that we have a good conscience, de-
siring to live honorably in all things.
191 strongly urge you to do this, that I
may be restored to you sooner.

20 Now may the God of peace, who
brought again from the dead the
great shepherd of the sheep with the
blood of an eternal covenant, our
Lord Jesus, 2 make you complete in
every good work to do his will, work-
ing in you that which is well pleasing
in his sight, through Jesus Christ, to
whom be the glory forever and ever.
Amen.

22 But I exhort you, brothers, en-
dure the word of exhortation, for I
have written to you in few words.

1 James, a servant of God and of
the Lord Jesus Christ,* to the twelve
tribes which are in the Dispersion:
Greetings.

2 Count it all joy, my brothers,
when you fall into various tempta-
tions, 3 knowing that the testing of
your faith produces endurance. 4 Let
endurance have its perfect work, that
you may be perfect and complete,
lacking in nothing.

5 But if any of you lacks wisdom,
let him ask of God, who gives to all
liberally and without reproach, and it
will be given to him. 6 But let him ask
in faith, without any doubting, for he
who doubts is like a wave of the sea,
driven by the wind and tossed. 7 For
that man shouldn’t think that he will
receive anything from the Lord. 8 He
is a double-minded man, unstable in
all his ways.

9 Let the brother in humble cir-
cumstances glory in his high position;
10 and the rich, in that he is made
humble, because like the flower in the
grass, he will pass away. 11 For the sun
arises with the scorching wind and
withers the grass; and the flower in it
falls, and the beauty of its appearance
perishes. So the rich man will also
fade away in his pursuits.

12 Blessed is a person who endures
temptation, for when he has been
approved, he will receive the crown of
life which the Lord promised to those
who love him.

13 Let no man say when he is
tempted, “I am tempted by God,” for
God can’t be tempted by evil, and he
himself tempts no one. !4 But each
one is tempted when he is drawn
away by his own lust and enticed.
15 Then the lust, when it has con-
ceived, bears sin. The sin, when it is

tiality among yourselves, and become
judges with evil thoughts? 5 Listen,
my beloved brothers. Didn’t God
choose those who are poor in this
world to be rich in faith and heirs
of the Kingdom which he promised
to those who love him? ¢ But you
have dishonored the poor man. Don’t
the rich oppress you and personally
drag you before the courts? 7 Don’t
they blaspheme the honorable name
by which you are called?

8 However, if you fulfill the royal
law according to the Scripture, “You
shall love your neighbor as your-
self,”® you do well. 9 But if you show
partiality, you commit sin, being con-
victed by the law as transgressors.
10 For whoever keeps the whole law,
and yet stumbles in one point, he has
become guilty of all. 11 For he who
said, “Do not commit adultery,"x& also
said, “Do not commit murder.”®* Now
if you do not commit adultery but
do murder, you have become a trans-
gressor of the law. 12 So speak and so
do as men who are to be judged by
the law of freedom. 13 For judgment is
without mercy to him who has shown
no mercy. Mercy triumphs over judg-
ment.

14 What good is it, my brothers, if
a man says he has faith, but has no
works? Can faith save him? 15And ifa
brother or sister is naked and in lack
of daily food, 16 and one of you tells
them, “Go in peace. Be warmed and
filled;” yet you didn’t give them the
things the body needs, what good is
it? 17 Even so faith, if it has no works,
is dead in itself. 18 Yes, a man will say,
“You have faith, and I have works.”
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Show me your faith without works,
and I will show you my faith by my
works.

19 You believe that God is one. You
do well. The demons also believe —
and shudder. 20 But do you want to
know, vain man, that faith apart from
works is dead? 2! Wasn't Abraham
our father justified by works, in that
he offered up Isaac his son on the
altar? 22 You see that faith worked
with his works, and by works faith
was perfected. 23 So the Scripture
was fulfilled which says, “Abraham
believed God, and it was accounted to
him as 1righteousness,"’Z:’K and he was
called the friend of God. 24 You see
then that by works a man is justified,
and not only by faith. 251In the same
way, wasn’t Rahab the prostitute also
justified by works when she received
the messengers and sent them out
another way? 26 For as the body apart
from the spirit is dead, even so faith
apart from works is dead.

1 Let not many of you be teachers,
my brothers, knowing that we will
receive heavier judgment. 2For we all
stumble in many things. Anyone who
doesn’t stumble in word is a perfect
person, able to bridle the whole body
also. 3 Indeed, we put bits into the
horses’ mouths so that they may obey
us, and we guide their whole body.

10 Out of
the same mouth comes blessing and
cursing. My brothers, these things
ought not to be so. 11 Does a spring
send out from the same opening fresh
and bitter water? 12 Can a fig tree, my
brothers, yield olives, or a vine figs?
Thus no spring yields both salt water
and fresh water.

13 Who is wise and understanding
among you? Let him show by his
good conduct that his deeds are done
in gentleness of wisdom.

18 Now the fruit of righ-
teousness is sown in peace by those
who make peace.

120nly one is the lawgiver, who is able
to save and to destroy. But who are
you to judge another?

13 Come now, you who say, “Today
or tomorrow let’s go into this city and
spend a year there, trade, and make a
profit.” 14 Yet you don’t know what
your life will be like tomorrow. For
what is your life? For you are a vapor
that appears for a little time and then
vanishes away. 15 For you ought to
say, “If the Lord wills, we will both
live, and do this or that.” 16 But now
you glory in your boasting. All such
boasting is evil. 17 To him therefore
who knows to do good and doesn’t do
it, to him it is sin.

You
have heard of the perseverance of
Job and have seen the Lord in the
outcome, and how the Lord is full of
compassion and mercy.

Let him call for the elders of
the assembly, and let them pray over
him, anointing him with oil in the
name of the Lord; 15 and the prayer
of faith will heal him who is sick, and

17 Elijah was a man with
a nature like ours, and he prayed
earnestly that it might not rain, and
it didn’t rain on the earth for three
years and six months. 18 He prayed
again, and the sky gave rain, and the
earth produced its fruit.

19 Brothers, if any among you wan-
ders from the truth and someone
turns him back, 20 let him know that
he who turns a sinner from the error
of his way will save a soul from death
and will cover a multitude of sins.

1 Peter, an apostle of Jesus Christ,*
to the chosen ones who are living as
foreigners in the Dispersion in Pon-
tus, Galatia, Cappadocia, Asia, and
Bithynia, 2 according to the fore-
knowledge of God the Father, in sanc-
tification of the Spirit, that you may
obey Jesus Christ and be sprinkled
with his blood: Grace to you and
peace be multiplied.

3 Blessed be the God and Father of
our Lord Jesus Christ, who according
to his great mercy caused us to be
born again to a living hope through
the resurrection of Jesus Christ from
the dead, 4 to an incorruptible and
undefiled inheritance that doesn’t
fade away, reserved in Heaven for
you, 5 who by the power of God are
guarded through faith for a salva-
tion ready to be revealed in the last
time. ¢ In this you greatly rejoice,
though now for a little while, if need
be, you have been grieved in various
trials, 7 that the proof of your faith,
which is more precious than gold that
perishes, even though it is tested by
fire, may be found to result in praise,
glory, and honor at the revelation of
Jesus Christ — 8 whom, not having
known, you love. In him, though now
you don’t see him, yet believing, you
rejoice greatly with joy that is un-
speakable and full of glory, 9receiving
the result of your faith, the salvation
of your souls.

10 Concerning this salvation, the
prophets sought and searched dili-
gently. They prophesied of the grace
that would come to you, 1 searching
for who or what kind of time the
Spirit of Christ which was in them
pointed to when he predicted the
sufferings of Christ and the glories
that would follow them. 12 To them

called you is holy, you yourselves
also be holy in all of your behavior,
16 because it is written, “You shall be
holy, for 1 am holy.”%

171f you call on him as Father, who
without respect of persons judges
according to each man’s work, pass
the time of your living as foreign-
ers here in reverent fear, 18 knowing
that you were redeemed, not with
corruptible things like silver or gold,
from the useless way of life handed
down from your fathers, 19 but with
Erecious blood, as of a lamb without
lemish or spot, the blood of Christ,
20 who was foreknown indeed before
the foundation of the world, but was
revealed in this last age for your sake,
21 who through him are believers in
God, who raised him from the dead
and gave him glory, so that your faith
and hope might be in God.

4 Come to him,
a living stone, rejected indeed by
men, but chosen by God, precious.
5 You also as living stones are built
up as a spiritual house, to be a holy
priesthood, to offer up spiritual
sacrifices, acceptable to God through
Jesus Christ. 6 Because it is contained
in Scripture,

“Behold,” I lay in Zion a chief corner-
stone, chosen and precious.
He who believes in him will not
be disappointed.”®*

7 For you who believe therefore is

“a stumbling stone and a rock of of-

13 Therefore subject yourselves
to every ordinance of man for the
Lord’s sake: whether to the king, as
supreme, 14 or to governors, as sent
by him for vengeance on evildoers
and for praise to those who do well.
15 For this is the will of God, that by
well-doing you should put to silence
the ignorance of foolish men. 16 Live
as free people, yet not using your
freedom for a cloak of wickedness,
but as bondservants of God.

17Honor all men. Love the brother-
hood. Fear God. Honor the king.

18 Servants, be in subjection to your
masters with all respect, not only to
the good and gentle, but also to the
wicked. 19 For it is commendable
if someone endures pain, suffering
unjustly, because of conscience to-
ward God. 20 For what glory is it if,
when you sin, you patiently endure
beating? But if when you do well,
you patiently endure suffering, this is
commendable with God. 2! For you
were called to this, because Christ
also suffered for us, leaving you® an
example, that you should follow his
steps, 22 who didn't sin, “neither was
deceit found in his mouth.”® 23 When
he was cursed, he didn’t curse back.
When he suffered, he didn’t threaten,
but committed himself to him who
judges righteously. 24 He himself bore
our sins in his body on the tree, that
we, having died to sins, might live
to righteousness.

going astray like sheep; but now you
have returned to the Shepherd and
Overseer$ of your souls.

1 In the same way, wives, be in
subjection to your own husbands, so
that, even if any don’t obey the Word,
they may be won by the behavior of
their wives without a word, 2 seeing
your pure behavior in fear. 3 Let your
beauty come not from the outward
adorning of braiding your hair, and of
wearing gold ornaments or of putting
on fine clothing, 4 but from the hid-
den person of the heart, in the incor-
ruptible adornment of a gentle and
quiet spirit, which is very precious in
God’s sight. 5 For this is how in the
past the holy women who hoped in
God also adorned themselves, being
in subjection to their own husbands.
6 So Sarah obeyed Abraham, calling
him lord, whose children you now are
if you do well and are not put in fear
by any terror.

7 You husbands, in the same way,
live with your wives according to
knowledge, giving honor to the
woman as to the weaker vessel, as
also being joint heirs of the grace of
life, that your prayers may not be
hindered.

8 Finally, all of you be like-minded,
compassionate, loving as brothers,
tenderhearted, courteous, ® not ren-
dering evil for evil or insult for insult;
but instead blessing, knowing that
you were called to this, that you may
inherit a blessing. 10 For,

“He who would love life
and see good days,
let him keep his tongue from evil
and his lips from speaking de-
ceit.
11Let him turn away from evil and do
good.
Let him seek peace and pursue it.
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12 For the eyes of the Lord are on the
righteous,
and his ears open to their prayer;
but the face of the Lord is against
those who do evil.”%
13Now who will harm you if you be-
come imitators of that which is good?
14 But even if you should suffer for
righteousness’ sake, you are blessed.
“Don’t fear what they fear, neither
be troubled.” 15 But sanctify the
Lord God in your hearts. Always be
ready to give an answer to everyone
who asks you a reason concerning the
hope that is in you, with humility
and fear, 16 having a good conscience.
Thus, while you are spoken against as
evildoers, they may be disappointed
who curse your good way of life in
Christ. 17 For it is better, if it is God’s
will, that you suffer for doing what is
right than for doing evil. 18 Because
Christ also suffered for sins once, the
righteous for the unrighteous, that
he might bring you to God, being put
to death in the flesh, but made alive
in the Spirit, 19in whom he also went
and preached to the spirits in prison,
20 who before were disobedient when
God waited patiently in the days of
Noah while the ship was being built.
In it, few, that is, eight souls, were
saved through water. 2! This is a
symbol of baptism, which now saves
you—not the putting away of the filth
of the flesh, but the answer of a good
conscience toward God—through the
resurrection of Jesus Christ, 22 who is
at the right hand of God, having gone
into heaven, angels and authorities
and powers being made subject to
him.

1 Therefore, since Christ suffered
for us in the flesh, arm yourselves

11 To him be the glory and
the power forever and ever. Amen.

12 Through Silvanus, our faithful
brother, as I consider him, I have
written to you briefly, exhorting and
testifying that this is the true grace of
God in which you stand. 13 She who
is in Babylon, chosen together with
you, greets you. So does Mark, my
son. 4 Greet one another with a kiss
of love.

Be zealous therefore, and
repent. 20Behold, I stand at the door
and knock. If anyone hears my voice
and opens the door, then I will come
in to him and will dine with him, and
he with me.

He who overcomes,
I will give to him to sit down with
me on my throne, as I also overcame
and sat down with my Father on his
throne. 22 He who has an ear, let
him hear what the Spirit says to the
assemblies.”

1 After these things I looked and
saw a door opened in heaven; and the
first voice that I heard, like a trumpet
speaking with me, was one saying,
“Come up here, and I will show you
the things which must happen after
this.”

2 Immediately I was in the Spirit.
Behold, there was a throne set in
heaven, and one sitting on the throne
3 that looked like a jasper stone and
a sardius. There was a rainbow
around the throne, like an emerald
to look at. 4 Around the throne
were twenty-four thrones. On the
thrones were twenty-four elders sit-
ting, dressed in white garments, with
crowns of gold on their heads. 5Out
of the throne proceed lightnings,
sounds, and thunders. There were
seven lamps of fire burning before
his throne, which are the seven Spir-
its of God. 6 Before the throne was
something like a sea of glass, simi-
lar to crystal. In the middle of the
throne, and around the throne were
four living creatures full of eyes be-
fore and behind. 7 The first creature

9 When the living creatures give
glory, honor, and thanks to him who
sits on the throne, to him who lives
forever and ever, 19 the twenty-four
elders fall down before him who sits
on the throne and worship him who
lives forever and ever, and throw
their crowns before the throne, say-
ing, 11 “Worthy are you, our Lord and
God, the Holy One,’ to receive the
glory, the honor, and the power, for
you created all things, and because
of your desire they existed and were
created!”

11 saw, in the right hand of him
who sat on the throne, a book written
inside and outside, sealed shut with
seven seals. 21 saw a mighty angel
proclaiming with a loud voice, “Who
is worthy to open the book, and to
break its seals?” 3 No one in heaven
above, or on the earth, or under the
earth, was able to open the book or
to look in it. 4 Then I wept much,
because no one was found worthy
to open the book or to look in it.
50ne of the elders said to me, “Don’t
weep. Behold, the Lion who is of the
tribe of Judah, the Root of David, has
overcome: he who opens the book
and its seven seals.”

61 saw in the middle of the throne
and of the four living creatures, and
in the middle of the elders, a Lamb
standing, as though it had been slain,
having seven horns and seven eyes,
which are the seven Spirits of God,
sent out into all the earth. 7 Then
he came, and he took it out of the

5 When he opened the third seal,
I heard the third living creature say-
ing, “Come and see!” And behold, a
black horse, and he who sat on it had
abalance in his hand. 61 heard a voice
in the middle of the four living crea-
tures saying, “A choenix™ of wheat
for a denarius, and three choenix of
barley for a denarius! Don’t damage
the oil and the wine!”

7When he opened the fourth seal, I
heard the fourth living creature say-
ing, “Come and see!” 8 And behold, a
pale horse, and the name of he who
sat on it was Death. Hades™ followed
with him. Authority over one fourth
of the earth, to kill with the sword,
with famine, with death, and by the
wild animals of the earth was given to
him.

9 When he opened the fifth seal, I

saw underneath the altar the souls
of those who had been killed for the

Word of God, and for the testimony
of the Lamb which they had. 10 They
cried with a loud voice, saying, “How
long, Master, the holy and true, until
you judge and avenge our blood on
those who dwell on the earth?” 11 A
long white robe was given to each
of them. They were told that they
should rest yet for a while, until their
fellow servants and their brothers,#
who would also be killed even as they
were, should complete their course.

12 The first woe is past. Behold,
there are still two woes coming after
this.

13 The sixth angel sounded. I heard
a voice from the horns of the golden
altar which is before God, 1 saying to
the sixth angel who had the trumpet,
“Free the four angels who are bound
at the great river Euphrates!”

15 The four angels were freed who
had been prepared for that hour and
day and month and year, so that
they might kill one third of mankind.
16 The number of the armies of the
horsemen was two hundred million.$
I heard the number of them. 17 Thus I
saw the horses in the vision and those
who sat on them, having breastplates
of fiery red, hyacinth blue, and sulfur
yellow; and the horses’ heads resem-
bled lions” heads. Out of their mouths
proceed fire, smoke, and sulfur. 18 By
these three plagues, one third of
mankind was killed: by the fire, the
smoke, and the sulfur, which pro-
ceeded out of their mouths.

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who worship in it. 2 Leave out the
court which is outside of the temple,
and don’t measure it, for it has been
given to the nations. They will tread
the holy city under foot for forty-two
months. 31 will give power to my
two witnesses, and they will proph-
esy one thousand two hundred sixty
days, clothed in sackcloth.”

4 These are the two olive trees and
the two lamp stands, standing before
the Lord of the earth. 5 If anyone
desires to harm them, fire proceeds
out of their mouth and devours their
enemies. If anyone desires to harm
them, he must be killed in this way.
6 These have the power to shut up the
sky, that it may not rain during the
days of their prophecy. They have
power over the waters, to turn them
into blood, and to strike the earth
with every plague, as often as they
desire.

7 When they have finished their
testimony, the beast that comes up
out of the abyss will make war with
them, and overcome them, and kill
them.

He was
thrown down to the earth, and his
angels were thrown down with him.

10T heard a loud voice in heaven,
saying, “Now the salvation, the
power, and the Kingdom of our God,
and the authority of his Christ has
come; for the accuser of our brothers
has been thrown down, who accuses
them before our God day and night.
11 They overcame him because of
the Lamb’s blood, and because of
the word of their testimony. They
didn’t love their life, even to death.
12 Therefore rejoice, heavens, and
you who dwell in them. Woe to the
earth and to the sea, because the
devil has gone down to you, having
great wrath, knowing that he has but
a short time.”

13When the dragon saw that he was
thrown down to the earth, he per-
secuted the woman who gave birth
to the male child. 4 Two wings of
the great eagle were given to the
woman, that she might fly into the
wilderness to her place, so that she
might be nourished for a time, times,
and half a time, from the face of the
serpent. 15 The serpent spewed water
out of his mouth after the woman
like a river, that he might cause her
to be carried away by the stream.
16 The earth helped the woman, and
the earth opened its mouth and swal-

8 All who dwell on
the earth will worship him, everyone
whose name has not been written
from the foundation of the world in
the book of life of the Lamb who has
been killed. 9 If anyone has an ear, let
him hear. 10 If anyone is to go into
captivity, he will go into captivity. If
anyone is to be killed with the sword,

he must be killed.* Here is the en-
durance and the faith of the saints.
11 saw another beast coming up
out of the earth. He had two horns
like a lamb and it spoke like a dragon.
12He exercises all the authority of the
first beast in his presence. He makes
the earth and those who dwell in it
to worship the first beast, whose fatal
wound was healed. 13 He performs
great signs, even making fire come
down out of the sky to the earth in
the sight of people. 14 He deceives my
ownT people who dwell on the earth
because of the signs he was granted
to do in front of the beast, saying to
those who dwell on the earth that
they should make an image to the
beast who had the sword wound and
lived. 151t was given to him to give
breath to the image of the beast, that
the image of the beast should both
speak, and cause as many as wouldn’t
worship the image of the beast to be
killed. 16 He causes all, the small and
the great, the rich and the poor, and
the free and the slave, to be given
marks on their right hands or on their
foreheads; 17 and that no one would
be able to buy or to sell unless he
has that mark, which is the name
of the beast or the number of his
name. 18 Here is wisdom. He who
has understanding, let him calculate

the number of the beast, for it is the
number of a man. His number is six
hundred sixty-six.

11 saw, and behold, the Lamb
standing on Mount Zion, and with
him a number, one hundred forty-
four thousand, having his name and
the name of his Father written on
their foreheads. 21 heard a sound
from heaven like the sound of many
waters and like the sound of a great
thunder. The sound which I heard
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was like that of harpists playing on
their harps. 3 They sing a new song
before the throne and before the
four living creatures and the elders.
No one could learn the song except
the one hundred forty-four thousand,
those who had been redeemed out of
the earth.

61 saw an angel flying in mid
heaven, having an eternal Good News
to proclaim to those who dwell on
the earth—to every nation, tribe, lan-
guage, and people. 7 He said with a
loud voice, “Fear the Lord, and give
him glory, for the hour of his judg-
ment has come. Worship him who
made the heaven, the earth, the sea,
and the springs of waters!”

8 Another, a second angel, followed,
saying, “Babylon the great has fallen,
which has made all the nations to
drink of the wine of the wrath of her
sexual immorality.”

9 Another angel, a third, followed
them, saying with a great voice, “If
anyone worships the beast and his
image, and receives a mark on his
forehead or on his hand, 10 he also
will drink of the wine of the wrath
of God, which is prepared unmixed
in the cup of his anger. He will be
tormented with fire and sulfur in the
presence of the holy angels and in the
presence of the Lamb. 11 The smoke
of their torment goes up forever and
ever. They have no rest day and
night, those who worship the beast
and his image, and whoever receives
the mark of his name.

1471 looked, and saw a white cloud,
and on the cloud one sitting like a
son of man,¥ having on his head a
golden crown, and in his hand a sharp
sickle. 15 Another angel came out of
the temple, crying with a loud voice
to him who sat on the cloud, “Send
your sickle and reap, for the hour to
reap has come; for the harvest of the
earth is ripe!”

17 Another angel came out of the
temple which is in heaven. He also
had a sharp sickle. 18 Another angel
came out from the altar, he who has
power over fire, and he called with a
great voice to him who had the sharp
sickle, saying, “Send your sharp sickle
and gather the clusters of the vine
of the earth, for the earth’s grapes
are fully ripe!” 19 The angel thrust
his sickle into the earth, and gathered
the vintage of the earth and threw it
into the great wine press of the wrath
of God. 20The wine press was trodden
outside of the city, and blood came
out of the wine press, up to the bridles
of the horses, as far as one thousand
six hundred stadia.

15

11 saw another great and mar-
velous sign in the sky: seven angels
having the seven last plagues, for in
them God’s wrath is finished.

21 saw something like a sea of
glass mixed with fire, and those who
overcame the beast, his image,* and
the number of his name, standing on
the sea of glass, having harps of God.
3 They sang the song of Moses, the

7 One of the four living creatures
gave to the seven angels seven golden
bowls full of the wrath of God, who
lives forever and ever. 8 The temple
was filled with smoke from the glory
of God and from his power. No one
was able to enter into the temple until
the seven plagues of the seven angels
would be finished.

1T heard a loud voice out of the
temple, saying to the seven angels,
“Go and pour out the seven bowls of
the wrath of God on the earth!”

2The first went, and poured out his
bowl into the earth, and it became
a harmful and painful sore on the
people who had the mark of the beast,
and who worshiped his image.

8The fourth poured out his bowl on
the sun, and it was given to him to
scorch men with fire. ° People were
scorched with great heat, and people
blasphemed the name of God who has
the power over these plagues. They
didn’t repent and give him glory.

10 The fifth poured out his bowl
on the throne of the beast, and his
kingdom was darkened. They gnawed
their tongues because of the pain,
11 and they blasphemed the God of
heaven because of their pains and
their sores. They still didn’t repent of
their works.

12The sixth poured out his bowl on
the great river, the Euphrates. Its wa-
ter was dried up, that the way might
be prepared for the kings that come

from the sunrise.” 131 saw coming out
of the mouth of the dragon, and out
of the mouth of the beast, and out of
the mouth of the false prophet, three
unclean spirits, something like frogs;
14 for they are spirits of demons, per-
forming signs, which go out to the
kings of the whole inhabited earth, to
gather them together for the war of
that great day of God the Almighty.

15 “Behold, 1 come like a thief.
Blessed is he who watches, and keeps
his clothes, so that he doesn’t walk
naked, and they see his shame.”
16 He gathered them together into
the place which is called in Hebrew,
“Harmagedon”.

17 The seventh poured out his bowl
into the air. A loud voice came out
of the temple of heaven, from the
throne, saying, “It is done!” 18 There
were lightnings, sounds, and thun-
ders; and there was a great earth-

uake such as has not happened since
there were men on the earth —so
great an earthquake and so mighty.

4 The woman was dressed in
purple and scarlet, and decked with
gol(ij and precious stones and pearls,
having in her hand a golden cup full
of abominations and the impurities
of the sexual immorality of the earth.
5 And on her forehead a name was
written, “MYSTERY, BABYLON THE
GREAT, THE MOTHER OF THE PROSTI-
TUTES AND OF THE ABOMINATIONS
OF THE EARTH.” ¢ I saw the woman
drunken with the blood of the saints
and with the blood of the martyrs of
Jesus. When I saw her, I wondered
with great amazement.

7The angel said to me, “Why do you
wonder? I will tell you the mystery of
the woman and of the beast that car-
ries her, which has the seven heads
and the ten horns. 8 The beast that
you saw was, and is not; and is about
to come up out of the abyss and to

11 The beast
that was, and is not, is himself also
an eighth, and is of the seven; and
he goes to destruction. 12 The ten
horns that you saw are ten kings who
have received no kingdom as yet, but
they receive authority as kings with
the beast for one hour. 13 These have
one mind, and they give their power
and authority to the beast. 14 These
will war against the Lamb, and the
Lamb will overcome them, for he is
Lord of lords and King of kings; and
those who are with him are called,
chosen, and faithful.” 15 He said
to me, “The waters which you saw,
where the prostitute sits, are peoples,
multitudes, nations, and languages.
16 The ten horns which you saw, they
and the beast will hate the prostitute,
will make her desolate, will strip her
naked, will eat her flesh, and will burn
her utterly with fire. 17 For God has
put in their hearts to do what he has
in mind, to be of one mind, and to
give their kingdom to the beast, until
the words of God should be accom-
plished. 18 The woman whom you saw
is the great city which reigns over the
kings of the earth.”

1 After these things, I saw another
angel coming down out of the sky,
having great authority. The earth
was illuminated with his glory.

6 Return to her just as she returned,
and repay her double as she did, and
according to her works. In the cup
which she mixed, mix to her double.
7 However much she glorified herself
and grew wanton, so much give her
of torment and mourning. For she
says in her heart, ‘T sit a queen, and
am no widow, and will in no way see
mourning.’ 8 Therefore in one day her
plagues will come: death, mourning,
and famine; and she will be utterly
burned with fire, for the Lord God
who has judged her is strong.

9 The kings of the earth who com-
mitted sexual immorality and lived
wantonly with her will weep and wail
over her, when they look at the smoke
of her burning, 10 standing far away
for the fear of her torment, saying,

the strong city! For your judgment
has come in one hour.” 11 The mer-
chants of the earth weep and mourn
over her, for no one buys their mer-
chandise any more: 12 merchandise of
gold, silver, precious stones, pearls,
fine linen, purple, silk, scarlet, all ex-
pensive wood, every vessel of ivory,
every vessel made of most precious
wood, and of brass, and iron, and
marble; 13 and cinnamon, incense,
perfume, frankincense, wine, olive
oil, fine flour, wheat, sheep, horses,
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chariots, and people’s bodies and
souls. 14 The fruits which your soul
lusted after have been lost to you. All
things that were dainty and sumptu-
ous have perished from you, and you
will find them no more at all. 15 The
merchants of these things, who were
made rich by her, will stand far away
for the fear of her torment, weeping
and mourning, 16 saying, ‘Woe, woe,
the great city, she who was dressed
in fine linen, purple, and scarlet, and
decked with gold and precious stones
and pearls! 17 For in an hour such
great riches are made desolate.” Ev-
ery ship master, and everyone who
sails anywhere, and mariners, and as
many as gain their living by sea, stood
far away, 18 and cried out as they
looked at the smoke of her burning,
saying, ‘What is like the great city?’

21 A mighty angel took up a stone
like a great millstone and cast it
into the sea, saying, “Thus with vio-
lence will Babylon, the great city, be
thrown down, and will be found no
more at all. 22 The voice of harpists,
minstrels, flute players, and trum-
peters will be heard no more at all
in you. No craftsman of whatever
craft will be found any more at all in
you. The sound of a mill will be heard
no more at all in you. 23 The light
of a lamp will shine no more at all
in you. The voice of the bridegroom
and of the bride will be heard no
more at all in you, for your merchants
were the princes of the earth; for
with your sorcery all the nations were
deceived. 24 1In her was found the
blood of prophets and of saints, and of
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all who have been slain on the earth.”

19

1 After these things I heard some-
thing like a loud voice of a great mul-
titude in heaven, saying, “Hallelujah!
Salvation, power, and glory belong
to our God; 2 for his judgments are
true and righteous. For he has judged
the great prostitute who corrupted
the earth with her sexual immorality,
and he has avenged the blood of his
servants at her hand.”

For the Lord our God, the Almighty,
reigns! 7 Let’s rejoice and be exceed-
ingly glad, and let’s give the glory to
him. For the wedding of the Lamb has
come, and his wife has made herself
ready.” 81t was given to her that she
would array herself in bright, pure,
fine linen, for the fine linen is the
righteous acts of the saints.

9He said to me, “Write, ‘Blessed are
those who are invited to the wedding
su]ﬁlper of the Lamb.” ” He said to me,
“These are true words of God.”

10 1 fell down before his feet to
worship him. He said to me, “Look!
Don’t do it! I am a fellow bondservant
with you and with your brothers who
hold the testimony of Jesus. Worship
God, for the testimony of Jesus is the
Spirit of Prophecy.”

111 saw the heaven opened, and
behold, a white horse, and he who
sat on it is called Faithful and True.
In righteousness he judges and makes
war. 12 His eyes are a flame of fire,
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and on his head are many crowns.
He has names written and a name
written which no one knows but he
himself. 13 He is clothed in a garment
sprinkled with blood. His name is
called “The Word of God.” 14 The
armies which are in heaven, clothed
in white, pure, fine linen, followed
him on white horses. 15 Out of
his mouth proceeds a sharp, double-
edged sword that with it he should
strike the nations. He will rule them
with an iron rod.® He treads the wine
press of the fierceness of the wrath
of God, the Almighty. 16 He has on
his garment and on his thigh a name
written, “KING OF KINGS AND LORD
OF LORDS.”

171 saw an angel standing in the
sun. He cried with a loud voice, say-
ing to all the birds that fly in the sky,
“Come! Be gathered together to the

great supper of God,* 18 that you may
eat the flesh of kings, the flesh of cap-
tains, the flesh of mighty men, and
the flesh of horses and of those who
sit on them, and the flesh of all men,
both free and slave, small and great.”
191 saw the beast, the kings of the
earth, and their armies, gathered to-
gether to make war against him who
sat on the horse and against his army.
20 The beast was taken, and with him
the false prophet who worked the
signs in his sight, with which he de-
ceived those who had received the
mark of the beast and those who wor-
shiped his image. These two were
thrown alive into the lake of fire that
burns with sulfur. 2! The rest were
killed with the sword of him who sat
on the horse, the sword which came

out of his mouth. So all the birds were
filled with their flesh.

20

11 saw an angel coming down out
of heaven, having the key of the abyss
and a great chain in his hand. 2 He
seized the dragon, the old serpent,

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who is the devil and Satan, who de-
ceives the whole inhabited earth,*
and bound him for a thousand years,
3 and cast him into the abyss, and
shut it and sealed it over him, that he
should deceive the nations no more
until the thousand years were fin-
ished.

41 saw thrones, and they sat on
them, and judgment was given to
them. I saw the souls of those who
had been beheaded for the testimony
of Jesus and for the word of God,
and such as didn’t worship the beast
nor his image, and didn’t receive the
mark on their forehead and on their
hand. They lived and reigned with
Christ for a thousand years. 5 The
rest of the dead didn’t live until the
thousand years were finished. This is
the first resurrection. 6 Blessed and
holy is he who has part in the first
resurrection. Over these, the second
death has no power, but they will be
priests of God and of Christ, and will
reign with him one thousand years.

7 And after the thousand years, Sa-
tan will be released from his prison
8 and he will come out to deceive
the nations which are in the four
corners of the earth, Gog and Magog,
to gather them together to the war,
whose number is as the sand of the
sea. 9 They went up over the width
of the earth and surrounded the camp
of the saints and the beloved city.
Fire came down out of heaven from
God and devoured them. 10 The devil
who deceived them was thrown into
the lake of fire and sulfur, where the
beast and the false prophet are also.
They will be tormented day and night
forever and ever.

1T saw a great white throne and
him who sat on it, from whose face
the earth and the heaven fled away.
There was found no place for them.
121 saw the dead, the great and the
small, standing before the throne,

14 Death and Hades¥ were
thrown into the lake of fire. This is
the second death, the lake of fire. 15If
anyone was not found written in the
book of life, he was cast into the lake
of fire.

11 saw a new heaven and a new
earth, for the first heaven and the
first earth have passed away, and the
sea is no more. 21 saw the holy
city, New Jerusalem, coming down
out of heaven from God, prepared like
a bride adorned for her husband. 31
heard a loud voice out of heaven say-
ing, “Behold, God’s dwelling is with
people; and he will dwell with them,
and they will be his people, and God
himself will be with them as their
God.

The twelve gates were
twelve pearls. Each one of the gates
was made of one pearl. The street of
the city was pure gold, like transpar-
ent glass.

221 saw no temple in it, for the Lord
God the Almighty and the Lamb are
its temple. 23 The city has no need
for the sun or moon to shine, for the
very glory of God illuminated it and
its lamp is the Lamb. 24 The nations
will walk in its light. The kings of
the earth bring the glory and honor
of the nations into it. 25Its gates will
in no way be shut by day (for there
will be no night there), 26 and they
shall bring the glory and the honor
of the nations into it so that they
may enter. 27 There will in no way
enter into it anything profane, or one
who causes an abomination or a lie,
but only those who are written in the
Lamb’s book of life.

22

1He showed me a” river of water of
life, clear as crystal, proceeding out of
the throne of God and of the Lamb,
2 in the middle of its street. On this
side of the river and on that was the
tree of life, bearing twelve kinds of
fruits, yielding its fruit every month.
